DEATH LIS

Season Just Ended Has Bad
Record for Loss of Men
and Vessels

LIVES SACRIFICED

Past Week’s Storm on Lake
Erie Alone Has Claimed

DETROIT, Dec. 11.—With the prac-
tical certainty that the men of the
steamer Clation and the Marquette and
Bessemer car ferry Number 2 have
gone to their doom, the toll of death
taken by wind and wave since the offi-
cial c¢lose of navigation on the Great
Lakes one week ago, falls but five
short of the official -season’s total.

Sixty-three men was the count up to
last Saturday. This week’s death list,
52 on Lake Erie and 6 on Lake Su-
perior, already is 68. This total of
121 lives lost in 1909 is not far from
four times the total of last year, when
33 men found watery graves as the
result of storm and stress.

Further Prosecution of
Swindlers

WASHINGTON, Dec. 11.—That the
United States Department of Justice
intends a vigorous prosecution in the
effort to recover all money due the gov~
ernment as. a result of the sugar
frauds at New York, and to pupish
all who may have participated in
them, is shown by the annual- report
of Attorney General Wickersham,
made public today.

‘After briefly reciting the facts in
the case, which are of public knowl-
edge, he says: “Phe evidence has dis-
closed a network of corruption not
confined to the -American Sugar Re-
fining company, extending over a period
of years, affecting both importers and
officers of the government. It is as
yet premature to state the precise ex-
tent of the conspiracy or the amount
of the revenue of which the govern-
ment has been defrauded. While it is
feared that the statute of limitations
may haveé run in favor of many of the
malefactors who are responsible for
these frauds, yet -no effort will be
spared to ascertain the precise amount
of which the government has been de-
frauded, to recover all monies due and
to punish all those .who may be found
to have participated in any respect in
the frauds, Whether .as officers or
agents of the importers or as officials
of the government.

On_the 1st and 2nd of February, the
Central Farmers' Institute is to hold
its ‘annual convention "here, when a
largely increased representation of the
agriculturitsts of . the province is
looked for. On-the 3rd, the conven-
tion of the British Columbia Dairy-
men’s Assotiation is arranged; and on
the 4th -the annual -meeting of the
British Columbia’ Stock. Breeders’ As-
sociation. For each of: these gather-
ings, programmes of especial interest
and educative value are = being ar-
ranged, speakers of note being brought
here from the United States and East-
ern Canada, as well as local men who
have achieved conspicuous success in
their several specialties. .

OIL TANKS OF
ST, CROIX LEAKED.

Former Engin_eer\ Tells Inspectors of
Dangerous Condition of Reser-
voirs of Fluid Fuel.

SAN FRANCISCO, Dec. 11.—That
the fuel oil tanks of the steamer St.
Croix, which was destroyed by fire off
the .coast of Southern California, leak-
ed badly and allowed seven barréls of
oil to ooze into the bilge during one
trip, was the statement made today to
the federal inspectors by John D.
Druillard, formerly first assistant en-
gineer of the burned craft.

Druillard was not on the St. Croix
at the time of the disaster. He sta-
ted that the condition of the vessel
was such that he did not.care to go
to sea aboanrd of her, and left the em-
ployment of the company after com-
pleting his fourth trip.

The United States marshal has been
seeking Druillard ever since the in-
quiry into the burning of the vessel
begam, and the former officers’ testi-
mony concladed the investigation,
which was re-opened today after sev-
eral days’ postponement to admit of
his evidence. .

Druillard said that he discovered the
condition of the leaky tanks and re-
ported it to Chief Engineer Doe, who
directed that they be loaded only to
the point where the leaks were located.
This order was later countermanded
by Capt. Warner, according to the
witness, and the tanks filled to the top.

The witness stated that he measured
the oil in the hold and found it was
several inches deep. From this he
computed the total leakage at seven
and a half barrels. Orders were is-
sued against open lights below decks,
but Druillard said that he twice found
lamps burming and threw them over-
board.

Fear that he would be unable to se-
cure another position, he said, kept
him from reporting the condition of
the vessel to the imspectors. He sta-
ted that he had personally called the
attentionn of the owners to the leak.
Druillard believed that a lighted cigar-
ette, thrown down a ventilator by a
passenger, might have caused the fire.

BRITISH BUILDERS
MAY BUILD NAVY

Clyde Shipyard Owner Anticipates Or-
ders for Fighting Ships of the
Dominion.

The Clyde naval shipbuilder, recent-
ly interviewed, said he considered that
the Canadian warship orders will be
placed with British builders early in
1910. For the present, at all events,
those concerned in yards in the Do-
minion are likely to concentrate their
efforts in securing mnaval repairing
rather than new - construction work.
The Canadian scheme, now being con-
sidered, comprises four cruiser scouts
of the “Bristol” type, one of the
“Boadicea” type, and six destroyers of
the river class.

The Blanche, of the Boadicea type,
and Newcastle, of the Bristol class,
were launched at the end of November
for the British navy. The Blanche will
differ slightly from the previous cruis-
ers of her class in that she will have
only one mast, and will not be fitted
with cruiser turbines. Her armament.
too, is different, for while the Boad-
jcea and the Bellond were armed with
six 4.7 guns the Blanche will carry
two 4-inch breech-loading guns on
her upper deck;” she will also have
one Maxim gun and two torpedo tubes.
Her dimensions  are—length between
perpendlculars-ﬂ%tt.. exereme length
405ft. 6in., breadth 41ft. 6in., draught
forward 13ft.and aft 14ft. Her dis-
placement will be 3,350 tons, and her
displacement at launching was 1,305
tons. Her engines, which are being
fitted by Messrs. Hawthorn and Leslie,

of Newcastle, are to give 18,000 indi-

cated horse-power, and her speed is
estimated at 25 knots, but will prob-
ably exceed this, as both the Boadicea
and the Bellona steamed an average of
more than 27 knots on their trial. She
will carry a complement of 292 officers
and men. The Newcastle is one of a
group of five vessels of the protected
cruiser type included in the naval pro-
gramme for 1909-10, and that she was
430ft, long, 47ft. broad, of 4,800 tons
displacement at load draught, and
would be propelled by turbine machin-
ery of 22,000 horse-power, calculated
to give her a speed of 25 knots. Fol-
lowing out the idea of the Territorial
Association, the five vessels have been
named after important cities in the
United Kingdom, the four other ves-
sels being the Bristol, Glasgow, Glou-
cester and Liverpool. The Newecastle
was the last but one of her group to
take the water, but she is further ad-
vanced and nearer readiness for trials
than any of the other four vessels.

BRITONS AND TEUTONS

Union Castle Line lnvades East Afri-
can Coast Where Germans Held
Monopoly.

There is a steamship war on the
East African coast between Briton and
Teuton. The Unien-Castle Company
have decided to extend their operations
by sending the largest of their inter-
mediate steamers further north on the
Fast African coast, imstead of Beira
remaining the terminus as now. Hith-
erto the German company, proceeding
via Suez, has had a monopely of the
passenger and other traffic to the East
African ports. There has also been a
four-weekly service from Delegoa Bay
to Beira, crossing thence to Mauritius.
The new arrangement is one by which
intermediate steamers, which  have
heretofore gone mo. further than Dela-
goa Bay will proceed to Mombassa,
covering the Mozambique coast ports
and Zanzibar. The first steamer to
complete the mew route will be the
Dunluce <Castle, which leaves Ham-
burg on Dec. 22, Antwerp on Dec. 25,
London Dec. 31, and Southampton on
the 1st of January. She will reach
the terminal! port at Mombassa on the
10th. - The decision of the Union-Cas-
tle line to extend their service to the
northern ports of East Africa brings
the company into still sharper con-
flict with the German East Africa line,
and a rate war will be started.

