NINE PEOPLE OUT TO PIECES ON 4
NEW JERSEY RAILWAY.

Shocking Sights at the Finding of the
Dismembered Wodles—A Number of
the Passengers Wounded.

Jersky Crry, N, J., Oct. 19.~The
emigrant, train’ which left Jersey City at
7.50 last night stopped at a coal shute and

at the east side of the Hackenack river
bridge the western express, leaving at 8,15,
crashed into the caboose of the emigrant
train and threw the oaboose and a
{usanger car upon the eastbound track,

chigh Valley train No. 3, leav:
ing Newark at 8.10, crashed —into the
wreck and one of the Lehigh valley ocars
took fire, Three of the dead have been
brought to Jersey City. They are a man
sud a woman, both decapitated and terri-
bly mangled, and a boy of about 12 years,
whose legs had been cut off, So far the
pumber of killed is placed st eight. The
dead and injured were all of the emigrant
srain. The brakeman of the latter is
among the victims,

The following- is & full list of the dead
and wounded, as far as known at present:
Karl Henry Grommer, killed, aged 30
years; a Norwegian, head taken off, had
three tickets from New York Battle
Creek, Mich., and papers showidg that he
arrived by the steamship Eibe;an unknown
boy aged 8 years, horribly crushed, wat)
dressed in & black coat and vest and knee
pants, nothing found on his person; an
nnknown woman, head off, was dressed
in a black snd  red dress and
striped stockings, nothing found on her
person; Eulevia Arneares, aged 26, 02 her
way to Madison, Wis., where her father
resides, died at the hospital, Four more
bodies were found this morning under the
wrecked Lenigh Valley locomotive. Two
unknown boys were found under the pilot
truck, One, 8 years, was dressed in »
black suit.and red stockings and ocarried a
silver watoch, The other boy was about 12
years of age and ool ,  He was dressed
in black pants and white shirt. An
anknown woman draped in gray, head and
arms gone, remains badly scorched. . An
aonknown wan, gtrunk burned to
» crisp, was found five feet
below the wreck, The wounded
were brought to Jersey City and were sent
to St. Francis hospital, Among them are
Owen Hall, engineer of the Leh h Valley
train, severe contusions on the ead and
neck; his condition is precarious; Staart
A. Bowers, fireman of the Lehigh Valley
train, 80 years old, skuil fractured and
internally injured, and E. R. J. Uberroth,
conductor of the emigrant train, aged 43,
right wrist broken, The number of
wounded is seven, ingluding four passen-

gers.

The weecked Lehigh Valley engine was
raised at 7.30 p.m. In the mud bemeath-
the boiler was found the bedy of a boy
Beside
the body was found the right leg of a boy
who was presumably about 12 years of
age. The limb was enoased in & boot.
The member does not correspond with the
remaining porsions of any of the bodies in
the morgue, and it is thought that another
life has been lost. This malkes a total of
pime deaths.

The matter was
referred to the secretary of state who has
replied that the Indisns cannot be a:
except upon extradition by the British
authorities, and that this government
should not countenance any kidnapping of
the Indiaus. The interior department is
at s loss to know how the dangerous
refugees can be removed.

A THOUSAND DOLLAR BILL.

A Hamilton Hackman’s Theft Revealed
After a Enpse of Three Years.

HamiuroN, Oct, 19,—Arthur Cline, &
well-known hackman of this city, was
arrested this morning, charged with the
theft of $1000. Three yeara ago this fall &
wealthy young Californian named Hunt
visited this clty, accompanied by Eugene
McCarthy, the slugger. Hunt had lots of
money—whioh he spent witha lavish hand.
When the pair left this city to goto Wash-
ington they were driven to the station by
Cline in his hack and in paying his fare
Hunt gave what be though was a 85 bill
and received back the change. In exam-
ing his money on the train  he dis-
covered that he was short a $1000
bill, He immediately telegraphed to a
friend here, and sent McCarthy back on
the first train to look for the. missing bill,
but the search was unavailing. The sffair
was apparently forgotten until Cline’s sen-
in-law,John Sheridan, laid the information
against him. . The latter says that his
father-in-law “sent  him to the States to
change the bill, which he did in St. Louis,
On Friday Sheriian aseaulted Cline, and
the latter_laid a charge against him,‘p_on
which he was fined $20 and costs or sixty
days. To get revenge. Sheridan lays this
charge against Clige, and the magistrate
will investigate on Nov. 2. Bail was fixed
at §2000, which was given.

THE INDIANS MUST HANG.

An Example to be Made of Them for the
Benetit of Others.

OrrawA, Oct, 19,—The government has
decided to carry out the execution of the
Indian prisoners recently sentenced to
death for taking part in the late rebellion
on their respective reserves, believing that
it will have the eftect of intimidating their
companions who may witness the execution
from taking up arms in future against the
crown. As yet noattempt;has been made
to secure gommutation of the sentencee,
and if the law is allowed to take its course
they will all be hanged on Novemb@f%zé
A strong detachment ‘of mounted polfc
will be present on each reservation at the
time of execution.

While an act of last session provides
severe punisbment for those who may sell
fixed ammunition and rifles to Indians in
the Northwest, it is represented by the
settlers that the Indians are bringing in
ammunition for breechloading rifles from
the United States, which is smuggled
across the border.
