BizruiN, Oct. 3.—The long distance ric_lo
of the German military officers from Berlin
to Vienna and of the Austrian officers
from Vienna to Berlin is the absorb-
ing topic of the day. The leaders
of the two parties met just half way on
the road, having covered the distance, 200
miles, in 35 hours. But two have dropped

out.

The last of the German riders
started this morning. Altogether there
are 109 Germans in the race, up to_ the
present time only scant reports have been
received of the progress made by %the riders.
Cold, wet weather and thick fog make the
conditions bad tor racing.

Schlierstadt is considered to have
the best chance of winning, though his
horse Nixe has already fallen three times.
Lieut. Muller fell over a bridge. .

The news was at
once telegraphed to the Pope and was pro-
claimed in the chnrch with public cere-
mony.

LORD HOUGH 10N’S ENIRY,

The New Viceroy of Ireland Welcomed to
Dublin Yesterday.

Dusrry, Oct. 3.—Lord Houghton, the
new Viceroy of Ireland, made his public
entry into Dublin to-day and took posses-
sion of Dublin Castle. Lord Houghton was
received by the Right Hon. 8. Walker,
Lord Chancellor of Ireland; Lieut.-Col. Sir
J. West Ridgeway, Under Secretary for
Ireland, and other officers of the Govern-
ment. Lord Houghton, accompanied by a
large cavalcade of military officers, rode on
horseback in the procession, The crowd,
while undemonstrative, showed a very
friendly feeling for the young Viceroy.

A Waste of Horses and Riders

riders. Already 20 Germans and 15
Austrians have been disabled and every
hour brings fresh news of broken
down horses and injured riders. A
number ot the Germans will reach
Vienna to-mortow and an .eqnal number of
the Austrians will reaich Berlin about the
same time, perhaps an hour or two earlier,
as the wind, weather and roads have been
in their power.

The fact
is, Toronto has l!en getting too high a
price for her bonds during the last two or
three years; they simply fetched more than
they ‘were worth, buyers being unable
afterwards to sell them at the figure they
had given for them. This, of course,affect-
ed the market, Anyhow, I do not think
that there has been a sale of £5000 worth
of Toronto bonds on the London market for
nearly a year.”
44‘“You were also in London to transact
business for the Canadian Pacific Railway
Company I understand?” asked The World.

“l was with some C.P.R. people on
matters of general interest to the company,
but there was nothing done that was of
especial interest to the public.”

“How do ti#e English financial public
view the C.P.R.?”

“The C.P.R. has better credit on the
London market than any other railway
company outside Englnndy,” replied Mr.

CONTRACTED AFTER THO YEARS.

How the Man Who Brought the Small-
Pox to the Hospital Got the
Disease~No Fresh Cases.

The smallpox patients at the General
Hospital, Miss H. E. Cosford, a nurse, and
Fred Honeyford, an attendant, are pro-
gressing favorably. A rumor was current
yesterday afternoon that a third case had
developed, but the hospital authorities gave
this an emphatic denial last might.

The Medical Health Department is work-
ing tooth and nail to take charge of the
prfsent cases and others if they should de-
velop.

Ose of The World’s Young Men called on
Medical Health Officer Allen last night to
learn what steps his department were tak-

ng.

g‘The gituation is this,” he replied: ““Yes-
terday we considered that we should make
some arrangements to cope with other cases
should they occur and, if necessary, to_re-
move the patients now at the General Hos-
pital. I saw the Mayor, Ald. Lamb and
Ald. Graham, chairman of -the Board of
Health.  We talked the matter over and
came to the conclusion that some of the
buildings at the Exhibition Park were the
only ones sufficiently isolated to serve our
purpose.| We went up there and selected
the directors’ offices, and practically de-
cided to have them put in | shape at once..
But later in the day, when we thought of
Montreal’s experience and considered that
it might have some influence on the Indus-
trial Fair, we felt that in the interests of
Toronto it would not be safe to take any
chances that might imperil its success.

‘At 8 o’clock%ub night we held another

at the Mayor's residence. The
Mayor, Ald. Graham, Lamb, Dr. .O’Rel'lly
and myself were present. After discussing
various kinds of schemes we, came to the
conclusion ‘that the best thing to do in
order to get a suitable building was to have
one built. About 1 o’clock in the mornin,
we proceeded to the Jail Farm and selecte

ITHE DESPATCH ABOUZX CRONIN,

He Ts Under an Alias And Is Held ot

He seemed ner-
vous when speaking about Chicago, and

The Sunday Question.

