After a trial lakting 12 days the evi’

dencé in the Hyams’ murder trial is all
in. One of the eounsel for the twins has
addressed the jury, and this even-
ing, in all probability, the case, 'which

counsel correctly ‘described as almost un-
equal in the history of Canada, will be

given to the jury .to decide.

An Alibi for Dallas.
Then the defence introduced evidence
to establish an alibi for Dallas up to
10 or 10.16 o'clock the" day of the’
tragedy, and it took the same shape as !
in th> case of the other twin—he was get- |
ting shaved*
J. Neil, photographer, said that he was
in the building at 11 King-sireet west
on the morning of the tragedy and met |
Dallas Hyaws there between 8.830 and |
9 o’clock. Dallas .was going down-
stairs at the time. He heard of the ac- !
cident about 1 o'clock from wsomebody
who was reading it from the noon edition
of an evening paper. :

R. Westeott, & barber, said he was
employed at Brunell’s shop in Jordan-
street on Januwary 16, 1893, and that
he shaved Dallas Hyams. He knew the
day because he heard of the killing of
Wells subsequently. Westeott had clean-
fea up the shop and gone downstairs to
‘attend the furnace, When he came up
about” 9 or 9.10 Hyams was there
waiting to be shawed. The man who
usually shaved Dallas was engaged
&nd for the first time the prisoner got
into the chair of witness. Then West-
cott cut the prisoner’s hair, singed his
hair, shampooed and shaved him. West-

Joseph Jessamim, a tailor, said-that
“around about 9 o'clock ” the day of
the tragedy he visited White’s tailor
shopdand he went into Hyams’ office and

. Were Not in Beceipt Of An Income.
Then the defence attacked the Crown’s
theory of motive by attempting to show
that- the twins were in_regel a
stated fiicomeé from relatii®R. " Clerk
Murphy of the Canadian Express Com-
pany was put im the box with a list
compiled from the books of his company
showing amounts: received by Dallas
and Harry Hyams and Mrs. C.C. Hyams;
their mother, during the five years pre-
ceding the tragedy. The list showed
that comsigmments of $200 per month
were received, sometimes from New York
and at other times from New: Orleans, and
in addition to the monthly consignments
these sums: Jan. 9, 1890, $2200; Jan. 11,
1892, $1700; September, 1892, $440, and
November, 1898, $500. The receipts for
the consignments were signed by either
one or the other of the twins.

“We have shown,” said Mr. Lount,
“that in five years $20,000 has been
received altogether.” - ’

Then Mr. Osier took the witness in
hand, and proved that with the excep-
tion of one consignment of $160 to Harry
Hyams on Nov. 1, 1890, every dollar of
the money received prior to the killing
was consigned to Mrs, Clara C. Hyams,
the mother of the twins, and that her
sons merely acted as agents for the con-
signee.

“Then,” said Mr. Osler, turning to the
jury, ‘“‘taking the date of the killing as

gnuary, 1893, prior to the killing all
the money consigned to the prisoners per-
sonally was $150. The $20,000 prior to
the killing thus comes down to $159,"
again said Mr. Osier, once more turning
to the jurors, who joined in the laugh
which eonvulsed the court room.

Joseph W. Shepherd, painter, said he
was working in the basement of the Col-
borne-street warchouse in January, 1894,
and saw the hole in the wall through
which Witness McCarthy says he heard
Wells whistling on the morning of his
death. T

William Statton, also a painter, cor-
roborated his testimomy as to the ex-
igtence of the hole at the time meutx.mxed.

My¥ JohoStcn at this stage said he
proposed to rend from the depositions
of Mr. and Mrs. Avlesworth at ‘the
Police Court, upon which they have al-
ready been examined. The defence
claimed that it was evidence oun the
ground that the statements shqwed con-,
tradictions as to what was said by the
prisoners. Judge Street declined to
‘allow the evidence to be read.

In Rebuital. ~

The Crown commenced its evidence in
rebuttal by tracing part of the $7960
received by Dallas Hyams from Martha
Wells and which the defence claimed was
shipped to Harry. Hyams at Montreal,
back to the possession of Dallas Hyams:

Francis Brodie, clerk in the Montteal
branch of the Bank of Toronto, swore
that the entry im the passbook of H.
P. Hyams, dated October 8, 1893, and
purporting to show a deposit of $7950, .
was not in his writing, acd that the
deposit was never made. Had it been
he would have kuown of the fact.

