AN ENGLISH VIEW OF THEM.

The American Constitution has been called 
a system of checks. So in American life. 
When you want to travel you give your bag­
gage to the porter of your hotel, and he 
gives you a check in return. At the station 
you reclaim it with the check, and pass it in 
at a counter and receive another check. As 
you approach your destination another funct­
ionary comes along the train, takes your 
check and gives you another check in its 
place. He fishes out your baggage and con­
veys it to your hotel—for a consideration. 
You have left your third and last check at 
thè office of the hotel when you enter it, 
and thence it is delivered up on receipt of 
the baggage.

At first you bless the arrangement as the 
salvation of the traveller. After » few 
weeks of it the tyranny of the check becomes 
so gelling that you begin to long for the fine 
old English method of dumping down your 
goods in front of a porter and leaving them 
to find the way themselves. You would 
even hail it as a personal triumph if some of 
your luggage would get lost But it never 
does. Sometimes it arrives late, but it al­
ways arrives. Yet it seldom arrives in the 
shape in which it started, if that is any con­
solation. They who have to do with the bag­
gage see to that. You will soon discover 
why Americans carry their goods in ironclad 
trunks, and why it is madness for anybody 
to do anything else. I started ont, like an 
idiot, with a new leather portmanteau. 
They ripped the stout brass lock off in the 
first week—not for plunder, apparently, 
but simply because it is the tradition of the 
service. They punched and kicked and 
danced on it In softer hours, when literary 
inspiration came, they wrote on it. My 
portmanteau to day is an epitome of the po­
litical sentiment of the United States, from 
New York to San Francisco. As an histor­
ical document it is beyond price, and I am 
contemplating the gift of it to the library 
of Congress at Washington. As a portman­
teau it has both feet in the grave.

The system of checks is not confined to 
travellers’ luggage. The conductor of the 
train passes carelessly to and fro asking for 
your ticket and giving you a check in re­
turn, or asking for your check and return­
ing your ticket. If you hand your stick to 
a boy in a hotel while you write your name 
in a register, he dashes out to stow it away 
in some secret place and returns triumphant 
with a check. In the very hotel bar, when 
you buy seven pence ha'porth of whiskey 
you get a check and walk two yards across 
the bar to pay at the desk.

But the apotheosis of the check is at Ni­
agara. When you go down to the Cave of 
the Winds you strip off all your clothes and 
leave them, as well as your valuables, in a 
tin box with the attendant. Then you go 
down to battle with the cataract attired only 
in a suit of pajamas, a suit of oilskins and a 
check lashed round your neck, and rising 
and falling with the beating of your heart 
No wonder the American speaks of death as 
handing in his checks. It is only by death 
that he can rid himself of them.—London 
Mail. •

—If you take down your new almanac you 
will find that ’97 will be a year of few eclipses 
and little unnecessary display in the heavens. 
There will be fewer eclipses this year than 
come in the ordinary twelve months. I*st 
year there were four, two of the moon and 
two of the sun, which is somewhere about 
the mean in these occurrences. We are to be 
favored with only two between now and the 
end of the year, both being of the sun. 
The largest number that can take place in any 
year is seven, five being of the sun and two 
of the moon, and the smallest is two these 
being of the son. From which etat 
can see that in this year we strike a minimum 
number of eclipeee. The two referred to will 
be annual eclipeee, both visible to us in the 
form of a partial eclipse, that is, only part of 
the disk will be hidden from our view by the 
intervention of the moon. The first one will 
occur about sunset on Feb. 1, and if a bright 
clear day, we shall have a fine chance to 
watch the the event. The sparsely inhabited 
islands of the South Pacific are the favored 
places for viewing the phenomenon in its 
moot interesting phases, for in that region 
the eclipse will be annular and the central part 
of the san will be cut out of view.

