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TWENTY-EIGHT LIVES LOST.

The Michigamme River Floods and
Prowns Out the Mansfield
Iron Mine.

A Casualty Long Expeeted—The Only
Mine Running in the
Distriet.

Crys?AL Faris, Mich., Sept. 29.—With
a terrific rush the water of the Michigamme
river broke - through a bed, weakened by
mining, into the Mansfield mine last night,
drowning 23 men who were at work directly
under the cave in. There were 36 men in
the mine when the accident ooccurred, but
eight of them, who were workin§ in the
lower levels, managed to escape. None of
the bodies have been recovered, and it is
believed it will be necessary to divert the
channel of the river before they cambe
secured. The nearest telegraph office is at
Crystal Falls, six miles away, and though
the railroad track runs into the Manfield
camp it is only used to haul out ore and
bring in supplies. A courier carried the
news to Crystal Falls late lastmight, but
not until this morning was the news sent
abroad. : It is believed to have been-the
worst disaster that ever occurred in the
Lake Superior iron region. When the night
shift went on duty it was noticed that more
water was ceming into the mine than wsual,
but no alarm was felt dby t::e m:i:: ? the
amps, as they managed to keep the drifts
?ree.p".l'he miners pursued- their work as on
every other night. Suddenly, afew minutes
after 9, there was a loud report and an over-
powering rush of water, and the men felt
themselves being overwhelmed ‘by an
avalanche of mud, ore and water. 8o fast
came the flood that it is doubtful whether
the men on the top levels had time to drop
their tools and run for their lives to the old
shaft. Had any of them reached the per-
pendicular opening, however, it would have
availed them nothing, for the shdft known
as “OM No. 1” collapsed as soon as the
water reached and undermined its base.
This ocourred at precisely '9:30 o¢’clock, and
it was then known to those in charge of the
mine that the men in the aupper levels
and drowned like rats by
an accident which had long 'been expected.
Had there been time the men might have
descended by some means to the lower
levels and crossed over to No. :2 shaft, but
the flood came too fast, and it is thought
most of them met their death within five
minutes after the break. 5
The men at work in the lower levels were
warned in time to escope, A few minutes
after 9-o’clock they heard a roar;’at once
ting the -collapse they-dropped their
tools and fled for their lives. Tge water,
pursuing as it did the devious course neces-
sary in running from one level to another,
was ankle deep in the lower levels when the
men reached the shaft and were drawn up
from what seemed certain death. The news
of the ‘disaster on swift wings
throughout the little hamlet, and a wild cry
of alarm was voiced ‘by the inhabitants as
they rushed ‘from their homes and gathered
about the shaft, just as the last of eight
were brought to the surface. When the
cause of the accilent was explained to the
enquirers a ory ‘of ‘horror, went up ‘as
e ey gt
at last, and brought with it the results'lo
feared by wives and mothers. The dnﬁm
these twenty-eight marks the end of Mans-
field, for.unless the river can be forced to
another channel the bodies cannot be secur-
ed.nor can this rich deposit of iron ore be
worked again. The Mansfield mine is
situated onthe banks of the Michigamme
river, about six miles east of Cry Falls,
the county sest of Iron county.
been worked betwebn three and four years
and has shipped '660;000. tons of Bessemer
ore. The depression in the iron trade has
closed practically all the mines in the Cry-
stal Falls distriot, and the Mansfield was
almost the only one from which any ore was
being raised. ‘The fine quality of its pro-
duet enabled it to keep on working.

Interesting Statement by Lawyer Cromwell
a8 to the Position of Affairs.

DISCONTENTED YUMAS.

Indian Uprising in Arizona—The Leaders:
Promptly Arrested and the
Trouble Over.

WASHINGTON, Sept. 30. —Secretary Hoke
Smith has received information that there
is trouble brewing in the Yuma Indian re-

vation, SBouth-eastern California. It was
reported yesterday that the school building
had been burned by the Indians. The
agent has for some time past been having
trouble with Miquel, the former chief of the
Yumas, who has persistently tried to pre-
vent Indian children from atten: school.
He has also been guilty of repeated acts of
insubordination such as cutting green timber
on the reservation contrary to orders and in-
citing others to resist the authority of the
agent. Miquel is said to be the leader of
the worst’ element on the reservation,
and if the report that the school
buildings ‘have been burnéd is true, the
act was undoubtedly done by him or his con-
federates. In view of all the facts the
agent thought that the presence of troops
would act as a restraining influence, 80 he
asked the department to urge that a troop
be sent from the nearest post at once. This
request, with the Secretary’s endorsement,
has been sent to the War Department. Act-
ing on the advice received the War Depart-
ment has decided to order Brigadier-General
Ruger, commanding the department of Cal-
ifornia, to send a company of troops to the

reservation.

We are greatly mistaken if Sir Johb
Thompeon does not win for. himself the
reputation of being one of the best political
speakers that ever addressed an audience in
this Dominion of Canada.

Mr, Gladstone also propounds the doctrine
that & majority of the House of Commons,
whether large or small, whether it repre-
sents the will of the nation or not, has a
right to do what it likes. There is nothing
%o check it; nothing to compel it to seek
the approval ?f the people. The power of
the ' Sovereign, to dismiss a ministry is so
seldom used in these days that it may be
said to have become almost, if not quite,
Nobsolete, and now Mr. Gladstone denies the
‘moral right of the House of ‘Lords to reject
a measure that has been passed in the
House of Commons under apy circum-
stanoes, for this is what his argnment réally
amounts to. He, we see, takes care not to
eall in question its constitutional right to
reject measures passed by the Commons;
but he evidently holds that the day has
gone by when it can exercise its constitu-
tional right with safety.. If it presumes to

8 | exercise its undoubted constitutional power

it does so, according to Mr. Gladstone, on
pain of extinction.

