SECTION I.

Name.—The name of this orj^anization shall

be "The Gntano Association ot Architects."

SECTION II.

Orjects.—The objects of the Association

are ; to unite in fellowship the architects of the

Province ; to combine their efforts so as to

tracts and stipulating terms of obligations and

fulfilment between proprietor and contractor.

sPxriON XII.

COMt'ENSATlONS.—No Member shall accept

direct or mdirect compensiticm for services

rendered i.i the praciicf' of his profession oiher

than the fees r: ceived from his cli'^nts.

SFXTION XIIL
Failure to Pay Dues.—-Should any mem-

ber fail for one year to pay his dues, the Board

of Directors may at its discretion, drop his name
from the roll.

SECTION XIV.

Misconduct.—Should charges of misconduct

be preferred against any member, they must be

made in writing, and be signed by the person

making such charges ; whereupon the Board of

Directors, at its next meeting, must take the

matter up, and the said Board may, at its dis-

cretion, drop the name from the roll. The
decision of the Board shall be hnal and absolute.

The member against whom the charges are

made shall, however, have the right to be heard

in his own defence.

ARTICLE I.

The annual meeliny; of this Association shall

be held upon the third Wednesday in November
or at such other time as the Board of Directors

may fix, and at such a place as shall be desig-

nated by a majority vote of members at the

previous annual meeting.

ARTICLE II.

The meetings of this Association shall be con-

ducted in accordance with "Todd's Parliamen-

tary Practice."

ARTICLE III.

All officers shall be elected annually by a

majority ballot vote at an annual meeting of this

Association.

ARTICLE IV

All papers, books and other records shall at

all times be open to the inspection ot the Mem-
bers of this Association.

ARTICLE V.

All Members of this Association shall pay an

annual fee of five dollars, v^hich must be paid

not later than May ist in each and every year or

part thereof. Members in arrears shall not be

entitled to vote at the annual meeting.

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ARTICLE VI.

All applications for membership m this As-

sociation sliall he referred to the Board of

Directors, who shall investi«(ate the standing of

applicants, and recommend them for election

if found qu ilified.

ARTICLE VII.

All applicants for membership recommended

by the Board ot Directors are to be voted upon

by letters ballot, and thirty days are to be al-

lowed members in which to return their ballots.

On the return of the ballot papers, the Board of

Directors shall appomt scrutineers for counting

the ballot"^. An applicant shall be rejected if

ten per cent, of the ballots are cast ac]^ainst him.

ARTICLE VIII.

Twenty Members shall form a quorum for the

transaction of business at all meetings of he

Association. Five officers shall form a quorum

of t'lie Board of Directors.

ARTICLE IX.

A special meeting may be called at any time

that the Board of Directors consider it necessary

for furthering the business of the Association.

A general meeting of the Association shall be

held at any time upon requisition to the Board

of Directors, signed by twenty-five Members in

good standing. Fifteen days' notice of such

meeting shall be given to the Members and the

business which is to be considered shall be stated

on the notice.
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ARTICLE X.

The fiscal year of the Association shall end in

each year on the thirty-first day of October, to

which date the books of the Association shall be

made up and audited by the auditors appointed

at the previous annual meetinfr.

ARTICLE XL
The By-Laws of this Ass )ciation can be

amended at any meeting by a vote ot two-thirds

of the Members prest^nt.

ARTICLE XI I.

The ordinary travelling and hotel expenses ot

officers and committees attending business meet-

ings shall be defrayed out of funds in the treasury

of the Association subject to the approval of the

Board of Directors.

ARTICLE XIII.

A Member shall pay his fees within two weeks

after his election.

ARTICLE XIV.

The Board of Directors shall meet at the call

of any three Members of the Board.
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
