tiny island in Lake Huron, half a mil,, from shore, a
rocky, precipitous islet locally known as Resurrection
Rock The na.ne, a couple of centuries ago, was
trench-Isle de la Resurrection - a designation won
by some event long forgotten.

Lucas Juibitually ter inated his reference to r
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young Lucas and Myra, his wife, and John and his
wife all became well known, they never altogether gained
the honorable prominence which Oliver's wife won ; and
this fact was borne in upon Lucas never more aggravat-
ingly than at the time of the torpedoing of the
Gallant ic in September of the year just j)ast.

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cause she was too attractive to his son. She had been

Of course I cannot de,--cril)e to yoA details of tlie

individuals on the other side have wished to connnunl-
