WAS IT YANKEE BEEF?

“«Embalmed Beef” Alleged to Have
Been Relabelied and Sold to the
British Admiralty,

London, Nov. 21.—The Daily Chronicle, in
its “war diary,” says this mornig : “Hith-
erto we have hesitated to speak of the qual-
ity of the tinned meats supplied to our
troops, much of which has had to be thrown
over ; but we have made enquiries in
quarters not likely to be influenced by mere
rumor, and we find there are suspicions
that some of the meats supplied to the Gov-

. ernment for use on British transports was
meat which had been rejected by the Unit-
ed States during the hostilities in Cuba,
where it was plcturesquely known as ‘‘em-
balmed beef,” and re-labeled with the mark
of the current year. Whatever blunder
there may have been must be laid not at
the door of the War Office but at the door
of the Admiralty, which has undertaken to
feed the troops. Not a single complaint has
come to hand regarding the quality of the

War Office stores.”

DELAYED A TROOPSHIP.

The
Boers thén withdrew out of range, hut re-
mained at points commanding the exits
from the town.

Deficient in Cavalry.
General Clery is lamentably deficlent in
cavalry and artillery, though -attempts are
being made to replace the former by a Ult-
lander mounted infantry of which about
1500 have started for the front.

Relief of Kimberley,

The populan anticipations here regarding
the relief of Kimberley appear too sanguine.
The British force is not yet ready. and
when it starts it will have a dangerous
road to follow, every fool of which . will
probably be contested if the British atteinpt
a direct advance. So it Is possible that in-
stead of rushing directly for Kimberley, the
British will advance across the frontier in
the direction of Bloemfontein, which may
thus be threatened. This would probably
draw off General Cronje’s forces and enable
the railroad to be restored.

Buller’s Movements.

From the presence of General Buller near
General Methnen at Orange River, it Is
anticlpated that the main advance will be
made on the west side. But, unless Gen-
eral Gatacre is able to advance simultane-
ously and push back the Boers who are oc-
cupying so many points of the South Or-
range River, the British line of communi-
cation will be seriously threatened.

Officers to Carry Rifies,

General Buller’s orders tp his officers on
the subject of their equipment are taken
to mean that the officers are to carry rifles
like the troops. { :

1t is reported to-day that the Boers have
attacked Kuruman and sustained heavy
loss, but it Is Aard to conjecture why the
Boers should waste ammunition on a vil-
liog"e far out on the plains, defended by 200
police.

Boer Intentions,

It is further assertéd that the Boers
have no serious intentions of invading Cape
Celony, but intend to concentrate their
scattered forces with the view of opposing
the British advance across the southern
Lorder of the Orange Free State.

Eight Million Dollars to be Spent
in Developing Oné of the Great-
est Industries in the World,

Philadelphia, Nov. 20.—The first of a fles*
of 35 vessels, which will carry from this
port to Sydney, Cape Breton, upwanrds of
125,000 tons of structural steel, coke ovens,
etc., has arrived here. The vessel is the
Norwegian steamship Falk. The cargo is
consigned to the Whitney syndicate of Syd-

uey, C.B., and was purchased in the west-.

ern -pant. 4 The Falk, beg
loading to-day, and will be closely followed
by other steamships. On her arrival at
Sydney the work of erection of the Whit-
ney syndicate steel and coke plant will be-
gin.

The above is particularly interesting to
Canadians, as being a practical move to-
wards the establishment of the Nova Scotia
Iron & Steel Company’s works at Sydney,
C.B. The directors were chosen at a meet-
ing in Momtreal on June 22 Jast, and the
company thus formed is capitalized at §$20,-
000,000. 'The Canadian directors include 1.
B. Angus, John 8. McLennpan, B. F. Pear-
ron, James Ross, and Sir Willilam Van
Horne, of Montreal; Hon. George A. Cox
nnd Elias Rogers, Toronto; Hoa. David Mac-
keen, Mr, Dwyer, Halifax; Mr. Randolph,
Fredericton; Messrs. A. H. Paget and H.
F. Dimmock of New York, are also on the
directorate.

Mr. Rogers returned from down East a
couple of months ago, and in an interview
given to The World spoke enthusiastically
uf the prospeets. Nearly 2000 men were at
work putting up smelting and steel plants
and building coke ovens. The expendi-
ture on plant at Sydney will amount to
$8,000,000, and there is a great boom at that
point in- all lines. The ecapacity of the
workg will be about 1200 tons of iron per
day. The first of the blast furnaces is ex-
pected to be completed in July next, and
the second five months later. Mr. Rogers
prophesies that Sydney will develop into
another Pittsburg. The iron ore will come
principally from Conception Bay, Newfound-
sland, about 400 miles from Sydney, and the
supply is said to be unlimited.

