London, July 10.—Field Marshal Lord 
Roberts created a sensation in the 
house of lords this evening when to 
a lengthy and well considered speech 
he deliberately expressed his opinion 
as a practical soldier that the military 
force of Great Britain was inadequate. 
Imperfectly trained and totally unfit 
to uphold Great Britain as a first- 
class power. Lord! Roberts did not 
blame the government, which, he said, 
was actuated by a national feeling, but 
he scathingly attacked the people of 
Ei gland, who, he said, showed no na­
tional feeling towards the military un­
til danger arose.

The speech was delivered in connec­
tion with a motion introduced by the 
Earl of Wemyss and March (Conserva­
tive), traversing Premier Balfour's 
statement regarding the Impossibility 
of the Invasion of Great Britain and 
urging the necessity of keeping up suf­
ficient land forces to repel any possible 
invasion.

Lord Roberts said the lessons of the 
South African war had been forgotten, 
and that the armed forces of Great 
Britain were now as unprepared for 
war as when the South African trou­
ble broke out.

He declared emphatically that the 
choice lay between conscription or 
some practical system of universal 
training, and that only by such means 
would it be possible for Great Britain 
to possess forces organized and train-

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LABOR AND PUBLIC OWNERSHIP..El Représentative» of New York*» Host 

to Disense Attitude.

New York, July 10.—A general con­
ference of representatives of 4001000 
workingmen In Greater New York will 
be held shortly to decide on ways and 
means to bring about municipal owner­
ship of surface railways and rapid 
transit, subways and gas and lighting 
plants.

Alfred J. Boulton of Stereotypers’ 
Union, No. 1, and a leading member of 
the Central Federated Union, said that 
a conference would be held next month.

"The purpose," saU. Delegate Boul­
ton, "will be to decide on action to he 
taken by organized labor to most easily 
secure municipal ownership.

"The question of taking political ac­
tion to secure municipal ownership will 
be discussed at the conference. Whe­
ther the representatives of organized 
labor will decide that political action 
is most expedient in obtaining the mu­
nicipal ownership of public utilities te- 
malns to be seen.

"Some plan will be agreed upon by 
means of which a general effort will he 
made to bring about that result.

“A preliminary conference to prepare 
for the campaign has already been 
held, but definite action was postponed 
until the general conference, to be neld 
next month."

Mr. Boulton was the Populist candi­
date for governor in the last campaign, 
and was once the Fusion candidate for 
county clerk in King's County. He 
is now actively engaged in conferring 
with prominent labor men In this city 
In preparation for the proposed 
clpal ownership agitation to be under­
taken by organized labor in support of 
the present general municipal owner­
ship movement.
