~No budget of recent times has ex-
¢ited more [kriticism and opposition
in the -country, and the last two by-
elections fail to disclose reinforcements
of new voters recruited for Radical
Socialism,

No responsible leader has yet sug-
gested intervention by the house
lords. The ministerialists assert with
a confident air that Lord Lansdowne
has made it clear that the! existence
of an hereditary chamber must not
be imperiled by the rejection of the
lbudget. The Times. apparently sup-
ports this view when it gondemns as
nonsense  the belligerent talk about
the intervention of the _lords. Mr.
Labouchere’s ‘“Truth,” on the contrary,
expects a rejection by the lords, and
practical wpoliticians, like the editor
of The Westminster Gazette, forcast a
fresh defence of the citadel of free
trade, with budget finance as the final
rampart. :

He is
survived by a widow, one son and two
daughters, all of whom reside at Ot-
tawa.

Assuredly our text has never yet
had a fulfilment, but just as surely
it 8hall he fulfilled, for the mouth of
the Lord hath spoken it; yea, 'more,
hath declared that ultimately “‘every
knee shall bow and every tongue con-
fess” Messiah, to the glory of God the
Father. Some time ago in our Sunday
school hymnals & very popular molOA.):
was entitled ‘“‘Showers: of Blessings
and prayed, ‘‘Let some droppings fall
upon me.” This truly expresses the
Christian’s experience in the present
time. The Lord permits his people 0
have sunshine, cloud and, showers for
their refreshment, for. theip develop-
ment. Nevertheless the showers of re-
freshing never seem to come with suf-
ficient frequency, and we continually
that ‘‘still there's
more to follow.” What a contrast,
therefore, is suggested by the words
of our text—-a downpour of truth and
grace which will prcduce a flood of
righteousness and knowledge of the
Lord world-wide and ocean-deep.

His Broad Yympnthy.

In .a brief report it is impossible to
do justice to the profundity of feeling
and the breadth of sympathy which
flows from the gipsy missioner. He
is just such a one as the common folk
hear gladly. :

I have been living with
Him on intimate terms for 32 years.

Purchages
i{n this market could have been made
six months ago at half the present
prices, but scarcely anyone was a buy-
er then: now every follower is vying
with the other to take on the biggest
load.

Real Estate Speculation Drawing At-
tention From Loeal Market.

The ahsence of any large speculation
at the Toronto Stock Exchange is now
conclusively traced to the real estate
gpeculation, which is drawing the at-
tention of speculators and investors
to a larger degree than has been the
case for many years.

The influence of this feature is rath-
er to retard speculative movements in
domestic securitiss than to cause -
quidation and weaken the undertone
of the market. New York has also
taken away what speculation might
have occurred ‘at the Toronto Ex-
change, and between the two out-
side dealing except for a few invest-
mehts has been practically nil

As far as developments outside of
the exchange are concerned, they are
favorable - rather than otherwise, to
market values. Delayed seeding in the
west has caused a little apprehension,
but it is much too previous to regard
this in any serious light, particularly
as the agea in cultivation this year
will be much larger than hitherto.

The large increase this week in 10-
cal -bank clearings shows consider-
able business activity, and much of

the increase is due to the large num-
ber of real estate transactions which
are now going thru.

The market as a whole is perfect-
ly satisfactory - to holders who are
Jess anxious for speculative turns than
for good returns on the money invest-
ed. This feature is undoubtedly giv-
ing. the market its firm tone, and there
can be no doubt -that with more at-
tention ' given to securities, and less
to other forms of speculation, prices
will undergo a respectable improve-
ment.
