London, May 1—The British public 
has been greatly impressed by the Ger­
man bombardment of Dunkirk, which, 
it is believed in military circles here, 
must have been from a distance of eigh­
teen to twenty miles. The Times says:

“The incident is of small importance 
from a military standpoint, but it tarings 
the war closer to England’s shores than 
at any earlier period of the struggle. 
We have in the events of the last ten 
days the clearest possible proof that, far 
from being on the run, the Germans can, 
at any moment, resume the offensive in 
the west, with great power and obstin­
ate courage, with an ample supply of 
men and guns, and in a spirit that will 
stop at nothing.”

The Times correspondent in northern 
France says the first shell fell in Dun­
kirk at 8.80 o’clock on Thursday after­
noon, almost at the same moment that 
three German aeroplanes were seen hov­
ering overhead. Soon other shells came 
in quick succession and it became clear 
that the Germans had brought their big 
guns into range, and that their fire was 
being directed by airmen.

Rumors of a possible engagement be­
tween Clarence H. Mackay, president of 
the Postal Telegraph Company, and Mrs. 
John Jacob A star, which were started in 
New York city two weeks ago, were re­
newed here by the visit- of Col. Astor’s 
widow with Mrs. J. E. Widener of Phila­
delphia. Mr. Mackay and a group of 
friends.

The party arrived in a special car. In 
the afternoon they went to Mount Ver­
non on the launch J. H. Bradley, re­
turning by special car in time to be din­
ner guests of Mr. and Mrs. Lawrence 
Townsend.

The members of the party then left 
on the special car for a visit to Freder­
icksburg battlefield, Richmond add other 
places in the south.

The mixed troubles of the Blake and 
Mackay families was a social sensation 
of the fall of 1918. Mrs. Blake, wife of 
Dr. Joseph A. Blake, brought about the 
revelation of these troubles by suing Mr. 
Mackey’s wife for $1,000,000 for aliena­
tion of her husband’s affections.

She afterward dropped that suit, but 
sued for and obtained a divorce from Dr. 
Blake. In her answer to the suit 
against her Mrs. Mackay attributed the 
charge to Mrs. Blake’s “jealous disposi­
tion and ungovernable temper,” denying 
all the charges made.

As a sequel to the Blake suits, Mr. 
Mackay and his wife in February, 1914, 
were divorced In Paris. The French 
courts granted a mutual divorce in an 
action brought by Mrs. Mackay on the 
ground of desertion, Mr. Mackay in­
terposed a counter suit on the 
ground.

Then as an aftermath of these suits 
came the marriage of Dr. Blake and Mrs. 
Mackay. They were married in Paris 
in November, 1914, whither Dr. Blake- 
went following the granting of the di­
vorce for his wife.

Mrs. Astor’s remarriage would 
the loss to her of the greater part of her 
inheritance from Col. Astor. Under his 
hill she was left $100,000 outright, the 
Income of $5,000,000 until her death or 
remarriage, and the use of the Astor 
mansion at 840 Fifth avenue under the 
same condition.

In submitting the special report on 
the new motor fire engine tests, Com­
missioner McLeiian, at yesterday’s com­
mon council meeting, reported:—

' I have the honor to herewith submit 
my report on the test of the motor 
combination pump, chemical and hose 
wagon, which was recently delivered by 
the American LaFrance Fire Engine Co., 
of Elmira, N. Y. This pumping engine 
is of an 800 gallon per minute capacity.

The test was made on the bank of 
Lily Lake on April 27, commencing at 
9.45 a. m. and ending at 3.80 p. m. and, 
with the exception of time taken for 
lunch, the engine was running continu­
ously. The actual time for engine run­
ning was four and a half hours. Water 
was draughted nine feet for the greater 
portion of the time, and for the remaind­
er of the time six feet. While draught­
ing nine feet, the vacuum on the pump 
averaged 28.21 inches, and draughting 
six feet the average vacum was 12.5 
inches.”

Test No. 1—Draught nine feet: three 
lines of hose of TOO feet each siamesed 
into a 1%, inch nozzle ; duration one 
hour; average pump pressure 1JL9.5 
pounds ; nozzle pressure, 70.5 pounds ; 
motor revolutions 1072 per minute; gal­
lons discharged, 768.5 per minute; 
vacuum, 23.21 inches.

Test No. 2—Draught nine feet; three 
lines hose of 800 feet, each with 1(4, and 
1(4 inch nozzles; duration, 80 minutes; 
average pump pressure, 100.41 pounds ; 
nozzles pressures, 36.6 pounds, 37 pounds 
and 47.6 pounds ; motor revolutions, 1156 I train today, 
per minute; gallons discharged, 820 per 
minute; vacuum, 22.5 inches.

