London, May 17—The House of Com­
mons adjourned last night until May 28, 
without any sign of the long delayed 
Irish home rule bill. Apparently the 
members of the government have no idea 
when the bill will be introduced.

Dublin, May 17—At a meeting of 
forty-five members of the Irish .party 
here yestérday, with the Irish National­
ist leader, John Dillon, presiding, a state­
ment was issued to the effect that the 
bill for conscription in Ireland was 
adopted by parliament largely under the 
impression that no attempt would be 
made to use the power until a respon­
sible Irish government and an Irish par­
liament was called into existence. The 
latest developments, however, lead to the 
conviction, the statement says, that the 
government has no intention of produc­
ing any bill whatever, and that all the 
promises made were uttered simply for 
the purpose of deceiving the House of 
Commons, the British public, and above 
all, the American government, the Am­
erican people and the Allied European 
nations, and of prejudicing the cause of 
Ireland in their eyes.

The statement goes on to say that 
conscription would be not only an out­
rage of natural right but a breach of 
faith. The "complaint is made that Brit­
ish propaganda is creating prejudice 
against Ireland in America, and an ap­
peal is madf to the United States to 
listen to Ireland’s case as stated by 
Irishmen qualified to speak In her be­
half. , "

SEVEN DESTROYED 
AT HELSINGFORS

London, May 17—All British sub nar­
ines in the harbor of Helsingfors were 
destroyed when the German naval forces 
approached the dty because it was im­
possible to get them away, owing to the 
tact that they were frozen fast, accord­
ing to an admiralty statement last even­
ing. The submarines, which had been 
operating in the Baltic since the early 
part of the .war, were blown up, to­
gether with their stocks of torpedoes, 
ammunition and other materials.

May 16—(By the Associated Press)—• 
The Allies are still Waiting for Field 
Marshal Von Hindenburg to show his 
hand. No more magnificent weather 
could be imagined than has favored the 
western front in the last forty-eight 
hours, but even this has brought no 
change in the military situation. The 
Germans continue to remain compara­
tively inactive in their sun-baked de­
fences, and were it not for the grumbling 
of the guns, the clouds of dust along the 
lines of transport and the flight of air­
planes it would be hard to realize that 
a war was going on.

Reports From Berlin and Vienna 
Shew A Remarkable Disparity

Amsterdam, May 17—There is a re­
markable disparity between the advices 
from Berlin and those from-Vienna re­
garding the scope of the projected ex­
tension of the Austrian and German al­
liance. Whereas the Berlin version, ac­
cording to the Cologne Gazette, denies 
that the alliance is to be embodied in 
the constitutions of the allied empires, 
direct advices from Vienna on the same 
day affirm the contrary positively, de­
claring such embodiment a part of the 
programme.

The importance of this lies in the fact 
that, should the proposals contemplate 
constitutional changes, they would have 
to be submitted to the parliaments of 
both empires, whose assent would be 
necessary.

The seven British submarines de­

All these boats made their 
way to their destination through the 
Skaw and the sound.

“The four C boats had been towed to 
Archangel, leaving England on August 1, 
1916.

They 
were unloaded at Kronstadt on Septem­
ber 19, and returned to the Baltic ship­
ping works at Petrograd on the follow­
ing day. One ran ashore in the Gulf 
of Riga on October 28, 1917.

^ been found impossible to refloat her she 
was blown up by her crew which reach­
ed Perdau in safety.”

<5t the work had been effectively done, 
the British crews retired northward 
across Finland into Russia, reporting for 
duty a fortnight later at a submarine 
base in England.

Ottawa, May IT—Consideration of 
revenue bills, based on the budget reso­
lutions, was continued in the House of 
Commons last night. Mr. McMaster, 
(Brome) renewed his previous objection 
in regard to the tak on automobiles.

Col. Currie advocated the fixing of a 
price for gasoline, He thought this 
course would bring, in more , revenue 
than the tax on motor cars.

Hon. A. K. MacLean replied that re­
presentations had been made as to the 
price of gasoline, and it was proposed to 
investigate the matter. The administra­
tion of a tax on gasoline, he thought, 
would be very difficult, in order that it 
might apply only to those who use 
pleasure vehicles.

