Great Loss of Officers.

London, Oct. 15—British troops took
their place in the firing line on the
Franco-Belgian frontier for the first
time on August 238. In the seven weeks
from that day to October 8 General Sir
John French has been bereft of the
services of no fewer than 1,146 officers
out of a total approximating not moré(
than 6,500 at most. Of that number 267
have been killed, 550 wounded and 829
missing or taken prisoners of war by
the Germans.

Reports Allies’ Reverse

London, Oct. 16—The Ostend corres-
pondent of the Central News reports
that in the fighting east of Ghent on
Sunday morning, the allies met with re-
verse,

“They had been drwen out of one po-
sition after another all Saturday night,
by German artillery,” the correspondent
says, “and in the morning one brigade
lost its way. Misled by a guide, it was
ambushed and suffered heavy losses. The
retreat, however, was continued in good
order toward Thourout, where fighting
continged on Monday and Tuesday.

“This force finally withdrew into

1 France, and -there has been heavy firing

in the neighborhood of Dunkirk.”

NAVAL FIGHT
IN BLACK SEA?

London, Oct. 15—A despatch to the
Exchange Telegraph from Bucharest by
way of Rome, says:

“Heavy cannonading has been heard
for the last day off Kustendje (in Rou-
mania, on the Black Sea). It is believ-
ed that -the former German cruisers
Goeben and Breslau, which now fly the
Turkish flag, and which yesterday un-
dertook to escort from Sulina (an arm
of the Danube traversing the district
of Dobrudja, Roumania) several trans-
ports laden with munitions, have either
attacked, or been attacked by the Rus-
sian fleet.”

Roumania’s Position

Berlin, via London, Oct. 15—The
Roumanian envoy to Switzerland, it is
said, declared in Berne on Tuesday that
it was untrue that Roumania had been
influenced by the alleged efforts of the
Triple Entente to draw her into the
war. The envoy characterized rumors
to that effect as mere intrigue with the
object of influencing the course of the
Roumgnian government, whose policy
was fixed long ago, and would not be
deviated from. '

POSITION OF

Rome, Oct. 15—The Gazetta Del Po-
polo, a Turin newspaper, having asked
King Nicholas of Montenegro to give
his views regarding the war, received
an answer from General Martinovitch,
who, in the name of the king, replied
as follows:

PRESSING HARD
UPON- AUSTRIANS

'Landed Proprietors Accused of
i Making Money Out of People’s

Necessities

Veni¢e, Oct. 14—Advices from Vienna
state that although the import duties of
foodstuffs have been suspended by the
Austrian government, prices thus far
have shewn no wsign of decreasing. On
the contrary in some instances prices are
still advancing. The cost of food in Aus-

The newspapers openly accuse the
Austrian landed proprietors of endeavor-
ing to make the utmost of the war situa-
tion, ‘regardless of the needs of the pub-
Me, Much jirritation is exhibited toward
‘the authorities because they did not ear-
lier take measures to prevent an utterly
unjustifiable increase in the prices for
cattle. :

It is now declared that the fixing of
maximum prices, coupled with measures
compelling the farmers to bring their
grain to the market, instead of hoarding
it, is the only means of prevention of a
further advance in the already exorbit-
ant food prices. The women of Vienna
are protesting against the bakers’ prac-
tice of making bread vaves of only two-
thirds the ordinary size. It is also charg-
ed that the quality of white bread has
deteriorated greatly, evidently because of
the mixture of barley and meal.

The manufacturers of Austria are be-
ginning to complain of the shortage of
raw material and are demanding that
the government suspend the import du-
ties on raw iron, machinery and tools,
and also demand that maximum prices
be fixed for timber, petroleum and wool
and a reduction made in the tax on in-
dustrial enterprises. j

“The general staff says that the Rus-
sians have occupied fortified positions on
the line of Stry, Sambor and Midyra in
Galicia. The Austrians are now attack-
ing the positions.

“In the Carpathians, the Austrians oc-
cupied Toronya after four days of fight-
ing, and pursued the enemy in the direc-
tion of Wyskow, Smaller successful skir-
mishes have taken place in the Visso
Valley.”

