:rains were 80 choked with crowds at the

Hotel Men’s Association announced today {-

that the idea of calling on the governor
for the National tiuard had been aban-
doned.

Officers of the International Hotel Work-
ers Uniom estimated that 4,000 waiters
and kitchen helpers were out.

T.ast night there was serious rioting in
which bhotel windows were broken and
sidewalks.
This has had the effect of clinching the
liotel men’s determination not to yield to
the strikers’ demands. Many of’ the big
hotels arée crippled, but non-union help is
being engaged wherever possible.

The first clash today occurred at the
Hotel Cadillac where fifty employes, who
had walked out yesterday, attempted to
storm the dining room. The police arrest-
ed a Hungarian head waiter in command
of the strikers, and the crowd dispersed
without carrying out their design.

At strike headquarters a /band of wait-
ers were greeted by -this netice, written
on a huge blackboard: ‘“Boycott the saloon
on the corner because the boss would not
bail out leader, Charles Tosca, when he
was arrested last night because he could
not go to the station house in a taxi-
cab.”

When the men saw this they started
for the saloon, but it was locked up.

TWO DROWNED AS
STEAMER AND BARK
CRASH TOGETHER

London, Jan. 25—The mail steamer Prin-
cess Clementine had a narrow escape from
disaster in the English Channel last night,
while crossing from Ostend to Dover. The
vessel came into collission with the Nor-
wegian bark Heimdal, which was so badly
damaged that she became waterlogged. The
second officer and one seaman of the
steamer were drowned. The steamer’s
bows were badly damaged.

CITY COURT ACT.

The proposed changes in the City Court
Act as outlined in the synopsis of the re-
vised bill published in the Times yesterday
have been received with general satisfac-
tion by the members of the legal profes-
sion of the city, and also by merchants
and business men who have occasion to
use the court. The changes suggested are
recognized as filling requirements which
have long existed, and will be welcomed
by those doing business with the court.
It is reported, however, that some of the
changes are not so eagerly welcomed by
the constables, and there is some talk of
their uniting to protest against some of
the provisions of the bill.

Treatment of Philippines in’ Mat'te'r‘ of
I'lemp Duty Makes Interesting Read-
ing in Tariff Committee - Report--Our
Collars and Cuffs (

Washington, D. C.,' Jan. 25—Treatment
meted out by United States government
to the Philippines was called sharply into
question by Chairman Underwood at yes-
terday afternoon’s session of | the house
cdommittee on ways and means E.°D.
Metcalf, of Aburn, N. Y., president of
the Columbian Rope Co., had appealed to
the committee to vetain manilla hemp on
the free list, and to allow the duty..on
cables and cordage to remain as at pres-
ent.

In the course of his appeal he mentioned
that the Philippines imposed an. export
duty on Manila hemp, but in the case of
importation 'into the United States the
duty was refunded. When exports were
made to other countries from the Philip-
pines, no refund wae made, and Mr. Met-

calf asked for retention of the refund as
at present.

' ‘But the chairman’immediately let it be
seen that he had no sympathy with the
whole position. The first article of the
United States constitution wrovides that
“no tax or duty ehall be laid on articles
exported from any state,” and Mr. Un-
derwood questioned whether the spirit, at
any rate, of the constltutlon was not being
disregarded.

“Do. you think it fan' for the govern-
ment. of this country;” he asked the wit-
ness sharply. “to levy a tax ‘on the pro-
ducts of the Philippines, and then put the
tax into the pocket of the American manu-
facturer?”’ "

Mr. Metcalf, while not defending the
duty in principle, argued that the Unit-
ed States consumer reaped the benefit of
the refund.

Legislation Against White  Slave: Traffic
—Reports to Commercial ‘Agencies

Ottawa, Jan. 25—Legislation aimed at

will be introduced by the government this
session by way of amendment to the crimi-
nal code. 2

The clause has not yet been finally
drafted, but it wiil be designed to make
easier the conviction of those engaged in
the business, and will in some degree, re-
move from the prosecution certain diffi-
culties heretofore encountered in estab-
lishing proof. ;

The amendment will be along lines sug-
gested by the Moral Reform League. It
will probably prevent the miscarriage of
justice by appeals from convictions, pend-
ing which bail is accepted and forfeited,
the party thus escaping actual imprison-
ment.

People who even indirectly obtain goods
by false pretences are to be brought un-
der the operation of the eriminal code by
an amendment to be introduced by the
minister of justice. For instance, a mer-
chant who makes a false report of his af-
faire to a commercial agency, and who by
reason of the report of that concern gets
a line of credit from a third party, will be
liable.

| mission of Conservation on Januaiy
11912, at its fourth annual meeting:

Whereas, 'The present fisheries protective
service is admittedly susceptible of much
{ improvement ; therefore be it
| Resolved, That the immediate necessity
| of a reorganization of the service be called
to the attention of the minister of mar-
ine and fisheries and,

That, In our opinion the following con-
siderations should be recognized in such
irem‘ganization: el
| (a) The desirability of employing per-
| manent officials paid sufficiently large sal-
aries to enable them to devote their whole
time to the work.

