health ‘of patients suffering from cancer of 
the deadly type.

The following summary is given of pa­
tients treated: Apparently cured, 53; cur­
ed, "28; improved, 245; not improved, 70; 
abandoned treatment, 88; dead, 55.

The term "apparent cure,” the report 
explains, "when used in relation to cases 
of cancer, means that all traces' of the or­
iginal diseases have disappeared, that there 
are no signs of any recurrence, and that 
the patients so far as can be 'determined, 
are free from anÿ indication or symptoms 
of the Seease. The “abandoned treat­
ment” group includes those cases in which 
the patient had to leave London and those 
who could not afford to travel repeatedly 
from the country to the institute.

And you ladies and gentlemen of the 
choir. J am not at all sure that Christ !

=REAL ESTATEREAL ESTATE NEWS REAL ESTATEBoston, Jan. 25—Boston will have the 
largest çlrydock in the world, and not 
merely tlie largest in the Western Hemi­
sphere, as has been previously announced.
Plans are being drawn by the engineers 
of the port directors as fast as possible.

At present the plane call for a dock to 
be 1,250 feet long, but if the port direc­
tors find, that there is another dock in 
any European port that is longer, they 
will extend the Boston dock. They mean 
to have it the biggest in the world. There 
are several of great size in Europe, and 
large ones are to be constructed, 
directors are finding out the exact dimen­
sions of. all.
1 According to tlie present plans the ddek 
will be 110; feet wide, which is 
than the first plans, because, if -> the dock 
is too wide, the engineers reported, there 
will be a great difficulty in docking even 
a large liner because ôf the great length 
of the shoring. If the shoring beam* 
have to be made too long they are very 
hard to handle, not to say dangerous to 
the vessel that is being docked. If not 
placed exactly right the beams are apt 
to punch a hole through the plates of 
the vessel.

Investigations at the site have proved 
that there will be a good rock foundation 
the entire length of the structure with 
the exception of a few feet at the land 
end. The rock ledge will also be wide 
enough so that the massive sides will haVe 
this solid foundation except a short space 
on the south side. Here, it is proposed 
to excavate deep enough until rock is 
found. Flaps for diamond drilling are al­
ready underv^ay.

“Our government forced the Philippine 
government to levy a tax on all hemp ex­
ported from the Philippine island*,” said 
Mr. Underwood.

“I don't think we forced it on them,” 
Mr. Metcalf interrupted. “Spain establish­
ed it.”

“Well;” Mr. Underwood responded, “it 
was a bad law of Spain. But Spain al­
lowed the Philippines to have all the tâx. 
But now. if hemp comes to the United 
States, the tax goes into the pockets of 
the manufacturer here; or, as you say, in­
to those of the con sinner. In any case, it 
does not go into the treasury of the Philip­
pine people.

Paris, Jan. 25—The formidable problem 
of finding accommodation for 120,000 peo­
ple who are about to be evicted from their 
dwellings, owing to the sale of the anti­
quated fortifications of Paris to the city 
authorities by the French government, is 
now before the municipal council of the 
French capital for solution.

The space occupied by the wall, twenty- 
one miles in length, and the, firing 
500 yards in width, facing it, will be 
verted into public parks. This space is 

covered by many thousands of ram­
shackle houses, occupied in most cases by 
the poorest class of work people and rag 
people, but in many instances turned into 
resorts for criminals and tramps.

The proprietors pay a small annual sum 
for the privilege of being allowed to con­
struct these huts, on the condition that 
they are subject to destruction in case of 
war. There is not sufficient accommoda­
tion for the occupiers in other parts of 
the city.

The amount of money expended on these 
old fortifications, erected in 1840. and now 
about to be razed, is estimated to have 
exceeded $200,000,000. It is impossible to 
enter the city without passing through 
one of the seventy gates now used as sta­
tions for the collection of the tax imposed 
on provisions coming into Paris from the 
country districts.

