POLICE AFRAID OF JACK.

LITTLE HOPE OF DISCOVERING THE
WHITECHAPEL FIEND.

Pablic Finds Fault with Commissioner
and His Men When the System is
at Fault—Individually, a Good Set
of Officers, but Handicapped by Abe
surd Regulations.

Loxngx. Sept. 15.—There is a great cry
here against the police. It is the old
Whitechapel story over again, but if it
were not a Whitechapel story it would
be something else. It1s a common ihing
nowadays for Londoners to grumble at
the bluecoats of the metropolitan force,
and scarcely a day passes without
a published complaint about one thing
or another. Some papers notably the
Star, rankly abuse the constables. Near-
lyall the public prints indulge in harsh cri-
ticism at present. The Whitechapel mur-
ders afford an excuse for the diatribes of
5,000,000 people who demand ar efficient
police force. Criticism of the sort current
now forced Sir Charles Warren to resign
the chief commissionezship. The pres-
ent storm of abuse may sweep his suc-
cessor out of office, but
Londoners, wholly overlooking a
very important matter in criticising the
police, really criticise themselves. In
howling against Scotland Yard they pro-
duce about as much effect as the dog
that bayed at the moon. They make
themselves uncomfortable, without serv-
ing any useful purpose. The real
trouble lies with the system which calls
a metropolitan police force into being
and which maintains such a system,
honeycombed with flaws and bound in
red tape. It is easy enough to abuse
Chief Commissioner Munro and his 14,-
000 men for not catching “Jack the
Ripper,” but it does not occur to the
public that the hands of the police
should be strengthened. At the Trafal-
gar square riots, so called, the crowds
treated the police with contempt. They
could do so fearlessly, knowing the pol-
ice had no power to resist, except by
force of muscle. Ilad the striking dock
laborers marched in the Westend during
the past month, for the purpose of sack-
ing the town, the police could have offer-
ed but little resistance, because they are
unarmed. London mobs do not fear the
police, bnt fear the troops. The fact is,
the London police as a body are not re-
spected. They aremot regarded as we
regard the police in America—as officers
of the law. In London the officers are
looked upon as public servants in the ac-
cepted English significance of the word
“gervant.” Individually, the men of the
force equal the best American or French
police. In a physical semse they are of-
ten superior: but they are hampered by
a system which, in some respects, is
amazingly stupid, to say the least. The
Londoner is accustomed to look upon a
policeman as a sort of outdoor butler or
overrunning footman, who under no cir-
cumstances, is to be intrusted with pow-
ers readily accorded to patrolmen in Am-
erican cities. Indeed, these powers are
not understood, and thus are not appre-
ciated. Here

THE METROPOLITAN POLICE FORCE,

is governed by a hybrid system, which
maybe briefly described. London taxpay-
ers furnish the money for its support,but
have “absolutely no voice in its control.
The supreme head of the metropolitan
police is actually the home secretary,
who is a member of the cabinet, and
corresponds to the American secretary of
state. The force is nominally under the
control of a chief commissioner, appoint-
ed by the home sccretary. The
commissioner'’s rules and regulations
must be approved by the home secretary,
before put into execution.

