BRUISED AND BURNED.

John Spence Dies From Injuries Re-
ceived on Friday Night—His Clothes
Took Fire.

THE CITY _IES_ESSIEIT.

The publication of the accounts of the
city shows that there has been the gross-
est kind of mismanagement; extrava-
gance and over expenditures, during the
past year. Just how far members of the
Common Council are responsible for, this
it is difficult to say, but there is no doubt
that the civic officials and the council
are conjointly responsible for the large
increase in expenditure.

ducts and manufacturers, but this one-
sided trade cannot be wholly satisfactory
to the latter, especially when they note
that it has been forced upon them for at
least as satisfactory a trade in thesame
materials with nearer neighbors pre-
pared to accept something else than
cash in exchange. It speaks volumes
for the devotion of the %eople of the
Maritime Provinces to British and
Canadian ideas, that, during the recent
election for the Dominion, they generally
refused to endorse the policy of the Lib-
eral party. Doubtless there were many
amongst them who failed to admit as
correct the claims of the supporters of
that policy that by its adoption material
advantages would be gained for this as
well as other parts of Canada. But it
cannot be gainsaid that the discrimina-
tion in favor of the United States as
against the Mother Country involved in
the scheme, and the belief that the ad-
justment of the tariffs between the
neighboring countries would tend
the g&litical absorption of Canada into
the Republic, were very powerful fac-
tors in favor ot canvassers for the Con-
servative party.

We desire in passing to direct atten-
tion to the fact that Mr. Jack admits
that unrestricted reciprocity would have
involved a discrimination in favor of
the United States and against the
mother country. This admission is
important because the Liberal leaders
and newspapers in St. John sought to

crimination. Mr. Jack is not so happy
in his references to the course of trade.
It is quite true that Charles
La Tour traded with the people of
Boston occasionally and in a small way,
but his principal trade was always with
France just as our principal and most
profitable trade is with the mother
country. The suggestion that the Mari-
time provinces have nothing but “dulse
and alewives” to sell the people of the
upper provinces is calculated to cause
people to distrust Mr. J ack’s knowledge
or his candor. Why does he say that
wthere are few things which the Maritime
Provinces produce from their soil or ob-
tain from their waters, and there is
almost nothing which they manufacture
which the upper portions of Canada re-
quire?” We have in mind two articles,
coal and fish, which are very largely
exported from the Maritime Provinces,
and of which the people of the upper
provinces require a great deal. As for
manufactures, the Maritime Provinces
sell largely in certain lines to the upper
provinces, and will doubtless sell more.
It is not true, therefore, that the trade
between Ontario and Quebec and the
Maritime Provinces is “one sided” or
that the upper provinces will take no-
thing from us but cash in exchange
for their goods. The trade with
the upper provinces is not so one sided
as was the trade of New Brunswick with
the United States under the old recipro-
city treaty, for if Mr. Jack had been a
reader of the Gazerre he would have
seen that during the eleven full years
that that treaty was in existence the
value of goods we imported from the
United States was more than three
imes as great as the value of the goods

necessary to complete the farce for the
assessors to cut down the cost of asses-
sing and collecting below the actual re-
quir ts. For i the actual
amount to be added to the assessment
for meeting the cost of assessing, and
collecting should be not less than eight
per cent. Instead of adding this amount
the assessors may do as they have done
in the past, add a less percentage for the
purpose of keeping down the total assess-
ment.
