RETIRING AMBASSADOR.

Bellamy Storer Declines to Make Any
Statement Regarding Grounds
For Recall.

Vienna, March 29.—The retiring Am-
erican ambassador to Austra-Hungary,
Bellamy Storer, returned here from
Egypt to-day. In an interview with
the correspondent of the Associated
Press on the subject of his recall, he
said: “My resignation was requested
on Mearch 6th in a telegram from the
presiGent, and was sent in March T7th.
I have not seen what the newspapers
have been saying, as I have been ill
and not been allowed to receive
newspapers or letters. I am not going
to resume charge of the embassy. Mr.
Rives will remain charge d’affaires.”

Mr. Storer when informead of the gist
of the reports in circulation concern-
ing the reasons for his recall, declined
to comment upon them or to say any-
thing about the grounds for his recall
or Mrs. Storer’s alleged actions in
church matters.

BOILER EXPLOSION.

Two Men Killed at Mill in the Province
of Quebec.

Montreal, March 29.—Reports receiv-
ed in the city to-day give details of one
of the worst accidents that has oc-
curred in the northern Quebec lumber
district in recent years. The accident
cccurred in Arundel, Que., about five
o’clock yesterday evening. The men
were all at work in the mill when a
large boiler exploded, killing two men
and seriously injured a third.
cead are Hugh Wade and Douglas
Wade, sons of the proprietor. A work-
man named Milet who was standing
near by was badly injured.
Wade boys were at work in the engine
room. So great was the force of the
explosion that Douglas Wade was
blown through a window and into the
Rouge river, a distance of thirty feet.
He was instantly killed. Hugh Wade’s
body was terribly mangled and he died
about two hours after the accident.
The mill was completely demolished.

Proposes Commission.

Washington, D. C., March 30.—Presi-
dent Roosevelt to-day authorized the
publication of two ‘telegrams received
by him last night. They came from
John H. Wilder, a chairman of the’bi-
tuminous Coal Operators’ Association
at Indianapolis, and the other from
John -Mitchell, president of the United
Mine Workers of America, and Mr.

TRIBES WIPED OUT.

Natives of Northern Asia Preferred In-

stant- Death to Slow Starvation.
St. Petersburg, March 30.—Horrid ac-
‘ counts are reaching St. Petersburg of
cannibalism and starvation among tribes
inhabiting the frozen Arctic plain of the
Chukchis peninsula, at the extreme
northern part of Asia.

Most of the reindeer died of starvation
during the  winter of 1904-5, leaving
inhabitants without means of communi-
cation or food. During the past winter
whole tribes have died and members of
the Omoclons and Oloiya  tribes, when
facing starvation, assembled in council
and decided that nothing remained but
death. They agreed that cach head of a
family should kill his wife and children
and then commit suicide. The tribesmen
gathered on a plateau covered with snow
and ice and in the darkness of the Arctic
winter the Spartan decision was executed,
not a single member of the two tribes
surviving.

More revolting still is the story of what
occurred in a family of the Yukahir
! tribes. A mother and nine of her chil-
dren having died of hunger, the father, a
surviving daughter and a nephew lived
upon the remains, and when they were
consumed the father murdered the

nephew.

REFORM IN MOROTCO

German  Officials Claim They Have
Checked- Development of French
Political Réforms.

Algeciras, . Spain, March ' 31.—The
committee of the conference on Mor-
occan reforms reached an agreement
on ali points. This agreement will be
sanctioned at the plenary session of
the conference this afternoon, i

The division and the policing of the
ports of Morocco was arranged as fol-
lows: Spain polices Tetuan and Lar-
aché, a Franco-Spanish mixed police
will be established at Casa Blake and
Tangier, and a Frefich police force at
once will have charge of Mogador,
Saffi,, Mastagan and Rabat. This gives
France four Atlantic ports. The dura-
tion of this police agreement was fixed
at five years.

The settlement of the question of the
State Bank of Morocco gives France
three shares, including these of the
French syndicate. The othér nations
have one share. Four bank supervi-
sors will be appointed by the Bank of
England, the Bank of France, the Im-
perial Bank of Germany and the Bank
of Spain.

In face of the diplomatic re-
sistance of France, Great Britain,
Italy, Spain and Russia, the Germans
throughout the long controversy have
been compelled to recognize that they
have not & friend in Europe except
Austria.

Respecting Morocco itself, Germany
has secured equal trade for the future
and has checked for some years the
development of French political. de-
signs.

The losses sustained by Germany,
and they are deemed great ones by
those who are opposed te her Moroc- |
can: policy, are that a reconciliation
with France has been delayed indefin-
itely, while Franc-and -Grat Britain
have been. presséd closely together in
their mutual ‘dislike of Germany.

The conviction is strengthened that
Germany must continue to develop her
navy in order to be safe in future in-
ternational discussions, and Germany's
determination to avoid the ruin of war
is increased.

Temporary Relief.

London, March 31.—Although amtici-
pated for a fortnight, the successful
outcome of the Algeciras conference on
Moroccan reforms brought great relief
to England, as during the past year,
the Moroccan question was the only
one to cause serious misgivings to the
peace of Europe.

The agrecment is considered to be a
victory for France, who retains the
preponderance of influence on the
financial affairs of the empire, and
loses little of what she demanded with
respect to the policing of the country
for, while another of the powers sup-
porting her policy, the diplomats at
Tangier are not likely to interfere
much with the Franco-Spanish officers.
While Great Britain opposed the con-
ference until France had agreed to it,
it is now realized the meeting of the
delegates served a useful object in ce-
menting the Anglo-French entente and
dissipating the belief held in many con-
tinental states that Great Britain
would only support her friend when it
was to her own interest. On the other
hand it assures Great Britain that she
Is not involved with a dangerous ag-
gressive power. As to the future the
foreign office is not so optimistic, the
officials’looking upon the agreement as
merely a temporary relief that ‘stops
aggressive action, but does not prevent
the interested nations continuing to
strengthen their oppositions until
either feels strong enough to take
without parly what it failed to secure
through diplomatic channels.

FIGHT FOR LIFE.

Thrilling Experience of a
Aeronaut at Chicago.

