“Sir Robert Borden is in  re-
ceipt of many telegrams - from
Western Canada protesting against
the fixing of a minimum price for
this year’s wheat crop, and urging
that the farmers of the west are
entitled to the full benefit of the
best price in the world’s market,
The course which these gentlemen
desire is that which the government
has taken. The price of wheat has
not been fixed, butin order to a-
void inconvenience to farmers who
must, of necessity, have an advance
in ready money on account of their
crop, the government proposes that
the Canadian Wheat Board shiall
make to such producer a reasonable
and substantial payment onaccount.
The amount of this payment will
be recommended. by the Canadian
Wheat Bourd,- and the government,
will provide the necessary funds
for the purppse. The Canadian
Wheat Board will dispose of the
entire Canadian surplus at the best
price obtainable in the wheat mark-
ets of the world. After this has
been done, each farmer shall be en-
titled to receive the balance of the
price obtained, less actual costs and
charges. ' The proposals of the gov-
ernment were formulated and an-
nounced before they had the ad-
vantage of knowing the recom-
mendations of the Canadian Coun-
cil of Agriculture.

LONDON. — “If we continue
spending at the rate we are now, it
will lead straight to national bank-
ruptey,”  was the strong warning
given by J. Austen Chamberlain,
Chancellor of the Exchequer, in
the House of Commons. “If we can-
not, increase production,” he con-
tinued, “we shall go straight tona-
tional bankruptey. Neither increas-
ed ‘production nor reduced expenses
alone will be sufficient.  We have
got to do bbth if we are to pull
through and turn the corner.

The balance betwéen expenditure
and revenue is definitely and seri-
ously less favorable than when I
made my budget statement. Both
sides of the account are failing. to
realize expectations. The delay in
the conclusion of peace involves
greater naval and military expen-
ditures, and one'or two new blocks
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that the army stood by its de-
mand for an immediate peace of-
fer,
On October 2 Prince Max ap-
peared before the party leaders
of the Reichstag and opposed any
action towards peace by that body,
saying the military situation was
created and feared that such an
action would affect the develop-
ments unfavorably. He said he
thought Gen. Ludendorff had
been effected by a case of nerves
and that the situation was not 80
serious as the general painted it.
He (Prince Max) had been of-
fered the chancellorship on Oct.1
on condition that he would make
peace immediately. Prince Max
held the matter of peace was pre-
mature but other members of the
cabinet sided with Gen. Luder-
dorff and maintained that the
military verdict must be adhered
to because if the situation should
be made worse by President
Wilson’s answer, the army would
seek to dodge ' responsibility.
Prinee Max inquired of military
headquarters if they were aware
that peace action under the pres-
sure of military distress would
mean the loss of the German col-
onies, Alsace-Lorraine and part
of Poland. Von Hindenburg re-
plied that he insisted upon an im-
mediate offer of peace being
made.
On October 3 Gen. Ludendorff
asked for a summary of the pro-
posed peace note and telephoned
his suggestions regarding it.
