It is for the
Couucil to say what steps should be taken
to relieve the Parish of this indebtedness—
an indebtedness which, instead of dimin-
ishing, appears to be steadily increasing
year by year. The account of the Over-
seers of the Poor for Harcourt shows an
indebtedness of $87.03, while T am of
opinion that there is a balance of $3.56 in
their hands to the credit of the Parish.

Our readers will kindly indulge us for
a week or two, until we have disposed
of the reports, accounts, etc., of the
several municipalities of the North
Shore. This week we give the official
reportof KentCounty,in addition tothe
synopsis thereof published unofficially
on 3rd inst. Next week we. are to
publish the accounts of Northumber-
land County, the new By-laws, etc.
Restigouche Municipality is also hav-
ing its Council proceedings and ac-
counts published in pamphlet form at
the ADVANCE establishment. These im-
portant items of local patronage indi-
cate the popularity of the ADVANCE as
a home paper, and account for its large
North Shore circulation. At the same
time, they occupy a great deal of space,
which is usually filled with matter
more generally interesting, the omission
of which we will endeavor to make up
for in future issues.

A Tricky Home Organ

1t is not a very agreeable thing to
witness open breaches of confidence among
professed friends, or to realise that pro-
fessional etiquette is outraged in any
walk of life. Yet, it seems, that we must
prepare ourselves for almost any offence
of this sort under the local political regime
now dominant. A short time since the
Newecastle Advocate was out in full war
paint against what is known as the
““Adams interest”’ in Newcastle. Every-
one who understood the little quarrel re-
alised that it was not scrious. The Ap-
VANCE departed from the line of ordinary
duty, and advised the belligerents to leave
off *“clapper-clawing ” one another, be-
cause it realised that persons abroad might
judge the County by its Surveyor-General
and his ‘“home organ.” We sympathised
with thelittle notes that were circulated
locally, enjoining the ‘‘united we stand’s
policy, and hoped that, at least, an ap-
pearance of unity and good faith would be
maintained among the members of the
incongruous faction. Such appearances
were, it is true, kept up, but many won-
dered why the Advocate ceased so sudden-
|ly to abuse the unfortunate Adams.
They knew Adams had not ceased to ex-
press his private and personal contempt
for the Advocate, but they were not per-
mitted to know the sacrifice at which he
had secured the right to do so. That
paper, however, had not let its opportu-
nity slip. It had sacrificed all the decency
and influence it ever possessed in promote
ing—according to its knowledge—the .in-
tersts of a waning party, which met its
Waterloo in 1878. It had been given the
cold shoulder thereafter for its well-es-
tablished lack of intelligence. Its party
-required such a defeat to rendemit sober
enough to realise its supreme inefficiency.
But it was one thing for the Advocate to
realise its affinity with *‘skimmed milk”
and another to be told of it. It was also
especially hard for the Advocate to learn
over the signature of one of the recognised
lights of its party that it had been a
nuisance and soufte of defeat thereto.
While, however, it lacked the spirit to
resent all this openly, it sought its revenge
in its own little way. By some means it
obtained the confidence of the Surveyor-
General. It got possessson of the Report
prepared for him to lay before the Legis-
lature. When the work of Mr. Inches,
Mr. Jack and other practical men of the
Crown Launds Department was all ready
to lay before the Legislature with the
Surveyor General’s name attached thereto
it was, in some way, delayed or intercept
ed by the Advucate and much of it pub-
lished. Members of the Legislature won-
dered how it could be that the work of
these Fredericton gentlemen—who are ac-
countable to them, through Mr. Adams,
the nominal head of the Department—
should be given to the public by a “‘skim.
med milk” country paper instead of in the
usual form of a Departmental Report.
Not only were members of the Legislature
astonished, but the Press of the Province
opened its eyes to what they looked upon
as the Surveyor-General's breach of po-
litical good manners. The Telegraph
which is generally well satisfied with Mr.
Adams said:—

Although the Report of the Surveyor
General has not yet been Jaid before the
Legislature, or heen sent to any St. John
newspaper, it has fallen into the hands of

the editor of the Union Advocate, who has
made copious extracts from it.

