A report was received from the com­
mittee appointed to see the almshouse 
commissioner^ in regard to Kate Allan 
a woman,who had been til, and who has 
been .sheltered, clothed and fed1 by a 
friend of her more prosperous days, 
and by a number of the W. C. T. U. 
women for seven months . They report­
ed the woman camnbt be received’ into 
the almshouse, as there has been no 
provision made for the sick other than 
inmates who grow old there, or who 

attacked by disease. These have 
to be cared for, but it Is not possible 

. to admit sick, especially a case of long 
standing. As there Is no ward for in­
curables In the hospital, the com­
mittee could not get the sick woman 
in there. Ensign Ellery, while sym­
pathizing with the woman, whom she 
visited, said that she could not take 
'her In to the Haven, which is neither 
almshouse nor hospital, but a haven 
for homeless and unfortunate girls. 
The aim is to make that'a preventive 
work and she had orders not to admit 
cases such as the above. The com­
mittee were then Instructed to secure 
a boarding place for Kate it possible, 
as it is not convenient for her to re­
main longer where she is, and to re­
port at the next meeting.

Attention was called to the circular 
! letter sent out by the provincial presi­
dent and corresponding secretary, and 
after some discussion it was decided 
to visit Brookvllle, Stiver Falls and 
Golden Grove Nov. 8th, With the hope 
of securing yeoman band workers.

The assets of the banks of Canada 
in 1868 were $79,860,976, whereas in 1894 
these assets have increased to the.col- 
lossal figure of $307,520,920.

The revenue of Canada has increas­
ed from >13,687,928 in 1868 to $36,374,693 
in 1894, whilst the 18 years out of the 
27 that have elapsed slncfe confedera­
tion there has been a sur­
plus of revenue, and in the remaining 
nine years an excess of expenditure. 
The total surplus has been $39,873,069, 
and the deficit $18,065,181, showing a 
net excess of $21,807,888.

In 1868 the miles of railway In oper­
a-ion was 2,269 miles, whilst ln 1894 
there were 15,627 miles In 'actual oper­
ation.

In 1868 the number of letters and 
newspapers which passed through our 
post offices were 36,960,000, whilst to 
1894 this aggregate had increased to 
197,791,181.

These brief extracts speak for them­
selves, and surely tend to convince one 
of the illimitable possibilities of this 
new nationality of ours.

Percj' Theilusson, secretary for the 
Royal Victoria Yacht club, replying 
to a despatch sent him by the Asso­
ciated ITess this evening, telegraphed 
from Ryde, Isle of Wight, saying that 
the Royal Victoria Yacht club had 
no other challenge for the cup.

New York, Oct. 23.—The members of 
the America’s cup committee are much 
chagrined at Mr. Rose's withdrawal, 
but declare that it would be improper 
for them to talk concerning it until 
they have received full particulars 
concerning Mr. Rose’s reasons for 
withdrawing.

Ex-Commodore Smith said: "This is, 
of course, a great disappointment to 
us, for I suppose it means that we 
will have no race next year with the 
Englishmen. As I am a member of 
the committee I cannot express any 
opinion at present. After the reasons 
for Mr. Rose’s withdrawal are known 
I may have a litige to say. I expect to 
receive at any moment the cable 
which he notified Mr. Oddle that he 
had sent me.

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THE CANADIAN FLAG.

It is generally admitted that Canada 
ought to have a flag of her own, and 
that the emblem should be simpler 
than one made ip of the provincial 
arms. All agree that the Canadian 
flag should be the Union Jack with a 
Canadian badge conspicuously repre­
sented. There is, however, a diversity 
of opinion as to the Canadian em­
blem. Sandford Fleming favors a. 
star with seven points, one for each 
province. The Halifax Herald wants 
to combine the lily of old France with 
the Union Jack. But the larger con­
sensus of opinion supports the maple 

