BERLIN, July 16—The successful 
flight of the balloon Hatrie, the first 
craft of Its kind built for the French 
Government, which sailed over Paris a 
few days ago under perfect control, has 
brought about an extensive discussion, 
in the German newspapers with fre­
quent allusions to Germany being be­
hind France in the matter of air navi­
gation. Major Von Farseval recently 
was permitted to resign from the army 
to become an airship engineer and 
study the subject of airships thorough­
ly and a company was organized at the 
Emperor’s suggestion. Major Von Par- 
seval says that the German army is in 
no position to show aeronatlc success 
equal to that of the French army.

“The French have five years the start 
of us in experimenting with airships 
adaptable to war,” he declared. "Now, 
however, we, too, are working energeti­
cally on an airship suitable for war 
purposes.” The general staff here had 
not taken much, interest in air naviga­
tion as an auxiliary in war until recent 
months or rather since the Emperor be­
gan to show an interest, which eventu­

NO STATE INSURANCE.

In spite of the agitation of trades 
unions and the somewhat energetic 
effort of labor members of parliament, 
Britain will not introduce compulsory 
state insurance just now. The work­
men’s Compensation Act which went 
into effect on the first of July, was de­
bated at great length In the house of 
commons, and it was predicted by 
some that It would result in the estab­
lishment of state Insurance. A few 
■weeks ago the postmaster general ap­
pointed a departmental committee to 
consider whether the post office which 
already conducts savings banks and 
a form of life Insurance, might not 
undertake to secure employers under 
the new act. The committee has just 
reported, and is opposed to the 
scheme on the ground that at tho 
present time there is no reason to sup­
pose that the state could adopt rates 
materially lower than those now in 
effect by old line companies.

why do they ever leave and go up the 
rivers?”

“For one think, it is na’ just only for 
the spawning, as you folk think." The 
old man locked the Icehouse door, jit 
hls pipe, and with much deliberation 
went on: ‘Of course the salmon is a 
fresh water fish, made for rivers and 
lakes. For the first year or two he 
could not breathe in the sea at all.

HALIFAX, N. S.,„ July 15.—An In­
quiry into the Senlac1Rosalind col­
lision was opened at the dockyard to­
day before J. F. L. Parsons, agent of 
the marine and fisheries department.

McKinnon of the Senlac, and Captain 
Clarke of the Rosalind, testified. The 

OTTAWA, July 15.—J. Bruce Walk- Inquiry was adjourned until this after-
nooon. On one point there is a direct 
conflict of evidence.

Captain McKinnon testified that be­
fore the Rosalind loomed up through 
the tog she blew two blasts on her 
whistle, indicating that she was going 
to port. This was emphatically de­
nied by Capt. Clarke, who stated that 
the Senlac crossed the Rosalind's bows 
and was cut down.

Capt. McKinnon of the Senlac was 
the first witness. He told of leaving 
the Plant wharf on the night of July 
1st.

The immigration
agents in Great Britain, he said, are 
not endeavoring much to encourage 
immigration from the cities but are 
spending most of their -energies in get­
ting immigrants from the rural sec- 

Northern and northwesterntions.
England are at present suplying most 
of the immigrants. Those coming 
from London and the other large cen­
tres of population are mostly sent out 
by the various charitable organiza­
tions.

The increase in British immigration 
to Canada so far this year is over 
fifty per cent, as compared with last
year.-

Speaking of the character of the re­
ports sent back from Canada to Great 
Britain by immigrants, Mr. Walker 
said that the exaggerated statements 
of hardship and privation made in let­
ters to the press by lazy immigrants 
here usually brought by the next mail 
from - Canada refutations from some 
fellow immigrant.

Mr. Walker instanced letters which 
appeared last spring stating that im­
migrants had been chased through the 
streets of Winnipeg by wolves and that 
hundreds of Englishmen had been fro­
zen to death on the prairies.

The police, who have been strengthen­
ed enormously and reorganized during 
the last year, daily succeed in arrest-

throughout Russia. Two days ago in 
Moscow eleven members of the section 
of Maximalists were found planning at­
tempts against the Czar and the Grand 
Dukes. The party were courtmartialled 
and two were executed.

Four war organizations have been 
discovered and arrested. In the Baltic 
provinces, chiefly In Courland, about 
100 arrests have been made. In a little 
town in the province of Nljni Nçvo- 
gorod the police learned of a revolu­
tionary assembly1 which was holding a 
meeting in a house. The police sur­
rounded it and demanded its surren­
der. The people in the house answered 
by firing and woundthg two policemen. 
The police then set fire to the house 
from several sides. Some of the revolu­
tionists tried to escape through the 
flames and two succeeded. A few were 
arrested, but the majority remained in 
the house and perished, singing revol­
utionary songs all the while.

The chief of police here, M. Trousse- 
vitch, has started tot- Berlin and Paris, 
where he will deal "with the Question 
of the extradition Of Russian revolu­
tionaries. It is supposed that M. Trous­
se vitch on his return will be appointed