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A CITY MARKET

Among the matters, mentioned at
the meeting of the Executive of the
Victoria Branch of the Vancouver
Island Development Association yes-
terday, was the desirability of estab-
lishing a City Market, where farmers
can sell their produce direct to’ con-
sumers. No action was suggested and
the subject was only treated in a
general way. Reasons for and against
the suggestion were put forward, and
the general opinion seemed to be that
such a market, while desirable, could
not be established wholly without dif-
ficulty. The question has been dis-
cussed in the press several times, but
it is timely once more to invite atten-
tion to it. Several things militate
against the success of a market in this
city. 'One of them is the Chinamen,
who peddle vegetables from door to
door. Another is the general use of
the telephone to order farm produce
at the grocery store. Another is the
practice of many housekeepers of buy-
ing vegetables in small guantities as
they are needed. Many an Eastern
householder will buy a quarter of beef,
a carcase of mutton or pork, a dozen
turkeys, geese or chickens, enough po-
tatoes to last all winter and other farm
produce in the same way. His frost-
proof cellar keeps the vegetables safe,
and he can store his meat and poultry
where it will keep frozen. Not many
people here buy vegetables in large
quantity and practically no one buys
meat or poultry that way. When did
one of our readers, who lived at one
time in the XEast, have a chance of
buying a b0-pound firkin of Al farm
made butter? Such butter may be
made in the vicinity of Victoria, but
not much of it gets to consumers. We
mention these matters to stow that the
enstom of the eommunity is not wholly
favorable to a city market.

These considerations do not disposg
of the case by any manner of means;
neither is the fact that so much fruit
and dairy produce. is handled by the
co-operative orgii'fﬂzations conclusive
against a market. Many farmers would
like to have an opportunity of selling
directly to consumers, and thus have
for themselves the profits of the mid-
dlemen.- - This is an aspect of the case
which must be .considered in connec-
tion with the movement to develop
farming on small holdings. Markets
are matters for regulation. We have
in mind ene market in the East in
which, up to a eertain hour in the
morning, only householders may buy.
After that hour dealers may buy, and
after 'a later hour the farmers may
carry their produce from door to door.
The system works out very well. Often
by 10 o’clock the farmers’ wagons or
sleds will be empty, and the farmers
will be spending their money at the
stores. The retail merchants make
just as much money and do a very
much more satisfactory business than
if ‘they bought the produce, for they
are saved the necessity of being over-
stocked with vegetables. It is more
satisfactory to the farmer, because he
sells for cash and buys for cash,

These are some ofy the advantages
and disadvantages of the market sys-
tem; but if it is going to be adopted in
Victoria and become a success, it will
be necessary to prohibit the peddling
of vegetables by Chinamen. We will
only add that the housekeeper, who
has never gone into a full market to
pick out a supply of food stuffs for
the home, has missed a very interest-
ing, profitable and satisfactory exper-
ience.

THE EMPIRE.

A Montreal correspondent sends us
a letter upon the best means of con-
solidating the Empire, whith we print.
He thinks ‘the Empire ‘has now got to
a very critical stage.” The number of
critical stages through which the Em-
pire has passed can hardly be reck-

" oned. Critical stages seem to be
features of imperial development.
Those, who have read what was writ-
ten at the time of the struggle for Re-
sponsible Government, need not be
told that there were timid folk who
thought the Empire could hardly.last
over night. When the British Trade
and Navigation laws were repealed,
and foreign ships were given the same
privileges as colonial ships in the com-
merce of_ the United Kingdom. there
were those who foretold the immediate
dissolution of the Empire. There is in
existence 8omewhere a petition setting
forth this fact anc asking that the
British North American Provinces
might be allowed to annex themselves
to the United States. It has not been
printed for a good many years; but
if it were reproduced there would be
a good deal of surprise at some of the

names affixed to it. There were those |

who thought that Confederation was
the entering wedge that was to force
the Empire asunder, and Lord Lorne,
when Governor-General, was satisfied
that the National Pelicy would do the
trick. Under these circumstances we
are moW® greatly surprised that some
excellent people think the grand smash
is now at hand. Some of us, however,
read our histories and sleep soundly.
We have lately heard it said that,
if Canada retains the right tu say’

¢

whether or not the fleet, ‘which she
may build and pay for, shall be em-
ployed in war, that will be equivalent
to departure from the Empire. To our
way of thinking it will be a step to-
wards imperial consolidation: It would
be very unreasonable to suggest that
the Dominion should build, man and
pay for a fleet and have nothing to
say as to what should be done with it.
Hence if we are to have a fleet of our
own, just as we have an army of our
own, and if we are to remain in the
Empire, there must be some directing
body in which we will be represented.
The same will hold true of Australia
and the other self-governing Do-
minions. Thus will be brought about
the very consolidation, which some

people are so earnest in demanding.

Our correspondent thinks the drift is
away from imperial solidarity; we
think it is towards it, and towards It
in:a very mnoticeable way.

We do not refer toour correspondent
in what we are now about to say, but
to a certain class of critics, who la-
ment that nothing is being done to
bind the Empire together, and see in
each evolution of colonial autonomy a
source of danger. Theée people really
injure the cause, which they undoubt-
edly have at heart. The men, through
whose efforts the Empire is what it'is
today, were practical men, engaged
not in dreaming jin dressing gown and
slippers before a fire, but eut in the
thick 'of public life, out in the hurly-
burly of business activities. These
men are the true Empire-builders.
They deal not with theories nor with
guestions that may arise sometime in
the future, but with the actual prob-
lems of the presént, solving them in
the light of experience and with due
regard to the British tradition, which
is a vague sort of way of expressing a
very great deal. Our correspondent
thinks that sentiment will not be suf-
ficient to bind the Empire together.
‘We tell him that sentiment is the only
thing that will bind it; .and that the
moment any other tie is substituted
the fabric will be weakened. “At the
same time we are glad to print our
correspondent’s letter. It is weH to

,think of the matters to which he di-

rects attention. It is by taking thought
that useful results are reached.

FRIENDLY COMMENT

The Orange Sentinel deals at consid-
erable length with the British Colum-
bia elections, which it regards chiefly
as a personal triumph for Mr. McBride.

It is evident from the short time that
he has been in public life Mr. McBride
is a man of courage, of foresight, of
statesmanlike qualities. = This, added to
kindness of heart, geniality of disposi-
tion, good-felowship in its best inter-
pretation, must always carry the juds-
ment and affection of the masses of the
people.

It is said that he
has never been known to lose his
temper. When it comes to action his
decisions are prompt. He consults no-
body and tells nothing. He is 64 years
of age, but as indefatigable as ever and

apparently good for years of hard |
work. He hates the mewspapers be- |

cause reporters ask him. guestions.

He had in mind the
judgments of this life, or to put the matter
more -scientifically, he was thinking of the
operation of the law -of cause and effect.
There was once a man, not as wise as the
King of Israel, who speaking to a lot of young
fellows, who had ' been having what -they
called a good time, said: “Boys, you can trade
of your constitutions for this sort of thing;
but don’t forget you can never trade back.”
It -is right to have pleasure while we have
the capacity of enjoying it; but it is a great
mistake to suppose that the capacity for en-
joyment is exhausted before, to use air ex-
pression from the race track, you have turned
into the home stretch.

These observation /are directed not only
to young people, but fto those who have the
rearing of young people. Enjoyment is a
necessary part of existence; but it ought to
be rational enjoyment. It ought to be enjoy-
ment that will not impair the faculty for fur-
ther enjoyment.. There can be nothing more
miserahle than a man or woman, who reaches
middle @ge having left behind the capacity to
get anything out’of life that is worth having,
and yet there ‘are: hundreds of people who
do that very thing." They have rejoiced in
the strength of their youth, but have forgotigm
that there s always @ day of reckoning. Un=
fortunatel in very many cdses the ‘reckoning
has to be paid not by themselves alone, but
by those who come after them. /The sins of
the fathets ‘and® mothers as well are visited
on the children, not by‘any special edict of the
Creator, but because of the infallible working
of the law of cause and effect. There is such

- Wey admit this,
in th%%i‘e%‘?g%?’dbgs agnd ?xér‘s‘eé,g%u'r “c%?n’s’
and cats we ignore it in the case of mankind,
and then we have puny offspring, unable to
withstand the first shock of arduous condi-
tions, we blame it upon the Almighty. The
other ‘day’there appeared in connection with

the Sérpent Tongue,” 2 statement that the
person ‘referred to in lit was one of a coterie
in high social. life, whose practices can be best
described by saying that they cannot be de-
scribed. = Possibly this did injustice to the
woman in question, but it is true of some
women. They are satiated with life almost
before. they have begun to live. .To this un-
healthy’ condition of mind a school of modern
novelists panders, and the result is a drift in
society.in a direction that leads to ruin. The
tendency in certain cricles of young people of
both sexes is to seek .for sensations rather
than for satisfaction that-comes from well-
ordered lives. Every nerve is strained to make
the meost: out of the first quarter; nothing is
left for the home stretch. s