The Globe and The Mail,of yesterday
deals with the Sunday question. In an
editorial which was qualified by several
“but’s” and ‘‘if's” and conditions of one
kind and another, The Globe admitted that
a Sunday sacred conceért, judged by the one
given in Queen’s Park the day before yes-
terday by the Grenadiers’ baud, was not
altogether an evil, provided the band did
not play when the Bunday schools were in
gession. In other words, The Globe thinks,
salthough it is very chary in expressing the
opinion, that band concerts of sacred music
in the Park on Sundsy might not injure,
might indeed improve, the morals of our
people. s

As for The Mail it had a long cock-and-
bull story to the effect that the Sunday
street car agitation will be again forced
into the coming municipal contest. It says
meetings have been held in favor of a Sun-
day car moyement, but it does not give the
time or place of such meeting or any parti-

lars as to who ded them. All The
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exchange” arrang: ts have b com-
mon ground for assembling vast aggrega-
tions of Christians who are attached to
different churches. Learning to know each
other by personal intercourse, they have
learnt how much more intimately associ-
ated they ‘are by the deeper ties of the
Christian family than divided by those con-
tentions as to doctrine and government,
which keep them in separate rooms, as it
were, in the Master’s house.

{o the movement for a closer organic union
being-established between all who regard
that system of church government as the
most Scriptural.

The gathering was certainly a notable
one—a sign indeed of the times, a potent
for good—as indicating the subsidenco of
agitations that diverted the energies of the
church from its only proper duties. It is
not easy to characterize any such assembly,
its aspects were so varied. But it seemed
to us that its most-sustained. and all-pre-
vailing feature was enthusiastic hopeful-
ness.

AfjWarning to Ambitious Seribblers,

The recent traial and conviction in Lon-
don of the six men charged with obtaining
money under false pretences by the perpe-
tration of certain literary and artistic
frands should serve as a warning to ambiti-
ous scribblers who are firmly convinced that
they are the Shakespeares and Scotts of

" their generation and are eager to jump at
any chance to get into print the effusions
which regular publishers have declined.

The men began theirJswindling opera-
tions mearly twenty years ago. They
formed a concern called the Charing Cross
Publishing  Co. As  years  rolled
by the name . was transformed into
something © else, until finally in
1890 it was called the International Society
of Literature, Science and Art. Despite
its many change of names the actual com-
position of the firm was the same, as was
its mode of thievery, It had no capital, no
office, no legal existcnce, nothing save an
address at which the letters of the victims
were received. It sent out circular letters
soliciting manuscripts of all kinds for pub-
lication and pictures for exhibition, From
each person sending & manuscript or pic-
ture it required a handsome fee, sometimes
as much as §200. Of course the manuscript
was never published, and the picture was
nevet exhibited; neither was the fes re-
turned.

The great publicity which the case
Bas attained, its reports filling columns

daily in the London . press, and
the rigorous punishment meted out to the

. criminals despite the “Bart.,” ¢ double-al-
d” and other titles with which they adorn
their names, will doubtless make the re-
petition of such work most difficult, if not
impossible. But there are dozens of simi-
lar swindles, but of less gigantic propor-
tions, being worked in this city and pro-
vince at the present time under the very
noses of the authorities.

Dehorning May Conti

The Dehorning Commission appointed by
the Ontario Government will hand in its
report to-day. It is understood that the
commission will report that the practice be
allowed te continue, as the evidence pre-
sented to the commission antagonistic to
dehorning was not sufficient to warrant the
memblers in recommending that the practice
be mAde unlawful,

Dehorning consists in sawing off by the
roots the horns of cattle, searing the part
with a red-hot iron and training the hair to
grow so as to conteal the wound,

Dehorning has been adopted to enable
cattle to feed peacefully. Evidence was
produced showing that by dehorning the
half of a herd and keeping them apart from
those not, dehorned, it was found that the
former yielded daily a much larger quantity
of milk with a higher' percentage of fas.
The reason given is that, in a herd of
horned cattle, the larger cows drive the
small from their food and water. The con-
sequence is irregular feeding and drinking,
a.diminished yield of milk snd premature
births, Deprived of their horns, the beasts
livs in peace and thrive. N

While dehorning may be cruel, when we
consider the highly muscular and mervous
tissue forming the'root of the horn, those
who ecompare the act of dehorning{ to the
wrenching of the nails of human beings from
their sockets evidently draw upon their im-
agination for their facts.