Then,. despite the strenwous objections
of counsel for defence, David Miller, man-
ager of the Toronto branch of the Mer-
chants’ Bank, entered the witness box
and swore that $1600 was transferred
by telegram from the Montreal to. the
Toronto offices, $700 on November 3,
1893, and $900 on November 8, 1893,
and paid to Dallas Hyams on his cheques.

TWO THINGS FROM WHICE GREAZ
BRITAIN WILL NOT SWERVE.

—_—

Sir Willlam Harcourt Describes ¥t as Un-
wise and Dangerous to Spread the Idea
that Tariff or Currency Tinkering Was
Contemplated — Chamberlain on the
Policy of the National Party.

London, May 22.—Sir William Vernon
Harcourt, Chancellor of the Exchequer,
to-night delivered a speech at the Man-
sion House, the official residence of
the: Lord Mayor of Londen.  He re-
marked upon the symptoms of a rise
of the commercial barometer. He said
he might speak with confidence of the
actual great improvement in the Brit-

‘ish trade with America, which was a

favorable and cheering symptom.
Sir Willidm appealed to the experi-
ence of the last half century in defence
of the commercial and monetary prin-
ciples which had made the national
life what it was. Her monetary prin-
ciples had made Great Britain the
great money market of the world,
which position she believed she would
retain. As a responsible Minister he
intended to abide by those principles,
and he did not propose to encourage the
notion at home or abroad<“that he was
prepared to depart from them. Nothing
could be more unwise and dangerous
than for the Government to allow any
part of the world to suppose they held
any ambiguous mind on questions of
this kind.
Chamberlain on the National Party.

London, May 22.—Spéaking in this
city this evening, Joseph Chamberlain
the Liberal-Unionist leader, dznied
that there was any prospect.of a sever-
ance of the alliance between the Con-
servatives and the Liberal-Unionists.
the latter party, he said, came into ¢x-
istence for the purpose of resist'ng a
negative policy, and would continue in
existence to support a true progressive
policy. The National Policy, which had
grown insensibly out of hostile ele-
ments, originally composing the combi-
nation, was now complete in the iden-
tity of its aim, which was a_sober con-

reform and the legitimate development
of the Empire.

NEDITERRANRLN  PIRATES

MOORS LOOT AN OIL-LADEN DUICH
BRIGANTINE.

i i
The Brig Boardsd by Armed Men Be-
tween Melilla and Canta-The Mate
and Capiain Shot and the Boat Plun-
dered—Sallors Escape to the Spanish
Coast, Navigating Without a Compass.

Washington, May 22.—A stirring tale
of the sea, that reads like a romance of
Stephenson’s, comes to the State De-
partment in a despatch from Acting
United States Conmsul Sprague at Gibral-
tar, under date of May 2. The story is
all the imore surprising. because the
events recorded occurred in the well-
traveled waters of the Mediterranean.

According to the story the steam tug

towed into Gibraltar Bay
brigantine Auna, which had been ilying
signals of distress off Europa Point. The
experiences of the Anna, told by one of
her crew, recall the worst days of piracy.
On March 19 she set sail from Bari, a
port in the Adriatic, with a cargo of
oil, and on Sunday, April 26, became be-
calmed about seven miles from shore
near Alhucemas Bay, in the Riff coun-
try, between Melilla and Centa.
Boearded by Buccaneers.

She was manued by a captain, a mate,
three seamen and a cook. About 2 or 8
o’clock’in the afternoon a boat approach-
ed from shore, manned by seven or eight
Moors, They were savage-looking fel-
lows, stripped naked to.the waist, with
heads entirely shaven clean of hair, ex-
cept a long tuft on top. Breech-loading
rilles and long knives were their arms.
Wlien within hailing distance. the Moors
called in Spanish to the brigautine _to
lower sail, and on being refused com-
menced firing on the vessel. As the boat
came alongside, the crew armed them-

selves with hatchets and crowbars, and
one of .the Moors, who ~attempted to
board, was struck down by the mate
with a ‘blow from a crowbar. A volley
was returned and the mate fell. Seiz-
ing a revolver, the only, firearm on board,
Capt. Velvis began to use it on the
pirates, but had fired only one shot when
he was wounded in the hand. Meanwhil2
the wounded man had proceede:d aft,
where he fell on the deck. Four 'bullets
ad entered his body. Then the captain
was§ permanently disabled by a shot
wound in the stomach.