New Advertisements.—A bill has been introduced in the Ameri- 
can Congress to abolish the infliction of 
capital punishment in all but five cases, and, 
even when it may bo lawful to impose the 
death penalty, it shall be for the jury to 
avoid it by bringing in a verdict of guilty 
without capital punishment. If the bill 
becomes law the degree of punishment of 
capital offences lies to that extent in the 
the discretion of the jury. If the death 
penalty be denied by the jury the punish­
ment will be close confinement for life. The 
passing of such a law will reflect more credit 
on the people of the United States than 
tariff reforms or a victory over free silver. 
It will stand out as a great national reform 
In criminal law and its administration, and 
bespeaks as much for the Christianity and 
civilization of the nation as did the over­
throw of slavery. In no way may the status 
of a people he better judged than by a glance 
at their laws, and in every case the criminal 
law is the last branch of a national juris­
prudence to lose its barbarous, inflexible 
severity. The Americans are going a step 
in advance of the rest of the world by not 
only reducing the number of capital offences 
to five, but by investing the trial jury 
with a discretion over the degree of punish­
ment to be meted out to the guilty culprit. 
This is a step towards the total abolition of 
capital punishment. The true object of a 
system of laws is to protect property and 
liberty and safeguard the rights of the people 
in general, and the object and end of punish­
ment for crime is to set an example to others 
of like propensities, and to protect the com­
munity at large against a repetition of crimi­
nal acts. No men or body of men have the 
temerity to think they have the right to 
punish a criminal in the ordinary sense of 
the word. Punishment is not in itself an 
end, but only the means to an end, viz., the - 
protection of society and its rights. Were 
the end and object of the law to punish the 
criminal, how ineffectual would human efforts 
be to take “ an eye for an eye and a tooth for 
a tooth;” the infliction of punishment as 
such is in the hands of a higher and infalli­
ble power. If then the object of the crim­
inal code bo to protect the innocent it will 
attain its object as surely by punishing the 
guilty ones with imprisonment for life, and 
also do away with what, to many minds, is 
an unnecessary and unwarranted exercise of 

,jtpower, viz., the taking of a life for a life.

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Tht Late Rev. Aaron Cogswell.

^ Akrpn Cogswell was the youngest of
six SOM and two daughters, children of 8am- 

A®y Cogswell, was born near Kent- 
▼Ule, May 26th, 1820. His father was an 
educated mao, and an able teacher. He
tk T?en ?ro- Co8lwe11 WM but » boy*
ine widowed mother was not able to edu­
cate her children. Aaron was large and 
strong for hie years. When but thirteen he 
W*f >®ent 10 Ayleeford to learn the black­
smith’s trade; but the training of pious par­
ents implanted in hinf a love for God's word, 
and after the toil of the day would frequent­
ly spend hours studying the Bible. When 
but eighteen he was baptized by the Rev. 
E. Maniera, and began to preach. God 
owned and blessed his efforts from the first. 
Very thrilling were Bro. C.’s reminiscences 
of those early days and old time revivals. 
A good Methodist brother offered Bro. C. an 
education and other advantages if he would 
become a Wesleyan, but being true to his 
convictions, he could not accept the offer. 
There were Baptist friends- who assisted 
him in attending the schools of that day. 
A relative in Wolf ville offered him a home 
in their own dwelling where he could provide 
bis board while he studied at the Academy. 
Rev. E. Manning and Rev. T. Harding were 
then pastors of Cornwallis and Horton 
churches. Dearly Bro. C. loved to be with 
them. They each recognized in him one 
chosen of God for a special work, and 
each laid the hand of blessing upon him, 
bidding him God speed. Dr. Crawley 
then president of Acadia College. He 
in that boy one whom God bad called. He 
enouraged him to preach in the surrounding 
communities. Bro. C. went to Hantsport at 
a time when they had no pastor, and a 
gracious revival began under hie preach­
ing. Dr. Crawley rejoiced in the work, and 
frequently went over to encourage him. 
Bro. C. loved Dr. Crawley, and precious to 
him were the memory of those days. In 
1881 the last time he walked the streets of 
Hantsport, he said: "could any one be hap­
pier than I was here, going to the bap­
tismal waters with crowds of rejoicing con­
verts.” Bro. Vaughan baptized for him as 
he was not then ordained. The church at 
Hantsport called him to the pastorate, al­
though he could not have been more than 
twenty-one. There he married Lydia Beck­
with, a noble Christian girl. After a pastor­
ate of two years he felt it would be wiser 
for Bro. Vaughan to take the lead, and re­
signed in his favor. This was in ’42. He 
was then called to Port Lome and Hampton 
churches, there ordained in ’43 by Brothers 
Cunningham, Chase, Vidito and others. 
His work was blessed, but owing to being 
disappointed of an expected opportunity of 
an education in Fredericton, and feeling that 
with his robust health and strong frame he 
oould acquire a competence in a secular call­
ing, he resigned the pastorate of five years.
He moved from the mountain to the valley. 
His wife was laid at the point of death. He 
told God if this affliction was because he 
was leaving the work, if He would heal his 
wife, he would again go into the ministry, if 
a oall was given him. His wife recovered, 
and he, not knowing which way to go, was 
guided to Ciements. This was in 1850. 
Them, the Rev. Israel Potter, who was get­
ting to be aged, felt he must lay aside the 
active work. The church gathered around 
Bro. C. and gave him a unanimous call. 
Bro. C. would not allow Father Potter to 
resign, but told him he must be the head 
pastor, his wise counsellor; himself the under 
pastor. Very tender, ever, was the affection 
between the elder and younger pastor; also 
between their families, and the people of the 
whole field. Wonderfully did God manifest 
his power in blessing the ministrations of 
Bro. C. New churches were built, the 
woods were made vocal with rrayer and 
praise, the afflicted and needy were cared 
for, Bro. C. often sharing too freely from his 
own means. In a time of contagion he 
moved among them as with a charmed life.
He never spared himself. Over all that 
field which has since been divided into two 
churches, he neglected none. He went even 
to Dalhousie, carrying the - gospel to the 
poor. At Annapolis he commenced the first 
Baptist preaching, Bro. Freeman Barteaux 
opening his house for chat purpose. Some­
where in ’62 he was sent on a mission to 
Barrington. Rich blessings attended him 
there. On his way home he held services at 
Beaver River. God poured out his spirit 
there. He was induced to take the pastor­
ate at Beaver River, much against the Clem­
ents people’s wish. In his first revival at 
Beaver River, over eighty were baptized. 
Frequently the older members have said:
" we never shall see such times again. ” 
During his ministrations there, he had the 
typhoid fever, and suffered a relapse, from 