The doctrine that the House of Commons
is in all cases, and under all oirouquhuoe-,,
supreme, has been for some time in course
of development ; bat it has never been ex-
pressed so plainly and with so/ little dis-
guise by any eminent statesman as it was,

It can
be easily understood that a majority of the
House of Commons, exercising its power,
without check of any kind, may become as
unjust and as tyrannical as any despot,
There are, undoubtedly, times when the
majority of the House does not represent
the wishes and opinions of the majority of
the people. If, when that is the case, it
has the power to impose ite will on the
People, it is nothing more than & despot, If
the action of the Government is opposed to

the majority of the people believe to be
their interests, what is it but a
tyrant? Itisof little consequence to the
people whether they are oppressed by one
great tyrant or by four hundred petty
tyrants.

We are greatly mistaken if the British
nation will accept Mr. Gladstone’s doctrine
of the unlimited authority of a majority of
the House of Commons. The present crisis
shows, as the msjority of the people of Great
Britsin believe, the necessity of some effec-
tive check to the action of the majority in
the popular branch of the Legislature. They
see that a crisis may arise in which the ma-
jority of the Commons may decide to do
‘what is disastrous to the nation, If there
were no limit to its power but that of the
primitive one of revolt, the country would
be in & fearful condition. The British peo-
ple cannot be deluded into bringingabout this
state of things. They will not consent to
take from the constitution of their country
every check and leave it completely un-
balanced. That would be to make Great
Britain more democratic than the United
States or any other republican country
under the sun. We do not believe that even
the Liberals of Great Hritain, when ' they
see Mr. Gladstone’s policy stripped of all
disgujee will accept it. Mr. Gladstone has
greatly complicated the question at issue.
Before he made his Midlothian speech his
opponents were contending for the integrity
of the Empire alone. Now they will also
have to fight for the maintenance of the
constitution.

Loxporx, Sept. 20.—The Exchange Tele-

Paris, Sept. 29.—A private cable from
Rio Janeiro from an American source denies
that the rebel warships were silenced by fire
from the forts, and declared that the posi-
tion of the rebel ships was such that the
forts could not reply without Perﬂ of dam-
aging Rio, and that the forte’ ammunition
was 80 reduced they were compelled to re-
serve what little munitions they have to
repel an attack on the forts themselves. It
asserts that all the dispatches so far have
been colored either on behalf of the Govern-
ment or the rebels. The only hope of Rio
is in the intervention of the foreign war-
ships. Great Britain has cabled its repre-
sentative for facts, and on his report wiil
depend the action of the British war vessels
 there. ¢

We have changed our meal place from
Beloit, Wis., one of the northern sub-
urbs of Chicago, and now feed at a pri-
vate house not far from the grouads.

Recent Lynchings of Negroes Discussed by the
African Methodist Episecopal Sec- 4
tarian Church.

INpiANAPOLIS, Sept. 29.—The Missouri
oonference of the African Methodist Epis-
copal Sectarian church is in session in this
city. The conference includes about 80
ministers from Mi i, Ind and Illi-
nois denominations, is distinct from the A.

M. E. church, and has a total membership
in the United States of gbout 400,000.
The principal work to-day was the reading
of the address of Bishop Alex. Walters, D.
D., president of the conference.  The part
of the address exciting the despest interest
was & reference to the lynching of negroes.

““The lynching of negroes for trifling of-
fences,and in many cases of innocentnegroes,
is increasing to an alarming extent. The
blood of ‘these innocent creatures calls aloud
for vengeance. It is your place by earnest
and courageous agitation to help answer
their call. Let-us arouse public sentiment
in our favor by telling of these heinous
crimes, until the good people of this coun-
try are moved to act in our defence. Thirty
innocent negroes were murdered last week.
It is & burning shame upon our civilization;
we cannot be silent, but must cry aloud,
and cry until these outrages are banished
from our land.”

Rightiog of the wrongs of the
negro could only come through shedding of
blood. = As the negro had been freed only by
bloodshed, the negro who was not willing to
shed his blood for his wife and children was
not fit to live.

The
anarchists also had plans laid to blow up
at the same time the town hall, with over
1,000 persons employed therein, besides a
number of i!_n‘pomt. buildings on the Ring.

The strangest part of - the story, as far as
the United States is concerned, comes now.

The police alaim to be able
to prove that the anarchists in this gigantic
conspiracy were d with anarchists
in Chicago. They say this is not merely a
%ol}oe theory, but the connection of the

hicago anarchists with those here has been
fully established beyond a doubt. Corre-
spondence between the Chicago ** reds ” and
those of Vienna is said to be in the hands of
the Austrian police, who, it would seem,
must communicate with the Chicago police
on the subject.

FRANCE AND SIAM,

Text of the Convention Arrived at By
Both Parties—Peace .
Restored.

France ta Continue Her Oceupation
Until the Siamese Posts
Are Evapuat.ed.

Pamis, Oct. 2.—The text of the new
treaty between France and Siam is practic-
ally as follows :