Depends &Grently on the United
States Till Canada is Able to
Till Her Rich Heritage.

J. F. Williams, in The: Harmsworth Maga-
ine : In England about a third of the cui-
tivable area is under the plow; but, while

the acreage under barley, oats, potatoes
and other root crops is practically the same

lation was 7,000,000 less—the wheat area
has fallen from 4,000,000 to 2,000,000 acres.
The entire agricultural produce of Great
Britain is thus utterly insufficient to feed
s0 populous a country, and the deficiency
must, therefore, be met by supplies from
abroad. Let us see what Is the amount,
nature and approximately the ‘‘time-limit”
of the eatables and drinkables required hy
the 40,000,000 people who live in this coun-
Y.

What would it mean to millions of our
working péople if by any chance combina-
tion of hostile fleets our corn-bringing ships
were prevented from landing their cargoes
even for a short period? Roughly speaking,
home-grown wheat would enable us to live
for about two and a half months; that is
to say, suppose it were then wholly and
continuously available.  With unchecked
supplies from the United States and Can-
ada, we would have enough bread for five
months longer. From our own colonies and
i Tndia® we can only-get enough wheat and
flourto last us for one and a half months,

The vast wheat fields of the United States
supply us with flour to make 1 ,000,000
loaves, but this immense guantity and mil-
lions more could be easily supplied by Can-
ada had she only the men and means to
put even a tithe of her rich wheat soil un-
| der cultivation. At present she can only
give us a surplus of 150,000,000 loaves.

From a broad point of view, while war
with Russia would affect us to a consider-
able extent, hostilities with the United
States would be a calamity indeed, inas-
much as it ‘would be an utter impossibility
for the rest of the world to make up at
sbort notice the terrible deficiency.

Canada’s Hymn of Empire,

The feeling of imperialism is upon every-
thing, and onc of the evidences of this is
to be seef in the new Hymn of Empire, is-
sued by the Nordheimer Piano & Music
Company. It is issued in two forms—as a
solo and as a chorus for mixed voices. Half
the church choirs in the city are learning it
in its chorus form, and every second coi-
tralto or baritone singer is learning the
solo edition. It is the most important mna-
tional song yet issued in Canada. Most pre-
vious songs have been short melodies, with
a popular chorus at the end of 'each verse,
the music for each verse being exactly the
same. Canada’s Hyma of Empire is a much
more dignified composition, the music chang-
ing with the sentiment v©f the words
throughout. The words were written by Mr,
Arthur Cox, and first appeared in a Toron-
to paper. They attracted the_ attention of
Lord Dufferin,who took the trouble to write
(from Ireland) a letter of congratulation to
the author. Mr. Cox then secured the co-
operation of Mr. H. H. Godfrey, who set
the words to very inspiring music. Mr.
Godfrey will be remembered as the author
of "The ILand of the Maple” and other
equally popular sohgs. He was also the win-
ner of the University Glee Club prize.

The War in the Philippines is Being
Pushed With Great Vigor Amidst
Difficulties.

TROPICAL RAINS HAMPER TROOPS.

Yet Progress is Being Made and

Some DBrilliant Dashes Are
: Being Made.

Manila, Nov. 20.—Only fragmentary re-
ports reach Manila of the operations north,
which, when the story shall be known,
will be seen to have been the most re-
markable campaigning of fthe Philippine
war. Gen. Lawton’s division is spread thin-
ly over the territory beyond San Jose,
where the telegraph ends. Gen, Young's
two regiments of cavalry are continuing
their rapid sweep into the new towns, and
the infantry is being shoved rorwm;cll :o

1d the towns the cavalry takes—a m
:o country whose natural difficulties are
increased indescribably by tropical rains,
making rivers of creeks and swamps of
flelds. Wagon transportation Is supposed
to have been practically abandoned, the
American troops living on captured sup-
lles and the little produce the insurgent
evies have left.

A Fight Going On.