Japan Will Reap Beaefit From 
Clause Forcing Crew and Offic­
ers to Understand Same Lan­
guage

A, heavy increase in the freighting 
business of Canadian seaports is pre­
dicted by the Pacific Marine R'eview of 
San Francisco, Cal, as a result of the 
Seamen’s Bill, which became law on 
March 4th, 1915, at Washington, D. C., 
and all of whose provhpi 
effect by Mardi 4th, 19 
some particulars it will be effective 
earlier. The Review believes that as a 
result the American registered ship will 
disappear from the foreign tyade routes 
because the provisions of the new act 
will invite reprisals.

“The ships of all foreign nations with 
the exception of Japan,fwill avoid Am­
erican ports if they possibly can,” it 
states. "This does not mean that our 
ports will be deserted by deep sea-ship­
ping, but it does mean that the Puget 
Sound country, for instance, will become 
a feeder to Victoria and Vancouver, as 
far as foreign steamship lines are con­
cerned.”

The Pacific Marine Review also 
prophesies that on November 4th next, 
the exception of Japan, will avoid Am­
erican registered boats, the steamers of 
the Pacific Mail Steamship Company 
will retire from the Trans-Padflc route, 
leaving the Japanese lines to take care 
of the Japanese and Chinese trade.

The -clause that “seventy-five per cent 
i f the crew in each department thereof 
. . . . must understand any order 
given by the officers of such vessel," 
would, in the opinion of the journal, 
mean the abolition of Arabs, Hindoos 
and Chinese as seamen, but in the case 
of the Japanese vessels the Japanese sea­
men would understand their Japanese 
officers, and no change would be neces­
sary there. American owners could only 
fulfill the provisions of the act for a 
Chinese crew by getting Chinese offic­
ers, which would be difficult. The mari­
time law which provides that seamen 
are the wards of their nation, wherever 
they are in the world is abrogated so 
far as the United States is concerned by 
a dause which gives all seamen of any 
foreign ship entering the United States 
the right to go ashore without the obli­
gation to fulfill their contract to return 
to the ship’s home port. These men 
could then re-ehip at the American scale 
of wages, and forty per cent of the crew 
of every ship, foreign or American, must 
be able seamen and prove it by passing 
an examination before United States 
government inspectors. .The effect of 
this, it is pointed out, would be that a 
nation without a mercantile marine in 
the foreign trade makes and tries to en­
force standards for nations which have 
long served It on equal terms with it 
and with general satisfaction. The of­
ficers and masters of these vessels can 
be punished in United States courts for 
acts which would be lawful in their own 
country.

The aim of the promoters of this leg­
islation is stated to be to promote the 
welfare of the merchant marine of the 
United States, to abolish arrest and im­
prisonment as a penalty for desertion 
and to secure the abrogation of treaty 
provisions in relation thereto, and* to 
promote safety at sea. The interference 
with foreign-owned or registered boats 
is claimed by them to be a necessary 
measure to put all these boats on the 
same level, force American rates of 
wages on foreign vessels and so destroy 
their present advantage as competitive 
lines. It will give the Seaman’s Union 
a great lever in getting foreign seamen 
into their union, and inaldentaliy lead 
to much trade being diverted to Cana­
dian ports where boats will take Am­
erican products under no restrictions of 
the kind enacted in the act.

the legislature this afternoon was short 
but there were some interesting moments.

In reply to a request for information 
Hon. Mr. Clarke said that some matters 
in connection with the Inquiry of the 
royal commission into the Dugal charges 
still require adjustment and, therefore, 
cannot be brought down. Information 
was submitted to show that M. G. Teed 
submitted a bill for $1,000 for his ser­
vices on October 94s which was passed 
by the cabinet three days later but Mr. 
Teed afterwards wrote withdrawing his 
hill and the order was rescinded. George 
W. Fowler had submitted a bill for $2,000 
for his services but later withdrew it 
with the explanation that it had been 
sent out in error by his junior partner. 
Accounts paid included $1,000 to the sec­
retary, G. M. McDade and $1,134 to S. 
D. Simmons the stenographer.

In the course of speech on a question 
of privilege Hon. Mr. Baxter revised his 
remarks of the previous day on the fore­
shores bill. He explained that Hon. Mr. 
Wilson and Mr. Tilley had accompanied 
Hon. Mr. Flemming and himself to Fort 
Dufferin when they looked over a piece 
of land which they proposed to grant 
to a certain company to prevent their 
hoisting apparatus being undermined by 
persons hauling gravel from the beach. 
He said that, while these gentlemen saw 
the place and understood what was in­
tended he had not intended to convey 
the impression that they were parties to 
the biU.