When the clause providing for the tax­
ation of tea was under consideration, J 
H. Sinclair (Antigonish) asked the min­
ister if he could not get along without 
the tax on this product. It was the 
workingman’s drink, he said, and if pos­
sible should not be taxed.

Mr. MacLean replied that revenue 
must be obtained, and the taxes would 
have to be placed on things which arc 
used the most.

Mr. McMaster declared that the tax 
on tea should be ad valorem, and not a 
specific one.

Mr. MacLean said the imposition of 
an ad valorem duty on tea had been 
found impracticable.

iLondon, May 17—An urgent plea for 
Allied intervention in Russia to resist 
German aggression there is made by the 
Daily Chronicle, in commenting upon 
Lord Cecil’s “admirably sympathetic 
reference to Russia,” in the House of 
Commons yesterday.

The paper says that the more the Al­
lies allow Russia to fall under German 
influence the harder it will be to extri­
cate her eventually. It declares that 
Russia is now unable to recover herself 
without foreign military intervention.

Geneva, May IT—Adolph Joffe, Bol­
shevik ambasador to Germany, continues 
to defy the German emperor and the 
government, according to a Berlin de­
spatch. In spite of every warning the 
red flag of Russia is still flying over the 
embassy and diplomatic etiquette is still 
ignored.

The newspapers are irritated over the 
fact that the ambassador confines his 
attention to the minority Socialist depu­
ties and revolutionists. Several demand 
his expulsion as a dangerous and unde­
sirable resident.

London, May 17—Martial law has been 
proclaimed at Odessa by the Austrian 
commandant at the request of the Ger­
mans, according to the Berlin advices. 

At Kiev, 
Austrian patrols are in the streets day 
and night, and thousands of persons are 
fleeing from the city.

Right Hon. Walter Hume Long said 
the colonial office was not consulted on 
the question. Mr. Long said that when 
it was decided to make, use of this order 
for recognition of notable war service 
by civilians in Great Britain he contend­
ed that services of no less merit had 
been rendered in the dominions, and that 
it should be possible for the prime min­
isters of the dominions, if they thought 
fit, to submit names for recommendation 
for this honor. His point was readily 
allowed and he communicated to the 
various governors-general and the gov­
ernment of Newfoundland the number 
of honors in each of the five classes of 
the order for which it was open for the 
prime minister to make recommenda­
tions. He made it clear that within 
these numbers it was entirely a matter 
for the discretion of the prime minister 
to put forward as many or as few 
names as they chose—none at all if they 
so decided.

Mr. Outhwàite asked whether, before 
making these representations, Mr. Long 
had enquired from representatives of 
overseas dominions of Britain whether 
they or their countries desired these 
honors.

Long replied :—“The suggestion 
is one which it would be most improper 
for any minister to adopt. I make my 
communications to the respective gov­
ernments and abide by the decisions they 
reach.”

Clear Evidence.

Gervais W. Hebert, the supervisor, 
gave distinct and clear evidence without 
any attempt whatever to hide anything 
that could be considered irregular. On 
one occasion he admitted that there must 
be an error in his time book, when 
Mathias Chiasson was given credit for 
work on July 26, because he knew this 
man on that day had gone to the cele­
bration of Ste. Anne’s day at Caraquet. 
While he was making the admission 
Mathias Chiasson stepped forward and 
asked permission to make a statement. 
His request was granted and he swore 
that he had delivered twenty-seven yards 
of stone for the permanent road at Point 
Savage and that he never got paid for it 
because he agreed with the supervisor to 
give the stone free of charge if he would 
allow him pay for the day lost on July 
26. The supervisor later said he now re­
membered the transaction and Chiasson 
was telling the truth.

Supervisor McNally, who had been ac­
cused of having men on his pay list 
while they had worked several days on 
his own farm, showed by his time book 
that while it was alleged that Agapit 
Mallett and Dazie Savoy were on his pay 
list for August 14 and 15 and that they 
were on those days working on his farm, 
these men had worked on his farm Aug­
ust 28 and 24 and for those dates they 
were paid in cash by him and were not 
on the pay sheet. A witness swore he 
was present and saw McNally pay Mal­
lett for working on his farm the day 
after the work was done, August 25. It 
is the intention to prosecute Mallett for 
perjury.

There appeared to be an overlapping 
of a charge for horse and driver in the 
case of the McNally horse, but this was 
explained by showing that for the par­
ticular work in . question no horse and 
man could be had under five dollars a 
day.