JHow Kitchener is Hammering New Legions Into

Shape—A Glance

at the Operations

at Aldershot

This is the way Lord ‘Kitchener

makes soldiers:

Hammer ’em! Hammer ’em! Ham-
mer ‘em some more. Break those that
can’t stand it. Those that live through
.are fighting men.

Fight hours a day over the roads
carrying full service kit. Sometimes a
test march of fifty miles, with fifty
pounds and a rifle on acning shoulders.
Now and 'then a twenty-four hour
watch to teach them how to keep awake.
Any sort of weather. No sort of roads
at all. Smash ’em through mud and
bracken and rain. Fccd,::m\and work
‘em. ! 2

They begin as little, thin checked,
stoop shouldered men. They come out
thick chested, big muscled, brown, rug-
ged he-devils. But they are mot sol-
diers yet. Six months in the training
camp is the Kitchener . preseription.
Then a month or so somewhere near
the front doing the routine work .of
war-making, guarding prisoners and
railroad lines ahd bridges. The knowl-
edge sinks in that somewhere ahead
better men are being permitted to do
«ﬂ{gir fighting for them.

“Then one
loose. -

“The very best thing for a recruitie
in this stage,” said one of Kitchener’s
old sergeants, “is to see a féw othier men
broken and bloody. How ., they fight
then !”

The big forge for making soldiers is
at Aldershot. There 104,400 meén are
hard at it every day. One sees them
in every stage of development, from
the thin-shanked factory lad to the
erect husky who is almost ready to be
sent out to kill. There are a dozen
or 80 training camps scattered through
the island. Half & million meh—per-
haps more—are being hammered ifito
soldier shape. Not one of them will
take the field before green grass time.

“It takes months to make a soldier,”
says Kitchener. “It isn’t enough to
teach him how to march like a soldier
and how to look like a soldier. He must
learn how to think like a soldier.”

So Kitchener isn’t in any hurry about
his job. He told the houses of parlia-
ment the other day that the half mil-
lion new men would not be ready be-
fore spring. “We can’t put so many
men in the field as the other nations,”
is the army theory. “So we must put
better men in.”

What Aldetshiot is .

Aldershot town has a permanent
population of 20,000. Other villages are
scattered through this vast barrén tract
that makes up Aldershot camp. There are
permanent quarters in which 22,000 men
are sheltered in times of peace. Now
there are great fungi of white, conical
tents growing against the brown of the
hills, Here a rattle of drum breaks out.
A sguad of drummers are being taught
how. to handle the sticks by a frankly
pessimistic instructor. Now an uncer-
tain fanfare rips one’s ears. It is a
trumpeter learning to “lip” and “tongue.”
Next comes the crackle of rifle practice.

Companies of “rookies” came march-
ing along the toads. Perhaps two men
out of five wore khaki. The others were

day “Kitch” . turns ’em

still dressed in their civilian clothes.
They were learning how to keep step
—they had been at it all day long—and

they were pathetically tired. Their poor,]

thin shoulders drooped. - Their heavy’
army shoes scuffied dejectedly through
the dust.

“In a week,” said the gray old ser-
geant, as his men restéd, “they can keep.
this up all day. But this is their first
march.”

Calisthenics in Mud ~

It had been raining all day. The

sandy roads were dry enough, but the,
turf fields were wet and cold to the:

touch. We éame to a green field, per-
haps half a mile square. Dotted over
it were companies of fifty men, all in
civilian clothes. An hour struck. They
ceased their awkward left-foot, right-
foot, and threw themsélves on the soggy
ground. The instructots stood im front
of each squad.

“On your backs.”

They rolled over and over, and over.
They lifted themselves on one arm and
the other arm and both arms. Between
times the instructor criticized = them
bitterly.

“You—yeon chap with the long hair—
are you & fool? dirvn

They laid upon their ‘backs’'in the wet
and waived ong leg in the air, and both
legs in the air. They rose and bowed
over and touched their toes. They went
through every movement that the devil-
ish ingenuity of drill masters has de-
vised. Between times they stretched at
full length and panted and perspired.