(b) The advantages of having each of-
{ ficial, on appointment, a stranger in the
| district to which he is appointed and
! where practicable, of having him moved to
| a new district periodically.

(¢) The immense gain in the efficiency
'of the protective service in having all ap-
| pointments made on the sole ground of
the capability of the appointee to dis-
charge the duties of his position.

If Christ Came to Your Church Tomorrow

If Christ walked unexpectedly into your
church tomorrow, Mr. Preacher, would
you deliver the same sermon that you
have prepared for the occasion? With
His keen but sorrowful eye upon you do
you think that the method of delivery
would scem go large a thing to you as the
message itself. Is it strictly in line with
His teachings? Does it convey the rebuke
that it should to those who, to your cer-
tain knowledge, have been transgressing
Christ’s teaching during the week? Could
you, .in His presence, deliver the humor-
ous stories you have so carefully memor-
ized, or relate the personal instances of
your own well-doing that you are plan-
ning to unfold to your congregation? De
you remember that Christ used parables
only to point lessons? T do not know
whether or mot there were poets before
the time of Christ, other than David and
Solomon, but T am certain that the Sav-
iour did not build his talks around verse
of theirs, neither did he give book reviews
when he should have been uttering words
of comfort and good cheer. Nor have I
ever heard that He took pains to send ad-
vance copies of His talks to the Jerusal-
em Herald.

And you, gentlemen of the board of
trustees, or whatever you call yourselves,
in your particular form of church. Do
you believe that if you were honored by
Christ’s presence among you at your busi-
ness sessions He would condone the vast
sums of money you expend for choirs and
singers and cushions and the many other
frills your church possesses while your
home 1nission appropriation remaing &0
pitifully small? It is not a auestion that
you like to answer, or you will say that
times have changed. It is true that times
have changed, but noi the message of
Christ. He intended it to be imperish-
able. He made it practicable because he
had a vision broad enough to reckon even
the meanest His brother, Do you? Ii
you do, why do you deprecate his invas-
ion of your splendid pews. Why are you
selling your down-town churches and leav-
ing the poor without the Gospel? If you
find it necessary, because you have moved
your own rsidences to have your church
nearer to you, why not leave the old

church as a church and support it for the
benefit of those whom 'Christ loved best?
Because the old property was valuable. A
brewer wanted it for the building of a
new brewery. Precisely. And you pocket-
ed the difference—the unearned increment
—and went uptown idto the shadow of
your fine homes and builded a palace to
your dwn glory. What would Christ have
said to all this. Do you not believe that
He would have returned a minority re-
port to the congregation? You know that
He would. But there are so many ques-
tions I would ask that will occur to you
withoy my suggestion. Either you are, or
you are not. You may be putting your
particular Brand of Christianity over om
the congregation, but you know yourself.
Which are yon? , And what do you suppose
God is gojng' to have to say to you for
having usurpéd a place of honor in His
church when you face Him; if you are not
trying to administer its aﬁann just as you.
would if (,lm,t, sat beside you at your
board meetings? It will not do to say
then that Christ would have acted as )‘0u|
did had He lived when you did. You|
know better. 1Tt is one thing to lie to
your fellow-men. It will be another to at-
tempt to lie to God.

And you ladies and gentlemen of the
choir. T am not at all sure that Christ,
would approve of you at all. 1 am in-
clined to believe that He would want to
clean you out om the same principle that)
He made short work of the usurers and
the money-changers in the Temple. Do
you remember?—or perhaps you are just
a paid singer and do not pretend to re-
ligious knowledge at all..

congregation singing praise to His Father
rather than ‘one or two giving it an en-
unciation and a twist that sends it up
unintelligible to the angels as to the con-
gregation who are scared lest they will|
not get the worth of their money and:

Boston, ‘Jan. 26—Boston will have the
largest drydock in the world, and not
merely the largest in the Western Hemi-
aphere, as hae been previously announced.
Plans are” being drawn by the engineers
of the ‘port directors as fast as possible.

At present the plans call for a dock to

be 1,250 ‘feet long, but if the port.direc-
tors find that there is another "dock in
any European port that is longer, they
will extend the Boston dock. They mean
to have it the biggest in the world. There
are several of great size in Europe, and
large ones are to be constructed. The
directors are finding out the exact dimen-
sions of all. :
* According to tHe present plane the déck
will be 110, feet wide, which is narrower
than the first plans, because, if.the dock
is too wide, the engineers reported, there
will be a great difficulty in docking even
a large liner because 6f the great length
of the shoring. - If the shoring beams
have to be made too long they are very
hard to haandle, not to say dangerous to
the vessel that is being docked. If not
placed exactly right the heams are apt
to punch a hole through.the plates of
the vessel. .