Another Big laugh
After one of the longest runs of the 

season the ‘"big mill” in Indiantown owned 
by Stetson Cutler & Co» was closed down 
this week, thus making the last of the 
North End sawing plants to cease opera­
tions for the season. Most of the others 
stopped sawing a little after Christmas. 
For the “big mill,”, however, a large quan­
tity of logs had' been piled, and the open 
weather which has prevailed has permitted 
of operations being continued longer than 
usual, except with a plant where special 
provisions aie made against winter 
weather.

Just what the ensuing summer will bring, 
forth in the lumbering industry is diffitult 
to foretell at present. Operators say that 
conditions in the woods are the worst in 
more than twenty years; that there is prac­
tically no snow and because of this the 
work of logging is considerably retarded.- 
Except in some districts to the far north 
of the province there is very little snow, 
certainly not enough to satisfy the desires 
of the lumberman, and as one comes near­
er to the lower portions of the province 
the quantity 6f snow to be seen and the 
chances for good road-making become 
gradually lessened.

Lumbering is of vital interest to the 
northern section of St.' John, because of 
so many men from that neighborhood be- 
ihg engaged in its several branches. Many 
from that part of the city are now in 
the lumber woods striving to make the cut 
a good one in the face of adverse circum­
stances. It is interesting to note that the 
cost of operating- in the lumber woods 
bas advanced- very much.

For instance, horses which have been 
taken from this city into the lumber 
woods this year,' and others which have 
been taken off farms in the rural sections, 
have brought prices almost double those 
of a few years ago. A prominent local op­
erator said yesterday" that it seemed as 
though- within the laet five, certainly with­
in the last ten years, .the cost of general 
lumbering in the forestÿlof New Brunswick 

Iliad practically doubled. Regarding the 
.matter of horses, he said that this winter 
in particular the items in the expenditure 

'account would be rquch heavier in this con­
nection, not only because more had to be 
1>aid for the animals, but many more were 
needed for teaming purposes, as the sled- 
ling was go very poor. Cases were known

Weege identifiée this painting with the 
touching scene in the “Iliad” of the de­
parture of Hector from Andromache. The 
picture, copied from here by Carracci and 
the Bartoli, is to bfe seen (but without the 
child) at Windsor, England, and has con­
sequently been mis-described as “Corio- 
lanus and hie Mother.” Another scene ie 
likewise drawn from Homer—Paris and 
Helen introduced to one another by Aphro­
dite and Eros. Dr. Weege infers according­
ly that these Homeric tableaux were spe­
cially chosen in allusion to Nero’s poeih, 
the “Trocia,” mentioned by Suetonius 
and Dion Cassius and satirized by Juvenal, 
an extract from which the emperor recited 
whil, Rome was burning. Thus these dis­
coveries enable students of art to correct 
the designs copied from these walls and 
now in the collections of Windsor, Eton, 
and Holkham Hall, Eng.

Besides the mural paintings, the excava­
tions have revealed historic names, scratch­
ed, after the fashion of the foreign tour­
ist, on the walls and ceilings. Nearly 200 
such names have been already noted down, 
beginning with the year 1495. Most of 
them are Dutch; but of Britons there Are 
Cameron, Buchan, and John Parker. One 
king has scrawled his naine there—Gus-

A Review of Leap Year

There is an increasing 
tendency on the part of the younger gen­
eration to want to begin where their par­
ents leave off. And this law is practically 
nnivfensal.”

It has been deter­
mined that France can be counted out, 
leaving the only other alternative a Ger­
man airship.

In this connection it is not inappropri­
ate to refer to the perplexity which for 
several weeks has prevailed in England re­
garding a mysterious air-craft which was 
reported hovering over several towns on 
the night of October 14. The military de­
partment denies all responsibility for the 
weird visitor, whose, presence seems to be 
thoroughly established. The anxiety in 
army circles as to whence it came has ex-

posed starting point to Sheerness, Eng­
land, one of the reporting stations, and 
back to Berlin is 1,348 miles, it is con­
ceivable that one of the big German air­
ships actually made the voyage which 
might easily have been accomplished in 
30 hours.