Last week, since the last Whitechapel
horror, the  commissioner decided to
have rubbersoles put on the boots of
constables; but he had to first obtain
permission from the home secretary to
carry out such an innovation. It is
called an innovation here, butin America
the police were furnished with rubber
soles, to their boots or at any
rate rubber heel’'s some years
ago. Imagine the police com-
missioners of Boston, New York or
Chicago having to send a requisition to
Washington for a supply of rubber boot
heels for their men, but when instituting
any comparison between English, French
and American police, this should be
clearly borne in mind. The French
police have the government behind them;
‘American police have the people behind
them, but English police have
no one behind them. I quote
the late chief commissioner of
police. In London the police are toler-
ated, but they are not backed up, to use
effective phrase, by Parliament, govern-
ment, public or magistrate. Ifa rough
assaults a policeman, he is let off with a
few shillings fine, although the police-
man may be badly bruised and battered.
In the United States the rough would
get a six months sentence. The London
police are unarmed ; they are instructed
to resort to force only in the last ex-
tremity, which generally means when
they are unable to defend themselves.
The London policeman who should at-
tempt to use anything like the force
frequently resorted to by an American
officer in making an arrest of a hard
character would be summoned by his
prisoner for assault. He would be re-
primanded by - a magistrate,
and probably fined and dismissed
from the force. Such cases are not rare
here. The great British fetish is the
liberty of the subject. It isan admirable
gentiment, but sometimes carried to
extremes. It is always carried toex-
tremes in the relation existing between
the police and the public.. Englishmen
refuse to arm the police or even furnish
them with the American clubs, because
they fear the liberty of the subject would
be “endangered. 'I'he policeman who
carries anything more formidable
than a dark lantern suggests to English-
men nothing short of police despotism.
Great astonishment is manifested
because the police never encountered
« Jack the Ripper ” at his work in any of
their walks abroad. Ilearn however, of
a reasonable suspicion entertained in
certain quarters, not a thousand miles
from Scotland Yard,to the effect that
the most fiendish of all Whitechapel
murders

WAS WITNESSED BY A POLICEMAN,
whose duty was to guard the very spot
where the murder occurred, but the con-
stable being wholly unarmed dared not
cope with the assassin who wielded the
fearful instrument of death in this case.
One of two things is true. The police-
man was either guilty of neglect of duty
by absenting himself from the place, or
his attention must have been attracted

to the hideous deed by certian circum-

stances which need not be repeated
here.

One curious police regulation is that
patrolmen must change beats every
month. American and other police offi-
cials with whom I have talked, natur-
ally regard this regulation as excessive-
ly stupid, and are unable, as everybody
else seems to be, to obtain any reason-
able explanation of its existence, In
America, for instance, a Boston patrol-
man is permanently assigned to a certain
beat, and is also instructed to make him-
self thoroughly acquainted with every
nook and corner of it, and as far as possi-
ble, with the appearance, at least, of
everybody residing upon it, but the Lon-
don “patrolmen are shifted every four
weeke. It is thus impossible for men to
acquire anything more than superficial
acquaintance with their respective dis-

such as Whitechapel, - they: must know
next to nothing of the characters there,
suspiciousor otherwise. In connection
with the last Whitechapel murder.the
policeman who discovered: the body un-
der the railway arch on Pinchin_street,
Tuesday morning, testified at the inquest
that he had been put upon that beat for
the first time only a few hours before.
The policeman who guarded the arch on
Tuesday morning after - the discovery,
told me that he knew nothing of White-
chapel, and had just been sent there
from Westminister, which is several
miles distant. Boston policemen are

the London constables are paid. There
are nearly 12,000 of these constables,and
more than half of them receive from £62
to £75 per year, while nearly - the whole
of the remainder get £78. The highest
pay of a constable, £83,is paid to only
66. Clothing is found for all ranks, or
money in place of it, at various rates,
from £5 to £15 per annum, the latter
sum, of course, being intended for the
officers of higher grades. The work of
the London police is 1aid down: in rigid
grooves, and the men’are not endowed
with discretionary ;powaers in import-
ant cases. On the other side of the At-
lantic, if a man is detailed to work up a
case, he ig furnished with the necessary
funds for expenses, and reliance is placed
upon his ability and discretion. ot s0
here, where a constable cannot move
without making a report. Tedious for-
malities are requiredjtoobtain 2 pence for
omnibus fare. 1n Whitechapel it is a
common thing for men and women to
be sprawling drunk or otherwise on the
pavement, and the police do not disturb
them. They are instructed not to dis-
turb them, but to