French

Chicago, 111, April 2,—Battling with
wdverse currents of air which were
blowing him directly in front of an
[ilinois Central express train as he
descended five thousand feet from a
balloon to the earth in a flimsy para-
chute, William Mattery, a French
aeronaut, yesterday fought for his life
while five thousand people witnessed
the struggle. He swung himself back
and forward on his little trapeze, kick-
ed and made every effort possible to
swerve his parachute -away from the
path of the train. Suddenly the para-
thute sank quickly to the ground just
as the train rushed by. The parachute
was crushed but Mattery, by fdnging
rimself from it at the last moment, had
sscaped death under the engine by two
feet. He rolled down an embankment
and arose physically unhurt, but was
iuffering from the strain of the battle
through which he had passed.

TRUSTEES REPORT

On Affairs of the Mutual Life Insur-
an®e Company—Cause of
Trouble.

New York, March 31.—The special
committee of ‘the trustees of the Mu-
tual Life Insurance Company appoint-
ed to examine into the company’s af-
fairs made public its first report to-
day. The committee finds that its in-
vestigation thusg far leads it to believe
that the troubles which have befallen
the Mutual Life Company cen all be
more or iess directly traced to the am-
bition of the management to equal or
exceed all others in the amount of in-
surance it should write and majntain,
furthered by its other and possibly con-
trolling desire to be one of the greatest
financial powers of this country.

The company’s foreign business, the
report sets forth, has been conducted
with the same ambition in view, and
the general management of the foreign
agencies is criticized. The committee
believes that the most practical means
of reducing the undue cost of new busi-
ness-is by placing a limit on such, and
to this end it endorses the recommen-
dation of the insurance investigating
committee limiting new business to
$150,000,000 per year.

The committee says it is adviged that
such of -the company’s funds as were
donated- for political or campaign pur-
poses were unlawfully disbursed and
recovery can be had in behalf of the
company from these officers or trustees
responsible therefor. The ecommittee
understands from the president that
he has already consulted counsel with
regard to what legal steps be taken to
secure the recovery of these moneys,
and that he will act accordingly.

ELGIN’S EXPLANATION.

Text of Colonial Secretary’s Telegram
to the Governor of Natal.

London, March 30.—Lord Elgin, the
colonial secretary, announced in the
House of Lords to-day that the ‘gov-
ernment had received explanatory tele-
grams from Natal and that it had been
decided to leave the colonial govern-
ment freedom of action in. regard to
the execution of the rebelious native.

The colonial secretary said that a
telegram had been sent to Pietermar-
itzburg stating that the home govern-
ment had no idea of interference with
the action of the responsible govern-
ment of Natal,r and that, in the light
of the information mow furnished, the
government recognized that the decis-
ion on the question rests entirely with
the governor and ministers, of Natal.
Lord Elgin’s dispatch to the gover-
nor of Natal expresses satisfaction
with the governor’s explanation that
steps were taken to examine the evi-
dence and to establish conclusively the
guilt of each individual prisoner. The
dispatch says: ‘“His Majesty’'s govern-
ment never had any intention to inter-
fere with the government of Natal or
to prevent the governnor exercising his
prerogatives, but in view of the pres-
ence of British troops in the colony,
the imperial goveriment was in duty
bound to obtain precise information
with reference to martial law cases
with regard to which an act if indemn-4
ity must be ultimately a%sented to by
the crown. In the light of informa-
tion now furnished His Majesty’'s gov-
ernment recognizes that decision of
this grave matter rests in the hands
of your ministers and yourself.” Lord
Elgin concludes with an expression of
regret that detailed information was
not given earlier,

The constitutienal question involved
in the imperial intervention is a mat-
ter which the government of Natal
considered to be exclusively under its
jurisdiction, was the main subject of
discussion in to-day’s meeting of the
British cabinet.

GOVERNMENT'S SURRENDER.
Campbell-Bannerman Announces
‘Will Support Bill Introduced By
Labor Party.

London, March 30.—The-government
has surrendered to the Labor party on
the trades dispute bill, and Premier
Campbell - Bannerman himself, an-
nounced in the House of Commons this
afternoon that he would support the
bill introduced by the Labor party ‘in
opposition to the government measure.
He advised the House to accept the
bill of the Labor party which then
came up for its second reading.

It provides complete immunity for
trade union funds, but otherwise is
practically a duplicate of the govern-
ment’s measure.

IE FAMINE IN JAPAN.

Distress Is Very Severe, but Some Re-
ports Have Been Exaggerated.
T i

Tokio, March 31.—A careful examination
of conditions in’ the ‘famine - districts
makes it clear that, whilé the distress is
very severe, there has been considerable
exaggeration in some of the accounts.
The deaths that can be directly traced to
starvation- are practically nil. In addi-
tion to the great crop shortage, which in
some places was only 2 per cent. on the
average; the winter was exceptionally
severe, and this resulted in’a considerable
.mortality among the aged. Yet the
‘death rate in these disiricts was not
abnormally high, though it probably
wculd have been far greafer had it nof
been for the generous subscriptions so

“promptly sent, especially from the United

States. Ope thing ‘that every Subscriber
may be assured of is that every cent was
judiciously expended.

The distress of the famine 'districts, will
last until October, but the- acute stage
will be passed by June, when other crops
will bé harvested.

The severity ~of the ordeal through
which the peoplé have passed will hardly

.be realized by those accustomed to a

higher standard of comfort. Eight feet
of snew covered the wide tracts of the
country where the helpless people and
their hungry' children cowered in their
slimy hovels.

The heads of counties and the heads of
villages gave their cordial and gratuitous
co-operation to relief work. The Japan-

‘ese government has not left the work of

‘relief to foreign charity, but has started
relief works throughout the districts.
These, while providing remunerative em=
ployment, will permanently benefit the
country at ' large. Large quantities of
hardtack brought back fromi Manchuria
have been sent to the famineé districts.

THE RESCUED MINERS.
One of Men Tells of Experiences Fol-
lowing Explosion in French
Colliery.

Lens, France, March 30.—Nemi, one
of the fourteen men who were rescued
to-day from the mine: at - Courierier
after being entombed nearly three
weeks, describes their imprisonment as
follows:

“After the explosion I gropped my
way about, stumbling over bodies and
seeking refuge from the gases. I
found some comrades sheltered in a
remote nich. We ate earth and . bark
for eight days, and then these provis-
ions gave out.

“We continued to grope among the

‘bodies, seeking an outlet from our pri-

son, but were forced back time after
‘We found some hay which we
ate, and two days after we found a
dead horse, which we cut up and ate
with the hay and bark. We suffered
most from want of water. Finally we
became desperate, and separated into
three parties and communicated with
each ether by shouts. :

“Last night we felt a draft of fresh
air, which finally guided us to an open-
ing.”