T'he Telegraph did not notice the factthat
the Advocate falsely asserted the Report
liad been laid before the Legislature. The
Globe of 9th,however, was more out spoken,
and said:—

How is it? The Union Advocate pub-
lished at Newcastle yesterday, but dated
to-day, contains a variety of information
respecting the Crown Lands of the Pro-
vince all of which it says was taken from
the Report of the Surveyor General laid
beiore the House of Assembly yesterday,
meaning Tuesday. The official reporter
makes no mention of the fact that the
Surveyor (eneral submitted his report,
and even if he did it was utterly impoassi-
ble that the Advocate could have got it
through the legitimate channel in time to
lay it before its readers. No fault can be
found with our contemporary for using
every fair means to procure early intelli-
geuce, but the Surveyor General, or his
officers, must have exercised very little
caution in the premises,

We are informed that members of the
Legislature remonstrated with Mr, Adams
on the strange course of Lis home organ.
To some of them he professed that he knew
nothing about it. To others he admitted
having been obliged to hand over the re-
port to the owners of the Advocate for the

PARLIAMENT.

The Budget.
On Friday last, the debate on the
Bundget was opened in the House of

Commons by
SIR LEONARD TILLEY.

He said he could not but follow the same
course which he had followed on the

occasion of last session and the previons
one. Then, he had contrasted his posi-
tion with what it was in 1873, drawing
the attention of the House to the fact
that there was a full treasury and a
prosperous condition of affairs in the
country, and a good hope for the future.
In 1879 matters had wmaterially chang-
ed, and he had to point out that for
three or four years preceding there had
been serious deficits, the trade had been
depressed and the manufactures of the
‘country nearly crushed out. Then it
became, injconsequence of these things,
the-daty of the Government #o devise
means for remedying the evil, that ex-
isted. At the last session he was able
to tell the House that success had at-
tended them, that: confidence had been
restored, that trade had received an
impetus, and our wanufacturing and
other industries had been revived. He
was now prepared to say that within
two years all their expectations had been
met. Last seasion the Government had
been compelled to ask Parliament over
and above the' estimates for $200,000
for the Indians in the North West and
also for $100,00@ for the distressed
people of Ireland, which sums were
cheerfully granted. There were other
sums asked for also, and they had been
compelled to admit there would be a
deficiency of half a million, but this
turned out not to be the case. When
he submitted the tariff in 1879 he stat-
ed the estimates of its revenue produc-
ing power to be $2,600,000 more than
the previous tariff, and this was very
close to the mark, for after deducting
drawbacks; it was found that the net
increase was. $2,500,000. He pointed
out that the late Finance Minister had
adopted the same plan under similar
circumstances. The estimated revenue
for last year was $24,607,000, and the
excess over expenditure was $157,400.
The total estimates of receipts for the
current year was $25,517,000, of which
there were customs amounting to
$14,000,000. and borrowed from previ-
ous year, $700,000. The revenue for
the current year would be $27,586,000.
It was quite clear that the customs
would be $17,000;,000; excise, $£5,600,-
000; post office, $1,210,000; public
works, $2,286,000; bill stamps. $190,-
000; interest on investments, $600,000;
other sums, $700,000. In March last
the estimate of expenditure was $25,-
315,786, and with an additional sum of
$200,000 to be again asked for the
Indians the total would be $25,573,394.
If these estimates proved correct he
claimed there would be & surplus of
$2,011,000 for the current year. He
said ghe House would not be sarprised
when, seeing an expenditure of $14,000,-
000 under capital account for the Paci-
tic Railway and other works, that there
would be added $396,000 to the interest
on the debt. There would also be an
increase of $34,000 to the subsidies to
the provinces, and $10,438 added to
the charges of management 1n connec-
tion with the redemption of the debt.
For public works and buildings there
would be an increase of $127,772.
There would be an increased expendi-
ture of say $128,000 on public build-
ings. The estimate in the militia de-

$61,300. For ocean and river service
there was an increase of $56,240. He
alluded to the fact that the French
Government had promised $100,000 to
aid a line,and that was a sufficient guar-
antee that she desired to establish
cordial trade relations with this country.
There had also been a growing difficulty
in the Martime Provinces for some time,
in reference to communication with
England, as there was not proper facili-
ties for exporting cattle, agricultural
products and fruit to the Old Country.
The people of New Brunswick had been
compelled largely to depend on Quebec,
and thereby suffered a serious loss.
Under these circumstances, there was a
sum of $25,000 set apart for a fortnight-
ly stegmer between St. John and Hali-
fax and Liverpool, which would serve
the people of Prince Edward Island as
well. He was sure both the House and
the country would be satistied with
these estimates.

were $3.67 and $3.05, a decrease of 62
cents; in Manitoba there was an increase
of 78 cents; in British Columbia the
decregise was 68cents per head, although
the percentage showed an increase, and
in PiE Island the decrease per head
was-8 cents. From this it was plain
that there was no cause for alarm on
acconnt of the smaller Provinces, and
there was no ground for the statement
that this tariff was calculated to break
up the Union.