. leaf as the Canadian emblem. In this 
case it seems to us that the majority 
Is right. The star Is appropriated by 
the United States,, and not the star 
only, but the idea of representing 
thereby the number of states in the 
federation. As our neighbors add to 
the number of stars when a new state 
is taken in, so Mr. Fleming would add 
to the number of points of our one 
star as we add to the number of prov­
inces. With the flags of all nations 
before us it would seem to be impos­
sible to select a less distinctive èm- 
blem than the star, and the want of 
original!iy is emphasized by the sug­
gestion of the variable number of 
points. The Halifax Herald objects to 
the maple leaf as a meaningless em­
blem. But in itself It has as much 
meaning as the lily, and so far as the 
fleur de Us has a historical meaning 
it Is disqur:!fled. Canada Is not Great 
Britain plus old France. It stands for 
something by Itself, and. the maple 
leaf—a purely arbitrary selection of 
course—may well be agreed upon as 
standing for the national entity. It 
is true, as the Herald spÿs, that the 
maple tree does not abound In all 
parts of the Northwest, but the Her­
ald Is wrong In supposing that there 
are no maples west of Superior. They 
know all about , ihq maple in British 
Columbia, and there is not a province 
or territory of Canada where It is not 
found. It is true that the maple leaf 
is not distinctively Can ad lam. But
the lily is not a distinctively French 
flower. The rose is not all English, 
and reports from farming districts 
indicate that Scotland has not the 
monopoly of the thistle. The eagle is 
not the most common fowl in ths 
United States Lions do not abound 
in England outside the public gardens, 
and unicorns are not found even in 
the Zoo. The Herald’s statement that 
the emblems must “mean something” 
has to be taken with care, since the 

•chief meaning of most emblems has 
been wrougnt Into them by history 
since their adoption. The beginning 
of them may usually be traced to 
some Incident of no national import­
ance, or is lost in a cloud of legends. 
We in Canada have probably as good 
reason for adopting the maple leaf as 
France hsd for the lily. The maple 
leaf satisfies the artistic requirements 
well. Placed on a ground which will 
give it proper relief the badge will be 
easily discerned at a distance. It will 
present a pleasing picture when near 
by, and will not be like or almost like 
the emblem of any other nation. The

Boston, Oct. 23.—Hans Hansen, a of Cubans^ charged to Delaware with 
seaman of the Belgian King, which being filibusterers, have been appre-1 
lies at pier No. 1 of the New York and I bended in one of the Bahama islands. 
New England docks in South Boston, 
tells a thrilling story of escape from 
death after remaining a .quarter of 
an hour in the water during a wild 
storm.

The Belgian King sailed from Ant­
werp on Oct. 4 ^and encountered a 
storm on the 18th, which compelled 
her to lay to. She was 450 miles off 
Cape Race at the time, and out of the 
course usually taken by/ocean liners.
The waves jran mountains high,break­
ing over the
swamp her at any moment.
Mate William Harrison, on the bridge 
giving orders, saw a wave which tow­
ered high above the ship bearing down 
upon them. Hé immediately ordered 
the engines, which were pumping 
slowly, stopped. The sjjip tossed and 
rolled when the wave struck her, but 
weathered the onslaught.

The boatswain cried “Man over­
board” as soon as the sea had cleared 
the deck. Chief Mate Harrison threw 
U life buoy to Hansen, who was strug­
gling with the sea. It fell far beyond 
his reach. Another life buoy was 
thrown. Hansen caught it.

He was enabled to keep afloat un­
til a line was thrown him and he was 
pulled aboard. The position of the 

ship was changed frequently in order 
to keep the seamhn ln her lee, as 
otherwise he would have been crush­
ed to death by the waves beating 
against her weather side.

Restoratives were applied to the 
exhausted Hansen .as soon as he was 
taken aboard, and he is now fully re- 

' covered. This ship will have to be 
thoroughly repaired before leaving 
port.

(Truro News.)
George Fulton of Bass River, one of 

the landmarks of that thriving town, 
with a large connect Ion and hosts of 
friends all over Colchester, has just 
lately received news of the death of 
hls youngest brother, Samuel, by the 
first family, away to distant Alaska. 
A late California newspaper says:

“The remains of Samuel Fulton, that 
were brought down from Alaska on 
the bark J. D. Peters, are claimed by 
his relatives, who reside to Alameda. 
The body was brought to this city in 
order that Fulton’s widow might col­
lect $2,000 Insurance on the life of the 
deceased, from Oakland lodge, No. 2, 
Ancient Order of United Workmen.