This is an aspect of life that calls for more
attentioh from teachers and preachers than it
receives. It is vastly more important than the
promulgation of doctrine, vastly miore essen-
tial than the observance of church ordinances.
The greatest peril in our civilization lies in the
fact that we ignoré the tendencies referred to
above. The people of Christendom cannot
continue as they are going without meeting
with disaster. ' Let there may be no mistake
on this point. A thousand churches, more or
less, may point their spires to the sky; a thou-
sand robed priests, more or less, may perform
all the solemn ceremonies connected with wor-
ship. These things will not arrest national
decay, unless we are able in some way to
strike at the root of the evil, which is under-
mining the state. There are some who will
say that the way to do this is to destroy the
liquorstraffic; but that is not a remedy. It
is not the practice of the Colonist to discuss
controversial questions on this page, and

therefore the influence of the drink traffic '

upon society will not be further considered in
this place. But the source of the evil, which
is working such deadly harm, lies not in-any
habit of society, but in the fundamental prin-
ciples, which govern the lives of young men
and women.

Nearly two thousand years ago a man wan-
dered through the wilderness of Judea, and his
cry was: “Repent ye, for the Kingdom of
Heaven is at hand.” Perhaps he himself did
not know just what the “Kingdom of Heaven”
meant. Today we think of it as a period of
unalloyed happiness, and perhaps we wonder
what John could have meant when he so
preached. Perhaps ' we have often in our
minds thought that the cry was one more
proof that the Holy Men of O1d were mistaken.
But you will search the brief reports of the
sayings of John for any proof that he meant
that the Kingdom of Heaven was coming with
peace and happiness. It came; but it came
with a2 sword, It came; but not with white-

robed angels singing hosannas in the clouds;. "

but with fierce warriors out of the North,

with shouts of frenzy as they destroyed cities
and shed thé blood of millions. The Kingdom
of Heaven came, not jn Bethlehem’s stable in
the form of a child; but out on the' frontiers
of the Roman Empire and it rolled across that
great imperial fabric in clouds and darkness.
T.et us get this thing into our minds in the
right way. “I come not to bring peace but
2 sword,” said He whom we call the Prince
of Peace.

The Kingdom of Heaven may come again,
and come as it then came in judgment. -Let
us have a care as a people. More virile races
than our own are pressing upon our borders.
Mental and moral dry rot are eating out the
life of the higher strata of society. Wretched-
ness and poverty are destroying the lower
strata. Why should we think ourselves im-
mune from the dangers that destroyed otfer
nations in the past? Who are we that we can
defy with impunity the laws, for violating
which they perished?

And so we come back to where we started,
only now we ought to have a wider view of
the application of what was said at the begin-
ning. A nation is no better than the individ-
uals of which it is composed. There is no
national existence apart from individual ex-
istence. If our young men and our young

women exhaust themselves in early life, they

also exhaust the state, and the civilized races’

are today in danger of complete physical,
mental and moral exhaustion. The time has
come for a change.- The time has come when
each individual should be taught that it is
his bounden duty to save something for the
home stretch, for by so6 doing he not only
will serve himself well, but also serve his
fellows. Doubtless it is sweet to die for one’s
country, but it is infinitely sweeter and more
useful to live for it.

COMETS

There is some little apprehension concern-
ing the appearance of Halley’s comet, and it
is due to the wild suggestions of newspaper
writers ‘endeavoring to make a sensation out
of one of the routine events of the Solar Sys-
tem. ©On the face of things it is reasonable to
infer that the members of that System have
assumed the several places occupied by them
in obedience to some law, and that their rela-

tions ‘are harmonious, SO that there is ex-—

tremely little likelihood of one of them intes-
fering ‘with another. Hence the probabilities
of a collision between the Earth and a comet
are exceedingly remote. There are many
comets and, except in the case of Texel’s, there
is no reason to suppose that any'of them has
e o with anyother. gember of
the System. This comet came Wit in"the 1n-
fluence of the attraction of Jupiter and was
drawn in among the satellites of that planet,
without noticeable results in the case of either,
except that the comet did not resume its for-
‘mer orbit, but took a new one. Between Mars
and Jupiter there is a wonderful belt of aster-
oids, or minor planets. About 150 of them
have been discovered and catalogued. None
of them are: large, and the combined mass of
those that have been seen is not more than
one-fourth that of the Earth. These planet-
oids are spread out over an area measuring
250,000,000 miles in width, and in their revo-
lution around the Sun they cross and recross
‘each others paths; but they are mever in col-
lision. Through this host of little planets the
comets dash on their way to the Sun and out
again, and so far as any one knows, in no sin-
gle instance has a planetoid been in the slight-
est degree affected thereby. The fact that the
moons of Jupiter were not affected in any ap-
preciable degfee by Texel's comet indicates

that even the planetoids might not be, no mat- -

ter how close to them a comet came. This
comet came comparatively close to the Earth,
but its presence produced no effect whatever.
The number of comets is unknown,.for the
reason that it is not always possible to be sure
if one of these visitors has been seen before.
Twenty of them have been tagged, so to speak,
by astronomers, and none of them ever goes
far away from the Sun as the planet Neptune.
The period of their revolution varies from a
little over three years in the case of Encke’s to
upwards of 767 in the case of Halley's, which
is now coming into vision. The comets do
not all travel in the same plane. Thus Clau-
sen’s has a course, which, if laid out on card
would show it to be very nearly on tie same
plans as that of the orbit of the Earth. De
Vico’s comes towards the Sun on a course
nearly at right angles to the course traveled by
the Rarth. Halley's comet apprpaches the
Sun at an angle of nearly 18 degrees to the
Earth’s orbit, and therefore at the time of its
passage across our orbit it will be nearly 20,-
000,000 miles away from it, which is the near-
est it can possible come to the Earth under any
circumstances, and it could only be as near as
that if the Earth happened at the time to be
directly in a line drawn from the comet par-
pendicular to the Earth’s orbit. That is to say,
there is one place where, if the movements ot
the Earth and the Comet were so timed, the
two bodies wauld be within 20,000,000 miles. of
each other, but the chances against such a
thing are almost infinite. This being the case,
the coming of the Comet may be regarded
without apprehension, although if it is as bril-
liant as it promises to be, it will afford a-spec-
tacle long to be remembered. o

The history of cometary appearangs is not

very complete, and the older accounts are’

necessarily not very reliable. We are told that
in 134 B. C. a comet appeared having 2 disc
larger than that of the Sun. One that was
even larger is said to have appeared in 124
B.C. In A.D. 117 another remarkable comet
appeared, and in A. D. 479 there was one with
a disc of such dimensions that it is said to
have caused an eclipse of the Sun. The

_ scope does.not give
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comet of A. D. 400 exténded from the horizon
to the zenith, and ‘that'of A. D, 531 was even
larger and more terrible in appearance. he
comets of 1066 and 1505 had discs larger than
that of the Moon. The accounts of these
comets are all popular and not scientific, and
it is possible that their appearance has been
greatly exaggerated. .

THe finest comet, which people now living
have seen, was Donati’s, which appeared in
1858, and was visible nearly throughout the
winter. It presented a most beautiful spec-
tacle. Its nucleus was bright, though not
large, and its tail was very brilliant. When the
head was at the horizon, the extremity of the
tail was on the Meridian, but nosth of the
Zenith. To see that great band of light
stretching ‘across nearly a quarter of the sky
was a sight never to be forgotten. This comet
for a part of the time it was visible had three
tails, although only one of them was noticeabla
by the ordinary gbserver. The main tail was
curved like an aigrette. The last great comet
observable in the northern hemisphere, ‘and
perhaps the last observable from any point on
the Earth, appeared in 1882. It was in the
northern sky, and' though its tail was very
long and fan-shaped, covering a considerable
area in the heavens, it was not very brilliant.