To Test The Conduit.

The Waterworks Committee yesterday
decided to have a thorough examination of
the conduit made with a view of ascertain-
ing why the city water supply is not as white
or pellucid as it ought to be. Meantime,
until the cause of this disturbing sgency
has been satisfactorily explained, people
will have to go on drinking the water with
the hope that it will not hurt anybody if
they don’t ‘swallow too much of it. It is
to be hoped that this expert investigation
will disclose that the discoloration of the
water is not injurious, and that it is ot
lager beer in disguise. It is about time

on the possession of & supply of drinking
water that is both innocuous and desirable.

Teachers and Their Pupils.

During the past tew days several cases
have appeared in the courts arising out .of
the ecxcessive punishment of pupils by
teachers. While trustees should lose no
time in removing teachers who strike
children across the faces with books or
hands, they should also remember that the
teacher who cannot be trusted to discreetly
ase the cane is not fit to be a teacher. To
forbid the master in charge to punish with
a cane is to lower him in the estimation of
his pupils, to withdraw from him the best
means of maintaining his authority, to
cause him to resort to sarcasm and insinua-
tion in lieu of more legitimate methods—to
work, in short, upon the lkéet.ionl and
passions of the child as the only substitute
for a recognized authority.

And the effects on the child? The warped
spirit that believes it cannot learn, the
cowed heart that mistrusts its powers, the
gensitive nature to which every grasshop-
per is a burden—these form but a modicum
of the evils of this mistaken policy.

North West Land Settlement.

A policy has been pursued in regard to
the lands in the Northwest which cannot
be too soon stopped.

Blocks have been
handed over to companies for a mere trifle
Aor speculative purposes. The transactions
have not been s profitable to the buyers
as they hoped, but they ought never to have
been entered into. The effect of allowing
“boomsters” to enter a district is to place
an artificial value upon land, to raise its
price and to bring in a class of people who
are not settlers, but whose proceedings
make settlement more costly and difficalt.

The Northwest needs farmers, yeomen
working their own lands. It is not in need,
it is no place for absentee landed proprie-
tors, the fewer of whom we have in Canada
the better for this country. During the
last summer two maiden ladies from British
Columbia, while on their way to visit rela-
tives in Ontario, remained over & few days
at Edmonton, Calgary, Portage and other
Northwest settlements seeing their friends.
Théy were so much impressed with the
country that they have taken up a quarter
section/and gone into settlement with a

What the Northwest alone stands in need
of is settlers with the same brave spirit as
these women, to whose efforts all must
wish suceess. They will serve the cause of
settlement more than all the speculating
companies that have been seeking to con-
trol vast areas of those lands.

We trust4he Government will come back
to the original and only right policy in dis-
posing | of Northwest lands by reserving
them for actual settlers, either immediate
or within a reasonable period. To all such
every encouragement-should be given and
terms made so easy as to attract those who
intend togrow up with the country and help
in building up the Western section of the
Canadian nation,

Dehorning May Countinue in Ontario om
Qertain Conditions.

The Dehorning Commission having  con-
cluded the taking of evidence met yester-
day afternoon.-in the Rossin House for the
purpose of completing the drafting of the
report and recommendations to the Govern-
ment.

It is generally conceded by the com-
missioners that inquiry has thrown consid-
erable light on the gueﬁion, and & recom-
mendation to the effect that dehorning be
permitted, conditionally, will be the sum
and substance of the report, the commission-
ers holding that no strong evidence had
been adduced whereby the practice could
with reason be declared inhumane.

The report proper will consist of a
volume containing over pages, in which
the resnlts of experiments both in Great
Bri;sin and Canada are exhaustively dealt
with,

The varioys decisions, inthe English
courts of law, in cases bearing on the point
in view, are also given in detail.

It has been made apparent to the com-
mission that the process of dehorning a cow
occupies from four to five seconds only, and
that after this no pain is felt. In some
cases where the work has been neatly done,
a membrane grows across the stump of the
horn and hardening  into bone is in its
turn covered by a coating of skin and hair,
only an expert being able to tell whether
the enimal ever bore horns, The process
has been proved to materially quiet an
animal, rendering it less restive under
restraint. E