Resistance Useless.

About this time several other boats put
out from shore and resistance was out
of the question, Leaping on board the
pirates began their work of plunder. The
ship’s boat was lowered, and bedding,
cooking utensils, compasses, side lights,
spare sails, a portion of the cargo, all
the provisions, except salt meats, and
many other things were loaded into the
boats and taken to land. Several trips
were made, x

When night came the buccaneers left
the ship, and a light breeze springing
up, the sailors endeavored to sail for
the Spanish coast, although without .a
compass, They sailed all that night and
the next day, using burning oakum for
signals, but although several veasels
passed within sight, no attention was
paid to them. At 4 o'clock the next
morning Capt.i Velvis .died, and after
many hardships the Anna was sighted
and brought into port. The mate, 'who
had been abdly woumded in both thighs,
in the abdomen aud right hand, is now
in- a critical condition. : A

WAY JAPAN BACKED DOWN.

IT W48 BECAUSE SHE DIDN'T CARE
T0O FIGHT RUSSI4.

'l'lc\ Situation Reviewed by Col. Cockerill
—The Result of Japan's Victories May
Mean the Overthrow of the Japanese

Government.

on, May 22—A despatch trom
Ygf:ndama to The Globe says diplomat-
relations between Japan and China
have been resumed. Hayashj, Vice-
Secretary of Foreign Affairs, has been
appointed Minister at Pekin, and Po-
kuyeiko has been appointéd acting‘ pre-
mier of Corea. .

New York, May 22.~In a letter to The
Herald, John Cockrill, writing from
Tokyo May 10, says: “If anycn2 had
been asked here three months ago what
the attitude of Russia then was toward
Japan, the answer would have b:en
from offtcial to coolle, ‘One of friend~
ship.’ The theory was that Russia,
while not entering into any alliance,
stood ready to be friendly to Japan
ih the event that England, followiug
out her traditional ‘po.icy, should in-
terfere: or make protest in the interest
of Chind. It was, therefore, with sur-
prise and indignation that rositive in-
formation was received of the protest,
some two weeks ago, of Russia against
the occupation by Japan of any portion
of Manchuria, under the terms of the
treaty of Shimonoseki. . The natural
question was, ‘Why did not Russia
notify the Japanese plenipotentiaries at
Shimonoseki that she would regard the
annexation -of any part of the main-
land of China as a menace to h:r in-
terests in the east? They could then
have governed themselves accordingly.’
The answer is that perhaps Russia was
unable at that time to secure the co-
operation of other European powers
whom she desired to .bring into line
in the work of checking the victorious
and ambitious Japanese pire. Upon
no other theory .can ?: appare_nt
treachery and sordid selflshness be ex-
Plained.

“She permitted Japan t> go ahead
helping herself to that portion of Man-
churia which she believed necessary to
the protection of Corea, and then, when
she had placed herself in a -positioa
where retreat would expose her to do-
mestic revolt and humiliation, the bear
exhibited his teeth and lifted his paw.
Japan might have appeal:d to a con-
gress of powers but for her natural
distrust of the immemoral p'llagers,
she might have received at the hands
of such a conference the consideration
which would have enabled her to grace-
fully retire before Russia, and she
might have been sent away shorn of
everything. She <chose to act upon
her bwh motion.

“At first there was fean that China,
feeling herself supported by Russia,
would repudiate the trraty. This
would have restored the state of war,
and Japan was prepared to launch
her armies on Pekin and take the
chances of a Russian declaration of
open hostility. But, China chose to
ratify her treaty, and Japan proceeded
to adjust ‘her relations with Russia as
best she could. She felt herself pows<
erless to cope with the Rusisan navy,
and she knew there were nearly 50,000
Russian troopps quartered in aund
around Vladivostock.

‘““To-day the military spirit of Japan
is intense and bitter. As soon as it be-
came known that Russia was meddling
an increased guard was placed about
the Russian consulate, and the house
of the Minister in Yokohama' was
specially guarded.