^ which it was feared he never would recover; 
>^k-ilthough he did, he never regained the same 

vigor. After a pastorate of twelve yean, 
he accepted a call to St. Mary’s Bay church, 
on the shore, and on the Ranges the 
numerous seals to his ministry. There in 
March ’75 he lost his beloved wife, and the 
next summer, married Miss Messenger, only 
surviving daughterof the late Dea. James Mes­
senger of Bridgetown. His closing labors were 
with the Tusket Lakes and Lake George 
churches of Yarmouth county. There he al­
so spared not himself. But the time

Profitable Farming. Food for Sick Children.

In dangerous illness, when the hospital 
nurse has control of the sick room, a well 
ordered routine is quickly established, but 
in less serious cases, where trained help is 
not sought, and during convalescence, a few 
practical hints on the home nursing of child­
ren may be offered, lo begin with, food or 
medicine should never be prepared or dis­
cussed before the little patient, nor should 
the doctor’s opinion or the child’s symptoms 
be talked over. Children often catch half 
phrases and misunderstand whispered con­
versations, and so form terrifying anticipa­
tions of their illness and its treatment. As 
drinks are sure to be in constant demand, 
weak lemonade may generally be given, but 
children often prefer pure water. It is best 
to use a small glass, and only give the exact 
quantity allowed. Children, as a rule, are 
more often guided by their eyes than by their 
palates, and fancy prevails strongly in the 
young. Even in health very imaginary dis­
likes are taken which an alteration in ap­
pearance, or even in name, will remove.

Highly flavored dishes are seldom liked 
by children, and are quite unsuitable for 
them, but a pretty appearance will make 
simple, nourishing forms of diet inviting. 
The portion of custard or milk pudding which 
would have no attraction if sent from the 
nursery table becomes quite desirable if baked 
in a tiny dish, and the joy of helping oneself 
will possibly lead to a second supply being 
consumed. The bread and butter or bread 
and jam at tea time, made into thin sand­
wiches, then cut into narrow fingers and 
built up crosswise on the child's plate, lend 
the interest to demolish the pyramid to help 
out the languid appetite. A child’s dislike 
to beef tea, soup, or beaten-up egg and milk, 
may sometimes be overcome if the novelty 
of taking it through a tube or straw be 
adopted. What matter if returning energy 
suggests the blowing of a few bubbles, when 
the nourishing compound has gone to build 
up tissue and muscle.