Major Samuel M. Swigert’s squadron of
the third cavalry is regorted to be engaging
a greatly superior force at Pozorrubic,
northeast of Dagupan. These troops have
fought three engagements. It is believed
at headquarters that the Filipino force is
covering the retreat of the insurgent lead-
ers to the Bingust mountains; that the in-
surgents planned to retreat northeast along
the Tayug road, which is stocked with
storehouses, three of which ’the Americans
have secured to draw upon’en route, and
that only the insurgent advance force had
passed Tayug before the American occupa-
tion,

The main body of Aguinaldo’s army be-
ing within our lines, the majority of these
insurgents may disorganize and pose as ami-
gos when the Americans overtake them.

Captain Henry A. Leonhauser, with a
battalion of the 25th Infantry, is on his
way from Bamban to O'Donnell to take the
insurgent cartridge-filling works there.

Mindanao villagers have seized a smug-
gling schooner bound from Iloilo to Zam-
boanga, and supposed to be run by two
discharged soldiers.

Proceeding With a Rush,

The American occupation of the country
between Manila and Dagupan is proceeding
with a rush. Gen. MacArthur is within
five miles of Dagupan, which Gen. Wheaton
or Gen. Lawton will probably occupy. The
railroad is practically intact beyond Bam-
ban, except for a distance of five miles to
the north, and the rails for that portion
have been discovered. Large quantities
of rolling stock had been destroyed.

Gen. MacArthur is moving his troops by
traln, and the roads within Gen. Lawton's
territory are becoming passable,

Captain Leonhauser accomplished one of
the best coups of the war. Reaching O’Don-
nell by a night march from Capas on Nov.
18, he surprised the insurgent force, num-
bering 200, and captured all of them, with
their arms, 10,000 rounds of ammaunition
and four tons of subsistence. One Filipino
was kKilled, but there were no American
casnalties.

AN INSURGENT REVIVAL,

A Brush Near Imus—Filipinos Fired
and Skipped Out,

Manila, Nov. 20.—There has been a revival
of insurgent activity south of Manila, par-
ticularly in Cavite Province, At Tmus
yesterday the Filipinos fired a smooth bore
cannon, but this was soon silenced by the
American artillery. In the course of the
morning Major Cowles, with. a battalion
of the 4th Infantry and two guns, secatter-
ed the enemy from the distriets around
Imus and In the direction of Perez das
Marinas. The Americans could not pursue
the retreating insurgents, because their
ammunition was exhausted. The Filipinos
were under the command of Gen. Mariano
Trias. Spies report that the insurgents
are coming into Cavite Province from Ca-
lamba, in Laguna Province, and the other
southerly provinces. The Insurgents have
smmooth bores and two modern cannon. Fir-
ing was in progress this afternoon, and it
is reported that there are more insurgents
In the vicinity of Imus than ever before.

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THE YONGE-STREET STEAI
This case of the Metropolitan Railway is