Evidentaly one or two St. John mem­
bers, in spite of Mr. Baxter’s explana­
tion of the foreshores matter, had made 
it plain to him after his speech of Thurs­
day that they were not eager to share 
with him the credit for that famous 
measure. The attorney-general spoke at 
length of The Telegraph and seemed 
quite annoyed.

Mr. Wood presented the report of the 
committee on contingencies.

Hon. Mr. Baxter introduced a bill to 
amend the act respecting the arrest, im­
prisonment and examination of debtors.

Mr. Stewart (Northumberland), asked 
if the honorable provincial secretary w 
ready to bring down the account of) the 
bonded indebtedness, etc, of the prov­
ince which he had asked for.

Hon. Dr. Landry said that the hon­
orable member must not think that the 
officials had nothing else to de but get 
out information for him. When they 
had to go hack to 1871 to make up a 
statement of bond issues he would realize 
that it took some time. There were only 
three officials altogether and they had 
to keep their regular work going at the 
same time.

The house went into committee with 
Mr. Young in the chair, and agreed to 
a bill respecting the arrest, etc, of debt­
ors, which the attorney general explained 
merely gave power to appoint two com­
missioners Instead of one in any city or 
town before whom the examination of 
debtors might take place. i

Hon. Mr. Clark submitted the papers 
asked for by the honorable member for 
Madawaska in reference to timber limits 
and Valley Railway inquiries. He said 
it was impossible at the present time to 
give absolutely complete information, as 
all matters had not yet been adjusted, 
but as soon as that had been done the 
papers would be furnished.

Hon. Mr. Clarke, moved that when the 
house adjourned it stand adjourned un­
til 3 o'clock Tuesday next.

The house adjourned at 4.15 p.m.

been choppy before, increased consider­
ably, and you can picture the plight in 
which we found ourselves—up to our 
waists in water in a bitter temperature, 
holding on for dear life to the rope 
Whose strands formed the only tie bind­
ing us to life, shivering with the cold, 
our hands, so numbed that two of my 
fingers have scarcely1 recovered, amidst 
the sneers and floutings of the Germans.
Overboard Out of Agony.

We saw about this time one of the 
boats, containing about thirty of our 
companions, capsized by the heavy seas, 
without a chance of doing anything to 
save them. So trying were the circum­
stances under which we were placed that 
one of the black firemen with us jumped 
overboard to end his agonies, whilst we 
found ourselves obliged to restrain an­
other from cutting his throat. One of 
the first class passengers, a young man 
of about twenty-four, who appeared to 
be in delicate health, expired in the 
boat through exposure. We ourselves 
were continually passing fellow-creatures 
in the last throes of ' drowning, and I 
shall never forget the agony of listening 

j to their final and awful cries, and watfh- 
I ing the heartrending look of horror as 
they, sank from sight.

We were finally picked up by the 
steam trawler Orient II., on board which 
we received every kindness and' consid­
eration that her limited capabilities af­
forded. We were given hot tea and 
cocoa, besides some ginger essence 
heated, in order ^o restore animation to, 
our half-froten bodies. For some time, 
owing to the restrictions of space, most 
of us were compelled to remain on the' 
deck of the rolling trawler, continually 
drenched by the heavy seas which. were 
running. Finally, on our arrival at Mil­
ford Haven we were provided at the 
Seamen’s Home and through the medium 
of a local outfitter with the necessary 
supply of dry clothes, and you can easily 
understand how glad we were to receive 
them. The only souvenir I possess of 
the ill-fated Falaba is the bronze key 
and tab of my wireless cabin.

The torpedoing of the steamer Falaba 
by a German submarine is thus graphic- t 
ally described by the vessel’s wireless : 
operator:—

On Sunday morning, after erecting the 
aerial, I was carrying out my usual 
morning duties in the wireless cabin 
when the chief officer entered hurriedly 1 
and informe:} me that the ship was be­
ing pursued by a submarine flying the 
White Ensign, but of which he nèverthe- : 
less had suspicions. I thereupon gave a 
call to St. Just station informing them 
of the fact and of our position, and \yas 
immediately answered in spite of. some 
interference, apparently from the sub­
marine. I had scarcely done this when 
the,ship was stopped, and I was told by 
the chief offic|r that nothing further 
could be done and I had better get into 
the boat. Before leaving I Had just 
time enough to send out the S. O. S. 
signal, which was immediately picked up 
and passed on. Thirty or forty of us 
managed to' get into the boat, but ;we 
had no sooner, commenced to descend 
when by some means or other which I 
did not observe, the falls gave way and 
we were precipitated on to the surface ' 
of the- water with such a shock as to j 
smash the boat and throw us all into j 
the sea. Some six or eight of us suc­
ceeded in struggling oyer the wreckage 
into another boat astern of the vessel.