Mgr. O’Connell Says It Has Banished 
Rampant Capitalism Forever. Sir John Aird Reports Strong Pro-Ally 

Sentiment in South American 
RepublicBoston, May 16—“Americans must 

keep America safe so that what hap­
pened in Russia cannot happen here,” 
said Cardinal O’Connell, addressing the 
annual convention of the state council. 
Knights of Columbus.

“The day of rampant capitalism has 
gone forever in Europe and America,” 
lie continued. “If this war has done 
nothing but open the eyes of the people 
to their own rights, then the blood of 
millions has not been spilled in vain. 
A few men took the entire resources of 
the world, and were then surprised and 
amazed because socialism and anarchy 
became rampant. There is a new spirit 
in America today. It is the spirit of 
true democracy.”

The cardinal read President Wilson’s 
proclamation setting apart May 30 as a 
day of fasting and prayer, and said:

“We can’t fail when the executive of 
a nation, in these times, turns to God 
in language

Daniel J. Gallagher, state deputy, an­
nounced that more than $400,000 had 
been collected in Massachusetts alone for 
the war work of the Knights of Colum­
bus at the front.

An Atlantic Port, May 17—Brazil is

Question of Terminology Again 
Raised But no Conclusive An­
swer Seems Available

(Ottawa Journal-Press.)
A friend raises with us a question as 

to the Correctness of the general désigna- . 
tion by the term Anglo-Saxon of peoples 
of British origin—inhabitants of the 
British Empire and Americans of British 
descent. He quite properly maintains 
that the term is not racially descriptive 
of great sections of the English-speaking 
world, even of English-speaking Britain, 
and points out that a goodly percentage 
of the men who have given lustre, fame, 
and prestige to the British Empire and 
the British race have not been and are 
not Anglo-Saxons bnt Celts.

.This, of course, is correct. The ex­
pression Anglo-Saxon in its derivation 
does not embody any Celtic element, 
and yet not only is a very large part of 
the British people Celtic but we have 
only to look at our own time to see how 
great a part the Celtic race plays in the 
life of Britain. Many of our greatest 
statesmen and soldiers—almost a dom­
inant number—are Celtic. Take some 
of the names most prominent during this 
war: Lloyd George, Kitchener, French, 
Haig, Balfour, Redmond, Carson, Gen­
eral Arthur Currie, these are all Celts. 
In Canada today there are Borden, 
Hughes, Shaughnessy, McKenzie, Mann 
and many' others whose descent is not 
so apparent; and yesterday, Strathconà, 
Tupper, Macdonald, MacKenzie, Blake, 
Bowell—in fact most of the leaders in 
Canada’s career are or were Celts.

The question is an interesting but 
l perhaps an unprofitable on#—unprofit­

able for the reason that the use of the 
term Anglo-Saxon is so deep-rooted and 
traditional as to be ineradicable. Al­
though it seems to be a misnomer it 
dates back to the time of Alfred. Some 
such expression as Anglo-Celtic or Celto- 
Saxon or Anglo-Briton would be 
correctly descriptive of the British 
and its offspring in the United States, 
but there is little hope of a change. The 
only practical way of overcoming the 
tradition would be that of substituting 
wherever possible the words British for 
the word Anglo-Saxon.

It is not very clear how or why the 
tent) first came into use. The Angles 
and the Saxons were practically of the 
same race before they came from Ger­
many across the North Sea after the 
Roman withdrawal to help the Britons 
of the old Roman colony defend them­
selves against the Piets and Scots. What­
ever tribal lifferences there were between 
them quickly disappared in their coal­
escence after they remained to conquer 
and replace those whose call for help 
thdjr had answered. The Angles pos­
sessed themselves of the northern 
tion of what is now England while the 
Saxons became occupants of the south­
ern part. Later, when encroachments 
by the Danes and other invaders caused 
ruinous strife and King Alfred settled 

, the matter by effecting a union, he took 
his monarchial title from the two dom­
inant races, the Angles and the Saxons, 
and this is probably thè origin of the 
name.