“Double time.” .

They wete trotting about the fleld, a
quarter of a mile trot at a time. ‘When
they couldi’t trot any longer the in-
structor walked them. When their legs
began to kink up they sat on the ground
and watched other men—those it khaki
—go through open -order -movements
and company dills, Thege latter were
advanced students of the art of wman
killing.

speaks of “my Uhlans” with pride and
affection :

When fortunes ar¢ shaking and brave
men are quaking,

Then stay not and weigh not, but down
on the foe!

Show Troops of Germany.

The Uhlans are the show treops of
Gérmany, although the cavalry, as a na-
tura) result of their mounts and equip-
ment, are the spectacles of all armies.
They and the Cuirassiers are the heavy
cavalry in the Kaisers army, and.the
heayy cavalry do the scouting because
| they are armed and equipped in the way
i of mounts to travel farther fromi their
base of supplies and to fight their way
out if they get into a tight place. The
light cavalry is more dashing and better
| suited for battle charges.
| The| Uhlan goes about with a leng
| lance,/a pair of big revolvers, a sabre
| and g carbine. The lance has a flutter-
ing fpennant and the butt rests in the
stirfup. The carbine is slung in the sad-
dle in a sort of holster or “bucket,” and
the [pistols and sabre aré swihg from
his Person in the usual way. A regiment
of Uhlans riding at a gallop, standing in

| their stirrups, their lances all inclined

forward at a samnie anglé and their pen-
nants fluttéring ‘makes an inspiring pie-
ture, but the muil’teiglidty of weapons
{and har@ware impedimenta is consid-
i ered by wat experts of other nations to
| put thém at 4 disadvantage when an en-
cm'iy: is met.

he word Uhlan and the style of sol-
diér from twhich he T been evolved are
| of Tartar origin, and came into Europe
i from the east. The lance is his dis-
! tinguishing mark. The Poles were the
first Furopean lancers or Uhlans, and
i such valuable fighters were they that all
the armies of Europe copied them and
| their tactics. Prussia has: always been
| strong for cavalry, and the Uhlan lance
' has been retained by Germany and Aus-
' tria, though other armies have discarded

.}!it as a hindrance rather than an aid in

| the kind of work cavalry is called upen
i to do In modern warfare. But the Ger-
; mans stick to preeedent, just as they did
1in the matter of the cuirass after other
armries had discarded their men of the
' gixteen-pound body shield that ence
{ would turn leaden musket balls,g but
' would offer no hindrance to the’\ligh—
powered rifle bullet of today. And since
the Poles first won fame as Uhlans, so
today a large part of the Uhlans are
Poles and men from the eastern part of
the empire.

The Uhlans originally were not only
! picturesque because of their spears and
' pennants, but they were garbed in uni-
| forms distinctly Oriental and caparison-
ed their mounts in gaudy fashion. In
' recent years the uniforms have been
| more sober and the horses have been re-
. lieved of all possible burden.

! 1t was Frederick the Great who intro-
' duced the first great cavalry epoch,

though his early experiments were dis-

astrous. His cavalry ‘'was all heavy cav-
‘alry in every sense. His horse soldiery
| was so encumbered that a speed greater
|than a trot was never essayed, and a
|trot could be maintained for only a few
{ hundred yards.

After a smashing defeat one of Fred-
erick’s generals told him that the secret
of victory lay in the legs of the soldiers
and that horses that could not go into

| action at top speed and keep up that
| speed undiminished for 2,000 yards were
a drawback to an army. Frederick took
the matter to his heart and developed &
cavalry that had speed and dash and

that carried no unnecessary weight.
From that time en Germany has been a
cavalry nation and new mounts its men
on animals that can go top speed for
move thani three miles.

Have Splendid Horses,

To get horses for the speed and the
bettom for such work as the Kaiser's
generals demand of the Uhlans and
Cuirassiers, Germany has scoured the
world and paid millions of dellars for
breeding animals. The state maintains
breeding animals that supply many of
the horses for the army and private pro-
dueers are encouraged with good prices
to raise army grade animals.