Investigations at the site have proved

that there will be a good rock foundation
the entire length of the structure with
the exception of a few feet at the land
end. The rock ledge will also be wide
enough so that the massive sides will have
this solid foundation except a short space
on the south gide.. Here, it is proposed
to excavate deep enough until rock is
found. Plaps for diamend drilling are al-
ready underway.’ It has been found that
this ledge is mostly slateMnd no very bad
seams have been found,®but the nature
of these canaot be fully determined until
the ledge is uncovered and is not, as is
the case now, anywhere from eight to 20
feet below water.
The faging of: the ‘ddck will be of ;gran-
ite from the ‘top to abaut tlie “water lime”
and the rest ‘will be'pf conerete. Plajs
haye been drawn for an electric pumpihg
plant which will have four engines, each
able to pump; 100,087 jgallons of water a
minute.

“Our government forced the Philippine
government to levy a tax on all hemp ex-
ported from the Philippine islands,” said
Mr. Underwood. If that heap goes to Eng-
land or any other foreign country, the
tax is collected and goes into the treasury
of the Philippine government for the bene-
fit of that counsry.

“I don’t think we forced it on them,”
Mr. Metcalf interrupted. “Spain establish-
ed it.”

“Well,” Mr. Underwood responded,’ “it
was a bad law of Spain. But Spain al-
lowed the Philippines to have all the tdx.
But now, if hemp comes to the United
States, the tax goes into the pockets of
the manufacturer here; or, as you eay, in-
to those of the consumer. In any case, it
does not go into the treasury of the Philip-
pine people.

‘Bonus in Canada

“Canada,” Mr. Metcalf said in his brief,
‘recognizing the competition of the United
States manufacturers in foreign markets
for our finished product has given a bonus
to manufacturers of cables, cordage, and
binding twine in Canada in the amount
equal to the refund of export duty on
Manilla hemp to manufacturers in the
United States.” ;

In the memorandum which he submitted
to the committee, Mr. Metcalf , gave a
table showing that boniises so paid to
Canadian manufacturers amounted, be-
tween the end of June, 1906, and the end
of June, 1911, to $201,431. He added: —
“Should manufacturers in thig country not
receive this refund of duty, they would
be placed at a great disadvantage in com-
petition with Canadian manufacturers as
well as with the manufacturers of France,
England, and Germany in the South Ameri.
can trade, and in some portions of Eur-
ope, where duty is not prohibitive.”

Mr. Metealf also argued in favor of re-
taining of proviso to the paragraph admit-
ting binding twine free. The proviso sub-
jects binding twine to a duty of 1-2 cent
a pound, “if imported from a country
which lays an import duty on like articles
imported from the United States.”
According to Mr. Metcalf, the proviso
was Qquite necessary to prevent Canada
placing & duty on binding twine, and had
resulted in reciprocal trade in binding
twine between the two countries. “It is
a decided advantage to American manufac-
turers,” he added, as we are exporting a
lot of binding twine to Canada.”

Collars and Cuffs

The control which the American manu-
facturer of collare has over his home mar-
ket was brought out in evidence by E.
H. Betts, of the Collar and Cuff Manufac-
turers’ Association, Troy, N. Y. He had
the customary arguments against reduc-
tion in duty, but, following the trend of
the last day or two, had reductions to sug-
gest.

The present duty on cotton collars and
cuffs is forty-five cents dozen, and fifteen
per cent. ad valorem. He suggested that
the specific duty be reduced to thirty
cents dozen, and that the same ad valorem
rate be maintained, a suggestion which
Mr. Palmer caustically commented would,
if carried into effect, still give the manu-
facturer protection on cheap grades of col-
lars, amounting in all to-an ad valorem
duty of 69 per cent.

“In other words,” satirically said Mr.
James, “you want twice as much as the
difference between the cost of production
here and abroad.”

The witness had said previously that the
American production ' of cotton collars
amounted ‘annually to' about $12,000,..v,
and Mr. Kitchin quoted this figure as the
basis for spme close examination into the
need for the desifed protection.

Last year, said the democratic represent-
ative from North Carolina, the importa-
tion of cotton . collars into’ the United
States amounted to only $7,000. In other
words, out of every $2,000 worth of cotton

Fertifications

Paris, Jan. 25—The formidable problem
of finding accommodation for 120,000 peo-
ple. who are about ta be evicted from their
dwellings, owing to the eale of the anti-
quated fortifications of Paris to the city
authorities by the French government, is
now before the municipal council of the
French' capital for solution.

The space -occupied by the wall, twenty-
one miles in length, and the, firing zone
500 yards in width, facing it, will be con-
verted into public parks. This .space is
now covered by many thousands of ram-
shackle houees, occupied in most cases. by
the poorest class of work people and rag

regorts for criminals and tramps.