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Good Roads Association Has 
Fine Programme for 

Meeting
—

Arrangements iiave. now been completed 
for the Pïovmcial Good Roade Association 
which is /Lo take place in St. John nejtt 
Wednesday at the rooms of the board of 
trade, beginning at 2 p. m. The conven­
tion will be under the auspices of the St. 
John City and County Goods Roads As­
sociation and will be open to all interested
in good roads (or the province.

Among all the schemes now advocated 
for the development of the province there 
is nothing more important than good roads. 
Good roads reduce the cost of transporta­
tion, lessen lots by wear and tear on 
vehicles, in effect shorten distances, save 
time, save money,, make country life more 
enjoyable and enhance the value of farm 
lands.
A Platform.

The platform adopted by the St. John 
Good Roads Association is as follows:

1. The appointment by the government 
of a provincial highway commissioner,with 
a technical and practical knowledge of 
highway engineering, who shall have charge 
of all trunk roads, lay out and direct per­
manent improvement work, supervise the 
expenditure of provincial funds, be com­
petent to advise and instruct county su­
perintendents and «hall by means of lec­
tures, newspaper articles, etc., be capable 
of carrying on a good roads educative cam­
paign throughout the province,

2. The establishment of three trunk 
roads to be permanently improved and 
maintained by the provincial government 
ae provincial highways, and to be kept in 
repair under what is known as the patrol 
system, statute labor being abolished on 
trunk roads, viz.:

(a) From the U. S. boundary at St. 
Stephen eastward by way of St. George, 
8t. John, Hampton, Sussex, Petitcodiac, 
Moncton and Dorcheeter, to the provincial 
boundary between Sackville and Amherst.

(b) From St. John northward by way of 
Fredericton, Woodstock, Andover, Grand 
Falls and Edmundston to the Quebec boun­
dary at St. Jacques.

(c) From Albert eastward and northward 
by way of Moncton. Sliediac. Buctouche, 
Richibucto, Bay-du-Vin, Chatham, New­
castle, Tracadie, Oaraquet and Bathurst, 
to Campbell ton.

These trunk roade would intersect every 
county in the province, and connect all the 
principal towns and villages by a main 
line of communication.

3. That any grant made by the domin­
ion government for highway purposes be 
devoted to the construction and mainten-

of trunk roads as above designated.
4. The encouragement of municipalities 

to abolish statute labor, by the offer on 
the part of the provincial government, of 
a bonus to any municipality or district 
electing to pay its road tax assessment in 
cash; also the complete abolishment of 
statute labor by law, wherever, and as 
rapidly as conditions will permit.

5. The adoption of the patrol system 
of repair and maintenance ae far as pos­
sible, especially on main county roads.

This platform will be submitted to the 
convention and after the provincial asso­
ciation has been formed it is the intention 
to revise it so that it will be acceptable 
to people from other parts of the prov­
ince.

So Archduchess 
Marie Josepha does not see why she 
should not develop into a Rosa Bonheur.

She began by patronizing other artists 
and other arts. She ran the Vienna 
Photographic Club and the Vienna Oil 
Color Society, and she made modest 
sketches and studies in her notebook. The 
palace of Miramar first inspired her to 
paint on a big scale. Miramar is the mag­
ic palace built by Emperor Maximilian of 
Mexico, near Trieste; and it now belongs 
to Archduchess Marie Josepha, who stays 
there every summer. Middle-aged as she 
is, she can swim three miles straight out 
to sea. In 1909, Archduchess Marie Jos­
epha exhibited a water color drawing of 
Miramar with its background of cypresses 
and this was so well received that she 
went in for painting wholesale.