MERELY PASS THE PROSTRATE FORMS,

not always troubling even to turn the
light of a lantern upon them. In an
American city a policeman’s first duty is
to arouse a person discovered lying on
the pavement, and investigate matters.
A London i n in Whitechapel
passes along, heedless of a prostrate
form. “It's only another drunk,” he
reasons, “and I cannot interfere with
the liberty of the subject.” If, after going
backward and forward several times on
his beat, the constable sees the prostrate
form still lying in & shadow, and thinksit
is t'me to indulge in a mild investigation
at the risk of interfering with the liberty
of the subject, and if he then discovers
the prostrate form is a corpse with its
throat cut and body ripped apen,what can
he do? All he doesis merely to call assist-
ance and report the matter, adding thai
the body had been left there or the per-
son killed there, after he, the constable,
had made his previous ronnds. Such an
assertion is necessary for his own self-
protection, I think muchofthe marvell-
ous rapidity with which “J ack the Rip-
per” is said to do his work was imme-
diately followed, as we are told, by a
policeman’s discovery of the dead body:
This is explained away by the system on
which the patrol work is conducted. A
Whitechapel constable may declare he
found a body still warm, but his assertion

| does not prove the fact. Constables, even

in London, are but men, and the man
has yet to be found, conetable or not, who
is willing,unarmed, to face “Jack the Rip-
per,” and attempt to capture that un-
exampled wretch. It is asilly business
on the part of Londoners to rail against
the police whom they will notaid in any
practicle way. Itis a waste of time
and energy to condemn the (force with
sweeping criticisms. Scotland Yard I
understand, is painfully conscious of the
shortcomings of the department, but the
rime faults do not liein the Scotland
rard system. The faults are that a
cabinet officer governs the police, and
that the government will not properly
strengthen the resources of the force or
grant the privileges necessary to the best
police work. The public is afraid that
liberty ! of the subject will be interfered
with.” Yet when anything goes wrong
the public is furious. Questions are
asked in the House of Commons, but
nothing comes of the fuss. Nothing will
come of the present fuss, unless popular
criticism awakes. the popular mind, and
agitates for an act of Parliament, which
shall place the responsibility where it
belongs, giving the control of the police
to the proper authorities, ~Chief Com-
missioner Munro is a progressive man,
but isseriously hampered. After months
of persuasion he has just induced the
home secretary to adopt the Police sig-
nal system, with wagons and ambulances
such as are used in_Boston.
Boston man, Mr. Hyde Raust, in-
troduced the system ~here, and has
been trying for more than a year to con-
vince the authorities of its worth. The
home secretary finally consented a week
ago, urged by the excitement over the
dock strikes and the renewal of White-
chapel murders; but mills of authority
grind slowly here, whenever they grind
at all. The police question is the ques-
tion of the day. If mattersgoonin their
present course the fate of the ministry,
and not of the minister alone, may be
determined by public agitation on this
matter. At the present moment
the agitation is  beginning at
the wrong end. Popular indigna-
tion ‘is high because “Jack, the
Ripper” has not been discovered, and
because the police are absolutely with-
out a clew, and nothing is known of the
identity of thelast victim. The home se-
cretary refusesto offer rewards, and the
whole system is in a muddle. Mean-
while one wonders if the police can ren-
der any public service, hampered as they
are. Curcumloction in office is in full
blast. The British public reveres the
office and reviles the hampered police.
Parliament will not meet agaiu for
months. Meanwhile nothing will be
done but inveigh against Munro and
his men, and prate of the liberty of the
subject. This praise means in practice
liberty and protection of criminal
classes and brntal London roughs, but
it is the great British fetish.

THE HARBOR ‘COMMISSION SCHEME AND
THE GRITS.

Our esteemed contemporary the
Fredericton Capital has some timely
remarks on the defeat of the harbor
commission scheme last Tuesday in the
course of which it saysi—

We believe that the defeat of the
(Government commission idea i8 only a
tempoary one. Itis quite evident that
politics was the cause of the defeat,
judging by the attitude of the St. Jobn
press, the conservative papers favoring
the placing of the harbor under a com-
mission, while the Liberal papers op-
posed the commission project. Not-
withstanding the excellent missionary
work of the St. John Gazette, which
has ably assisted the Sun in the pro-
pogation of loyal Canadian and pro-
eressive 1deas, St. John is Stl]l anti-
British, anti-Canadian, and Grit right
up to the handle. We are very Sorry
for this, and disappointed. No doubt
the citizens of 8t John know their own
business best, and are the best juages of
what will *advance their interests; bqt
mere hostility to the Gov.ernment, of Sir
John Macdonald is no evideace of broad
progressive, large ideas. This seems
to be the leading J)rinmple in
&t. John politics, an a para-
mount feature -in _the impelling
forces which direct its local affairs; and
we venture to express our belief that
until the politics of the people of Saint
Johnas ngody rise to a higher plapeﬂmn
mere opposition to every enterprise cal-
culated to advance the ‘frospent_y of its
port and the wealth an prosperity of its
citizens, merely because some 80 called
*Tory” citizens will thereby get govern-
ment offices,then we say they have them-
selyes only to blame if the city does not
make as rapid progress as it should.