The doctors have forbidden the sur-
vivors to 'do any further talking.
Nemi's father arrived at the hospital
soon after the rescue become known,
and a touching ‘scene followed. Crowds
of people Surrounded the hospital
where the escaped men are being
treated.

The surviving miners are sturdy
young miners, from 17 to 25 years of
age, except their leader, Henri Nemy,
who is 38 years old. Although by
reason of the terrible effects of their
experince, being emaciated, exhausted
and blinded, their rescue caused tem-
porary nervous lucidity, during which
they greeted their relatives and gra-
phically detailed their sufferings.

There were touching scenes as wives
and mothers greeted those whom they
had long given up as dead.

The rescue of these thirteen men
roused the hopes'in many families that
others are alive, and the relatives of
those whose bodies have not been re-
covered clamorously demanded that
efforts be redoubled to bring out any
possible survivors.

There is a report that in addition to
the thirteen men who were brought
out ¢f the mine to-day there were five
others who came with them almost to
the kottom of the pit, but were unable
to come further on account of their
exhaustion.

The total number of men missing
after the catastrophe was 1,252. The
bodies recovered approximately numb-
ered 500, and there are still unaccount-
ed for approximately 700.

The engineers explain that smoulder-
ing timbers prevented them from ex-
ploring remote passages of the mine,
where it is though there could be no
survivors. The mine owners also as-
sert that the strike of miners reduced
the number of rescuers available. Many
engineers and scientists agree that all
in the mine must have died long ago.
Engineer Lauzr, however, dissents, as-
serting that the salvage work has been
deplorably inefficient, and he believes

J. B. Hobson, accompanied by his
private secretary, F. R. Luce, has ar-
rived in the city from the IZast, where
he has been engaged in connection with
-the interesting of capital in the im-
mense undertaking which he has plan-
ned for bringing a water supply to the
property of the Cariboo Hydraulic
Company. His efforts have been en-
tirely successful and he is now in a
position to push the work to comple-
tion. Mr. Hobson will remain in charge
of the work at the property, this, it is
understood, being one of* the condi-
tions of the capital being furnished.
He is necessarily very busy now get-
ting ready to open the operations with
the beginning of spring. About a week
will probably be spent in the city in
business necessary to the undertaking
and then Mr, Hobson will leave for
Cariboo to take active steps in connec-
tion with the work.

Some idea of the greatness of this
undertaking is to be derived from the
fact that Mr. Hobson will employ dur-
11 g the whole summer about 600 men.
More than this number will be given
work if they can be found.

This engineering scheme, which has
before been referred to in the Times, is
one of which Mr. Hobson has himself
worked out all the details. It involves
seventeen miles of canal and pipe
lines to cdrry the water from Spanish
lake, where an unlimited supply is to
be derived. The canal will he 21 feet
wide by six .feet in depth. There will
be required to carry the line across the
Quesnelle river a large. quantity of
steel pine system 40 inches in diam-
eter. One year from this coming sum-
mer Mr. Hobson expects to have the
water delivered by means of this sys-
tem.

The whole work has been carefully
estimated by Mr. Hobson to cost about
$500,000 for the delivery of 5,000 miners’
inches.

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CANNOT BE ANSWERED.

The friends of the McBride govern-
ment persist in calling attention to the
Kaien Island case, although it would
appear the part of discretion for them
to let the matter drop until they are
forced by additiona! revelations and
exposures to take cognizance of it. .

We have asked some guestions which
have not been, znd cannot be, an-
swered. We repeat them, not in the
hope that satisfactory replies will be
given or attempted, but simply to di-
rect attention anew to one of the most
scandalous transactions of which there
8 any record in the history of Can-
adian affairs.

The government, through its organ
in this city, claims that the method
by which the ten thousand acres of
land on Kaien Island was conveyed to
the Grand Trunk Pacific at a cost to
the company of one dollar an acre was
the only means by which the deal could
be carried out, owing to the experience
of the railway officials with Eastern
politicians. We ask whether the Chief
Commissioner or the Premier ever at-
tempted to deal directly with the offi-
cials of the Grand Trunk Pacific Rail-
way Company with reference to the
question of land for terminal purposes?
If neither the Premier nor the Chief
Commissioner attempted to opén direct
communication with the officiais of the
Grand Trunk Pacific Railway Com-
pany, how do they know that Mr.
Morse and his company were averse
to an open, honest and direct review
of the situation as it affected the pro-
vince and the railu:ay company, and
were not ready and willing to discuss
and arrive at an arrangement which
would have been profitable alike to the
company and to the province, and
which would have averted all the ro-
toriety which is likely to be more or
less prejudicial to the company’s inter-
ests in this province as a business in-
sitution?

Were the company not given to un-
derstand that Messrs. Anderson and
Larsen were the accredited agents of
the provincial government, empowered
to enter into negotiations with the
Grand Trunk Pacific Railway Com-
pany for the purpose of securing the
terminus of the new line at Kaien Isl-
and?

Messrs. Anderson and Larsen being
admittedly the agents of the govern-
ment, why were they appointed as
accredited agents, and why was such
an extraordinary and unprecedented
course taken in order to procure the
location of the terminus of the Grand
Trunk Pacific Railway at Kaien Isl-
and?

Were Messrs. Anderson and Larsen
men of such standing and character in
British Columbia, men who could be
depended upon to discharge the high
office of plenipoteritiaries extraordinary
for the people with: an honest and
conscientious regard for the public
rights—gentlemen who would nobly
and disinterestiedly thrust aside any
opportunities which appeared to pre-
sent themselves of turning their unique
position to private advantage—
that they should have been entrusted
with powers invariably and properly
vested in governments? Why were
Messrs. Anderson and Larsen, above
all the reputable men of affairs in Bri-
tish Columbia, and out of it, selected
and set apart upon a pinnacle of re-
sponsibility as the agents of the gov-
ernment in this important matter?
This is one point that has never been
explained, but has invariably been
passad over in ministerial excuses for
the peculiarities of the Kaien Island
deal.

And, if it is a fact that Messrs. An-
derson and Larsen were acting for the
government, and not for themselves,
in the Kaien Island land transaction,
how can the fact be accounted for that
an instrument was executed under
which the Grand Trunk Pacific Rail-
way Company consented to pay to
Messrs. Anderson and Larsen forty
thousand dollars in addition to the ten
thousand dollars the government was
to receive for the land?