SIR RICHARD CARTWRIGHT

said that the Minister’s speech through-
out was a challenge to the opposition.
They shrunk from no comparison. He
showed that the country jn 1876 and
1878 was in a better condition than in
1880. How was this? The Finance
Minister had pointed out the sequence of
events, sequence and consequence being
all the same tohim. Prosperity had fol-
lowed taxes; therefore taxes caused pros-
perity. The Finance Minister’s fetich
was taxation, which hehad recourse Lo as
gonie had to prayers and some to oracles.
His logic was because he taxed cotton,
there was a better wheat crop, and be-
cause he put duty on iron, our timber
found a better market, and that taxes
on coal contributed to increased travel
and cheap freight. There were infidels
who doubted all this. There were those
who thought the distress which the
Liberals had brought about and the
Tories removed was universal,that other
nations had suffered from it guite as
badly and as long as Canada. These
infidels were wicked enough to believe
that distress did not come from the light-
ness of taxation, nor prosperity iromin-
creased burdens. The increasc in im-
ports was owing to other causes thau the
tariff policy. © The more we had to sell
the more we could buy. How, he asked,
could the National Policy claim credit
for the increased imports!  Such a ciaim
could only be mnade on one or other oi
two grounds. If the National Policy
had increased the exports of mnanufac-
tured goods, or if it had increased the
exports of other products,then the claim
would be well founded. He was sur-
prised at the theory advanced by the
hon. gentleman for the first time, that
the diminution of exports of manufac-
tured articles was an indication of pro-
sperity. That was a statement with
which h2 was not prepared to grapple.
The history of this country had shown,
as had also the history of the United
States, that protéetion failed to enable
the manufacturers to export so as to
compete on fair terms with other coun-
tries. Our carrying trade had been in-
juted in the same way as that of the
United States,and protection stood self-
condemued. He charged that the Na-
tional Policy had added to the cost of
every tool used by the agricuiturist, the
mechanic and the laborer, from a spade
to mowing machines, from cap to boots.
It had dimished their home market and
added to the cost of freight. He took
issue with the Finance Minister on two
assertions, viz., that the present taviff is
a success as a reveunue-producing na-
chine, and. that it had produced more
revenue than would have been preduced
by the old tariff. Last year the Custom
receipts were $14,130,000, of which
8785,000 were from coal and bread.
The Custom receipts from the first half-
year 1874-5 were $8,835,000, while for
the first half of 1880-1 they were 88,-
742,000, of which the latter $400,000
was on coal and bread. From this he
contended the old tariff would have
yiclded all the revenue required—indeed
a largely increased revenue. Provided
the nuports were as at present, the old
tariff would have yielded $17,000,000
revenue, and the taxation would have
been sixty per cent. less than uunder the
present tariff.  After referring at length
to the outgo of population, and to the
effect of a protective tariff’ in raising the
price of all manufactured articles, he
ridienled the idea that the tax upon
coal had had influence in causing in-
creased consumption of Nova Scotia
coal, none of which comes to Ontario.
What had the National Policy done to
decrease the importation of salt, of
which, in 1878, we imported 153,000,-
000 lbs.; iu 1879, 174,000,000 lbs., and
in 1880, 212,000,000 ibs. That was not
the kind of protection which those in-
terested in salt in his (Cartwright'’s) con-
stituency expected. He (Tilley) had
waken credit for increased trade direct
with China and Japan. Well, what did
he tind? Why that six ships came direct
from China to British Columbia in bal-
last, that was the direct trade. The
tarift had thrown the tea trade into the
hands of a few Awmerican importers.
How did the Finance Minister explain
that for 1878 we sold £1.236,000 worth
of ships, and for 1880 bhut $434,000,
The additional cost of sugar to the con
sumer was one cent per pound. One
third of the increased cost went into
the revenue, and two-thirds to the mon-
opolists. He ridiculed the idea of Sir
Lzonard Tilley attempting to show how
much sugar Oatario farmers used, by
dividing the total consumption by the
total population. In Quebec less sugar
is used, and maple sugar formed a large
part of it. Inthe Maritime Provinces
wolasses was considerably used, while in
Ontario this was not true.