“The deceased was 69 years of age. 
He left Alameda about a year ago to 
take a position with the Pacific Steam 
Whaling company. Mr. Fulton 
not well when he left for the north, 
and died on July 28th last, at Orea, 
Prince Williams’ Land, Alaska. A 
month later, on August 20th, the body 
was hermetically sealed In a zinc 
box, containing brine, and this was 
enclosed in another box, put on board 
the bark J. D. Peters, and shipped to 
San Francisco.”

Samuel Fulton, one of a family of 
four brothers and one sister, left Bass 
River some 30 years ago, and sought 
a home to the distant state of Cali­
fornia. He was a flrst Class mechanic 
ln every respect, and had accumulat­
ed a large property by skilful work, 
diligence and by good judgment. Some 
of his contracts In the Golden City, 
and in Alameda, but a short distance 
from San Franciscos had been most 
lucrative.

TRADE WITH BRITAIN. 
During September, Canada Imported 

from the United Kingdom goods to the 
value of £338,117, compared with £311,- 
467 in September, 1894. For the nine 
months ending Sept. 30th, the figures 
were this year, £2,649,236, and last 
year £2,744,365.

The exports from Canada to the П. 
K. for the month were £l,7i>l,632, corn- 

are nqw pared with £1,632,592 in Sept., 1891, and 
for the nine months the figures were 
£7, 361,344, compared with £7,318,390. Of 
the statement the London Canadian 
Gazette says: “The comparison of 
these figures with the corresponding 
periods of 1894 gives a very encourag­
ing result,both Import and export trade 
in the month showing an expansion 
over September last year. Dealing In 
the first place witfli the exports to 
the dominion, a considerable expansion 
to seen ln the articles wholly and part­
ly manufactured. Worsted goods, for 
instance, were forwarded to a value 
of £13,600 in excess of the correspond­
ing period, while woollen fabrics rose 
£4,600, carpets £3,200, and linen goods 
£3,500, there being also a moderato ex­
pansion in jute piece goods; white ar­
ticles manufactured of cotton and silk 
decreased, and In hardware there was 
also a small falling off. With regard 
to Iron goods, there was an expansion' 
in mogt of the headings Into which 
this class is divided, but a prominent 
feature was a reduction of £7,300 in tin 
plates. The value of spirits forwarded 
was £2,400 less; and miscellaneous, ar­
ticles, apparel, haberdashery, and seed 
oil, were imported to a value in ex­
cess of this time last year; wMle ce­
ment, alkali, anid earthen and chine 
ware had a falling off. ~~

Tifrning to the Imports, increases 
and «decreases were in number about 
evenly divided, but the net result-was 
a distinct enlargement of the trade, 
this being entirely due to the greater 
activity with which oxen and bulls, 
wheat and wheat flour, fish and wood 
were sent out from the dominion.

17, “And Samuel called the people to­
gether unto the Lord In Mizpeh." Isra­
el was chosen to be a special people 
unto God above all people on the earth; 
separated from all others unto the 
Lord, that He might show through 
them who and what He was, that thus 
all nations might know Him for their 
good (Ex. xix., 5, 6; Deut. vlL, 6; II. 
Sam. vli., 23). When therefore, they 
desired to be like other nations (I. 
Sam. vlll., 5, 20), they went right con­
trary to the will of the Lord for them. 
Samuel told them Just how the king 
they desired would treat them (vlii., 
11-19), but they insisted on having their 
own way. The steps by which the Lord 
brought Saul to Samuel are fully re­
corded in chapter lx., and the first 
part of thto chapter x., and form one 
of the most Interesting, . instructive 
and practical of all Bible stories. A 
precious nugget which I enjoy and love 
to pass on ls found ln x., 7, "Do as 
occasion serve thee, for God to with 
thee."

18. “Thus saith the Lord God of Is­
rael, I brought up Israel out of 
Egpt.” The suggestiveness of Miz­
peh was seen In our last lesson, and 
there the people saw the power of the 
Lord on their behalf. Now they are 
again before the Lord, but turning 
their backs upon Him deliberately in 
order to be like other nations. He

HIS LAST JUMP.

Patrick Callahan Meets His Death at 
Poughkeepsie.

He Dropped a Distance of Two Hundred and 
Sixteen Feet Into the River.