In all, about 260 comets have been noted
by astronomers. Of these about 60 move in
elipses’; the course/of the remainder cannot be
distinguisked from parabolas; that is, they
seem to move in.great open curves, and may
never revisit the Solar System. Biela’s comet
was supposed fo visit-the Sun once in every
seven years or thereabouts. In 1846 it came
en schedule time and looked about as usual,
but as it approached the Sun it split into two
parts.. When it returned in 1852 these parts
had separated widely from each other, and
since that time it has not been seen, although
a meteoric shower, which occurred about the
time of its next appearance, was supposed to
be composed of cometary fragments.

It is not known of what the nucleus of a
comet congists, for none have ever been seen,
becatise of an envelope of gaseous matter,
which surrounds all nucleii. We have abso-

. lutely no data from which the character of the
solid core, if there is such a thing, can be de-
termined. The great comet of 1680 passed,
according to Newton’s’ calculations, not much
more than 500,000 miles from the Sun, and

would therefore be exposed to.a heat which

would convert any substance about which we
know anything into“an intangible gas. The
envelope of the nucleus; and the tail are so at-
tenuated that the light of Stars shining
through it is not. dimi ished. = The speetro-

i assistance in the so-
lution of .the compositiem of these bodies: 'I'he

fact that a comet will -whirl around the Sun

in a few hours, and swing a tail many millions
of miles long without deflecting 1t from its
shape, seems to show that the tail cannot be
composed of anything that we know anything
about. The terrific speed with which the tail
would swing wotld cémpletely dissipate any

. solid or gaseous matter. Hence the sugges-

tion finds favor with some astronomers that
the nucleus of a comet acts as a lens and the
tail is caused by the light of the Sun streaming
through it. But there is nothing about which
there is more scope for speculation than the
nature of comets. They are w derful things;

 when brilliant they are marvelous to look

upon; their course through the sky is full of
mystery, for no one can suggest why they
should fly off to such vast distances and re-
turn again; but with. all the mystery sur-
rounding them, and notwithstanding the fact
that they have in all ages been regarded as ob-
jects of fear, a visit of a comet is only an in-
cident of unusual interest/and need cause no
alarm. .

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BEGINNINGSXOF HISTORY

The archaeology of the Northwest Coast is
worthy of more study than has yet been given
to it, and it so happens that in the vicinity of
Victoria there are places.where it might be in-
vestigated with every prospect of interestin
results. At many places are large deposits o
broken shells, as, for example, at the head of
Esquimalt Harbor and along the highway road
on the west side of the Saanich Peninsula at

. Union Bay. In places-like these there are in-
teresting fields for research, and a small party
of students would be almost certain to discov-
er something that would repay them for their
labors: Lying on the table at which this is
written is a stone bearing evidence of work-
manship of a high order. It was taken out of
a shell heap a foot or so below the trunk of a
tree that was possibly a hundred years old.
How far the shells extended below the place
where the stone was found could only be ascer-
tained by an investigation that was not made.
A forest growing on a shell heap establishes
the fact that the shells were placed there as
long ago, at least, as the age of the oldest tree.
Let us suppose that the oldest tree shows by
its rings a hundred years of growth. We know
that we will have to allow some time between
the deposit of the last of the shells and the
germination of the seed of the tree; how long
would be a matter of guess work. It might
be possible by careful study to reach some
measure by which the time occupied in the ac-
cumulation of the shells could be roughly ap-
proximated, and in this way, by digging to
the bottom of the heap, it might be possible to
fix a date in a general way for the beginning of
it. Htving excavated to the bottom of the
heap, the next step ought to be to compare the
level of the bottom with the adjacent sea. In
this way it might be learned if the land had
sunk since the first Indians made the spot a
rendezvous, or there might be found between
the heaps and the sea deposits of sand, gravel

%

or soil or growing trees or boulders from

which certain inferences could be drawn.
The above are the general features that

might be examined; but in the course of the

examination other things might be observed.

The stone above mentioned was found near the
surface and belongs to possibly the Neolithic
Age. The workmanship is remarkably accur-
ate, much more so than is the case with stone
implements of the Palaeolithic-Age. There is
a probability that by excavation to the bottom
of this particular heap one might find stone
implements dating from the Eolithic Age. If
this sort of investigation is undertaken a little
preliminary study would be necessary. The
first investigators into' Eolithic deposits did
not recognize stone implements as such. The
first ‘investigations of this kind made in Am-
erica were in Néw Jersey, where in a great de-
posit of stones and other detritus there were
found a number of stones which had been
chipped away so as to form points more or
less sharp. At first these were supposed sim-
ply to be accidental shapes, but the find became
so numerdus and they all bore evidence of the
same general design, that no other conclusion
was possible than that they were artificial.
They were clearly designed for cutting pur-
poses, and, when among them a chipped flint
arrow héad was found, all doubt was removed.
Subsequent investigation showed that in the
higher portions of the deposit the flint arrow
heads became more gumerous, until at length
the implements formed from the softer stone
disappeared, and only the {lints remained.
Here we have history in outline, the history
of a people who, by slow stages, were advanc-
ing towards civilization. Results equally in-
teresting might be obtained by the study of
the shell heaps near Victoria.

The examination of such a shell deposit as
is found at Union Bay ought to take place at
more than one point, for this heap is very
long, and admitting that the number “of In-
dians was at one time very greatly in excess
of what it is now, and that clams formed the
greater part of their diet, many centuries, ap-
parently, must have been necessary for the
accumulation of the fragments composing it.
Such deposits ought to be cut transversely at
points.:some distance apart, and the lower
strata ought to be compared so as to warrant,
if possible, some conclusion as to whether all
parts of the heap are of equal antiquity, Thus
it might be that one part of the heap only re-
lated to the Neolithic period, which, by the
way. embraces the present day. Another part
might go back into the Palaeolithic Age, and
yet another to the Eolithic. Or it might be
found that they are related to the later ages, in
which case we would have to conclude either
that all the earlier inhabitants had nothing to

" do with the formation of the particular deposit

examined, or else that the aboriginal peoples
of Southern Vancouver Island -had already
made some progress in civilization when they
first came here. These observations may sug-
gest to some readers an interesting field of re-
search, and in a subsequent article mention.will
be made of some d‘i’scoveries made elsewhere.

A CENTURY OF FICTION

Georges Sand, Baronne Dudevant—Born
Aurore Dupin

If this talented woman had never writfen
a Line, she must have become famous through
the seemingly endless influence of her rema K-
able prsonality. Alfred de Musset, Lizst and
Chopin are all great names associated with
hers, and they are only three of the many who
came tinder the spell of her magnetism. There
is no doubt that the deaths of de Musset and
the talented young Chopin were hastened
through the knowledge that their friend and
companion had become weary of their worship,
though the greatest of their works werc prob-
ably inspired by her genius. She was a wo-
man distinctly feminine in all that makes
woman most charming, but with none of the
weaknesses of® femininity, and with {ar more
strength and stamina than is the possession
of most men. Her sympathy was unbounded,
she entered instinctively and whole-heartediy.
for the time being anyway, into the interests of.
her friends. She was an enthusiast of the
broadest type, and her life was fall of con-
trasts: for all humanity interested her, she
tenew nothing of narrowness or bitterness. But
to love her with the passion of a lifetime meant
to suffer; for just as she seemed the embodi-
ment of a half a dozen personalities rolled into
one, so it was that the love that satisfies and
completes the life of a normal woman could
only be classed as one of the incidents in the
life” of this great writer.

Aurore Dupin was born in 1804 of illustri-
ous ancestogs, though the family escutcheon
was not unsmirched. One of her ancestors
was Augustus 11., Elector of Saxony and King
of Poland. Her grandmother was the natural
daughter of Marechal de Saxe, and lived long
enough to convey to her granddaughter the in-
fluence.-of her own musical and literary abil-
ity ,and the dignity and strength of her char-
acter. Her father, inhériting his mother’s-bril-
liant gifts, but also the family weakness, died
young, after having married a girl very much
beneath him, but one who had sinned through
innocence rather than with any evil intent.
And Aurore was the-child of this union, with
the blood of kings and that of the lowest class
of Parisiennes in her veins. Her mother’s
father had been a bird-seller, and her love for
the birds was always a characteristic trait of

Georges Sand. The feathered folk instinctively
trusted her, too, and, we are told, always sur-
rounded her in her garden at Nohants, to
perch on her shoulder or feed from her hand.
We can see -how all the prenatal tendencies
went to form the complex and remarkable
character of this wonderful novelist. She was
passionately devoted to her ostracised mother,
and loved all the sinful and suffering because
che seemed to her as their representative. She
inherited her grandmother’s Voltairean and
philosophical temperament, and yet, sent to a
convent to be educated, she came under the in-
fluence of religious idealism, and almost de-
cided to take vows. The wise nuns themselves
did not encourage her, foreseeing the direful
consequences attendant upon such a step.