Statistics in regard to the Glasgow
street railway, system show that the
average street car fare in that city is
Jess than two cents. More than one-third
‘of the passengers are carried at one
cent each, while about ten per cent, pay.
three, and two per cent. pay four cents.
The bylk of the passengers appear to be
carried on a two-cent ticket. The rail-
way not only paysits own way at these
rates, but it is enabled to hand some-
thing every year to the city treasury.
'As we have pointed out before, we be-
Jieve that the most profitable rate has
not yet been decided uponin the city of
Toronto, The city and the railway are
each interested in seeing the revenuc
from thé railway reach a maximum fig-
ure., We understand the railway, com-
pany admits that the introduction of the
cheap morning and evening rates result-
ed in an increase, in the receipts during
those hours.. In the same way, Wwe be-
lieve that if the cheap tickets were made
valid during the whole of the day a cor-
responding increase in the receipts would
be the result. The city is to some extent
a partner with the railway. Indeed,as
far as profits go, it is probably on an
‘equal footing with the company; atany
“rate, at the present time, The citizens,
we think, are justified in asking the rail-
way company to readjust their rates if
itcan be found that alower rate will
be an advantage to both parties to the
contract, We believe it can be figured
out that a rate of something less than
three cents per ticket, good at all times,
will produce larger returns than the pre-
sent schedule of rates.. The ‘growing
popularity of the bicycle as a means
‘of getting about will probably force the
railway company.to readjust their rates
lf the matter is not taken up on its own
anerité. Mayor Kennedy ought to have a
conference with the railway, company,
and to that conference the company
ought to be a willing partner, For if
'a reduction in fare increases the net earn-
ings of the road, no one will be so much
advantaged as the sharchelders in the
concern. ' -

The bicycle also played an important
part in the collision on Tuesday night,
when two wagons and a wheelman got
in a tangle. The wheelman and one of
the horses came into close contact, The
result of the former’s imprudence was
that the horse plunged his ironed hoof
into the wheelman's head and fatally in-
jured him. Any wheelman who comes
within ten feet of a horse in the street
should be made subject to instant ar-
rest. The danger arising from -wheels
is becoming alarming, and something
must. be done to repress the nuisance.
Of course legislation to banish vicious
horses off the streefts is out of the ques-
tion. The horse has antiquity on his
side and, therefore, is itvested with full
authority to kill and mutilate whoever
crosses his path.

tering on the door. Now, Mr. Galt, what
is the height of that lettering?’ ~Mr.
Lount was again on his feet with the
objection that the painting occurred 21-2
years ago and the whole front of the
building had been changed since. Once
more the objection was sustained.
Then, to contradict the witness Me-
Millan, who swore he removed a board
and discovered an obstruction in the
hoist, Mr. Galt was asked a question.
Had it been answered it would have been
shown the board descended beyond the
floor and ascended above the ceiling, and
consequently could not have been re-
moved: as-stated. But like the preceding
question, it remained unanswered. After
much argnment, Mr. Justice Street said:
“I think it.will be safer not to receive
the evidence.” -

“That is the reply,” said Mr. Osler.

And the greatest trial that Canada
has ever witnessed was at-an end so far
as the evidence was concerned.

It had been arranged that Mr. John-
ston should first address the jury on be-
half of Dallas Hyams, to be followed by
Mr. Lount for the pther twin.

Mr. Johnston's Address. :

After- a short intermission Mr. John-
ston commenced his address.

With his hands in his trousers pockets
and leaning towards the jury, he com-
menced*“Thirty-eight years ago two in-
fants were - born; they grew to man-
hood: together and have never: been &epa-
rated, and to-morrow; you will decide
whether these two lives shall go.out to-
gether at the hands of the hangman.”

Continuing, he cautioned the jury that
their finding must be on, the facts as pre-
sented to them, not on questions of mere
suspicion, not on qiestions of even grave
suspicion, not on what newspapers may
have said, ‘ .

“A great deal is said these days, gen-
tlemen, about criminal matters in news-
papers. Sensational headlines are plac-
ed on the details, suspicions ard twisted
into absolute facts—suspicions which
melt away when they come to the wit-
ness box. What has been said in news-
papers should be eliminated from your
minds, 1

“These American citizens, who by rea-
son of the laws of this country. must be
represented by Canadian' counsel, are
perfectly safe in the hands. of a Canadi-
an jury,” said Mr. Johnston. “1l am as-
sured that the same British justice and
British fair play. will be. vouchsafed them
as -would be given our own people.”