Business Methods in Farming.

Every crop planted on the farm, every 
animal bought, and every man hired is an 
investment, involving sound business judg­
ment, in both the planning and the manage 
ment, to insure a profitable outcome. Too 
often crops are planted, or stock raised sim­
ply because other farmers raise them, without 
regard to the cost, the market, or the adap­
tability to the particular farm and its equip­
ment. When planted, no account is kept of 
the expense, and not even an estimate is made 
of the cost, but the crop is sold as soon as 
harvested for what it will bring, and the crop 
repeated the next season. While it would 
sometimes cost more than tbe crops are worth 
to keep a detailed set of accounts with each 
crop, still a simple, business like set cf farm 
accounts will furnish the data whereby the 
profitableness of particular crops, or stock, 
may be closely estimated, and thus furnish 
a safer basis than guess work for the aban­
donment of the crop, or for changing its 
treatment. Many parts of the estimates 
made for one year or field, would answer for 
other years and fields. Whether accounts 
are kept with particular fields or crops or 
not, there should be an account opened with 
the farm, and others with household and 
personal expenses. By taking stock each 
year, it can be determined whether the farm 
has been profitable; whether the improve­
ments have exceeded the repairs; whether 
persona! pleasures have been too extravagant ; 
and whether the household department has 
been economically carried on. Of course 
there should be an account for every person 
wiih whom a credit business is transacted, 
for every one admits that memory utterly 
fails in keeping an accurate record of such 
transactions. Treat the farm as a person 
and see whether it can be credited with a 
fair balance of profit every new year.

DEARBORN & CO.,—Just how many hens should be kept in 

a poultry house containing a certain number 
of square feet depends largely upon whether 
the hens are laying or beingfatted for market, 
as well as their ages, for pullets that are not 
laying will not need as much space as the 
layers. Much of the benefits derived from 
shelter in the winter season is due to the 
manner in which the poultry house is ar­
ranged for the accommodation of the hens. 
The first consideration is that the poultry 
house is for the hens, and not for their owner, 
and the second is that the place where the 
greatest space is required is on the floor, for 
upon the floor, daring the day, the hens will 
spend the greater portion of their time, and 
not upon the roosts.

It is essential that the hens be not encour­
aged to go upon the roost except to remain 
for the night. As tbe hens are not inclined 
to remain in daik locations the roosts should 
be placed as far to the rear, away from the 
windows, as possible, which not only par­
tially shields them from draughts that steal 
in near the windows, but serves to increase 
the warmth and confine it over a smaller 
area. The nests should be secluded, and 
will be better out of the way if under a plat­
form, with the roost over the platform, than 
by any other arrangement, and less room 
will then be taken away from the floor. It 
is usual to allow a foot of space on the roost 
to each hen, hence, a roost ten feet long will 
accommodate ten hens without crowding 
them, provided the hens are large, but if the 
hens are small, twelve hens may be allowed. 
A house 10x10 feet is the size for a dozen or­
dinary fowls, but three feet of the spa 
the rear, will be utilized for nests and 
the space on the floor being seventy square 
feet, or about six feet of floor space to each 
hen, which she uses for exercise.

Care of Plants.

Turn the plants frequently to prevent their 
becoming one sided. Keep the soil loose by 
frequent stirrings. Liquid fertilizers may 
be given every week after buds appear. 
Plants do better where they have plenty of 
breathing space, therefore, do not crowd

Put cuttings in small pots. When the pots 
are filled with roots, remove to those a size 
larger. Keep repotting until the plants are 
in as large pots as desired. Most flowering 
plants require rather small pots, as they 
bloom best if root bound. Foliage plants 
should have an unchecked growth, never be­
coming root bound. Keep the plants well 
pinched back all summer, letting no branches 
get the start of others. Remove all buds 
which form before November.