of the Privy Council has exceeded its juris-
diction In dealing with municipalities. The
orders of the committee are by no means
final. Its actions are subject to review by
the courts in just fhe same way as are the
actions of a municipality or any other pub-
lic body. The Rallway Committee is lim-
ited to_the powers vested In it by Par'la-
ment. Among those powers there cannot
be found ome permitting the committee to
usurp the jurisdiction of the municipality in
its streets, as it has assumed to do with re-
spect to Toronto. Three or four years ago
the City Council applied to the Rallway
Committee for crossings at Bathurst rnd
Dufferin-streets where the C.P.R. crosscs
these highways. The C.P.R., the County of
York and York Township were notified to
appear before the Railway Committee. An
order was made for the construction of &
erossing, and the proportion of cost that
each of the parties should bear was setiled
by the committee. Mr. C. C. Robinson, who
appeared for the County of York, argued
the point without walving the county's
right to dispute the jurisdiction of the Rail-
way Committee. He expTessly reserved for
the courts all rights the county might have
and on behalf of the county he refused to
sign the order or to become a party to it in
any shape or form. The committee decided
against the county and ordered it to «on-
tribute its share of the cost of construction
and maintenance. When billed by the C.P.
R. for its share the county refused to pay.
Suit was brought and the case was decided
against the county. On an appeal being
taken to the Court of Appeal the decision
of Judge Rose was reversed, the court
standing 3 to 1 against his judgment. The
court thus upheld the rights of the muniel-
pality against the assumed authority of the
Railway Committee.
It is a pity the course adopted by Mr.
Robinson had not been followed when the
Metropolitan’s case was before the Railway
Committee last week. Mr. Fullerton should
bave waived no right claimed by the city.
He should have refused to be a consenting
party to any order ‘which deprived the city
of its jurisdiction over its own streets or
which limited the jurisdiction in any shape
or form. The city, in that event, would be
in a much better position to dispute the
authority of the committee and to prevent
the Metropolitan from making the conitec-
tion with the C.P.R. It was admitted at
the City Hall yesterday that the depnta-
tion had consented to the order of the
Rallway Committee. This being so the
city’'s case may be weaker than it other-
wise would be, but still it Is strong -nough
to take into court.
|, But a still more regrettable feature than
Mr. Fullerton's consent is the possibiity
that he was instructed by certatnrof’the
aldermen, if mot by the Mayor, to wonsent
to the application of the Metropolitan as a
matter of public policy. It this furns out
to be the explanation of the City Solicitor’s
otherwise unexplainable conduct before the
committee, then the city’s interests have
been most shamefully betrayed by men who
were elected to guard those interests. Do
the aldermen understand the effect of the
Railway Committee's ruling? Do they un-
derstand that the ruling establishes a re-
grettable precedent? The city has all along
been counting on receiving a percentage of
some kind from the Toronto Rallway Com-
pany for the privilege of handling freight
within the city limits. Next year, when
the market Iimprovements are compieted,
we shall witness the inauguration of a
trolley freight service by means of hich
the produce of the farms will be transport-
ed to St. Lawrence Market. But it has
been the city’s intention to regulate this
service, to charge the company a Jercends
age or otherwise recelve a consideration for
the concession. " But the ruling we have
consented to may be cited as a precadent
to prove that we have no authority in tie
matter of freight traffic through our
streets. If the Railway Committee ¢an em-
power the Metropolitan to carry freight
along Yonge-street, it can give simliar
powers to the Toronto and Scarboro Rall-
way, the Mimico Railway and the Toronto
Rallway itself. The committee cannot now

As this line is col lled by the To-
ronto Railway the granting of freight privi-
leges to the Scarboro Rallway would be
equivalent to inaugurating a freight service
over the whole Toronto Railway system,
and that without the comsent of the City
Council, and without stipulations by the
city as to the nature of the gervice or the
percentage to be recelved for the conces-
sion. The precedent that has been created,
it it is allowed to stand, will prejudice our
rights to regulate the freight traffic that
we are counting on in connection with the
new St. Lawrence Market, and will other-
wise handicap us in dealing with the elec-
tro-radial railway problem.

The only course now open to the Council
is to undo the mischief as far as this can
be done. We take it that the city cannot
part with its jurisdiction over its own
streets except by bylaw legally passed. The
unauthorized action of a deputation cannot
legally bind the corporation. The Mayor
should proceed to dispute the validity of the
committee’s order and he should do so at
once, Lo

MR, GIBSON’S DUAL ROSITION.

compatible with his position in the Ross
Administration. Mr. Gibson holds the first
position from the trolley amd electric
manipulators, who, for the present, are in
the dark, and who are entrenchifig them-
selves behind Mr. Gibson and a few local
men of Hamilton who are without sub-
stantial capital, and who, as a matter of
fact, do not control the consolidated elec-
tric interests. The real owners are away
down below, and have yet to be dug up.
The . Hamilton Times has also a namby-
pamby defence of Mr. Gibson. It Is a
rather strange thing that the Hamliiton
press was almost a unit in supporting the
extension of the street car franchise, which
was a necessary concession to the mani-
pulators before they consolidated all the
electric companies there. In fact, it was
the key to the position, and should have
been used to have protected the people and
to have secured further benefits and lower
rates all round. But the Hamilton papers
argued the other way, and in the interests
of the trolley and electric combination.
The Herald made a pretence of fighting the
extension after it was too late.

And now The Globe Is ready to apologize
and to excuse Mr. Gibson's occupying the
equivocal position which he does. We say
that no man can be Attorney-General and

Mr. Cockburn on the Ontario, .

President G. R. R. £ockburn of the On-
tario Bank, asked if his bank was consider-
ing an increase of capital stock, said:

*It won't do for me to say anything cn
this score; ask the board. Everythink I
say the speculators get hold of. We could,
however, do a larger business if we had
more capital. The whole Dominion vibrates
with increased business. Every man who
has been lying on his back for'years is now
up and doing. The loan companies
can’'t get over 5 per cent. - now
for their money, and the farmers are turn-
ing round and doing a loan business thém-
gelves.” President Cockburn said that the
bank was busy enlarging their present
branches, four of which had been started
this year, but there would be no more new
branches at present.