The submarine had at first appeared 
Some fifty yards off on the port side, 
and her captain hailed us through a 
megaphone, shouting in excellent Eng­
lish, “Get into the boats, I am going to 
sink your ship.” After this he went 
round to the starboard, and at a dis­
tance of some hundred and fifty yards 
fired a torpedo which hit the ship im­
mediately under the wireless cabin. This 
took place whilst we were in the very 
act of struggling into the lifeboat at the 
stem and at a time when the starboard 
deck of the liner was still black with 
passengers. A trawler which was not 
more than a mile and a half from us 
could without any risk have been per­
mitted to save every passenger and the 
whole crew by being allowed to come 
alongside, but with callous disregard of 
any human principles the vessel was 
torpedoed at once. ,

Submarine’s Auwacity.
Nothing In the whole • incident has 

struck me more forcibly-than two facts 
—first, the daring with which the Ger­
man submarine approached to within 
fifty yards, pointing plainly to the fact 
that her captain knew perfectly well 
we had no concealed guns on board. 
Had we possessed even one his audacity 
would have entailed Inevitable destruc-

Writing to his mother in Amherst, 

Guy Allan, who was wounded recently 
in. France, gives a graphic description 
of work in the trenches and the work of 
a German shell which killed or wounded 
twenty-one out of thirty of the soldiers 
near where it fell. He wrote from Eng­
land where he was in hospital, but said 
he expected soon to be back again. His 
letter concludes with this Significant 
question :

“What about the fellows who are hold­
ing up the lamp posts in Amherst to­
day. They should all be in khaki and 
doing something for their country.” The 
following are some extracts from his 
letter:

- “When we started for the trenches 
again, we went about thirty miles with­
out a stop and my feet were blood-raw 
from walking from daybreak until dark. 
Then we had a rest. Next morning we 
«et forth toward the trenches and got 
up within two and a half miles from 
them about twelve o’clock, noon. Then 
at night we went into the trenches an 

, relieved the Cameron Highlanders. When 
|l saw them coming out, I was thinking 
a lot, my heart was in my mouth, my 
hair was on end, and I was in awful 
state, but still I had something to think 
about. When we got into the trenches 
they were awful, knee deep with mud, 
and water about up to our hips. You 
would not dare to go in some places in 
case you went over your head. We stop­
ped in the trenches four days and three 
nights, then went out for two days rest, 
wearing the same wet clothes all - the 
time. We were back and forward, in 

— and out of the trenches for a month and 
we came to Bethune for a rest. On Mon­
day morning about five o’clock, I woke 
up and I could hear some very funny 
noises. They were shelling us out of it,
1 being orderly sergeant, had to sound 
the alarm, and I did sound it. In about 
two minutes thé brigade fell in without 
their breakfasts. About twenty-eight 
hundred of us set out to drive them out. 
That was the time when my hair left 
my head altogether. I am grey now. 
After we made this bayonet charge we 
came out two thousand strong. We

i thought we were lucky, but we retired, 
because they made us, don’t think

all just then, so, we went back to a 
place caled Bievirie and stopped over 
night there. Next morning an aeroplane 
went over, and I had a good chance to 
see it. It was disguised as a French one, 
but it had no sooner gone over, when 
I heard a shell coming and I shouted 
“Take cover” at the top of my voice. 
We all scattered and none were hurt. 
We formed up again and two seconds 
after another one came. That was the 
one that did the trick. I had not time 
to shout, we only heard a whistling 
sound, and then there was a crash, and 
when I pulled myself together I thought 
I had a dream, but it was no dream. 
Out of thirty there were twenty-one 
killed and wounded and your son was 
one of the lucky ones to he wounded, 
not killed.

Bunny was among the first of the re­
cognized players to see the possibilities 
of motion picture work, and his suc­
cess on the screen was almost instan­
taneous. Bunny’s world-wide fame has 
never been equaled by a screen or stage 
star, his appeal to all nationalities being 
one of the most remarkable features of 
bis surprising career.

September 21, 1863. was the date of 
John Bunny’s birth. He is survived by 
a wife and a son, George Bunnv, who 
is connected with the Vitagraph Com­
pany.

Provision will be made for a con­
siderably larger Ball than they now have 
in Union street, besides a comfortable 
sitting-room, a small office, a kitchen and 
bathroom and Are bedrooms. The làtter 
will be of particular value in connection 
with tiic Travelers’ Aid work, since the 
agent quite frequently has to deal with 
women and girls who arrive on late 
trains, O' perhaps during the day, with­
out friends and some of them without 
funds, and these can be put up for the 
night in the home of the Travelers’ Aid; 
whereas heretofore it has been necessary 
to find a boarding house. When the 
place is remodelled and furnished the 
city will have a very valuable institution, 
though still on a very modest scale, 
which has been long needed arid which 
will also be able to do much better work 
than ever before as a Giris’ Club.