Thus it is purely local in its deriva­
tion to these Teuton invaders. It had 
no reference or application to the Brit­
ons of Scotland, Ireland and Wales, 
Celts who remained'Celtic, who would 
not be conqdertd or united with Roman 
or Teuton invader. Afterwards, when

We have hardly recog­
nized that from the days when each par­
ish had its officer collecting the names 
of those whose duty it was to serve and 
be armed, there has gradually been a 
withdrawing from local control and local 
influence and local co-operation until the 
whole organization and fabric of the 
militia is centralized in the hands of one 
political chief at one centre. Not only 
does this constitute an extraordinary 
contrast to the model of Switzerland, but 
it is a steady and complete falling away 
from the old principles and old forms 
of military organization and govern­
ment which obtained in Canada from 
the earliest days of its settlement. The 
«bringing away has taken place as we 
have indicated, from the “Captain of the are 
Parishes,” (of the old French-Canadian 
system) from the provincial organiza­
tions into a centralized, unsympathetic 
autocracy with all its accompanying ex­
travagance and ineffective results.
Going the Wrong Way,

It should be absolutely clear that 
either the system, of organization and

’and that the centralized autocratic 
of the militia should be also the 

basis for the civil government of the

Borrowing the descriptive co-operation

tem of the country hinges on this. The 
Dominion law provides that certain 
troops are provincial troops, namely, 
companies and battalions of infantry, 
squadrons of cavalry, units and baftal­
ions of the reserve and sjiecial service 
(pioneers, medical-personnel, butchers, 
bakers, wagoners, clerks, etc.) The Do­
minion also regulate the number of com­
panies, squadrons, etc., to be furnished 
by each province, and on the advice of

But Mr. Tiplady says 
there are two which have stood out 
above all others : “Abide With Me,” and 
“When I Survey the Wondrous Cross.” 
Theer is nothing written whicli can com­
pete with these two in the blessing and 
strength which they have brought to our 
soldiers.

Some of the songs quoted here are 
said by Mr. Tiplady to look bare and 
ungainly as trees in winter, and the fact 
remains that none of the songs will live 
on their own merits, because they are 
altogether transient. But such as they 
are, they have been meat and drink to 
our soldiers in this terrible war. Com­
pared with classical songs, 
doubtless exceedingly poor, “but a good 
appetite can get nourishment out of 
plain food and grow strong on it.” This 
truly sympathetic chaplain, who has en­
tered so fully into the fundamental real­
ities of the soldier’s life, closes his fas­
cinating chapter on “The Songs of the 
Soldiers” with these true and forcible 
words:

“The robin may not be compared with 
the nightingale, but it is not the less 
welcome, for it sings when the nightin­
gale is silent. Our soldiers’ songs will 
die—some are already dead—but they 
have done their work and justified their 
existence. They have given pleasure and 
strength to men as they went out to do 
immortal deeds.

sary to exercise the utmost economy in 
the use of concentrated foods. Pig rais­
ers who have access to dairy by-products 
have a great advantage over others.
Experiments have proven that when 
meal is worth $40 a ton, milk is worth 
more than $8 for an equal weight, that is, 
provided it is fed economically. Experi­
ments carried on at the Dominion Ex­
perimental Farms and Stations show that 
for growing hogs, 60 lbs. and over, 400 
lbs of skim milk produced results equal 
to 100 lbs. of mixed meal. Buttermilk 
fed fresh is equal to skim milk. Whey 
is not so valuable. One hundred pounds 
of whey was proved equal to 19.2 lbs. of 
milk, that is, provided it is fed in not too 
large quantities and before it has soured.

A study of experiments with skim 
milk show that for young pigs 1 lb. of 
milk fed with 2 1-2 or 8 lbs. of meal gives 
best results. For larger hogs less milk 
may he used. For hogs over 100 lbs. in 
weight not more than 5 lbs. of skim milk 
daily should be fed in order to get the 
greatest value from the milk.

At the Nova Scotia Agricultural Col­
lege it was shown that the best gains 

made by feeding a lot of pig ration 
composed of 148 lbs. of grain, 900 lbs. 
of skim milk, and 110 lbs. of mangefs.
At the Ontario Agricultural College the 
best results were obtained where the 
proportion of milk to meal was 2.5 to 
1. In one trial in which this proportion 
was used, 365 lbs. of skim milk were 
equal to 100 lbs of meal. This agrees 
fairly closely with the results obtained 
at the Ottawa and branch farms.