Just as every man in Germany is a|()

soldier, every horse in Germany is po-
tentially a war animal. Every horse in
the empire is registered, and when mob-
ilization is ordered each owmner must
bring to the headquarters in his district
all his horses. There the animals are
examitined by military veterinary sur-
geons, and such as are fit for war work
are turned over to the army at once.
Later, a military board decides what
each animal was worth, and the owner
gets that sum, and, it might be added,
no more.

A .regimeiit. of Uhlans is made up of
600 men for actual line of battle work
and 150 for the ‘depot.” The depot men
take care of supplies, éxtra mounts and
forage, and replace men at the front
when needed.

The Austrians, French and .Russians
have given great care to their horse sol-
diers, and all but France have some
lancérs. The Austrians are hard riders
and are recruited from the eastern peo-
ples of the empire very largely. The
French discarded .the lance years ago,

|and the Russians have few horsemen

armed with spears. The Czar’s Cossacks
who are really hard riding, hard fight-
ing herdsmen or cowboys from the seuth
of the empire before they go into_the
army, are perhaps Furope’s best eavalry-
men before they are trained. Nearly all
of them have been practically born in
the saddle, and know horses as do the

-Arabs.

CAPTURED' BY CANADIANS

Nanimo, B. C, Oct. 15—The ninety
ton gasoline launch Empress IX. was
captured by Canadian authorities yester-
day at Comox Spit, in Union Bay. The
crew, two men and a woman, all giving
:hg name of Kohfe, were taken into cus-
ody.

The launch had about nine months’
provisions and supplies aboard, carried
three auxiliary engines, and was equip-
ped with wireless apparatus. It is sup-
posed that the crew were intercepting
messages from the wireless station at
Cape Lazo.

Two other men, also named Kohfe,
were arrested at Campbell River, charg-
ed with being German spies. Both par-
ties were sent to Nanimo. The launch
left Victoria a few days ago, without
clearance papers.

WHEAT DOWN

Chicago, Oct. 15 — Although wheat
showed a little firmness at the start,
prices later underwent a material set-
back. The decline appeared to be the
result of fresh offerings made prominent
by firms when the market began to ad-
vance. Buying power seemed relatively
lacking in force. The opening, which
ranged from 1-8 off to 1-2, upturn was
followed by a reaction of 1-2 to 8-4 un-
der last night’s level.

France, Belgium and Britain together
have not yet been able to put as many

fighting men in the field as the Germ-
ans have massed along the battle-line

the whole of Belgium. It will only be
by bringing up reinforcements that the
gllied armies will be able to drive the
fGermans back, From whence will the
geinforcements come? France doubtless
Mwould be able to strengthen her ranks

go than Germany. Belgium can do no
toore than she has done. All her avail-
wble men are in the fleld. The British
Empire must prgvide the men who are
#o turn the scale. Is this fact as clearly
pealized in Canada as it should be? Is
preparation being made with as much
tvigor as the crisis warrants to have a
@econd contingent drilled, equipped and
yeady to be sent forward as soon as pro-
wision can be made for its transport?
frhe task of driving the Germans out

NOT VERY CHEERING

Canadian readers will not extract
fmuch comfort from today’s war news.
f'he military critic of The London
Times is discussing the possibility of a
German invasion of England, and sug-
gests that measures be taken to meet
such a contingency. While it is admitt-

ed that there is very little likelihood of
#ny such attempt on the part of Ger-

fmany, the fact that The London Times
yegards the subject as worthy of serious
discussion makes it very clear that the
people of the Mother Country are not
only prepared for a long war, but would
not be surprised to learn of serious re-
verses to the. allied armies on the con-
tinent.