The proprietors pay a emall annual sum
for the privilege of being allowed to com-
struct these huts, on the condition that
they are subject to destruction in case of
war. There ig not sufficient accommoda-
tion for the occupiers in other parts of
the city. = .

The ariount of money expended on these
old fortifications, erected in 1840, and mow
about to be razed, is estimated to have
exceeded $200,000,000. It is impossible to
enter the city without passing through
one of the seventy gates now used as sta-
tions for the collection of the tax imposed
on provisions coming into Paris from the
country districts.

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BILLION GERMS IN
SERUM  INJECTION

Chicago, Jan. 25—Col. W. B. Banister,
of the Medical Corps, U.S.A., in a discus-
sion before the Chicago Medical Society
on “Serum Treatment and Prevention of
Typhoid Fever,” said that 50,000,000 ty-
phoid germs in a serum injection is an
“infimtesimal dose.”

“In the army wec would consider 50,
000,000 infantile,” he said. “When we
vaccinate a man against typhoid we give
him - an injection of 500,000.000 dead ty-
phoid germs the very first time.

“Of course we wait until his day's work
is. nearly ; finished. But we expect him
to be on duty bright and early next morn-
ing, and ready for the next dosc of at
least 1,000,000,000 germs.

Accept Liberal Amendment.

AFFEGT ART WORLD

Mural Paintings and Statuary—
History of Decay Read in Ruins
—Italian Government Closes

Lettery Game With Big One

(Times' Special Correspondence)

Rome, Jan. 10—Very interesting excava-
tions are being made in Nero’s ‘‘Golden
House” by the Italian government; whose
{attention was drawn to the subject by Dr.
Fritz Weege, a young German archaeologist,
fauthor of a treatise, publmhed last July,
on one of the rooms in that vast place.
Nero's “Folly,” of which the wits said
that it would embrace all Rome, and that
the good citizens, emigrating in quest of
apartments to Veii, would probably find
that it had extended thither also, covered
an area about thrice that occupied by the
present Vatican with all its appurtenances.

Erected after the burning of Rome in
64, the “Golden House,” which extended
from the Palatine far up the Esquiline,
and-of which the artistic emperor com-
placently remarked that * he has now lodg-
ed as a man should be,” was converted
by his successors into other edifices, ac-
cording to the time-honored fashion of
Rome and, while the Colosseum arose on
the site ‘of the Neronian lake, the baths

‘|of Titus and of Trajan respectively repre-

sent other portions of the Neronian pal-
ace, The immense and richly-decorated

< hgalleries" were ‘more  than ‘half filled up

with . earth ‘and, when the writer visited
‘the excavahons with, Dr, . Weege, they
had to grépe through the dark, bent near-
ly_double, to avoid touching the ceiling.
The importance of fhede excavations is
dué 'to the fact that some of the most fa-

13nbue ; paintings and ' drawings of 'the Six-

téenth. 'century, when. the baths of Tra-
jan ‘were. more easily accessible, werc cop-
ied, often erromeously, from the beantiful
mural ' decorations, which the removal of
the accumulated earth is now bringing to
light. Descending from a lovely orange
garden into the underground passages, we
found ourselves in the room, marked No.
80 on° Dr. Weege’s plan, :in a niche of
which the famous ‘“Laocoon”: is said to
have been found in 1506, During the last
few days a-marble hand-of the same mar-
ble as the “Laocoon’” was unearthed here,
and it was hoped that it might prove to
be part of the missing limb of the statue.

Of -the mural paintings the most inter-
esting is 'that of a warrior with nodding
helmet, a woman holding a child (clearly
visible in the painting, and' another wo-
man in the background), where a gate and
battlements are also noticeable. Dr.
Weege identifies this painting with the
touching scene in the “Iliad” of the de-
parture of Hector from Andromache. Tke
picture, copied from here by Carracci und
the Bartoli, is to be seen (but without the
‘child) at Wmdsor, England, and has con-
sequently been ‘mis-described as ‘“Corio-
lanus and his Mother.”” Another scene is
likewise drawn from Homer—Paris and
Helen introduced:to one another by Aphro-
dite and Eros. Dr. Weege infers according-
ly that these Homeric tableaux were spe-
cially chosen in allusion to Nero’s poem,
the “Troecia,” mentioned by Suetoniue
and Dipn Cassiug and satirized by Juvenal,
an extract from which the emperor recited
whil¢ Rome was burning. Thus these die-
coveries ‘enable students 'of art to correct
the designs copied from these walls and
now in the collections of Windsor, Eton,
and Holkkam Hall, Eng.