There is far too much trath in the Cap-
ital’s remarks although being a spectator
viewing the contest at a distance, there
are some features of it which the Capital
did not fully discern. If the writer for
the Capital had been in St. John he
would have known that in the Harbor
Commisson fight, it was not the Sun
wliich took the lead but the GAZETTE, and
{hat this paper took the field earlier and
las held it later than its highly favored
contemporary ‘Which steadily supporls
the Deminion Government. The
Sun has already abandoned
harbor commission; Trg GAZETTE has
not changed its views as to the desira-
bility of placing the harbor in commis-
sion, but it will loyally support any plan
of improvement which will place St. John
harbor in a proper position to do tl)fe
work required of it. In taking this posi-
tion Tue Gazerre has had no other aim
in view than to benefit St John and its
people. No one connected with it ex-
pects or desires a harbor commissioner-
ship, a gecretaryship or any other office,
or any contract or other benefit from
the scheme. Tue GAzETTE
advocated placing the harbor
in commission, because the Common
Council had done nothing for harbor
improvement for many years, and he-
cause there did not seem to be any
probabilily of our peopie being w illing to
assume the burthens which the expendi-
ture of sufficient money to improve the
harbor would entail upon them.

We must take issue with the Capital
in its assertion that St. John is still
« anti-British, - anti-Canadian and Grit
right up o the handle.” At
the next Dominion election when
we hope to have a candidate about whom
the loyal sentiment of St. John ean rally
we will show the world that St
John is not Grit, and is neither anti-
Jritish nor anti-Canadian. That such
things should be gaid about this city 1s,
however, a part of the penalty we pay for
having an annexationist and a hater of
British institutions to represent us in
Parliament.

{o fish in Buzzard’s Bay armed vessels
are sent after them, by the Mas-
sachusctts authorities and they are
attacked by cannon. Not many
days ago s Rhodé Island fishing
steamer was captured and towed into
a Massachusetts port. The reason
given for these violent proceedings
against the men of Rhode ITsland 1s that
the laws of Massachusetits are being
violated by them and that home fisher-
men should be protected. It seems that the
gentiment of the whole of Massachusetts
in regard to the depredations of the
Rhode Island men is quite unanimous.
They are “pirates’ and “thieves” and
deserving of the most severe treatment.
The sentiment is general in New
Bedford and other shore towns that
bloodshed may {follow any further de-
predations on the part [of the invaders-
Yet if the Massachusetts fishermen are
so jealous of the visits of the people of a
neighboring state to their fishing
grounds why should they encourage
their fishermen to violate the ishery
laws of Canada.

We are hearing a great deal about re-
ciprocity at present from our friends in
New England, who in giving their evi-
dence before the U. S. Senate Committee
have been almost unanimous in declar-
ing that reeiprocity with Canada would
be a good thing for them. It is not ne-
essary for our people to lay too much
stress on such utterancances. In former
times Canada has made strenuous
efforts to obtain reciprocal
trade relations with the
United States, in respect to natural pro-
ducts and raw material, but all
these efforts have failed,although strong-
ly supported in many quarters. The
people of Canada have always been will-
ing for such trade relations as these but
they have not been willing to have their
young manufacturing industries destroy-
ed by foreign monopolistsor to surrender
the controi of their tariff to
foreign power. If the people of
the United States have any desire
for reciprocity with us, let them proceed
to note negptiate on the basis of
the treaty - of 1854, a treaty
which was satisfactory to Canada
and which was only abrogated by the
American government at the instance of
a few spiteful politicians.

It is a notable proof of the decay into
which the Navy of the United States has
fallen, that such a fuss should be made
over the fact, that the new cruiser At-
lanta, did not fonnder in the late storm.

The Stirkbridge Mystey.