Why is it that the Grand Trunk Pa-
cific Railway Company is willing to
pay Indians $7.50 an acre for land con-
tiguous to Kaien Island, although the
government maintains that one dollar
an acre is a good price for land on the
island, the point upon which one of
the large cities of the Pacific Coast
will \in a few years be situated?

There are many other extraordinary
futures in connection with this inex-
plicable deal or scandal that will re-
ceive attention in due time. But
enough has been disclosed to warrant
the assertion that an administration
80 lost to all sense of duty to the pub-
lic, so shameless in its effrontery con-
sidering the nature of the revelations
of which it has been the subject, would
not have been permitted to remain in
power in any other province of the Do-
minion for one day after the expos-
ures had been made. We make this
assertion advisedly, with a full knowl-
edge of the responsibility that rests
upon those in authority in submitting
such matters to the constituencies for
final judgment.

PROTECTION AGAINST
OURSELVES.

We believe it will be necessary one
of these days for somé tender-natured
and large-hearted lover of his kind ‘to
organize a Society for the Protection
of the Human Race. If some thought-
less or callous individual sins against
a horse, a cow, a dog, or even a
chicken, the sharp eye of a member
of the Society for the Prevention of
Cruelty to Animals threatens him, the

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hand of authority is lald upon h!m
and he is haled before a judge or a
‘magistrate and held to account for his
acts. A few days ago a company of
Montreal ‘“‘sports” were heavily fined
for indulging in the cruel sport ‘of
cock-fighting. We have our doubts
about the game being excessively

cruel, because there is no doubt that |

game cocks delight in foemen worthy
of their steel spurs. But nature did’
not endow chickens of pedigree and of
the male sex with a gveapon of offence
for the purpose of furnishing a holiday
for the men of Montreal or any other
place, consequently cock-fighting is a
perversion - of the natural order of
things and ought to be put down.

A few weeks ago a young man was
killed in a California prize ring. The
victim, on promise of rew‘ard, under-
took to furnish amusement for a select
company by giving an exhibition of
human combativeness, skill as a
fighter, and endurance. He was com-
pletely overcome by a stronger, health-
ier or luckier antagonist. That was
evident early in the ceonibat, but the
admirers of the “manly art’” either did
not know this or they wanted the
“worth of their money” 4in sport. So
the victim was encouraged to stand up
and submit to a beating which ended
in his death. A case of a similar char-
acter has been reported in Canada,
even from Toronto, which claims to be
the centre of all that is worthy of
emulation in this highly civilized coun-
try of ours. Neither the Toronto pat-
rons of amateur boxing nor the pro-
fessional pugilists of California intend-
ed that any of the men who catered to
their highly rational forms of amuse-
ment should be killed. They simply
hoped to see some of the contestants
“put to sleep’”’—that is pummelled into
insensibility, which is a ciose enough
imitation of death by violence, or ‘“mis-
adventure,” to satisfy their appetite
for excitement of a certain kind. The
incidents mentioned, it will be con-
tended, were merely accidents, and
accidents will happen in all exercises in
which manly young fellows contest for
supremacy. Just so. But if ardent
youth is sq carried away by a desire
to excel that it does not know the right
time to put a period to its gentle play-
fulness, then we say, a Society for the
Frevention of Cruelty to Human Ani-
mals should be formed. Its represent-
atives should be present at all func-
tions of a pugilistic character, as it
appears the law cannot be so fashion-
ed as to stop such entertainments, and
i? they acted as zealously as the repre-
sentatives of the Society for the Pre-
vention of Cruelty to Animals do,
prize-fighting as a means of gain for
lazy men and as a form of entertain-
men for other kinds of men would
soon be out of vogue.

TWAIN ON THE CZAR.

We wonder what Mr. W. T. Stead,
the professed friend of the down-trod-
den and the oppressed and the real
friend of the Czar of Russia, will think
when he reads what Mark Twain, the
Grand Old Man of American literature,
has been saying about the Russian
monarchy and its doings. Some Mus-
covitch refugees, recently arrived,
were holding a demonstration in New
York to mark their disapproval of the
manner in which the affairs-of their
Fatherland are being conducted under
the new form of government, called
constitutional, which has veen vouch-
safed them by the “Great White
Czar,” sometimes also called the “Little
Father,” to distinguish him from the
Great Father on High, of whom His
Majesty has the presumption to con-
sider himself the earthly representa-
tive. The demonstrators asked Mark
Twain to say something appropriate to
the occasion. The years are accumu-
lating upon the head of Mark, and he
is naturally not quite so active as he
was a score or two-score years ago.
Therefore he addressed the meeting in
a communication, with the sentiments
of which we cordially agree, as follows:

“My sympathies are with the Rus-
sian revolution, of course. It goes
without saying. I hope it will succeed
and now that I have talked with you,
I think and believe it will
ment by falsified promises, by lies, by
treacheries and by the butcher Kknife,
for the aggrandizement of a single frail
family of drones and its idle and vici-
ous kin has been borne quite long
enough in Russia. I should think, and
it is to be hoped, that the roused na-
tion now rising in its strength will
promptly put an end to it and set up
Some of us,
even of the white headed, may live to
see the blessed day when czars ahnhd
grand dukes will be as scarce as I
trust they are in heaven.”

SETTLE DIFFERENCES

BETWEEN CANADA .
AND UNITED STATES

‘Washingtor, D. C., March 31.—Con-
vinced that reciprocity treaties with
Great - Britain for the establishment of
close relations between the TUnited
States and Canada are oeut of the ques-
tion at this time, Secretary of State
Root has determined to abandon the
tariff question for the present, and is
busying himself with other matters of
vital interest to the United States and
Canada in the hope of settling points of
difference which bade fair to be settled
by the joint high commission when the
Klondike gold rush caused the nego-
tlations to be broken off suddenly.

A canvass of the senate, persuaded
Secretary Root that reciprocity would
not be considered at this session of
congress, As the state department is
under obligations to secure concessions
for Germany in return for the favor
shown the United States by‘permittlng
this country to remain among the fav-
ored nations, Secretary Root feels that
it would not be wise to undertake other
tariff propositions at a time when
legislators seem so little inclined to
tariff changes. Moreover, the demand
for reciprocity between the United
States and Canada does not exist to
the degree that it did when. the joint
high commission began the consider-
ation of the subject in 1898. Canadians
have cooled in their ardor, and do not
show any great desire to have Ameri-
can manufactured articles admitted at
a low rate in exchange for Canadian
raw materials,

It is believed that Secretary R oot and
Governor-General Crey of Canada will
make public some interesting plans for
the settlement of differences between
Canada and the United States in their
addresses at the Pilgrim’s dinner in

"New York to-night.