Coming to the estimates for the cur-
rent year, which were $25,773,000, he
said that to this should be added $400,-
000 for Dominion lands which had been
for the first time,and improperly charg-
ed to capital account. The’ estimated
expenditure for 1881-2 is 826,389,000,
and $200,000 which had been accident-
ly omitted. Tiere are increases, most-
ly permanent, amounting to 884 000,
and another heavy addition to our debt,
amounting to £14,000,000. Hon. geu-
tlemen had neglected to close the Inter-
colonial account. There were heavy
sums likely to be charged from time to
time, and he thought this capital ac-
count ought to be closed once for all.
In 1879 the hon. gentlemen had estimat-
ed an expenditure of §23,437,000. ‘For
1881-82 this estimate was increased by
three millions—a sum which if capital-
ized at 4 per cent., would equal &76,-
000,000. The actual expenditure for
civil government in 1878 was 8823,000;
while in 1881-82 it would be $960,368,
an increase of $157,000. So, also, there
was an increase of $560,000 for super-
annuation. There was great dissatis-
faction at the rapid increase of this latter
charge, and there was danger that the
people might insist on abolishing it al-
together. The expenditure on Indians
in 1878 was $421,000; last year it was
£694,000, and for 1881-2 it was estimat-
ed at $852,000. There might be good
caunses for this increase, and he would
reserve his judgment,until he heard the
explanations regarding it. He pointed
out that there was an increase of near-
ly a guarter of a million in the post
office departinent, and of over 260,000
in excise. He did not say that all the
increases were unnecessary, but a great
many ot them were needless. For in-
terest,subsidies to provinces and charges |
of management, there was a sum of |
$£12 847,000; charges on revenue 85,592, - |
000; fixed charge for Indians, 500 000 |
—-in all a total tixed charge of $19,000,- |
000. On these estimates there was a
total fixed charge of $6,000,000, and if
the time of depression should come
again, the reduction would be difficult.
Even if the Finance Minister was suc-
cessful in maintaining the vevenue,
(which he very much doubted) there
was danger of a serious difficulty arising.
He admitted that there was a very con-
siderable prosperity,and a gratifying in-
crease in the revenune, but this did not
warrant any addition to the fixed charge.
He conterided that there was no sub-

School Matters in Neweastle.

Mg. Eprror:—In your issue of the
2ud inst., I notice a letter from Mr. Fer-
guson, with Trustecs’ Report attached, in
both of which I was grossly misrepreseht-
ed. \’\'islxiug to correct somea misstate-
ments, which may interest as many of
your readers as have read the afore men-
tioned letter and report, I beg space for
the tollowing:—

Mr. Ferguson's letter abounds in per-
sonal portraits of himself, in fact it isa
whole pict‘ure gallery, devoted to the exe
pression and delineation of his own pecu-
liar characteristics.

“The apparel oft proclaims the man,”
and so the style of Mr. Ferguson’s letter
develops admirably those traits in his
character, which bring cut and exhibit
his personal abuse. This is the inighty
citadel of his strength, to which he invari-
ably betakes himself when the small stoek |
of his reason is exhausted. Iu this line,
we know from personal experience, that
Mr. Ferguson has not even done himself
justice; for he-is capable of getting off
tirades of blustering abuse,compared with
which the worst Billingsgate would be as
the gentlé lulling of some evening breeze,
We do not wish to make use of Mr.
Ferguson’s peculiar and, t¢ /him, most
powerful weapons of defeuce, nor do we
wish to draw out Mr. Ferguson’s character
knowing that there are some things, the
less they are bestirred and molested, the
less pestilential and noisome do they
become to the public. We would there-
fore, and with some degree of charity also
draw a veil overthis part of the matter.

There are things of more importance to
which I now refer. I quote from the
Trustees’ Report the following: * Ve
beg to iuform the ratepayers of the District
that no pupils have been gl:aded out of the
Department for fifteen months, where
grading used to take place every six
months, previous to his taking charge of
the Department.”

““ Where grading used to take place
every six months”!!—the montrosity of the
idea is such, that we can hardly believe,
that even the Trustees had little wit
enough to put it in front, as the truth.

Then, there must have existed a prodigy
in the school-teaching line, compared with

{ demand upon our credulity ; a prodigy

equal to that of which Dana tells us, whea
long ago tnere existed a tadpole tall
enough ‘““to look over a ten-foot wall.”
l The veriest school boy who has ever trudg-
ed to a graded school, or any one who has
ever heard of a graded school knows that
the term to complete a grade is not six but
twelve months.
According to the Course of Instruction
made by the 7'rustees themselves, the allot-
ed time for completing every grade is twelve

reading?

The 31st Oct. 1879, a new course of in-
struction and a new system of inspection,
universal for the whole province,came into
force. In putting grades 7 and 8 advanced
department, nuder the new system, we
found that what sufticed formerly for
grading into the High School was wholly
insufficient under the new system.

I do not for a moment, question’ the
right of the Board of Trustees,making use
of all the power in their hands and of dis-
missing whom they like, but I undoubted-
ly question the right of any Board of
Trust«e# to publicly slander myself, and
when asgailed have recourse to falschood
to rustain their position.