Poughkeepsie, N. Y., Oct. 27.—Pat­
rick. King L. Callahan, 26 years old, 
jumped from the Poughkeepsie bridge 
into the river today. The distance le 
216 feet. The bridge Jumper was ser­
iously injured and died late tonight.

Callahan and his backers, John P. 
Eckhardt and William Lloyd of New 
York, accompanied by a dozen sport­
ing men and reporters, arrived on the 
6.08 train this morning and were met 
by several Poughkeepsie sporting men. 
a reporter of the Associated Press and 
other newspaper men. Callahan, ac­
companied by four of his party, climb­
ed up the mountain side to the en­
trance of the bridge, where they elud­
ed the watchman. They passed out to 
a point within 125 feet of the west 
shore. Cafllatian’s associates strapped 
a corded jacket or Life preserver 
around his waist and attached a blad­
der to each of his shoulders. These 
were calculated tirkeep him erect in 
falling. His friends were waiting un­
der the bridge In row boats to pick 
him up, and as soon as he s$w them 
he let go. As he neared the water his 
legs separated and he struck with, a 
noise that sounded like the report of 
a gun. He came to the surface quick­
ly, and moaning as if in great pain, 
struck out for one of the boats, the 
occupants of which picked him up andl 
took him ashore. He was taken to- 
Dean’s hotel, where it was found he 
was suffering from hemorrhages. He 
gradually sank, until death came at 
11.25. Callahan claims to have Jumped 
from the Brooklyn bridge on July 27, 
and Black Friars bridge In London- 
seven years ago. He statedl he did rot 
do the act on a wager.

It had been burn­
ed in the market place, chained in the 
house of God, and: critics had exploded. 
Voltaire said that In 100 years from 
his day It would only be read as a 
literary curiosity. The house In which 
Voltaire lived was now the repository 
of the Geneva society and. was com­
pletely filled with Bibles. Tom Paine 
asserted that one hundred years would 
see the utter decline of God’s word. 
Since his time it .had been printed in 
hundreds of languages and! dialects. 
When the revised version come out the 
streets of New York were crowded 
with wagons loaded with Bibles. The 
largest message ever sent by telegraph 
was this old book from Mathew to 
Romans, Including 118,000 words. This 
was telegraphed from New York to 
Chicago In order to beat steam and 
that the Chicago Sunday papers might 
publish it. The sales of the book was 
supposed to attest its popularity. The 
average circulation of a novel was, he 
had been told, 1,000 copies. Some of 
them got up to 10,000 copies. If so it 
was printed on the fly leaf. The next 
copy of the Bible sent out would l e 
away up in the huhdreds of mlHioos.

entrance to the library of Harvard 
college, created- a large sized commo­
tion among members of the faculty 
there recently.

MINAS BASIN OYSTERS.

Ernest Kempt, dominion oyster ex­
pert, was in Kentvlle test Saturday 
and ln company with J. R. Lyons and 
G. E. Ryy, drove to Kingsport, and 
from, there went out to the Minas 
Basin mud flats to get an idea of their 
suitability for the propagation of the 
oyster.

But 
the break In cotton when then began, 
ripened on Monday Into a collapse 
sufficient to Justify hope of a free 
movement. Hides have also dropped 
sharply at Chicago; leather Is weak­
er and the adustment of prices to real 
Instead of Imaginary conditions pro­
gresses rapidly. Already lower prices 
In Iron have brought out some Impor­
tant contracts.
though Including a strike of many 
Penmsylvanlt coal miners who do not 
seem to be succeeding, are on the 
whole of no serious importance. The 
money markets cause remarkably lit­
tle trouble, considering the heavy 
movement of products. The colder 
weather has generally helped the re­
tail trade, and with increased con­
sumption hy the millions, they will be 
dear for better business. Already 
payments through clearing houses 
closely approach for October those of 
the beet year In history, though re­
flecting in part past transactions, and 
new orders are still much needed hy 
the great industries.

The Mghest authority in the trade, 
the Financial Chronicle, stated last 
Saturday that the cotton yield would 
not fall below seven million bales and 
thie receipts thius far indicate even 
less decreases. Ellison's estimate of 
the world's consumption Is 8,300,000 
bales American., of which 3,000,000 were 
carried over September 1st, which does 
not favor wild, fluctuations.