Returning from school an avowed Catholic,
she began to read philosophy voraciously, But
nature-lover as she was, she flew when satiated
with books, to the charms of the great out-of-
doors, riding and walking every day for hours;
thus she kept her physical strength and health
unimpaired.

Shte married, or rather was given in mar-
riage to a man in no way congenial to her.
Nevertheless she became the tenderest and
most devoted of mothers, and a model of many
domestic virtues. The ill-assorted couple lived
together for ten years, and finally the court set
her free and gave her the custody of the chil-
dren, whereby we must conclude that the con-
jugal unhappiness was not the woman’s fault.

It was to earn her living that she began to

work at literature, and in the beginning she
was in no semse sucgessful. Her first novel
she destroyed. “It was not good,” she said;
“but it showed me that I could do better.”
* All her early stories are works of passion
and decidedly extreme. It was the time 'of ex-
tremes in France, and the more bizarre a thing
was the greater its share of admiration. The
novelist at this time adopted male attire,
though she insisted that it was only on account
of convenience and not for the,sake of the ef-
fect prodyced. She was a little woman with
wonderful dark eyes and an abundance of bril-
liant dark hair. She cut off the latter, and in
'her odd costume looked like a lad in her early
teens. She cared little for public opinion, and
was at all times beyond the limitations.of her
sex.

Her pastoral romances followed her more
stirring and complex novels, and later she pro-
duced plays. But her last works of all are her
best, which is surely as it should be. They
have no trace of sensuality, and are all writ-
ten under the stress of the most beautiful
idealism.

When old age put its quieting touch upon
this woman she welcomed it smilingly. “lt is
good of God,” she said, “to calm us by taking
away those stings of personality that are so
sharp in youth. How can people complain of
losing scme things with age, when, on the con-
trary, they gain, so many others? when our
ideas grow broader and more correct, when our
heart softens and grows larger, and our vic-
torious conscience may look back and say, 2 §
have done my task”’'? ,

All her large fortune was given to the poor,
and she died believing that death was not the
end, but one of the stepping stones to infinite
peace with God.

Little Fadette
This is one of Georges Sand’s best pastoral
rofmances, and the charm of it lies in its many
poetic descriptions and its simplicity. The
story deals with the life of two brothers, twins,
who are’so passionately devoted to each other
that their parents decide to separate them for
their own good. The stronger of the two leaves
home and meets with success and happiness,
but the one who remains home is idle and dis-
contented. Later the two fall in love with the
same woman, “Little Fadette,” and the story

is an outcome of this situation.

"IN THE DARK OF THE MOON

(New Yotk Sunday Magazine)

Many people have wondered why the part
of the moon that receives no sunlight is often
visible to us; the term being the “old moon in
the young moon’s arms.” The dark part is easily
seen as a copper-colored globe reposing in the
bright crescent. This that we see is nothing
more or less than the earthshine on the moon.
We appear the same way to the moon when
we are in that phase, and our dark part is
where the moonshine appears and the bright
part the sunshine.

The, reason the copper color appears is
because light has to traverse the atmosphere
of the earth three times—once when reflected
t0 the moon, and again on being reflected back
to us. Our atmosphere possesses the peculiar
property of absorbing the blue rays of this
white light and allowing only the red and
orange to go through, thus causing the appear-
ance of copper color by the triple absorption.

An odd thing connected with the phenome-
non, though having nothing to do with it, is
this: That part of the moon which appears
light to the moon at any specified time, and
that part of the moon which appears bright
to us corresponds to the portion of the earth
appearing dark to the moon.

Of course, it is well known that the moon
gives out no light whatever itself, the moon-
shine being merely the light of the sun on the
moon reflected to us. The same applies with |
the earth in its shine on the moon, save that
we do not give out glows, no doubt, around '
great cities at night, on account of the enor-
mous number of lights. One thing, however,
in which moonshine excels the earthshine is
its constant character. Where the earth pos-
sesses varying clouds the old moon never has
any at all. -

‘He® repeated what had
been said by other ministers, that if
they were returned to power, the gov-
ernment would demand the limitation
of the power of the House of Lords,
and then went a .step farther and
pledged the Liberal party to grant seife
government to Ireland.

- Sub-
ject to these conditions, that is the
liberal policy. For reasons which we
believe to have been adequate, the
present parliament was disabled in ad-
vance- from ‘proposing any such solu-
tion, but in the néw house the Liberal
government ‘at the head of ‘a Liberal
majority will be in this matter entirely
free.” 1 A

Mr. Asquith defended the budget as
necessary to social reform and in this
_respect old age pensions were the first
step. The budget, he continued, had
been thtown out by the House of Lords
after weeks of debate, and the gov-
ernment as a result was confronted
with three constitutional innovations,

| first the claim of the House of  Lords

to control ‘the levying of _taxation;
second the claim of the same house to
the rigdt to compel dissolution of the
popular chamber; and third the asser-
tion of>the House-of Lords of their
| power to make and unmake the execu-
tive government of the crown.

“What has been done,” declared Mr.
Asquith, “may be done again. It be-
comes our first duty to make ‘its re-
currence impossible. “We shall there-

| fore demand authority from the elec-
| torate to translate an ancient, un-
written usage into an act of parlia-
ment and to place upon the statute
book recognition explicit of the set-
tled doctrine of our constitution, that
it is beyond the province of the House
of Lords to meddle to any degree or
for any purpose with the national fi-
nances.”

No More Rebuffs.

The Premier;said that neither he nor
any other Liberal minister supported
by a majority in the House of Com-
mons was going to submit again to
the rebuffs and humiliations of the
last four years. They would not as-
sume office unless they could secure
safeguards which experience showed
to be necessary for the legislative
party. The Liberal party, Mr. Asquith
declared, was not promoting the aboli-
tion of the House of Lords, or the set-
ting up of a single chamber, but it
asked the electorate that the House of

Mr. Lioyd-Geerge in Wales

Mr. Lloyd-George returned to Lon-
don today from aremarkably emotional
campaign . among - his Welsh' com-
patriots. He-wound  up with a grest
demonstration at-Carnarvon yesterday,
where he declared: neither Ireland nor
Wales would ever obtain their-rights
except by marching over the Lords.
“If we do not strike a.blow now we
are nor worthy of our country.” Speak-
ing in Welsh, he ‘said that during the
last- few days he had’ been revisiting
the scenes of his youth and had been
reminded how im-boyhood he used.to
gather : . ‘wind-strifiped. ‘branches of
trees for fuel. He learned then that it
wag little use to go. into the woods
after a period of calm weather. It was
best to go after a great storm. “We
are in ‘for rough weather now,” he
added. “We may be in even.for.a
winter of storms that will rock first
and break many a roften .tree, but
when the weather clears you may de-
pend upon it there will be something
brought within reach of the people
that will give warmth and glow to their
grey lives; something that . will help
dispel hunger ,despair, oppression, and
wrong which now chill so many of
their hearts.” i

cheers, during which Lloyd-George
broke down and wept, tinishing his
sentence quite Angudibly and sitting
down gquite overcome.

A  Counterblast

-But Mr. Lloyd-George is receiving
blows as well as ¢ giving’ them. T'he
noble lords - who. aré appearng at puble,
mieetngs all over ‘the country are
especially severe. Thus Lord Wil-
loughby de Broke, a typical specimen
of the hearty English peer to whom
hunting - political - opponents is hardly
less stimulating - than hunting foxes,
speaking at a great publié meeting at
Lincoln yesterday put the case of the
peers in characteristic ~vigorous fashion.

He said: ‘“The ministers say this is
not an ordinary budget. It is’ war
upon property, with far-reaching poli-
tical and social results. (Cheers.) Then
was it not something about which the
people ought to be consulted?