The Crown has had the lives of these
prisoners open like & book before them.
No stone had been left unturned to secure
evidence. The greatest criminal law-
yer had been retained, a detective had
been on the case for months, the books
of the prisoners have been impounded and
their daily dealings for menths and years
laid bare, even the sacred privacy of
the letters which passéd-from Harry
Hyams to Miss Wells, prior to the date
of their marriage, had been invaded and
read,the letters bearing witness to the in-
tense love and affection that he bore
for her, and yet the Crown had signally
failed in establishing the guilt of these
prisoners. ¥y

After pbinting out that it is better
that 99 guilty men should escape than
that one innocent man should suffer and
that every man is presumed to be inno-

ston proceeded to reviéw, the evidence.
; As to Aylesworth.

" Aylesworth is the keystone of the arch
upon which g::z structure of the Crown’s
case rests, d he is the man whose
household ‘gods, whose family circle was
at Parkilale, who had an office in Yonge-
street and yet had a furnished room in
a public building for his own accommo-
dation. -
Further as to Aylesworth.

What does that mean? Need I putin
cold, bFutal English what it means? On
his own.confession does he not show that
he is stained with a moral taint?
his own confession does he 1ot show that
he is not & good moral living man-? And
for a man'whose life is one ofthisnature
likély to be given the same credence as
an upright man? Then he ‘admits that
he had suspicions two or three -days
after the funeral. ;What suspicion could
he have had except that these prisoners
murdered his brother-in-law ? Yet, with
this suspicion he goes on drawing $16
a week from the murderers of his bro-
ther-in-law and assists in drawing up the
claim papers by  which his sister-
in-law gets some $30,000. Having
these suspicions months afterwards, in
November -of the same year he takesin
his grip $4700 of blood inoney, extorted
by erime, and by the crime of murder,
if his suspicions were correct.

We find this man who has grown gus-
piciois allowing his wife’s sister to
marry the prisoner. Then he sets to
work to do detective work on his own
pecount, trying to get something tan-
gible by which he can bring these pri-
soners to the bar of justice; trying to
get evidence anywhere and everywhere
pointing tq these men and to these men’s
guilt,

And Yet Another Attack.

Agaimywe find him on his own confession
&, frequenter of rooms kept for gambling
on horse races in the United States,rooms-
which the authorities closed up. Yet the
Orown asks us to accept testimony com-
ing from this man as worthy of all cred-
ence, The same bias of mind with which
he was actuated, this man passed as
R lurid glare over his wife and
every omne -who  came within his
grasp. He and’" his wife, Mrs.
Aylesworth, and her sister, supplied the
gaps which furnished the missing links
of the chain which were absent at the
Police Court, investigation, and the miss-
ing links in both instances serve to im-
plicate Dallas Hyams. Was it because
Aylesworth' did not get the $15,000 on
behalf of his wife- that he is so bitter
against the prisonets? Would he have
been in the boxmagajnat them had he got
the money ? {
¢ Mrs. Iiarry Hyams.

Then we gome to one of the most as-
tonishing things in. the history of the
criminal law. You are the first jury in
a capital case, not only in Canadn, not
only on the continent of America, dut
wherever the English langnage is spoken
—~you are the first jury which has seen
a wife enter the witness box to volun-
tarily testify against her husband ona
charge of murder. She could not be com-
pelled to enter the box, even if an eye-
witness ‘oi the crime, and testify. She
entered it of . her own free will. I want
you gentlemen to understand she wasy
not compellable, not foreed by the Crown.
She‘could haVe-spid, “I refuse to testify,”
and not one single word could she have
been made to utter. Even His Lordship,
whose orders are supreme on the bench,
could not have sald, “You must tell
what you know.” She is living with the
Aylesworths’s Need .I say more ? She is
a poor weak woman. Need I say jmore on
that ? But there is more than the
Aylesworth influence. There is a deeper,
more dangerous feeling ‘that must exist.
That woman on the second. anniverssry
of her marriage saw ler husband in a
felon’s dock, charged with murder. Here
whas & woman upon whom her husband
had bestowed every!token of love and
affection, who had engtossed his thoughts
and affections long be¢fore a word was
said about insurdance, mercantile
business, or warchouse; to whom
he had given the - best attention
of his heart. Here was a woman who
saw her wedding day after the supposed
crime had been committed and remained
for two long years the wife, the lover,
the confidant of Harry Hyams. Where
could you find a greater, or stronger,
or purer love than a woman’s for a man
she had married? But we find that .this
woman is ready, nay willing, nay anx-
ious, to testify against the man upon
whose bosom her head so often rested;
whose utmost confidence she had shared.