Thirty Millions More Deposited,

B. B. Osler, vice-president of the Domin-
ton Bank, when asked If his bank intended
increasing its capital stock, replled warm-

y :

«“You have no right to ask a bank officlal
that.” He didn’t think an increase of such
stock indicated better times, because there
was ample banking capacity in Canada
now, and all the increased capital did was
to put more money in circulation. Ag a
gign of the booming of all enterprizes In
(Oanada, he wanted people to note that
deposits in banks had increased over $30,-
000,000 in the country during the past year.

Lots of Money Here,

Mr. George Gooderham, president of the
Bank of Toronto, was also asked what
his views were. He sald that he did not
think the banks required additional capi-
tal, that there was lots of money in the
country, but that those who controlled it
(and - by them he doubtless meant among
the rest the banks) could make more ont
of a gortlon of it by using it In New York
or Chicago on call or otherwise. Money
went where it could do best. He thought,
therefore, if the stock of the banks was
increased the tendency would still remain
of this and other capital to go outside the
country for finvestment, rovided the re-
turns were more profitable. .

The Standard’s Manager,

Mr. George P. Reld, the general manager
of the Standard Bank, in reply to The
World’s interviewer, stated that the need
of circulation was the principal factor in
the recent increases of the bank ecapital.
The more business being done the greater
circulation was required. He stated that
an increase of capital had not been con-
templated in respect to his own bank.
The Standard did not lend money on stocks,
but made its largest loans on home muni-
cipal debentures, so they did not follow
the policy of lending money in foreign
countries, and preferred to continue a con-
servative but progressive business within
domestic limits. When the movement of
grain was on and the volume of husiness
increased there was’ sometimes a difticulty
in obtaining circulation, but thls feature
was temporary .and could at the present
pe provided for in the Standard’s case
without any further increase of share capi-

tal.
The Banks and Their Circulation.

A World reporter called at the various
city banks to see how many of them
had paid out all their own circulation,
Here is what he found:

The Dominion Bank has all its circula-
tion out, and paying out notes of other
banks. The manager said it was due to
moving of crops. The same thing had hap-
ened for the past 10 years, but the bank
didn’t care to increase its capital, as in do-
ing so it wonld have to pay larger divi-
dends. The manager thought the capital
would be in excess of the circulation in
another month.

The Traders’ Bank had all its circulation
out. a)though the paid-up ‘capital of the
bank bad been increased $200,000 in the
last three months.

by Brady. The courts below found the
charge of infringement to be sustained and
awarded damages amounting to $6300, This
finding was affirmed by to-day’s opinion.

BOCK’S BOXES SEIZED,

’l‘rei-ury Agents Jumped on a Trio
of Alleged Smugglers on Ar-
rival at New York.

New York, Nov. 20.—Treasury agents
have caused the arrest of Francols Bock
of Providence, R.I., a jeweler, a resident
of this city named John Trebon and Stew-
ard George Taylor of the Cunarder Etrurii.
Fifty boxes of pearls were taken from the
Laggage of Bock, who came over on the
steamship, and the three men are charged
with smuggling. The seizure is valued at

$50,000.
| Treasury officials say Bock has been try-
ing to corner the market in pearls of the
highest grade. Bock was held in $5000
and Taylor and Trebon in $2500 each. They
went to jail.

IT IWVAS 100 TRUE.

Captain Ralph Robson and His
Brother, John, Were Drowned
in Lake Erie,

St. Thomas, Ont., Nov. 20.—It turns out
that the fears of the loss of Captain Ralph
Robson and his brother, John, from the
wreck of the schooner.Maple Leaf, as re-
poerted yesterday, were but too well ground-
ed. The two men were drowned, and the
two surviving members of the crew, David
Adams and J. A. Mclntosh, had a terrible
experience. The storm struck them some
25 miles north of C(leveland on Friday
night. Captain Robson was engaged to be
warried on Wednesday to Miss Clara Fos-

ter of Leamington.

STEEL PALACE FOR THE PRINCE.
The Mikado’s Son to be Protected
Against Earthquakes.
Chicago, Nov. 20.—Chicago engineers are
designing an earthquake-proof steel palace
for the Crown Prince of Japan, which is
to mark the advent of American steel con-
struction in the Mikado’'s land, and the Im-
perial Government has appropriated $3,000,-
000 for its erection. Foundations are be-
ing laid with a view to rearing the fraine-
work in February. The steel will be sup-