A disturbing rumor comes over the
cable today that the Germans, finding
the Russian attack in the east less for-
midable than they had expected, are
withdrawing troops from that quarter
to reinforce their armies in Belgium and
France. Any large addition to the
pnemy’s forces in the west would render
the situation for the allies very critical,
pince at the present time the opposing
armies appear to be fairly evenly bal-
anced. While it is true that the allies
‘have been gaining some ground, it is a
very slow process, and if the enemy
were largely reinforced at any point
there would be great difficulty in pre-
wenting them from breaking through the
llied lines.

Apparently no serious effort is to be
made by the allied armies to hold
Dstend. This at least is the impression
pne gathers from the tenor of the brief
yeports given out. Whether the allies
have sufficient forces in the vicinity of
the Belgian frontier north to prevent a
German invasion of France in that quar-
%er remains to be seen. The exact dis-
position of the Belgian, British and
French forces there is not stated; but
we are told that as yet the Germans
have not been able to gain any success.
What will happen when the German
_armies marching on Ostend move to the
support of the armies now fronting the
allies must necessarily be a cause of
deep anxiety.

The Russian reports today do not in-
¢licate that any important success has
been gained or is likely to be gained
soon by the Russian armies. One rather
gets the impression that, instead of at-
tacking, the Russians are being attack-
ed; and that unless the outlook improves
the march to Berlin will be delayed for
&« very considerable period. A careful
reading of the news from ull sources
merely tends to strengthen the convic-
tion that Britain must supply more men
in the western theatre of war, and that
German success in that field must be
prevented at any cost.

The lesson to Canadians is obvious.
As a portion of the British Empire,
Canada must strain  every nerve to
strengthen Kitchener’s army.

THE NEW EUROPE.

One likes to dwell in thought upon
the happier times which will dawn for
Furope and the world when the curse of
German militarism has been removed.
For centuries there has been strife, be-
cause of attempts to overcome and
¢tamp out racial feeling among the
‘weaker elements and build up powerful
states, in which the people of some one |
race would be dominant and endeavor to
force their language and religion and
yrustoms upon the others. At the same
fime there have been international jeal-
ousies and greed for territory, which
constantly threatened the peace of the
continent. If at the close of this war
it may be possible to make a rearrange-

ANTWERP—ITS MEANING

(New York Herald.)

The capture of Antwerp is a mighty
little and much bedraggled feather in
the Kaiser’s cap. Nobody has question-
ed Germany’s ability to ride rough-shod
over little Belgium, and nowhere in the
world can the Kaiser hope to find an
atom of credit for the deed.

The savage turning upon Antwerp
may or may not represent an effort to
protect the German communications for
an anticipated retreat from France, but
this one thing is certain—It is open ac-
knowledgement of failure of the first
great purpose of the German campaign
—the capture of Paris. How much
longer German troops will be upon
French soil remains to be seen, but their
fight there is purely defensive.

So long as Great Britain retains con-
trol of the North Sea the possession of
Antwerp can be of no particular use to
Germany unless it is as one end of a
line of protection for her own territory.
This is true even if Germany should
violate the neutrality of Holland and
of the Scheldt as she has that of Bel-
gium. The talk of using Antwerp as a
base for operations against England can
be nothing more than a “bluff” unless
the British fleet is first disposed of.

But what has happened in and to

Belgium is of vast importance to Ger-
many in other ways, While a few rad-

There was desultory firing on the fol-
lowing day and fortunately ~(as it
proved) I received a severe flesh wound
in the shoulder from a piece of shell.

I managed, on
pretext of desiring to reach relatives, to
secure an order for transportation and
reached Paris late in the morning of
August 29.

London, Oct.b 14——‘2'1‘he English aero-
planes have proved to he more than
equal to those of the_(}ermgms,” says
the Paris correspondent of the Times.

Edgar Seymore Reade, president and
general manager of the Canada Lands
Limited, died at his home, 812 Cooper
street on Saturday evening, following an
illness lasting eight weeks.