Besides the mural paintings, the excava-
tions have revealed historic names, ecratch-
ed, after the fashion of the foreign tour-
ist, on the walls and ceilings. Nearly 200
such names have been already noted down,
beginning with the year 1495, Most of
them are Dutch; but of Britons there dre
Cameron, Buchan and John Parker. One
king has scrawled his name there—Gue-
tavus Adolphus I of Sweden, with the

The®red granite columns, which were hith-
erto believed to have belonged to a new
facade, must be attributed to some con-
struction—perhaps a ldrge private house—
of the early medieval period. On the other
hand, the utter collapse of the interior
dates from two or three centuries later,
for the splendid white and colored marble
fragments of its architecture, some of them
ghattered by their fall and others broken
up by later seekers: for. building material
or food for the hmekﬂﬁ were found lying
on a stratim of earth”3 f£t. thick which
must have required ‘somie ‘time to accumn-
late; and on the w;lIL %i the nave, which
fell inwards on top em, was a Christ-'
ian painting of perhaps the 8th century.

The final collapse of the bmldmg, there-
fore, was probably due to an earthquake,
very likely that which is mentioned in the
Liber Pontificalis as occurring in 847 dur-
ing the pontificate of Leo.

tworld, The drawing will take place in
Rome. This last lottery will carry prizes
amounting to more than $400,000, and each
ticket costs half-a-crown. The first prize
is to be $300,000, and the Bank of Italy
will pay this eum to the lucky possessor
of the ticket bearing the winning num-
ber. There are also 8,882 other nrizes,
ranging in value from $24,000 downwards.

Rate on Down Grade in England
“—DBritain’s Air Fleet—Another
Historic Estate is Seld — Emi-
gration and the Boy Problem

(Times” Special Correspondence)
London, Jan. 25—Stories of one hundred
fragedjee of starvation are told in a white-
! paper just issued by the Jocal government
. board. The victims died in England and
' Wales last year—forty-four in London and’
fifty-six in the provinces. In fourteen

cases a verdict was rebumgd by the jury
that death was due to stervation, or to
starvation in comjunction with some other
canse—disease, exposure, or neglect.

Eldven victims were in receipt of old-
age pensions at the time of death, and
four of them had been in receipt of out-
door relief previously. In eighty-two of
the cases no application.was made for poor
relief, or application was made oniy when
the person was dying.

Of the London victims, twenty-nine were
men ,thirteen women, and two children.
The oldest man was seventy-nine, and the
oldest woman eighty-four. There was one

~ young man of nineteen, and two children
were aged thirteen and fifteen months.

Tn many cases the coroners’ juries €x-
pressed the opinion in their verdicts that
death was accelerated by gelf-neglect. Some
of the victims had described themselves to
the guardians as “homeless,” and several
were found in the streets in a more or less
moribund condition. -

inces were ‘men, fourteen women, and five
children. :

A Review of Leap Year

The women of England did not take ad-
vantage of leap year to propose MArriage.
The registrar-general’s statistics do not ap-
pear to suggest that any women in Eng-
land ‘or Wales proposed at all, while the
young men were slower than usual.

The English marriage rate is, indeed on
the down grade. In the first quarter of the
cear it was 1.5 per 1,000 below the aver-
agé—the lowest recorded in any quarter it
was 0.1 per 1,000 below - the general : aver-
age for this period, and 0.5 below the rate
in the second quarter of 1911. -

Several reasons for the decline are as-
signed by an authority on marriage statis-
‘{ies in conversation with a representative
of the “Pall Mall Gasette,” -among them
being:—The advance of the feminist move-
ment; the increased employment of wo-
men; the rise in the standard of living.

" "Phe last cause, he said, was the greatest
factor of all. “One yof the few points,” he
said, “that statistics have clearly estab-
Jished is this, that as the standard of
comfort rises the age at which marriage 18
contracted declines. There is an increasing
tendency on the part of the younger gen-
eration to want to begin where their par-
ents leave off. And this law is practically
universal.”

Ten years ago the annual marriage rate
per thousand of the population in Eng-
Jand and Wales was 15.9. Last year it was
down to 15.2.

Fear Sleeping Sickness

The ‘reported discovery of a case of
eleeping sickness at Salisbury, Rhodesia,
has caused the gravest apprehension. If the
dreaded tsetse fly, which carries the germ
of this disease, is present in the district,
it means that a region hitheto considered
gafe from the point of view of the white
settler has become a danger zone.

The information to hand states that a
native “house-boy” in the employment of
o well-known Englishman of Salisbury re-
cently was' taken ill, and that the doctors
certified ‘sleeping sickness. Tt is also said
that several natives were found to be in-
fected.

Wilberforce Daniels, of Harley-street,
one of the research specialists in connec-
tion with the Tropical School of Medi-
cine at Albert Dock, informs the London
correspondent of the “Daily Dispatch”
that, if true, the information meant that a
very serious development of the disease
had occurred. A great deal depended, first,
on whether the diagnosis of the local doc-
tors was correct, and ,secondly, whether
the cases were imported. If imported, they
meant nothing. 1f not imported, then the
fly which communicates the disease had
invaded mew territory, with possibly dis-
astrous consequences.

3 most savere. In no instance has a vie-
tim ever recovered, or, in fact, been kept
alive more than a few weeks.