TIRKBRIDGE
was a small vil-
lage in one of the
midland coun-
ties., It was a
quiet, old fash-
ioned place, look-
ing clean and pic-
turesque with its
whitewashed
cottages, cob-
bly causeways,
quaint old church
and long stretch-
es of green sward bordering the road
upon which it stood. Half a mile be-
yond it was a small though thickly set
wood, belonging, as did the village it-
self, to Mr. Robert Brotherton, of The
Towers,

Mr. Brotherton was not popular in the
village. He was rarely at home in the
large house with the high tower, from
which the country could be seen for
miles around, situated at one end of
Stirkbridge, and which was his nominal
residence, and when he did occasionally,
for a few weeks, occupy The Towers, his
haughty manner to the villagers and the
indifference he displayed to the small
grievances in which they sometimes
wished to interest him, as their land-
lord, did not prepossess them in his fa-
vor.

For twenty years Mr. Brotherton, hav-
ing succeeded his father at the age of 85,
had owned The Towers and the estate
belonging to it, unwedded; and he had
come to be regarded as a confirmed
bachelor. - When at length it became
known that at the ripe age of 55 he was
about to marry, a considerable amount of
surprise and curiosity was manifested,
especially as the bride was rumored to be
a young foreign lady of great beauty.

e marriage never came off. ‘'On the
morning preceding the day on which Mr.
Brotherton should have proceeded from
Btirkbridge to London to claim his bride
he was found dead in Stirkbridge wood.

The sleepy old village was roused to a
ferment of excitement, especially when
day after day passed without bringing
the discovery of any clew to the murderer.
That the act had not been suicidal was

roved by the fact that the wound which
been the cause of the death was such
as could nof have been self inflicted. In
spite of the unpopularity of the victim,
the utmost interest was evinced in the
steps taken bj{tHe authorities for the de-
tection and capture of the perpetrator of
the crime. But he remained at large,
unpunished, his crime one of those
mysterious deeds which now and again
baffle the most strenuous efforts of the
police, and by and by Stirkbridge, be-
coming unable to extract fresh matter
for discussion from the subject, let it
drop, relapsing into its former condition
of bucolic tranquillity.

Twenty years passed, bringing with
them few changes to the village. The
owner of The Towers now was a nephew
of the late Mr, Brotherton, who had in-
herited the whole of his uncle’s proper-
ty. He never resided at The Towers,

a country life, and, unlike Mr.
Brotherton, he was accustomed to let
t%e house. The last tenant, who had
noéw been in possession more than five
years, had taken the place on a long
lease. He was not an Englishman—no
one knew exactly what his nationality
was, some saying Spanish, some Italian
—but his English was tolerably well
spoken, he having in boyhood lived
much in England. He was, in appear-
ance, except for the remarkable brillian-
cy of his dark, deep set eyes, an old man,
gray haired, hollow cheeked, wrinkled
and bent in form. His manner of living
was plain in the extreme. The Towers
was a large house, and during its occu-
pation by other tenants it had possessed
a large staff of servants, but Mr. Straugh-
nessy employed only three—a house-
keeper, a housemaid and a page, with
occasional help from a village gardener.
He lived in almost hermit like se-
clusion, never, except for an infre-
quent early morning ramble through
the wood, or when wupon certain
stated occasions he left Stirkbridge
for the day, being seen outside his
grounds, and refusing admittance to all
visitors. He was considered odd, eccen-
tric, “a bit touched,” by the villagers,
though Mrs. Driffield, his housekeeper,
said he seemed sane enough, a litile per-
haps because of the strictness with which
he preserved his seclusion, but chiefly be-
cause of a strange habit they had learnt
from his servants he indulged in.

The largest room in The Towers was a
long, low apartment, from which a nar-
row winding staircase led to the tower,
which had been built to satisfy a whim
of old Mr. Brotherton’s, the murdered
man’s father. In this room Mr. Straugh-
nessy spent the greater part of his time,
and since his occupation of the house no
one but himself had been allowed within
i, he locking the door both upon enter-
ing and leaving it. Such a proceeding
could scarcely fail to arouse some curi-
csity, particularly in a place like Stirk-