The preservation of Niagara Falls is
perhaps the most interesting of the
new international problems which have
developed since 1898, Canada has shown
a disposition to co-operate with the
United States in preventing the diver-
sion of the water from the falls and
the report of the international water-
ways commission will doubtless form
the basis for a treaty to protect them.
President Roosevelt has supplemented
the efforts of the state department in
this matter, and its early consideration
may be expected.

The joint high commission is not
likely to be revived for the considera-
tion of Canadian and American affairs.
Negotiations will be conducted by Sec-
retary Root and Sir Henry Mortimer
Durand, the British ambassador, with
the co-operation of some representa-
tive of the Canadian government. Lit-
tle difficulty is expected in framing
treaties. The refusal of Canadians to
rermit American fishermen to buy bait
in British territory and other restric-
tions, regarded as unjust by fishermen
from the United States, caused the
state department to have the bureau of
fisheries to send the steamer Grampus
into the waters along the east Cana-
dian coast to make a full investigation
of the fishing industry. The bureau
has reported to Secretary Root and it
is believed that this information will
enable the United States to discover
the source of the alleged wrongs suf-
fered by New England fishermen who
visit Newfoundland, New Brunswick
and Nova ‘Scotian waters. It has al-
ways been charged by American fisher-
men that they do not enjoy the priv-
ileges in waters adjacent to the British
island which are assured of the laws
of nations regardless of treaties.

Seal fishing in Behring sea and the
North Pacific is another subject in dis-
pute between Canada and the United
States which demands settlement.

After the United States acquired Al-
aska it attempted to prevent the
siaughter of seals in Behring sea. The
seizure of British vessels by the United
States resulted in international en-
tanglements and the Paris tribunal of
arbitration decided against the United
The regulations then made to
protect the seals have proved inade-
quate and their number has decreased
rapidly.

Other subjects considered by the
joint high commission which will
doubtless be taken up again by Seec-
retary Root are: Provisions for the
transit of merchandise in transporta-
tion to or from either country across
intermediate territoryv of the other
whether by land or water, transit of
merchandise from one country to be
delivered at points in the other beyond
the frontier, alien labor laws applicable
to the subjects or citizens of the Unit-

of

of the subjects or citizens of each
country within the territory of the
other, the provisions of the agreement
of 1897 respecting naval vessels on the
Great Lakes, provisions for the convey-
#nce for trial or punishment of persons
in the lawful custody of officers of one
country through the territory of the
other, reciprocity in wrecking and sal-
vage rights.

After the aggravation of the Alas-
kan boundary dispute by the great gold
finds in the disputed territory it be-
¢ame clear to the joint high commis-
sloners that they could not settle the
many questions entrusted to them. Sec-
retary Hay negotlated a modus vivendi
which prevented serious trouble over
the disputed boundary and under

which the two countries lived until the.

treaty of January 24th, 1903, created a
mixed +tribunal which settled the
boundary.

THE NATAL SITUATION.

Dispatches Received in London Pro-
testing Against the Action
of Lord Elgin.

London, March 31.—The storm
aroused by the Natal affair has in no
way ‘subsided. The newspapers this
morning are full of dispatches from the
colonies protesting against the action
of Lord Elgin and sympathizing with
the Natal government, and the promin-
ent men connected with = the colonies
who have been interviewed all depre-
cate what they term the government’s
hasty and ill-advised action. Even the
government's- supporters appear to find
themselves hard pressed to justify Lord
Elgin’s action.

FARRELL’S NEW: POSITION.

Former Assistant to President of
Great Northern Takes Post
Under Harriman.

Seattle, Wn., March 31.—The Post-
Intelligencer to-day says that' J. D.
Fairell, former assistant to the presi-
dent of the Great Northern railway
and the president of the Great North-
ern Steamship Company, will affiliate
with Harriman in a position analogous
to the one held by him with the Great
Northern. Official announcement has
not yet been made, but it is expected
soon.

JEALOUS MAN’'S ACT.

Murdered Upholster, Wounded Woman
and Then Ended His Own Life.

New York, March 31\.—-In an insane
fury caused by jealousy James Ahearn,
34 years old, a cabman, shot and in-
stantly killed James Black, 54 years
old, an upholsterer,- in his flat at 229
East Sixty-Third street early to-day,
probably fatally wounded Mary Woods,
30 years old.

A CHANGE IS BEING
MADE AT CHEMAINUS

Owners of Big Sawmill Have Reached

Important Decision With llgard
to Labor. :

S - e

Some time ago the announcefment was
made that the Chemainus mill had- dis-
pensed with all its Chinese help“and had
replaced the Orlentals with white labor-
ers. With the object of verifying this

report the mill was rung up by telephone i

Thursday and the management. interro-
gated with regard to the matter. Mr.
Palmer was in Seattle, but his chief as-
sistant gladly furnished the information
sought.

The mill has not, he said, done away
with all its Chinese help, but the change
is being made'systematically, and it was
hoped in time to introduce & more desir-
able class than that now employed. The
company wanted good, steady meh, mar-
ried preferably, to whom it eould give
permanent employment. Comfortable
homes had been built for many so far,
and others would be erected providing
the company was satisfied that the appli-
cants for the same were the kind of men
wanted. The company has made inquiry
in Winnipeg and in other Eastern cities
for help. In British Columbia men of
the right stamp were scarce. It could
engage many who would come to-day
and be somewhere elss to-morrow, but
this class it did not care for. The com
pany is now employing 1560 Chinese in the
mill and yard, and if all these were white
men of an industrious and reliable de-
scription it is not difficult to imagine the
enormous benefits accruing to Chemainus.