But in the Lords, commerce, industry,
Jaw, learning, sport, army and navy
were thoroughly well represented, and
at the time when the Chancellor of the
Txchequer was ' creeping out of n
Birmingham meeting on all  fours
(laughter) several of the much de-
spised lords were fighting the King's
enemies in South Africa. (Cheers.)

at hand.

Socialist Sees Danger.

Mr. Robert' Blatchford, editor of the
Clarion, and foremost champion of So-
cialism in tde press, has just returned
from a tour of Germany, persuaded
that the warnings of Messrs.. McKen-
na. Asquith and Haldane, Sir Edward
Grey, Lord Rosebery, Mr. Balfour and
others about German warlike prepara-
tions, are more than justified.- . .

He declares that a crisis imperilling
the very existence of the Empire is
close at hand, and today makes a
startilng appeal to the Daily Mail for
permission to use its columns to awak-
en England to an even greater peril
than the Budget. He says: “I allude
to Britain’s unreadiness for. war in the
face of the glgantic prep+-ations. the
German government is now making to
break up the British Empire and force
a German dictatorship upon the whole
of Europe. I have the friendliest feel-
ings toward the German people, but my
regard and admiration for Germany
and the Germans does not blind me to
the sinister designs of the pan-German
war party. It is with the German goy-
ernment, not with the kindly, homely
German. people; we have to reckon.

“That our empire is today confronted
with the greatest crisis and most im-
miment danger since the time of the
Spanish Armada, is the conviction of
very many of the sanest and best in-
fornied minds of this country. Un-
happily the gencral public: does not
distinguish .between the German. peo-
ple and the German government, and
dees not realize the menace of a policy
of bload and iron. It has committed
the mistake of supposing the German
menace is confined to the design of
invasion of our country, which the
navy would be able to defeat, The
danger is not confined to a design of
invasion. It is of nature much more
serious, much more difficult to meet.
So serious, So imminent is the danger,
so onerous and severe is the task the

danger imposes upon us, that the
question of national defence should |
take precedence over every other ques- {
tion «t present before the country. We'!
cannot tax the land if the land is|
taken from us, nor reform tariffs if we
lose our trade. We are in the presence |
of 'a more l\owcrtul and bitter enemy !
than the peers. It behooves us to first |
prepare for him. Our domestic aif- |
ferences we can settle afterwards, but |
in the face of the enemy there should i
be but one pariy, and but one policy. |
As an Englishman I have no politics !
and no party while the country is in
danger.”

He waited un-
til .the man came ashore and started
after him, but Donovan started to run
with Laing in pursuit.

P. R. tracks where he
was overhauled and captured by Laing.

He was taken into the bhaggage room
at the depot and held there until Col.

He stated that he
bought those drom Chinese on the
Empress of China and the meeting ad-
journed to the liner where the Celes-
tials were pointed out and joined the
white man in a trip to the police sta-
tion.

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A WET NIGHT ON THE COAST

P

(Richard L. Pocock)

Someone was saying to me the other day
that in all their experience of this coast they
never remembered such a deluge as we were
vicited with a few days ago. It certainly did
rain “some” as the Yankees say, but I was
unable to agree with him so far as to admit
that it was the heaviest rainfall I had ever
expcrienced in the c_oun.ti’y. There are many
experiences which stick in the memory of men
who have spent much time in the woods and
wilds, experiences remarkable for one thing or
another, pleasant or otherwise, and one, which
1 shall remember for a year or two longer if L
live is a night spent in the woods at the head

of a coast inlet not many hundred miles from

the city of Vancouver. ;

It is the fashion to write only of the cheer-
ful experiences of the hunter’s:life and to say
little of the *hardships and’ the -tinves’ when
nothing will go right, and I fancy we all know
these times when the hoodoo perches on the
pack as soon as we strap it on our shoulders
and remains with us an unwelcome guest to
the end of the trip. But how many of the right
kind are daunted by this kind of thing, the

hardships of the outdoor life are its salt and if *

everything always went right all the time
what a tame and uninteresting : things life
would be? .

It was November,.of course, the: wettest
month ‘of the year in this‘part of the.world.
Twenty miles-from anywhere two of us were
camped at the head of an inlet-where for some
reason or other few meil ever came, and where
consequently game and fur was plentiful. It
was a place which 1 had come across in my
wanderings several seasons previously-and had
always been anxious to try for a winter’s trap-
ping_and hunting.. Right at the head of the

inlet ariver hurle®itself fifty feet into the sea,,

after starting as @ spiall stream high up-in the
heart of the Coast Range, losing itself at in-
tervals in a chainof little lakes, for whiles
gliding smoothly ‘and silently between level
bariks, for other whiles dancing and sihging
over a focky ‘bed; writil, affer a succéssion . of
leaps and:swirls.it finally-threwitseliwy ith one

We waited
for fine weather and one bright sunny day we
packed -up our tent and blankets and a few:

mouth of the river at'the head of the highest
lake, where we chose a pretty little camping
place on level ground a good eight feet or
more above water level. When I say we chose
a camping place, 1 should explain that the na-
ture of the lake shore was steep and = rocky
practically everywhere- except -at the head
where the river mouth was; there there was
quite a bit of land on which to ‘pitch a tent;
but the valley for a considerable distance in-
land was practically a-dead level, so that the
exact location of the camp made practically
no difference to its height above lake level.

The next morning tlere was a change in
the weather, the bright sunshine of the day
before gave place to a clouded sky and before
noon a heavy snowfall was doing just what we
had been hoping for—covering the ~ground
with what would show tracks and would bring
the wild creatures lower down the mountain
sides. Stiug. inside the: tent; with a ‘plentiful
supply of fuel for our little “tin” stove, we
rubbed our hands with satisfaction ; snow does
not ‘appeal very strongly at all times to
everyone but as I say it was then just what
we wanted and had been mentally praying for,
and we felt that Providence was treating us
very kindly and.were duly thankful. ;

Towards the afternoon however, the wea-
ther god, being evidently disgruntled at the
way we took his medicine without a grimace
and smacked our lips after it, determined to
get even with us by changing the dose; with
spitefal suddenness he let loose his warmest
wind and simultaneously turned on the water
tap to the full. . The rain came down just as
it did the other day in Victoria, heavy and
steady without a break or let-up for a minute.
The change in out feelings was just as sudden
and complete, but we did not realise the full
significance of the weather god's malice until
it was too late to help ourselves.

That lake was confined in a rocky basin
in the mountains with a narrow exit, the rain
came down in torrents and the lake began to
rise gradually inch by inch, the day wore on

the canoe was safe for the night and was
astounded to see the rapidity with which the
water had risen and was still visibly . rising.
The warm rain was melting the snow in the
hills and every little creek was now a foaming
torrent disgorging volumes of water to swell
the main creek of the valley which was filling
the lake at a much greater rate than the water
could possibly find an exit down to the sea.
At the rate at which the water was coming
up things began to look serious; every 1now
and then we would emerge from our shelter
to examine the progress of the water upward
and make ‘mental calculations as to the pos-
sibility of its flooding us out before the morn-
ing. As the night hours wore on our anxiety
increased, the river rose steadily with the re-
lentlessness of fate and sleep was out of the
question. The night was pitch dark and we
had no lantern; to have attempted to make a
camp on higher ground was out of the ques-
tion, the only thing possible if the water reach-
ed us was to pack our stuff and paddle out in-
to the lake and keep afloat till daylight—a
pleasant prospect indeed, fraught with no little
danger in a little dug-out barely big enough to
carry ugiand our dunnagein the middle of a
night of inky darkness. Imagine the hours of
waiting and baling, shivering and swearing,
until at last it should be-light enough to see
what we were doing and where we were go-
ing. iy
Whén, the water was within a few inches
of the level of our beds wé bean to pack up the
blankets ;-it had even begun to trickle into the
opening of the tent, when, before we decided
fo take to the canoe as to.a life boat, we de-
termined' to. take one last look, or rather te
put our heads out once more to feel whether
the rain showed any signs of abating;we could
not tell from the drops on the roof as we were
under big-timber which had ceéased to shelter
us bt shed its water on us in a steady shower.

Of the four varieties of sheep inhabiting .