Then after all that love, turning to the
‘Wwitness box and assisting to send her
husband to the gallows.. What: bitter:
ness of feeling must exist in the mind.
of a woman of that kind ; what terrible
revenge must have operated on & woman
to so far forget herself as to willingly
go in the box. Some poet.has said: “Hell
hath no fury like a woman,” and we have
to some extent had an illustration of
that in her evidemce, which may carry
her husband to the scaffold.

Not'a Shred Left. !
If we remove the evidence of Ayles-
worth’s wife and Mrs. Hyams, the whole
fabric of the prosecution collapses, and
not a shred is left. Take away the in-
surance, and let Grundy’s evidence 'in
that respect appear as it may, and not
a -particle of evidence exists to connect
these men with the erime.
Besides, however strong the motive,
you are to remember that proof of motive
is no proof of crime. There must be some-
thing more than mere suspicion. There
‘must be facts, hard facts. The Crown
cannot point to the supposed~ motive
on the one hand and then point to @&
supposed crime, and say the crime is
the result of the motive.’ The motive only
shows that the person is one likely to
have committed the crime, The Crown
must prove that there was a crime. If
the facts only raise’ a suspicion of crime
and not proof, then you cannot import
the motive, and say, by the reason of
the motive we will hang the man,

An Unheard-of Scheme.

The Crown must also have some theory
of the death. They must show that
death was caused in some ' particular
way. If the theory of the Crown is be-
lieved these men must have hatched a
scheme which I feel safe in saying never
entered into the mind of any human being
before. It is one which they must have
considered for weeks and months: every
detail attended to and thought out and
carried out in the most deliberate and
wicked manner that was ever heard of
and this by two men who, according to
the evidence of the Crown, are stupid,
ordinary business men and more than
ordinarily stupid business men. -

Then Mr. Johnston argued that the
very facts in connection 'with the tra-
gedy showed that the men must  have
deliberately manufacturéd suspicions
against themselves. if they were guilty
men. Why did ot they leave the weight
lying on the head of the man, thus de-
stroying evidepce against themselves, in-
stead of removing «it? Why did they
leave word for Wells to get down. early ?
Why did they send Aylesworth and Miss
Lattimer out of the way that morning ?
Why did they leave blood on their clothes
and make no attempt .to destroy their
clothes? . . y

Still Aylesworth.

I do not wish to cast the slightest
shred of suspicion on ‘Mr. Ayleswonth as
connecting him with the crime, if erime
there was. But, had Aylesworth been
found in the-eellar alone with the dead
body at 9.10 or 9.15 a.m., what would
people say then? Would you'say there
was evidence to connect Aylesworth with
the crime, and yet he-might as well be
found there if the theory of the defence
that it was an accident be correct as
anyone else. Alone with the dead body
of the victim, reaping the rewards of
the crime to- the amount of $4700, in-
timate with the victim even to the plac-
ing the insurances on his life—would not
all these be regarded as suspicious ecir-
culnstances ? -

The Crown attempted to show ‘that
the fact that $1000-had to be paid Wells
on the day of the tragedy was the imme-
diate cause of urgency of the killing, We
dissipated that by two Crown witnesses.
Richard- Lane swore that he had ar-
ranged to advance the Hyams $1000 on
Monday, and Dr. McPherson “testified
that Lane had negotiated with him for
$200 of that amount. .

The Weight Might Have Come Off.