As the proposal to form a Nova Scotia
infantry brigade for service on the con-
tinent becomes more widely discussed,
the approval expressed when the idea
was first mooted everywhere increases.
For Nova Scotia to send a complete bri-
gade of her sons, organized to represent
every portion of the province is a big
undertaking, but the endorsement it has
everywhere received is a sure augury of
success. Provincial regiments are in pro-
gress for formation in various parts of
Canada and a French-Canadian brigade
is one of the possibilities for the second
contingent, but nowhere yet has a pure-
ly provincial brigade been suggested. The
suggestion has undoubtedly made a
strong appeal to popular fancy and with
scarcely an exception, the desire to see
four regiments -raised In this province
‘representing every section of it from
Cape Sable is widespread and unani-
mous.
Offered Their Services

Given a chance the three Halifax
regiments would volunteer almost to a
man, In fact it is generally understood
that the lst Canadian Artillery and the
66th Fusiliers have already offered their
services en masse. All the city corps are
exceedingly keen to go, and there seems
to be some hope that a portion at least,

their chance for the front. There would
be little difficulty in recrurting them up
to full strength for active service as
Halifax has many men eager for the
front.

The Dalhousie students are taking
great interest in the movement. ‘A plan
is under way there now to raise several
companies -of infantry for training -this
year, and if the provincial brigade is au-
thorized, there is every probability that
Dalhousie will be represented by a unit
in it, if they do not take advantage of
the proposal made them by McGill to
raise a company for service in the pro-
posed university battalion.

Everywhere that the formation of the
brigade is discussed, it is in the same
spirit of complete realization of all that
will be involved in going to the front.
Nova Scotians fully realize that it is no
picnic, that they will be exposed to the
greatest hardships and risks, but this
does not affect in the least the popular
determination fo carry the scheme
through. There are a few people who
think the scheme is a trifle ambitious
and that it will be impossible to raise
Halifax, Cape Breton, Central and West-
ern regiments, but these are greatly out-
numbered by those who feel confident
the required number will be easily secur-
ed and that a few weeks after the plan
is authorized the four thousand men will
be drilling together.

CANADA MUST EQUIP
AND DRILL MORE MEN

To the Editor of the Times:

Sir:—I was pleased to note in last
evening’s issue of your paper that you
have the courage of your convictions and
that you are advocating that Canada do
more than she is now doing to assist
the Empire in this time of trial.

The man who today by reason of his
anxiety in his country’s behalf ventures
to criticise or suggest any more aggres-
sive policy in connection with the war is
immediately put down as an arm chair
critic. Personally I would very much
prefer to be an arm chair critic to be-
ing a miniature imitation of Nero lack-
ing only his courage to set fire to Rome.
In my opinion the man or men who are
so self-satisfied that they do not real-
ize the danger this country is in are fol-
lowing in the historic role of the man
who fiddled while Rome was burning.

I am glad that some newspapers such
as yours realize the gravity of the situ-
ation and do not dismiss as trivial the
many danger indications to our cause
which should be very apparent to all.
What we need is some one to set the
heather on fire in Canada and rouse our
people to the necessity of arming and
equipping and drilling a force ten times
as large as that now proposed to be
sent. The spirit of the people can nevel
be awnkened by the self complacency
of those who are entirely satisfied that
the war is being prosecuted successfully
on our part, and that we are doing all
that is necessary to prepare for the
greatest struggle the Empire has ever
had to face. The paper or person who
deliberately sits down and tells us that
everything is going all right is merely
inviting the youth and energy of our
country to look upon matters in the
same way, and decide that it is not up
to him individually to assist. The arm
chair critic is accused of all the crimes
down to treason, but In my opinion he
is invariably the type of man who is
anxious to assist his country, whereas
the man who is satisfied with things as
they are is only encouraging the spirit
of indifference that made it possible for
three hundred of the best recruiting
material in our city to spend two af-
ternoons recently awaiting the returns
from a Yankee ball game, while refus-
|ing, in most cases, to give one or two
evenings a week to drill for the defense
of their country.

Cannot something be done to chloro-
form dispensers of soothing syrup who
lare doing so much to keep our people
| from awakening to the danger of the
!situation? I am glad to know that the
iTimes is doing its share to arouse our
people. May you keep up the good
lwork!