Britain’s Air Navv

[n some quarters the first impression on
hearing a proposal that §$15,000,000 should
be spent on Britain’s air navy during the
next thre years was that the figure was
put forward as a basis for discussion with
a view to there being a considerable re-
duction to a sum that would still be reas-
onable. On the contrary, a definite pro-
gramme for the expenditure of $15,000,000
is demanded as the minimum upon which
sceurity can be obtained.

The idea that the fifth arm is a mere
auxiliary, of less importance than any
other military force, and that it may safe-
ly be left to any small balance of money
that the treasury thinks it can' spare after
everything else has been allowed for, must
be abandoned; as also must be dismissed
the fallacious notion that the magnitude
of a nation’s aerial defences should be in
proportion to the size of its army and
jts navy.

London Amaze Their Friends

Frorh Pollice-'-RaAi'ded

Rooms, Movement

Has Spread to Modern Palace--Chris-
tobal Pankhurst Said to Visit Them in

Disguise as Nun,
Once as Man

London, Jan. 15—Repeatedly raided by
the police, their leaders flung into prison
under long sentences of penal gervitude,
their chief financial supporters, the Pet-
hick Lawrences, withdrawn most sudden-
ly from their secret councils, the Women's
Social and Political Union now have creat-
ed for'themselves a home that is at the
one breath the amazement of their friends
and the despair of their enemies,

The first photograph of these new head-
quarters of the militant suffragettes in
England accompany this article. At a
glance it will be seen that Mrs. Pank-
hurst’s redoubtable organization of Amaz-
ons has euffered no “ead sea-green change”
in its progrees from its old, emall and mod-
est offices in Clement’s Inn to its mnew
location “‘Lincoln’s Inn House,” in Kings
way, a street which wae designed by the
London County Counecil to be the most
handsome thoroughfare in the whole me-
tropolis. Yet six years ago a little room
in Chelsea was sufficient to hold that tiny

handful of women who met and conspired
to arouse KEngland to the urgent neéed of
“Votes for Women.”

A year later they had thrge rooms in

Clement’s Inn. In five years they requir-
ed the use of twenty-seven rooms, to say
nothing of a large book and printing store
in Charing Cross Road and numerous local
branch establishments dotted about Lon-
don. Now they have at their disposal
and command one of the most striking
buildings erected in London of recent
yvears—a palace built of Portland stone,
in Italian Renaissance style, distinguished
by its height, by the four rounded-pillars
which can be noted on the ground floor
of the first elevation, and by a magnifi-
cent pillared entrance hall which contains
an impoeing gallery and a vaulted ceiling
91 feet high. And yet, no sooner have
they moved into it than they bave dis-
covered that this noble structure is barely
large enough to accommodate their myriad
activities!

“But you have five large floors devoted
to your service!” a casual visitor will in-
evitably remark to any official that accom-
panies him, ‘‘you have also a basement.
What can you do with all this floor
space?”’ “Come and see,” ig the smiling
but inevitable answer.

How it is Used

The first floor is naturally the leaders’
floor. A centre room in the front is the
main parlor of the organization, the room
where all kinds of visitors are received
and where some interesting photographs
are exhibited. Two of these photographs
show Mz, Lloyd George and Mr. (now
Lord) (ladstone on the witnessstand in
Bow street police court under cross-exam-
ination by Miss Christabel Pankhurst,
LL.B., during the trial of the suffragist
leaders in 1908. The interest in these,
it is sad to relate, is purely historical
and academic. What causes the tears of
the emotional suffragettes to flow is a
photograph of Miss Christabel herself—
“a very rare one at the age of one year.”

Around this parlor are grouped rooms
occupied by the chief permanent officials
of the union—by the secretaries as offices,
as departments for etencilling and dupli-
cating, as centres for the direction of vol-
untary workers, and as storage for station-
ery—an enormous quantity of which is
necessarily consumed every week.

The second floor is given over to an ex-
ceptionally handsome panelled general of-
fice thirty-eight feet long Dy twenty feet
wide Six typists are at work here under

the charge of a gereral manager, and here

g

also is the union’s telephone exchange.
Then at the back is the “general’s” office,
from which radiate the nerves of the union
and from which the vast network of or
ganizations classed under the heading of
“local unions” is controlled.

The third floor is sacred to the memory
of the fair Christabel. Here a guide will
show you a room set apart for the absent
and bemoaned LL.B., ‘ready,” you are
told, “to be ocenpied by the absent leader
of the W. 8: P. U, on her return—be that
when ‘it may—from Paris.”

On the same floor, at the back, is the
treasury, a ‘department calculated to evoke
respect from all comers when it is realiz-
ed that it raises $20,000 or $30,000 in a few
minutes. three or four times yearly by its
collections at its Albert Hall meetings.