In the change it proposes to make, the
Chemainus company will set an example
to nearly every mill in the province.
,From the time the lumber industry start-
ed in British Columbia Chinese have con-
stituted almost exclusively (except in the
logging camps) the labor employed, and it
has been claimed by many that - their
Oriental customs in living and non-pro-
gressiveness. has had a very detrimental
effect on the growth of the country. The
Chinese help could always be depended
on in any number and'at all times it
was available, so that im this and in
many other ways thére were advantages
to the mill men in engaging them. But
it is claimed now that Chinese laborers
are becoming scarce as a. result of no
newcomers immigrating to the country
since the Dominion government increased
the head tax to $00. Finding their ser-
viees, therefore, more in demand, the
Celestials in many vocations are demand-
ing higher pay, and it is becoming more
difficult every year to contract with them.
This is what is contended. by many big
employers. but whether the question
mentioned enters into the recent -decision
of the Chemainus mill ewners cannot be
siated. y

According to a statement ‘mdade “on the
fieor of the House during the last session
of parliament another mill that is em-
ploying white men exclusively 1s the one
started last ‘winter on the Fraser. It is
understood a third mill where white men
exclusively will be employed will be the
new one in course of construction at
Mosquito Harbor, on the West Coast of
this Island.

THE LATE R. T. WALKEM.

Further Particulars Regarding Death
of ‘Well-Known. Kingston
Lawyer.

Further particulars in connection
with the death of Dr. Richard T.
Walkem, K. C., of Kingston, are con-
tained in eastern exchanges now re-

ceived. It is learned that his death
was due to anaemia, from which he
had suffered for a long time. He had,
however, been able to be.in hig office
up to two weeks of the time of his
death.’

/The deceased was the brother of
Hon. G. A. Walkem, of this city, form-
erly a justice of the Supreme  court.
Two years ago ‘he passed through Vic-
toria on his way to New: Zealand in
the hope of recovering his strength.

The late Mr. Walkem, K. C. was
born at Waterford, Ireland, in Septem-
ber, 1840. He had a brilliant college
course, While at McGill university he
carried off the third year scholarship
of the Law Society of Upper Canada,
and was awarded a special scholar-
ship in the fourth year. In\1865 he was
called to the bar, and practised in
Kingston, where he died. He was cre-
ated a Q. C. by the Marquis of Lorne.
He contributed quite freely to legal and
other periodicals, two of his books be-
ing used as text books. In 1888-1890 he
was grand master of Canadian Masonic
lodges, and was a vice-president of the
Ontario branch of the St. John Am-
bulance Association. In 1891 he re-
ceived the honorary degree of D. C. L.
from Trinity university. Besides, he
had been prominently connected with
business and financial interests in
Kingston. His name was more than
once mentioned in connection with a
seat on the bench.

He has been practising law since 1865
and is survived by his wife, daughter
of the late Dr. J. A. Henderson, Q. C.,
local master in chancery, Toronto;
three sons, Hugh, in Montreal; Knox
and George, in Vancouver, B. C., and
one daughter, Mrs. Henry Joseph, Mon-
treal. His law partner was his bro-
ther, Joseph B. Walkem.

DRTLGHT SERVICE
WILL BE SUPRUED

STARTING APRIL 1IST
ON THE SOUND ROUTE

Princess Victoria Will Be Given Month’s
Rest—Charmer Will Temporarily
Replace Her.

To-day the C. P. R. steamer Charmer
was floated from the B. C. Marine
Railway, Esquimalt, after a very ex-
tensive overhauling. The extent of the

improvements and repairs made on the
steamer were mentioned in the Times
a few days ago; the cost of them will
be in the neighborhood of $25,000. The
work just completed is the biggest
that has yet been done on the ship, and
she is new in good condition for what-
ever service she may be put to. It is
the intention of the C. P. R. Company
to keep her as a spare boat. She will
be used chiefly for relieving the Prin-
cess Victoria and for making odd trips
during the year, for which a spare boat
always proves so valuable. Already it
i8 planned to give the Princess Vie-
toria a month’s rest. This will be done
soon in order to get her in readiness
for the heavy travel of the coming
summer months. And while the steam-
er is idle the Charmer will take her
place on the Victoria and Vancouver
route. By this time the Indianapolis
or Crescent, which she is to be re-
christened, will be in commission on
the Seattle and Victoria run. Accord-
ing to announcement heretofore publish-
ed she is to take her place in this ser-
vice April 1st, inaugurating on that
date the daylight service, which it was
said some time ago she would furnish.
The schedule on which she is to oper-
ate, now mentioned, will provide for
her arrival here at 1.30 p.m. and her
departure each evening at 5.30 o’clock.
According to this arrangement Seat-
tleites may leave their home in the
morning and spénd an ideal outing on
the water and in Victoria, avoiding the
sultry heat of their own city for the
charms of scenery and climate of Vic-
toria and surroundings. The Indian-
apolis is to replace the C., P. R. steam-
er, the Princess Beatrice, until May
15th, when it is expected the Princess
Victoria will enter upon the triangular
route, on which she was operated last
vear with such signal success.

Succeeded on April I1st by the Indian-
apolis or Crescent, the Princess Bea-
trice will be withdrawn from service
for a while, and will be given a week’s
overhaul. Then she will inaugurate
her northern timetable, sailing from
Victoria for Skagway, Vancouver and
Port Simpson on April 8th.

In many respects the company will
this year be in a better position to
handle passengers than ever before.
The improvements being made to the
Princess May in the way of increasing
her speed and passenger accommoda-
tion will leave the company in a
stronger position in catering to the
northern - trade than heretofore, while
the fleet in its entirety has from time
to time been overhauied until it is now

in first class condition.

CANADIAN' OFFICER
MAKING INSPECTION

He Will Spend Several Days Going Into
Matters Requiring Consideration of
Canadian Authorities.

(From . Saturday’s Da’iy.)

Lieut.-Col.' R. W. Rutherford, R.C.A.,,
director of artillery on ‘the general staff
at Ottawa, is in the city. - He is mak-
ing his headquarters at Work Point
barracks, and will spend several days
here. When ‘seen last evening at the
barracks by a Times reporter, Colonel
Rutherford said that he was not in a
position fo give out much information
on the taking over of the fort. He
could not say definitely when it would
be transferred: "He had come out he
said to get information. The task
which the Canadian government had
‘undertaken in agsuming the defensive
works here was a rather large one, and
required considerable attention. He
had come out to look into a number of
points which had arisen and which
would require attention. This done he
would report back to Ottawa.

Among the questions with which Col.
Rutherford will deal on his visit is
that of men who propose to transfer
from the imperial force to the Cana-
dian service. These men will meet the
colonel to-day and discuss the ques-
tion with him. The Canadian -service
offers better inducements in the way of
pay, but in this very connection there
are other considerations to be taken
into account. The men wish to under-
stand clearly the Canadian regulations
with respect to retiring allowances,
etc.,, which are of importance. Until
this is gone into and the men ascer-
tain exactly what the Canadian service
will mean to them, it is very uncertain
how mary will elect to remain.