British Columbia, one is a familiar name to
everybody, one is well-known to big game
hitnters,,and two are seldom mentioned, even
ih theidages of sporting publications. The first,
the ‘cotimon bighorn (ovis montana), unfor-
tunately not now. common, are found in the
southern’ part of the province, where they are
still fairly plentiful in certain localities. They
follow thie Rocky Mountain range and the Cas-
cades north to Chilcotin, and are found in some
of'the ‘sub-ranges of the: above mountains.

They are scattered throughout the Bridge Riv-

er.and Lillooet country, the Snow and Lime-
stone ranges from Lytton and Spence’s Bridge
north to Chilcotin canoni and Canoe Creek,
Whitewater and Cascades south-east of the
Bella Coota River, Ashnola in the Similkameen
distrietand ports of Okamagan, East Kooten-

.ay, and -Rocky Mountain"range northward to

beyond the Yellowhead Pass, . For-large and
extra fine heads the East Kootenay is best ;but
it is a hard country to hunt in, the sheep ran-
ges being accessible only. to thorough moun-
taineers.. In Lillooet sheep appear to be in-
creasing in numbers, and Tyee Jimmie, chief

of the Lillooet Indians, told me some time ago

that as his ‘men and the Chileotins had ceased
killing wantonly, this fine district would in fu-
ture be a good country for big rams. Whether
the bighorn can ever fully recover from the ef-
fects of stupid butchery in past years is a ques-
tion with a probable negative answer; but Mr.
Bryan Williams can be trusted to work up as
good a supply as the changing conditions of
the country allow.

In the northern part of the province three
allied varieties of sheep—Stone’s, Dalls and
Fannin’s—are found in considerable numbers.
There was 4 report last year of the appearance
among these sheep of a fatal disease, actinony-
cosis, but I have been unable to trace any out-
break, and presume that the report-was either
unfounded or based on a sporadic case. Stone’s
sheep frequent the eastern flanks of the Cas-
cades in Cassiar, and the headquarters of the
Stikine River and its tributaries; Dall’s sheep
the N. W. corner of British Columbia, Atlin
district, and south to near the Nakina River;

 Fannin’s sheep all the extreme northern part

of the provincé, and extending into  Yukon
territory. -A variety of these, almost white—
some with a light grey stripe along the back—
called line backs; is common on the Upper
Liard, and may be found wherever the Fan-
nini range. The Fannin shcep seem to arise
from intermixture between the Dall and Stone
sheep, and in some parts of Cassiar bands of
sheep consist of animals showing all shades
and arrangements of color, from almost pure
white to deep greyish black of some of Stone
sheep, while it is a common occurrence to see
ewes with two lambs, one looking pure white
at 'a little distance, the other quite black. Se-
veral fine heads of Cassiar sheep were obtain-
ed last year, the best measuring I4 in. by 44
in., and another 15 1-2 in. by 42 in., these sheep
being noted more especially for length of horn
than for base measurement.

So far as I am aware, only one species of

]
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goat is found in British Columbia, although it
15 possible that an occasional specimen  of
Kennedy’s goat may have been obtained there.
Goats are distributed throughout the province
wherever the country is suitable. * They range
over the entire length of the Selkirks and Cas-
cades, occupying both eastern and western
flanks, and many of the sub-ranges and spurs
of same. They are very numerous at many
places on the coast from the American boun-
dary to Alaska, and in the mountains along
the Stikine, Skeena, and Fraser rivers and
their tributaries, where they pass through the
Cascades, as well as on the Bella Coola River,
Lillooet River, the Snow Range between Lyt-
ton and Lillooet and along the west side of
the Fraser, Lower Fraser aréund Hope, etc.
Similkameen and East and West Kootenay
are-all. more or less good districts for goats,
and are likely :to remain so, as' many of the
best ranges are accessible only by flying ma-
chine or other means of aerial locomotion.
There are no goats on the islands along the
coast, except in one or two cases, such as Pitt
Island, but frequently they can be seen from
the sea at the head of Jarvis or Bute inlets,
and at numerous other points along the lit-
toral. An exceptionally fine head of goat,
giving a measurement of 10 in, for 11 in. of
length, was secured in the province last year—
a head, by the way, of ‘very unusual dimen-
sions.

As. regards the wood bu3alo, there is con-
siderable uncertainty whether ‘any - of -these
animals exist in British :Columbia at the pre-
sent day. Some men think thata few- may be
found in the extreme north-eastern corner of
the province, but I have never been ;able to
get on the track of anyone, white man or In-
dian, who has seen one there, and Mr. J. A.
Teit, who knows as much as any man con-
cerning game in British Columbia,  is very
skeptical. Formeérly thieSe animals = abounded
along that portion of the Peace River now in-
cluded within the:province, and as there is.a
possibility that a few. may still be found some-
where in thit region,.I am comprising them in
the list of British Columbia big game, although
they certainly do not come in the category of
practical game animals, ;

Owing to the fact that bears have become
such a valuable asset to'the province—a grizz-
ly, when shot by a non-resident sportsman,
being worth anything up to $1000—steps have
been taken to afford them a degree of protec-
tion. There is now a‘close season from July
15 to Aug. 31, and a fdreher restriction’that no
one shal] trap bears south of the Canadian
Pacific Railway main fine. . The latter law is
likely to prove very beneficial.  Four varieties
of bear are found in British Columbia—the
grizzly, the brown or Alaskan bear, the white
bear (Ursus kermodei); and the black bear.
The first named (U, Horribilis),
hunters by various colour aliases, . is .found
throuhout the entirc province wherever the
country is sufficiently’ réugh and remote, be-
ing especially numerous i the northern part
of the Cascades. There are also many grizz-
lies in the Selkirks, Rockies, and sub-ranges,

as well as in some parts-of the Dry Belt. None "

exist in Vancouver: Islandi Probably ‘the fin-
est grizzly bear hunting to be had on ftlie
North American Continent teday is along the
Naas, Stikine, and Skeena rivers, and up.some
of the long inlets which indent the: coast; but
sport almost equally good can be found in the
more southern districts. A friend of mine, Mr,
F. H. Cook, who went .into an unknown and
well-nigh inaccessible valley about 100 miles
north of Golden, secured’ two very large
grizzlies, two cinnamon, and two black bears
in the course of a short-hunt;and Bob Steven-
son, an old-timer who used to pack the mail
into the Similkameen’in'thé sixties, while on
a prospecting trip recently saw seven grizzlies
in ten days, as well as over 200 head of other
kinds of game. Respecting black bears, it
may be said that there is still 2 plentiful sup-
ply 'in most parts -of - the -province; they are
abundant, but small, gn  Vancouver Island,
while some of those found on the mainland
are very large. The color varietes; known as
‘the brown and the cinnamon bear, are confin-
ed mostly to certain parts:of the interior. This
brown variety must not be confused with the
brown, or Alaskan bear, which is more akin
to the grizzly, with which it is often classed.
These Alaskan bears-have been reported from
the northern coast of British Columbia, but
their habitat is as their name indicates, It is,
however, possible that this Alaskan bear is
more numerous in the province than is sup-
posed, owing to loose classification by hunt-
ers. White bears (Ursus kermodei), a few
specimens of which have been shot at points
along the extreme northern coast, are confined
to a very limited area; but a similar variety,
ranging in color from almost pure white to a
dirty grey, are seen or shot occasionally in the
Western Cascades, from Bellacoola north to
Taku - River, -including the lower reaches of
the Skeena, Naas, and Stikine rivers. These
bears are small in size, and are called by the
various names of white bear, rock bear, white
rock bear, blue bear, lacial bear, and ice bear.
They are of little value as trophies, but are
rather interesting as specimens.

This really completes the list of British
Colambian big game. But as the panther is
yearly increasing in spofting favor, it is fitting
that it should be mentioned in an article of this
scope, if only to presage its inclusion in- the
game list ere long. ~ At present it is classed as
a pest, but I feel sure thag the courtesy now
afforded the bear family ‘will ultimately be ex-
tended to panthers. These animals are very
abundant on Vancouver Island, and are rapidly
increasing in numbers in the southern interior
of the province, They range as high as lati-

known to.

tude 51, or a little beyond. Other animals
that a sportsman may see occasionally while
after game are wolves, coyotes, lynx, three va-
rieties of wild cats, wolverines, and foxes. Of
these timber wolves have decreased greatly
during the past thirty years, and are now only
in the north. Coyotes have also decreased,
although in some winters they appear to be
plentiful, and are certainly extending their
range northward. Two species of wild-cat
show a marked increase; but the reverse is the
fact in the case of the fox and the wolverine.
Incidentally 1 may say that beaver, owing to
stringent restrictions are rapidly making good
the disastrous results of long years of over-
trapping. This will be good news to those
who. have regretted the threatened extinction
of these animals, so romantically connected
with ‘the early history of Canada.—Lincoln
Wilbar, im The Field.