Then, again, you think that if it
was ®lear that ‘the weight could not
have come woff,-$Kat the prisoners would
have given'that As a reason for the acci-
dent? Do you think ‘they would give out
what they knewi in their heart and soul
wae uatrue? . og.oc 0 :

But, in addition to that, Wwe have
ghown that the® weight.could fall off.
Another' Crown 'witness heard a mnoise
in the weight box and found the weight
off the hook in the cellar. Then we have
the evidence of numerous experts that
the weight would come off under certain
circumstaneces. In addition to that it
wps a piewr hook; that had only been put
on 20 days or so previously; and it will
be apparent tor you that it would be
more apt to cateh when it was new than
when it became more firmly embedded.

The Medical Testimony.

The Crown laid a greati deal of stress
on the medical testimony. They, pre-
sent the skull in court and say : there
are two blows—ene heavy blow on the
side of the head,and one from fore to back;
and they base this on a piece of bone
one-quarter of an inch long and half
an inch wide—a state of things which
might have been caused by the side of
the weight coming on the head,' resting
on & hard substance. And bear in mind
[ that the Crown doctors were looking for
evidences of crime and not of innocenece.

The Crown alleges that the businesd
carried on by, the Hyams was a sham.
We have disposed of that completely;
s0 that we_ have left on the part of the
Crown at best a mere suspicion of mur-
der; aided by the eloguence of the eoun-
sel and his ability to turn a joke at the
expense of a witness. /

Lane had sworn as to the habit of
these men to borrow money, at three or
four per ecent. per month, and lend it
out at shorter dates, probably -at a
higher rate of interest. Lane also says

Witnesses have.testified that the ware-
housing business is one which is very
difficult to work up in Toronto.

The Mercantile Exchange.

By a fortunate discovery—the finding
in a collection of dusty papers in . an
unused desk, by a man whé accidentally
happened to come across it, of-a certain
document, it can -be shown that these-
Hyams were ‘thinking of opening a mer-
cantile business as early as 1891. Two
years previous to the Wells’, or the in-
surance, these men were soliciting busi-
ness. for a mercantile exchange. The
Crown says that because the reports
which: Welis copied were not up to date
they were no good; buff I tell you, gen-
tlemen, they were just as good for ad-
vertising ' purposes as if they had been
the issue of the day previous. i

Once More the Insurance.

Again, adverting to the insurance
phase of the case, Mr. Johnston said if
the Hyams’ had taken Wels to the in-
surance office, and if. the policy had
been payable to themselves, you might
then say there were grounds for grave
suspicion. These men were somewhat
cranks on the question: of insurance.
Long after the tragedy Dallas ' paid
scmething like $4000 to carry the in-
surance on his own life, and before his
arrest he was makiog efforts to reinsure.
But; what are the facts as to this in-
purance? Take the evidence of Grundy,
antouched by the moral taint of the
bias, the prejudice or the passion of
Aylesworth,/ and we find that Wells
insured his own life for $1000, and at
the time promised more insurance. Fol-
lowing up this promise, Grundy goes to
him /and lays before him a tabulatpd
statément, and recommends to him the
20-year endowment plan, ., There s

nothing "o show that the Hyams, al-/
though - aequainted with Grundy, made

'a whisper to him'as to the amount of

ingurance ‘that might be placed on the
life of young Wells, Take away the

take away the bloo#y color he seeks
to give it in regard to- this transaction,
and you will find it is an houest state
of facts “which may happen to you or
to mg any day of our existence, If the
accident had not happened and fthese
circumstances were- related, would you
say thdt there was any suspiCious trans-
action about that insurance? This man
Grundy, occupying .a résponsible posi-
tion, not interested in acquittal or con-
viction, swears that on Sept. 13, fol-
lowing  up ‘the suggestion that Wells
had made some months before, he went
to the warehouse, Aylesworth and
Wells were there.

And Aylesworth Once More.
Neither Grundy nor Wells suggested it,
but Aylesworth says to Grundy, “What
will you give meif I get you a $30,000
man?”’ Still money, still greed. Even
after this momey had passed through
the blood of his brother-in-law, he _took
the bills steeped in the blood of Wells,
took them, and took them readily; and
if he had got more would you have seen
him this week or last week? L

If the prisoners had been anxious to,
carry out the scheme of murder .you
would have seen their hand in the pro-
curing of the insurance. .Before the po-
licy -was issued the manager was doubt-
ful ds to Wells’ ability to carry the po-
licy.