Close at hand are the staff of the fin-
ance department, and other rooms requir-
ed for general organization, while on the
upper floore can be found the offices of
their weekly paper “The Suffragette,” a
press department, a tea room and a.wide
roof garden ‘‘commanding,” declared one
enthusiast, “ a magnificent view of the
world the Suffragettes are out to conquer.”

The entrance hall is to be taken over
goon by the Woman’s Press, but, in ad-
dition, will be stored there the silk ban-
ners so familiar to Londoners in the Suf-
ragette processions.

Audience Chambers of Leader TRE "

The great center of pilgrimage of suf-
fragette sympathizers, however, is a tiny
room in the basement. This is Mrs. Pank-
hurst’s own private and exclusive audience
chamber. While she is away. it is kept
carefully locked. To obtain admission to
it you pass through various guarded and
Jocked corridors and ante-rooms, but when
you do arrive in it you see it is typical of
the great leader hersalf—simple, unaf-
fected, straight to the point. This is the
real head conspirator's den, and if its
walls could only speak what secrets they
could disclode—calculated to shake the
peace of mind of the most doughty cabinet
minister and to turn grey the hair of the
most resolute police commissioner.

Preaching and Practice

Several hundreds of girls, some not more
than sixteen years of age, and a few mid-
dle-aged women, are employed in the union
offices. Indeed, the ordinary visitor will
marvel at one strange inconsistency in the
type of assistant that is employed by the
suffragette leaders. Militants unquestion-
ably prefer their office workers to be very
young, and fashionably gowned, yet they
will tell you on the platform that one of
the grievances they hope to remedy when
they get the vote is—to make things easier
for the old, faded, and broken middle-aged
spinsters. Why don’t they make a start
with the failures of their own sex in their
own offices?

Another point is in their favor. They
do not object to good looks. As a mat-
ter of fact you have been always able to
see some of the prettiest and best-dressed
girls within five miles of St. Paul’s Cath-
edral flitting to and fro amongst the cor-
ridors of the police-raided and police-sack-
ed offices of-the “W. 8. P. U.” Yet make
no mistake about it. These noble new of -
fices do mot mean new methods. They
merely mean new, stronger and greater de-
fiance to the old old forces of law and
order--whether they be police, parliamient,
prisons or soldievs.

Government Encouragement of
Industry in Ireland

Vo AOECT CTLAE

Some Opposition to It — lrish
Grown Tebacce Said to have
Fine Flavor — Suggestion of a
Market in Turkey

(Times Special Correspondence.)
Dublin,; Jan. 4-—Will Jreland; take its
place as one of the tobacco growing coun-
tries of the world? This question will pro-
bably be answered within the next month
or two by the settlement of the dispute
which has arisen over the distribution of
the government grant to encourage the re-

vival of the industry in this country.
The trouble has avisen over the changed
method of giving government aid to grow-
ers. A few years ago, after long years of
agitation, the government was induced to
do something to help in the revival of to-
bacco growing in those parts of Ireland
where the soil is specially favorable to the
plant. The first plan was 2 rebate of

twenty-five cents per Ib., on the duty of
Irtsh grown tobaeco and this worked very
well for three or four years. The doctrin-
aire free traders, however, who ran the
English government, smelf pratection to a
home ,industry in this_and finally insisted
on Irish tobacco paying the full duty
charged on the foreign leaf. :

Then another plan was worked out by
which a bonus of $250 an acre was paid
to growers, “but the ;development -eommis-
sioners, who have charge of the adminis-
tration of the grant, found that instead
of encouraging tobacco ‘growing it was

-| really hindering it...The reason was that

tobacco is a ¢rop which ‘requires a lot of
labor to, .grow praperly and some found
that it paid them to plant tobacco of sny
sort, let it grow as it pleased and pocket
the $250 bonus. The result was that the
general reputation of Irish tobacco suf-
fered.

Now a new scheme has been produced
undér which $350,000 has been set -aside
to encourage tobac¢co growing and the
commissioners promise $35,000 a year for
ten years. This is to be distributed to
growers and handlérs at the rate of $125
an acre and it is oveér the rules laid down
for the distribution”that” the trouble has
arisen. The commijsioners insist that not
only shall the crop)be of good quality but
that the leaf mu ber praperly _ handled
and cured and to emsure this the grant
is paid-only through-approved handlers.

So far there are gnly two of these, Col.
Sir Nugent Ev:arﬁ
Both thesé men have taken an active inter:
est in the tobacco growing revival from its
ve} - splendidly equipped
curing and handling sheds. = Under the
new arrangement they are given the hand-
ling of the grant. They are compelled to
buy all the tobacco produced which comes
up to the standard guality, at the market
price, and to pay, in addition, $50 an acre
to the grower. The other $75 they are
allowed to keep toward the cost of curing,
handling and marketing.