Col. Rutherford was asked what
strength would be maintained dt Hs-
quimalt. He replied that he could not
say-what it would be. He represented
the artillery end of the service, but he
presumed that the artillery and en-
gineers would be maintained up to a
strength somewhat similar to that at
which it was now. While he could not
say so authoritively, he presumed also
that the other services, such as the
army service corps, would-continue at
the fort.

The works at Esquimalt had not been
visited by Col. Rutherford yesterday,
and he was not:in a position to say
anything with respect to the intentions
of the Canadian authorities regarding
the Signal Hill fort. He could not say
whether the work begun there by the
imperial authorities would be continu-
ed.

Yesterday was occupied very largely
in/ ‘consultation with Lieut. -uCQlonel
English, R. A., respeécting varioug'mat-
ters.

The 'vigit of the expert of the*artil-
lery branch of the Canadian service is
one in fact wihich is intended to ga-
ther information which can more readi-
1y ‘be gained on the spot than by .cor-
respondence. When he has gone fully
into these questions he will be in a
position to lay the matters before the
military authorities at Ottawa in a
satisfactory way.

Col. Rutherford said he was glad to
see the green grass again, the ground
being covered with snow in the east.
He was charmed with the weather
conditions prevailing on the coast, the
present visit being the first he had
made -to the city. Yesterday afternoon
a number of local militia officers called
upon the colonel.

NEW C. P. R. BOATS.
A Description of Empresses Which Are

s to Ply in Transatlantic Trade.

According to Alfred Allayne Jones,
presigent of the Alberta Agencies, Ltd.,
the new Canadian Pacific railway At-
lantic steamships, the Empress of Bri-
tain and the Empress of Ireland, are
two of the very finest things afloat. Mr.
Jones, who has spent the last two
months in Europe, passed through
Montreal en route West a few days
ago, arrived from Liverpool at Hali-
fax on the 3rd inst. by the steamship
Tunisian, after a somewhat rough
passage.

“Before sailing,” said Mr. Jones to a
Herald reporter, “I took the opportun-
ity of going to Glasgow and having a
good inspection of the Empresses. Both
are well on the way to completion, al-
though the Empress of Britein is much
more advanced than the Empress of
Ireland, as she is expected to sail for
Quebec on or about May the first.

COMMITTED SUICIDE.

H. B. Rendell Killed Himself Thursday
in Temporary Fit of Insanity.

H. B. Rendell, well known in Victoria,
where he has resided for many years,
Thursday afternoon committed suicide in
a most dedberate manner. “Rendell was
a painter and paperhanger and was at
work in the house of M. A. Wylde, 213
Fort street, when he committed the rash
act. Deceased was engaged in one of the
front bedrooms hanging paper, and ap-
peared to be enjoying himself ‘at his
work, ‘chatting freely with everyone who
happened to pass. In the afternoon Mrs.
Wylde went into the room adjoining that
in' which Rendell was at work, and not
hearifig" him moving about entered the
apartment, only to find that he was not
there. ‘She did not, however, attach any
importarice to the man's temporary ap-
sence, but later  on she "heard moaning
emanate from the"bathroom, and on go-
ing to investigate found the unfortunate
man lying on the floor in a pool of blood.
Mrs. Wylde rang up the patrol wagon,
but: before it arrived Dr. Carter passed
and - was called ih. He examined the
bhleeding man, temporarily attended his
wounds, and ordered his immediate re-
moval te hospital, where he died shortly
after being admitted:

Examination of the room where de-
eeased had been at work showed that the
implement used was his paper knife, with
which he had severed the jugular vein
and trachea on the right side. A note
was. also found bidding good-bye to all
This was written on a plece of wall-
paper, and initialled by the unfortunate
man. Deceased leaves a wife, two daugh-
ters and one son, 4ll residing in the eity.

An inquest was held this forenoon by
the coromer, when the above particulars
were testified to.and a verdict returned
of suicide while laboring under temporary
insanity. On the slip of wallpaper found
in the room in which the deceased had
been working was written: “There will
be meore doing when I am gone. Still
going. H. B. R.”

VANCOUVER ISLAND

At 8 o’clock this morning His Royal
Righness Prince Arthur of Connaught
and party took their departure from
Victoria, after having spent on Van-
couver Island two of the most enjoy-
able days on their whole itinerary
around the world. With the city, with
‘their reception here and with the fish-
ing expedition to Cowichan, . every
member of the distinguished - party
.were delighted, and with the Princess
Victoria on which they embarked they
must also be pleaged. The boat was
reserved exclumively for their use, and
if tide and weather conditions are fav-
arable it would not be surprising if the
steamer, in keeping with the proud
event, should make a very fast run.

The party boarded the steamer im-
mediately upon their arrival from up
the E. & N. railway, at 10 o’clock last
night. All were delighted with . the
outing they had been given, They were
most enthusiastic over the few days’
sport at Cowichan, and the Prince was
heard lo say ‘“that the trout were the
biggest and gamiest he had = ever
caught.” Capt. Trotter, the represen-
tative of the governor-general in Can-
ada, was so pleased that he told some
members of the Christie party he would
send others out for a flshing excutsion.
The Victorians regret that rain fell so
heavily, and that the river was so
murky; but of fish there were plenty.
Willilam Christie, who accompanied
Capt. Trotter down the river the far-
thest of any of the visitors, and who
in consequence entered the roughest
water, saygs that the trout could be
seen by the hundreds.

The visitors were interested in every
portion of the E. & N. road they pass-
ed over. The heavy timber had an at-
traction of its own, and the two big
stumping machines seen en route, one
at the junction of Cowichan lake and
the Nanaimo road and the other near
Duncans were objects of curiosity, and
their working had to be explainéd by
Mr. Christie.