A SPORTSMAN’S CREED

In all probability public sentiment in favor
of the preservation of big game and wild life
generally is more widely spread in the United
States and British North America than in any
other part of the civilized world. This is not
difficult to account for, because the evils which
have resulted from the extermination of the
bison and the dangers threatening. other spe-
cies have been brought home to every natural-
ist-and sportsman. These dangers, however,
have been met by heroic treatment.  The last
number of the Bulletin of the New York Zoo-
logical Society is entirely devoted to this' sub-
ject,and it is therein shown that since May
last year nearly 1,800,000 acres in the United
States have been set aside as game preserves.
The 'precise localities and figures are: The
Montana National Bison Range (20,000 acres),
the Olympus National Monument, Washing-
ton (600,000 acres), the Superior Game and
Forest Preserve (909,743 acres) ; to these must
be added the East Kootenay Preserve‘in Brit-
ish Columbia (288,000 acres). These four
great sanctuaries will greatly promote the per-
manence of the moose, wapiti, bison, mountain
goat and sheep, grizzly bear, black bear, and
mule_ deer.

The chain of protection for the pronghorn
antelope is now practically complete, and good
results have been already reported. In Ari-
zona, after ten years of continuous close time,
a band of about fifty was seen after an absence
of nearly twenty years, and for the present at
least this speeies appears to be out of danger,
provided that the laws can be enforced. Mr.

“Madison Grant believes that sooner or later

the development of the country at large will
reach a point. when there will be no room for
the larger mammals, and for their preservation
he advocates the establishment of refuges
through the length and breadth of North Am-
erica. In his view whatever hunting future
generations will enjoy must be on the borders
of these retuges, which, if successtul, will pro-
vide an_overflow of game sufficient to stock
thic surrounding country. In what he calls
“Sportsman’s Platform,” Mr. W. T. Horna-

_day, the director of the Zoclogical Park, has

proposed the following fifteen cardinal princi-
ples-affecting wild game and its pursuits:

1. The wild animal life of today is given to
us in trust, for the benefit both of ihe present
and the future. We must render an accouat of
this ‘trust to those who come after us.

2. It is the duty of every good citizen to
promote the protection of forests and wild
life, and the creation of game preserves, while
a supply of game remains. . '

3. The sale of game is incompatible with
the perpetual preservation of a propet stock of
game; therefore it should be prohibited.

4.7In the settled and civilized regions of
North America there is no necessity for the
consumption of wild game as food, nor for the
sale of game for food: The maintenance of hir-
ed laborers on wild game should be prohibited
everywhere, under severe penalties.

5. An Indian has no more right to kill wild
game than any white man, and he should be
governed by the same game laws as white men.

6. No man can be a good citizen and also
be a slaughterer of game or fishes beyond the
li}rlr_uts compatible with high-class sportsman-
ship. :

7. A game butcher or a-market hunter is an
undesirable citizen, and should be treated 'as
such. 4

_ 8. The highest purpose which the killing of
wild game and game fishes can be made to
serve 1s in furnishing objects for tramping and
camping #trips, and the value of wild game as
food should no longer be regarded as impor-
tant in its pursuit. ;

9. If rightly conserved, wild game consti-
tutes a valuable asset to any country which
possesses it, and it is good statesmanship to
protect. it.

10. An'ideal hunting trip consists of a good
comrade, fine country, and a very few trophies
per hunter.

11.-In an ideal nunting trip the death of the
game is only an incident, and by no means ne-
cessary to a successful outing.

12. The best hunter is the man who finds the
most game, kills the least, and leaves behind
him no wounded animals.

13. The killing of an animal means the end
of its most interesting period. When the coun-
try is fine, pursuit is. more interesting than
possession.

14. The killing of a female hoofed animal,
save for special preservation, is to be regarded
as incompatible with the highest sportsman-
ship, and it should everywhere be prohibited.

15. A fine photograph of a wild animal in its
haunts is entitled to more credit than the dead

trophy of a similar animal.! An animal that has
been photographed never should be killed, un-
less previously wounded in the chase.

These views, of course, are addressed pri-
marily to American sportsmen, and some of
them. doubtless, will not meet with universal
acceptance. Nevertheless, Mr. Hornaday in-
vites their adoption with notice to him of the
fact, so that a register may be kept of the num-
ber of adherents. Five notable clubs in the
States. with a membership of over 800, have
already adopted this code of ethics and publish-
ed it in their club books. The “platform” par-
takes largely of the naturg of a “self-denying
ordinance,” but it sets up a lofty ideal, which
will commend it to many who may not be dis-
posed to adopt it in its entirety.

TELL-TALE FINGER PRINTS

A -decidedly interesting exhibit at the
Shepherd’s Bush White City was the finger-
print impression display by the commissioner
of police. It is unique in that it demonstrates
in an exhaustive and practical manner the
method adopted by the police for the identifi-
cation of criminals.

This is the first time that Scotland Yard
has ever sent material to an exhibition. For
this reason alone the large framed exhibits,
portraits, cases and relic which ;comprise this
novel “Black Museum” will be inspected with
more than ordinary intefést. ‘They occupy
quite a large space just outside the entrance
to the Industrial and Machinery Halls.

Although the value of finger-print impres-
sions for identification purposes has been
known for some time, it was only adopted by
the police some eight years ago—namely, in
19o1. The fact'is, one of the difficulties in
putting the system-into general usg ‘was that
of classification. Until the impressions could
be easily indexed, this. method of -identifying
a person was virtually useless. The method
followed by Scotland Yard owes its incep-
tion to the efforts of the commissioner, Sir
Edward Henry, who has devoted much time
to the subject.

One has only. to examine the inner bulb
or tip of the finger to notice that there are
a number of vety fine ridges running in' cer-
tain directions and forming distinctive pat-
terns. After careful study it was found that
these could be classified under four types—
arches, loops, whorls and composites. En-
larged photographs show these various types.
More remarkable still is the fact that these
patterns persist in all their details throughout
the whole period of human life, and in one
case there are eight impressions taken at in-
tervals varying frox&ten to forty-nine years.

To prove the valife of the system three por-
traits are shown of three different men. They
are so much alike that it is virtually impossible
to tell one from the other so far as facial
characteristics are concerned, yet their finger-
prints, which' are reproduced under the por-
traits, are entirely different. It is a striking
instance of how mistakes can easily be made
in identification.

More interesting still is the case containing
4 miscellaneous collection of articles, the fin-
ger impressions on which have led to the
conviction of notable criminals. There is a
cash box which bears a blurred impression of
2 thumb mark. It was found in the bedroom

‘ of the man and his wife who were murdered

at Deptford in 1905. " This impression was
photographed and enlarged; and led to the
arrest of the brothers Stratton, who were
found guilty of/ the murder. Alongside the
cash box is a/champagne bottle. This was
found on. the/dining room table of a house
that was entéred by a burglar in Birmingham.
It was brought to’Scotland Yard and dupli-
cate prints of the impressions left on the bottle
were found in the records. The burglar was
arrested the same evening.

There are many other exhibits containing
finger-print impressions left on the scenes of
crime which secured the detection of the crim-
inals. There is a wine glass, in which a bur-
glar helped himself to wine after breaking into
2 house in a west end square. He left two
finger-print impressions on the glass, whieh
resulted in his conviction and four years’ penal
servitude. In the same way there are panes
of glass, tumblers, plates, bits of wood and
other articles. If a burglar handles a piece of
candle and leaves it behind it is a hundred to
one he has left a' valuable clue for the police.

It is interesting to note that since the in-
troduction of the system in July, 19071, up-
wards of 40,000 identifications have been made,
and, so far as is known, without error. Not
only has the commissioner shown us the im-
pre'ssions of the human hand, but also those
of two anthropoid apes, 2 chimpanzee and an
orang-outang.—Tit-Bits.