1t is hoped in this way to give the farm-
er an incentive to do the best he can with
his crop. . For instance, under the old
scheme some growers obtained only 800
pounds of tobacco to the acre, while othef's
on similar land, by liberal manuring, us:
ing plenty of labor and up-to-date me-
tHods, secured 1,700 pounds. As the mar-
ket price of the uncured leaf is from ten
to twelve cents a pound the difference
amounts to about $100 an acre, or more
than the curer’s share of the grant.

Most of the opposition to the new
scheme comes from @ group of small grow-
ers in Wexford, who have erected curing
and handling sheds_of their own. They
do not like to: see this plant going to
waste, but the commissioners have decided
that they have neithbr the capital nor the
experience to do justice to the reputaion
which it is hoped oo obtain for Irish to-
bacco.

A good many people have been disposed
to regard Irish tobacco as a joke, but
some of them would. be surprised to know
that they had been.smoking it under the
impression that it ‘was the best Virginia
or Turkish. As a matter of fact, the gen-
eral -quality of the iIrish érép has been
excellent and it has been eagerly bought
at good prices, by the-two big Irish manu-
facturers, Gallagher |of Belfast, who has
the largest single tébacco factory in the
world, and Goodbody of Dublin.

Considerable reputation has been obtain-
ed already by the Turcirish cigarettes,
made from tobacco grown in' Ireland from
Turkish seed and if the Irish growers
are alert they ought to capture a good
share of the Turkish. trade’ during the
years of ehort crops which-must follow
the ruin wrought by the wartin the Balk-
ans. Experts in London have declared
that it is impossible to detect, the differ-
ence between the best Turcirish and the
fine growths of Thraee and. Macedonia.

1t may not be generally known that to-
bacco growing was once an industry of
gome importance in Ireland. Sir Walter
Raleigh introduced the weed and planted
it on his estate at Youghal. = Gradually
the cultivation was taken up by other
land owners and the Jrish tobacco ‘indus-
try grew to such an extent that, the Bris-
tol merchants saw their trade with Vir-
ginia dwindling, They appealed to the
English parliament which promptly for-
bade the growth of the weed in Ireland, in
the interest of the famous merchant ven-
turers in Bristol.

THE PRINCF OF ‘WALES:

(Times' Special Correspondence)
London, Jan. 16—There is in this city
at the present time the - straggest and
most illustrious collection of salesmen
anywhere gathered together, They repre-
sent the foremost retail houses in almost

‘|every line the world over and some of

them have taken houses with every inten-
tion of spending many months in England-
Yet all these men are striving to secure
the custom of one person. Furthermore,
there is no possibility of that person spend-
ing a penny with them for three years to
come. For many reasons, he is reckoned
the most valuable and desirable customer
in the world and anyone who is able to de-
liver him into the hands ‘of any one of
these anxious salesmen can command al-
most anything under the sun.

For this individual is mone other than
the Prince of Wales, heir to the. English
throne. In the latter part of 1915, when
he will reach his 21st birthday, he will
come into unfettered control of an:income
of about $650,000 per annum and a ready
sum of $1,500,000 which has been specially
set aside out of the revenues of the Duchy

of Cornwall (the wealthy crown estate the

income of which is settléd on the prince)
to’ defray the expenses that His Royal
Highness will incur when he sets up & sep-
arate and independent household and es-
tablishment of his owa.

These salesmen have not hesitated toap-
proach every person in the entourage of
the prince who is in the least likely to ac-
cept a commission on a royal order and
many and remarkable are thesinducements
offered. Of course there are many people
about the prince who are ready and will-
ing to influence his custom for a considera-
tion, though commission business of this
sort is done very discreetly.

Among those who may be approached in
this way are the prince’s valet, some of
the upper servants at Buckingham Palace,
who have waited on the prince since he
was a little boy, some member of the
royal household and a few of His Royal
Highnesses' personal friends who are not
over rich. s

The pushing representatives of a well-
known firm of American camera manufac-
turers, which also enjoys the king’s pat-
ronage, has been one of the first to get
on the future order list of the prince. The
man who helped them to put the deal
through is an amateur photographer and
was no doubt pleased if not altogetifer sur-
prised at receiving later on a present of
two cameras, one listed at $200 and the
other at just half that figure.

But a consideration of this sort is small
compared to some that have been given for
gimilar favors by firms in other lines. The
makers of pianos of w orld-wide reputation
paid $5,000 in cash to a member of the
royal household to get their name put on
the royal order list. This firm booked an
order for two pianos to be delivered to
the prince within three years, and the in-
struments will be specially made and most
elaborately decorated and will cost $10,000
each.

Recently thé syndicate of sardine manu-
fecturers met in Nantes, and decided, as
the antumn eeason had closed, to shut
down their factories. The owners of the-
Breton factories - deciave that:this ds no:—
lock-out, but that they consider the sitgs-
tion irremediably ruined, since the at-
thorities will not interveme and fishermen
will not use modern methods which would
ensure supplies for the factories. The im-: -
mediate and, it is much to be feared, pers®
manent result is the throwing out of work
of between 50,000 and 60,000 men. women