According to the official programme

the party will remain over in Vancou-
ver until to-mofrow morning at 6
o'clock. They thén proceed :to Sica-
mouéd junctlon, where they will spend
the night. Travéllitig only by daylight
through thé Mountains, {t {s intended
to stop the next night at Field.. Ed-
monton is to be reached April 6th, and®
from that point the party will proceed
leisurely east, making a short stay at
Ottaﬁ'a and erxding their transconmti-
nent;l journey with a second fishing
expedition in Nova Scotia or New
Brunswick.
In Vancouveér the party is to be met
on the wharf by a guard of honor and
officials connected with the reception.
In accordance with the order of Col.
J.'G. Holmes, D. 0. C.,, the guard of
honor 1o be furnighed by the Duke of
Connaught’s Own Rifles, will consist
of a eaptain, two lieutenants, four ser-
geants, four corporals and 96 rank and
file, together with the regimental and
bugle bands. Capt. Hart McHarg will
be in command, and associated with |
him will be Lieut. G. A. Boult and
Lieut. F. W. Aston. The guard will
parade at the drill hall at 11.30 a.m.,
in review order, tunics and helmets.
The regiment, both bands and staff,
and the attached-cadet company will
parade at the drill hall in review order
at 5 p.m., for inspection by Prince Ar-
thur.

Metlakahtla, March 21.—The pretty,
little Indian village of Metlakahtla,
situated on the Tsimpsean peninsula,
is only five or. six miles distant from
the probable 'terminus of the Grand
Trunk Pacific on" Kalen Island. and
tl’iﬁse points, so Metlakahtla residents
centend, will ultimately be connected.

‘Metlakahtla for many years has been

educational  cemtre for white, half
easte and Indian children, who have
came ‘from widely distant places in
British Columbia, such as Babine,
Hazelton, Naas-River, Queen Charlotte
Islands, Port Hssington, Vancouver,
ete. It.-has a public school, an indus-
trial school in two branches, for boys
and girls, a boarding institution for
white -and half caste children,  and a
day school for the-village Indian chil-
dren.

Mr. Russell, agenifer_ the Grand
Trunk Pacific, was here re\ently and
entered into negotiations with the In-
dians for the surrender of about 14,000
acres of their land. This, with what
kad been previously acquired from the
provincial government, almost sur-
rounds Tugks Inlet.

negotiations. The old men, with one or
two exceptions, and all the young men
were very much in favor of the agree-
ment.

In Interests ofOrphlun l!o ﬁim
ishes Litigants to Keep Out
of Court,

(From Friday’s Daily.)

There is a chance now that the trou-
ble which has arisen in connection
with the election of a board. of.-man-
agement for the Protestant Orphans’
Home may be settled out of court.
Chief Justice Hunter when the case
came before him this morning strong-
ly advised this course, and further in-
formed the litigants that it should
never have come. into court. He was
ready to give a decision, but in the in-
terests of the Home he strongly ad-
vised the attempting of an amicable
setflement. The further hearing of the
case was.~a,c¢prdingly laid. over until
April 17th, in the hopes that this might
be done. A meeting is to be called in
the meantime, when, in the interests
of the Orphanage, it is expected that
arrangements may be made to keep
the question out of the court.

‘When the casé was called this morn-
ing the Chief Ju#Btice said that he had
decided upon the prel!minary objection
rajised with reference to the writ be-
ing drawn in the name of a firm of so-
licitors that this was regular. The
practice in the courts in England he
found sanctioned such a proceeding.

un the other point, with reference to-
whether there was any right to use
the name of the Orphgnage as a party
to the action, he thought that if there
was any doubt that the matter might
be laid over until a meeting of the
society was held, apd the wishes of
the majority was obtained.

A. E. McPhillips, K. C., for the plain-
tiffs, contended from practice that an
interim ‘injunction might be granted,
pending the decision at & meeting. He
suggested that if it was decided not
to grant an injunction an undertaking
‘could be given by the defendants that
they would not act until the question
was settlegd at the meeting.

R. T. Elliott said he appeared for Dr.
Milne, and that he and the other de-
fendants did not seek the positions
they were elected to. They were ask-
ed to act by the subscribers.  Follow-
ing this persons who had nét attend-
ed the meéeting had been:instigated to
this action by Charles Hayward and E.
Crow Baker, who did_not allow their
own names to be used as plaintiffs.

His Lordship thought.that a mutual
agrgem’eﬂt might be arrived at -with-
out piling up ccsts in court.

Mr. Elliott said that the writ . was
served on the defendants, and they had
no choice but to come into court and
defend themselves. He argued that the
by-laws of the society clearly -intend-
ed that those who were elected mem-
bers of the board of management did
not need to be limited to the payment
of $2.50. As proof of-this it-was spe-
cified "that there should be clergymen
representing each Protestant denomin-
ation on the board.

After some further discussion His
Lordship said he would decide the
point at once if it was so desired. He,
however, thought it would be wiser to
allow a settlement to be reached out of
court if possible.

Rev. G. K. B. Adams, acting for him-
self, addressed the court, and wished
to know if he was to be allowed to
vote if a meeting were held. He ex-
plained that he was not caring whether
he s2rved as a member of the board or
not. He had accepted the position at
the request of subscribers. He was not
aware that there was a necessity to be
a subscriber to the extent of $2.50 be-
fore acting. He had, however, sent up
to the home new goods far in excess
of the value of $2.50, and could get
proof of this. He wished to know if
this would constitute under the by-law
subscriptions to the society.

The Chief Justice said this was the
point to decide by the by-laws.

Mr. Elliott said that Dr. Milne was in

the same position. He could by affi-
davit show that the doctor had contri-
buted in cash and goods for years
many times more than the $2.50 sub-
scription required. This action was
due to personal animus of Mr. Hay-
ward and Mr. Baker, who would not
call another meeting, but teok this
method of putting them to expense.
These men would not put their own
names to the application.
His Lordship thought the only sen-
sible course for business men to follow
was to settle this matter out of court.
If that could not be done the only‘ way
was to offer a question to the courts.

Rev. Le Roy Daykin explained that
before he came to Victoria he had been
elected on the-board of management.
He had served as such last year so that
if this rule was followed the proceed-
ings of last year were irregular. He
did not wish to say that Mr. Hayward
and others who served that year had
knowingly dome what was wrong in
this matter, but if the. position now
taken was a correct one the board of
last year was irregularly constituted,
and the business was therefore irre-
gular. He said he had innocently act-
ed in the matter at the request of the
subscribers, If any were responsiblé
80 were the subscribers who elected
him. He, therefore, asked to be re-
lieved of all costs as he was not re-
sponsible.

His Lordship said ‘it was most un-
fortunate that this had ceme into court
as it woyld alienate supporters from
the institution. He had to decide upon
legal points if it came into court. It
should be settled: out of court ' he
thought. ¥
