Canadian Australian Liner Made a

Record Trip.

MONTREAL, June 8.—The steamer
Manuka, the crack new steamer of the
Canadian-Australian line, arrived in
Vancouver at 9 p. m. on June 7, two
days ahead of her scheduled arrival,
as she was not due until the evening
of the 9th.

Nearly
every man and boy in the place owns
a gun er an apology for one. Game
laws, if they are aware that such
things exist, must be a continual sub-
jeot of jest, for they e paid no re-
spect whatever. SmalN pleces of
ground around the houses are culti-
wated and enough meadow hay is cut
to keep a few cattle and the few horses
the com"nunlty is proud to own. Be-
yond this the amount of work done is
absolutely nil. As far as personal pos-
sessions are concerned, what one owns
all use.

Quite a Number of Provincial People

- o

BOSTON, June 8.—The unfavorable
weather of 'the past.week has checked
the spruce trade, but still the demand
thas ben fair. Prices for frames con-
tinue firm. From the provinces seven
schooners arrived last week, bringing
635,365 fet of lumber and 600,000 laths.
Quotations here are as follows: Spruce
'—10 and 12 inch dimension, 320; 9 inch
and under dimension, $19; 10 and 12
inch random lengths, 10 feet and up,
$20.50; 2x3, 2x4, 2x5, 2x7 and 3x4, 10 feet
and up, $17; merchantable boards, 5
inch and wup, $17; matched boards,
$18.50; eastern hemlock. boards, 12, 14,
16 feet, $15. Shingles—Cedar ex, $3.25
to 3.40; clear, $2.75 to 2.90; 2nds, $2.25
to 2.40; clear white, $2.15 to 2.20; ex. No.
1, $1.76 to 1.90. Lath, spruce—11:2 in.;
$3.10 to 3.25; 15-8 in., $3.25 to 3.40. Clap-
boards—Spruce, 4 feet, $42 to 43; clears,
$40 to 41; 2nd clears, $38 to 39; pine ex-
tras, $556 to 60; clears, $50 to 55; 2nd
clears, $45 to 50.

All reports from the business world
give evidence of contraction in opera-
tions. Curtailment in production is
lessening the purchasing ability, Some
peoplet are economizing because they
are forced so to do, others because they
are influenced by conditions surround-
ing them. It is believed that the de-
pression is largely sentimental, as there
has been no crop disaster to account
for it. There never was such an abun-
«dance of money. Nevertheless, the de-
sire to await a clearer knowledge as
to the crops and the political outlook
is spreading. The spirit of conserva-
‘tism is as noticeable among sellers as
it is among buyers. It is recognized
that on the first appearance of activity
it would be necessary to add materi-
ally to the stocks on hand. In some
lines there is a fair retail trade, while
in others climatic conditions have been
unfavorable to any extended buying.

Ocean freights remain at a low ebb
of .lepression, with no improvement in
any case from the abnormally low car-
rying rates recently prevailing. The
outward movement of grain at pres-
ent prices is extremely light, many
vessels leaving without a bushel of
grain, and ir soine cases refusing to
carry grain at present unremunera-
tive rates of 3-4d. or below.

Fresh mackerel are in abundance
here. They are mostly all large and
are worth 8 to 10 cents. Some new
salt mackerel have been landed of late.
They were also large and sold at $10 to
10.50 per bbl. The mackerel fleet is
now in provincial waters. Old salt fish
are quiet and are held at nominal quo-
tations. Cured ard pickled codfish are
easier, but the supply is not large.
Commission housas ask $6.75 to 7.25 for
large shore; $5.75 te 6.25 for medium;
$7.25 to 7.75 for large Georges and $7.50
to 8 for large dry bank. Pickled her-
ring are steady and unchanged at $6.50
to 7 for Nova Scotia large split. Fresh
fish are in fair supply, though the fog
has hampered the offshore fishermen.
Ldbsters have been in full supply, al-
though the last shipment has been re-
ceived from Yarmouth, and prices are
expected to advance. Quotations are
as follows: Market cod, 21-2 to 3c. per
1b.; large- cod, 3 to 4c.; Georges had-
dock, 21-2 to 8c.; white eastern hali-
but, 12 to 1l4c.; gray, 8 to 9c.; eels, 10c.;
sea bass, 20c.; buck shad, 12 to 15c.;
roe shad, 30 to 35c.; live losters, 12c.:
boiled, 1l4c.; eastern salmon, green, 20
to 30c.; western, 15 to 20c.

GENtROUS BEQUESTS.

Elisha S. Converse Lleaves Much

Money to Charity,

CAMBRIDGE, Mass.,, June 9.—Tha
will of Elisha S. Converse of Malden,
the wealthy rubber shoe manufacturer
who died on Sunday, which was filed
for probate here today, directs: that
$150,000 be given to the Malden Public
Hospital in trust. The money is to be
added to the “Elisha S. and Mary D.

Mr. Con-
verse built the institution for the city
many years ago. The sum of $25,000
is left to the Malden Industrial Aid
‘Society, also in trust. and the First
Baptist church, whick Mr, Converse
erected in memory of a son, is given
815,000 in trust for the support of the
poor.

DOCTOR OF. DIVINITY.

Acadia University Honors
Mr.

Acadia University, Wolfville, Nova
Scotia, has conferred the degree of
D. D. upon the Rev, J. A, Gordon, pas-
tor of the First Baptist church, Mont-
real.

Dr. Gordon was born in Prince Ed-
ward Island, of Scotch parents, and re-
ceived his earliest education at the
local school of Montague Bridge. He
first filled the position of clerk to the
court, eventually attending Acadia
University. He received his ecclesi-
astical training at Newton Theologi-
cal Institute, Mass., and was called to
the church of his old pastor at East
Point.

member of the governing board c?
Acadia College.

Since coming to Montreal Dr. Gor-
don has done remarkably good wotik
in relieving /the First Baptist church
of its very heavy finanoirl burden.

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The elghth session of the Presbyter-
fan General Assembly opeiied Mon-
day morning at 10 with the usual
devotional exercises, after which the |
minutes of the last meeting were read |
and adopted.

Dr. Armstrong presented the report
of Ottawa Ladies’ Collége, which was
satisfactory in every sense of the word.
The, attendance of pupils has been gra-
tifying, the total number enrolled be-
ing 128, the average attendance 115. of

these 44 were pupils in residence.
The teachers have worked hard.and

the utmost harmony has reigned. The j

board would gratefully acknowledge
the liberality of the general assembly
in acocrding a grant of $3,000 from
the Century, Fund, whereby the finan-
cial position of the college ‘has been
greatly strengthened. - The ‘estimated
revenue for the year 1503-1904 is $14,-
250, and the ‘estimated expenditure
$14,100. In this expenditure is inclu-
ded $1,150 spent in repairs and furnish-
ings, which have added greatly to the
appearance and comfort of .the resi-
dence. The board is desirous of estab-
lishing a number of endowed scholar-
ships entitling the holders to free gen-
eral tuition. The amount required to
endow such a scholarship is $1,000. The
donor of a scholarship may have the
privilege of stipulating conditions un-
der which it shall be assigned.

At the close of the present session,
Mrs. Ross, who for the past flve years
has rendered valuable service to the
college, retires from the principalship.
Mrs. J. Grant Needham has been nam-
ed as her successor.

The adoption of the report was mov-
ed by Rev. Dr. Fletcher, seconded by
Prof. Boyce, and the motion carried.

The next item of business was an
overture from the committee on col-
leges presented by Rev. J. A. Turn-
bull, of Toronto, who strongly advo-
cated greater uniformity in the col-
leges. He thought that those who
arg to go out from the colleges to the
pulpits should be taught the doctrines,
which they as a church believed. When
& person at the present time charged
another with heresy, he was at once
called a heresy-hunter, but neverthe-
less there was great danger that too
much liberty was being given in re-
gard to doctrinal subjects. Mr., Turn-
bull moved that the principal of the
overture be adopted and that a com-
mittee be appointed to define the du-
ties of the committee on colleges. The
motion was seconded by Rev. J. W.
Cameron.

Principal Forrest thought more in-
formation should be received before
‘even the priciple of the overture
should be adopted. He believed far
more harm than good would be done
by appointing a committee to inquire
Into and pry around the duties of the
different professors in a college.

Mr. Turnbull objected to some state-
ments of Principal Forrest. He be-
lieved a professor in a college might be
teaching doctrines most heterodox and
it would hardly be convenient to carry
the matter to the Presbytery. It
should be taken to the General Assem-
bly.

The motion was lost.

The assembly proceeded to resume
consideration of the amalgamation of
the aged and infirm ministers’ fund,
eastern and western sections.

J. K. MacDonald, of Toronto, on be-
half of the committee reported that
two meetings had been held. Dates
showed that the number of ministers
{n active service was 929 in the western
section; 241 in the eastern section.

The average age of ministers in the
west was 46; in the east 66.

The average length of service ian the
west was 20 years; in the east 15 years.

The probability of attaining the
age of 79, in the west, 49.53; in the
east, 49.86.

In regard to the slight difference in
the average age it was decided to ig-
nore it and deal with the matter of
equal average age, and also to accept
the capital of the eastern section as
it now stands, namely, $55,000; also to
recommend that the two committees
and funds be amalgamated and that the
funds, capital and ordinary, be trans-
ferred to Dr. Worden, agent of the
church; also that in the eastern section
annuities be paid up to the 30th of
June instant and that the transfer of
the funds be made on July 1st, of the
present year. The age limit was not
éxtended beyond fifty-five years.

In regard to rule nine, it was decided
by the committea to amend it so as to
read: “Four years—following ordina-
tion or induction—shall be allowed
within which connection may be made
and faflure to do so will forfeit right
to connection’”; also that the number
of members on the standing committee
be limited to twenty-one.

The adoption of the first recom-
mendation was moved by Mr. McDon-
ald, the question was discussed by
Princinil Forrest, Dr. Sedgewick and
Judgze Forbes.

Judge Forbes wanted one fund, one
treasurer and one church from At-
lantic to Pacific. He was enthusiastic-
ally apvlauded. The recommendation
was adopted.

At 11.30 the deputation from the
Church of England deanery, consisting
of Canon Richardson, Rev. Dr. Ray-
mond, Rev. J. de Soyres, Rev. A. D.
Dewdney, Rev. G. F. Ssovil, Col. J. R.
Armstrong, A. H. Hanington, A. C.
Fairweather, W, 8. Fisher, W. M, Jar-
vis and T. B. Robinson, was introduced
by Rev. Mr. Lang, and welcomed by
‘'the moderator.

Dr. Raymond said that the assembly
was one of the most representative
bodies ever called together. It includ-
ed a large number of Scotchmen and
the principles for which they stood.
They were met together in a historic
city, a city whose history goes back
nearly as far as civilization in Canada.
Dr. Raymond referred to the coming of
the Loyalists and our deep sense of
honor for them. He prayed for. the

; time when the churches would work in
ivgreater union! He thought there was a
i growing loyalty for our Canadian home.
{ He believed, with the Bishop of Huron,
i i that assemblies, conventions and synod-

i jcal gatherings were beneficial because
'thev were th2 outer manifestation of
lthe spirit which is growing in the
i hearts of the different churches. : In
the foreign mission field, especially, he
believed greater work would be done
by a brotherly co-operation. ¥le tend-
ered the Presbyterians a hearty greet-
ing to the City of St. John,

Canon Richardson said that even if
the rules of canon law made it impos-
sible for them to occupy the Church’of
England pulpits yesterday, he could
safely say that they captured the
Church of England people. It was good
for them to meet together today, not as
members of distinctive churches, but
as members-of a great community
which God gave his only Son to save.
He congratulated the assembly on their
magnificent ‘faith, which had accom-
plished so much. Things were getting
so good or so bad, according as one
looked at it, one might almost expect
to see a Presbyterian misisonary on
every hand. He would not be expected
to say that he would not rather see the
Church of England the most prominsnt
church in Canada, but until that time
came he would have to admit that the
balance of power lay-in the hands of
the Presbyterian church.

Rev. John de Soyres referred o the
last general assembly which met here
in St. David’s church ten years ago.
At that time two men made the great-
est impression on his life that had
ever been made. One was that great
Principal Grant, whose memory is
cherished not only by the church to
which he belonged, but by the Domin-
icn of Canada at large. The other was
Rev. D. J. Macdonnell, who he would
safely set up as an .example for the
young men of the church,

‘The moderator made a few remarks,
expressing on behalf of the assembly
his pleasure in having the Church of
England ministers present.

An overture was then reag from the
synod of Manitoba and Northwest
Territories as follows:

Whereas, there is much dissatisfac-
tion with the present mode of adminis-
tering the Aged and Infirm Ministers’
Fund, and as a consequence the annu-
ties paid to the beneficiaries are inade-
quate for their support, and unworthy
of a church of such resources as ours;
and

Whereas, there is no reason to be-
lieve that there will be an improve-
ment till the causes of dissatisfaction
are removed.

It is hereby overtured to the General
Assembly that the revenues derived
from endowments, congregational con-
tributions, donations and such like, be
apportioned among the beneficiaries
according to years of service, irrespec-
tive of their being rate-paying minis-
ters or not, due consideration being
given to cases of individual need.

The overture was allowed to lie on
the table.

The assembly adjourned and the
members met in front of the church
where they were photographed by H.
F. Albright.

At ) Monday afternoon’s session of
the Presbyterian General Assembly
the first matters brought up were
overtures for the division of the pres-
bytery of Calgary. These were agreed
to.

FROM THE NORTHERN STATES.

It was then the assembly’s pleasure
to listen to Rev. Dr. Chapman, who
brought greetings from the church of
the Northern States. The remarks of
Dr. Chapman will have a particular
interest to the people of St. John be-
cause the place of his birth is New
Brunswick. He is now located at Buf-
falo, N. Y.

Dr. Chapman regretted that Dr.
Johnson who was deputed along with
him to bear greetings to the dominion
assembly from their brethren in the
States, was unable to come, and yet
he felt a selfish satisfaction on this
account, because his intended associ-
ate was a taller man than he. Dr.
Chapman is over six feet tall and this
remark created a general laugh. Con-
tinuing he said he felt it a great plea-
sure and an honor to be present among
so many distinguished Canadians, but
it added much to his feelings to know
that he was in his native province. It
was here that he acquired the first
knowledge of his faith, but he was a
member of the Canadian church for
only a little while. He referred to the
visit of Rev. Dr. Fletcher, ex-modera-
tor, and Dr. Warden to the last gen-
eral assembly of the church in the
United States, and said that it was a
matter of especial pleasure to him to
know that hé was selected to recipro-
cate that visit. Alluding to the ques-
tions which the last general assembly
of the United States dealt with, he
gaid that Christian education was one
of the first things to call for consid-
eration. But in the matter of Chris-
tian education he was forced to admit
that both Methodists and Congrega-
tionalists had gone beyond Presbyter-
jans in the United States.  Both these
denomirations had reaped
which the Presbyterian church had

west. The fault
fact that Presbyterians, as they have
been aptly described, are ‘“God’s silly
people,” in that they give profusely of
their cash in the furtherance of the
work of other Christian sects and neg-
lect their own. He asked if the Pres-
byterians of Canada were afflicted with
a similar leakage. Another question
which held the attention of the United
States general assembly and which he
wished to emphasize, was the advance

Bible. The results were wonderfully
encouraging and- the expectation is
that another year will bring forth
more encouraging reports.

Dr., Chapman next talked Church
Union, & subject which upon his ar-
rival he found literally to permeate
the atmosphere of the dominion, ‘It
was simply * in the air,” a stage to
which it had not yet attained in the
United States. The only union move-
ment which he had witnessed in the
States was the proposed union of two
Presbyterian sects, the Cumber-
land Presbyterian church, which
arose out of the revival of
1797, and the regular church.
He then alluded to the revi-
sion of the confession of faith, which
was accomplished by the last United
States General Assembly. The revision
although radical seemea to suit all
concerned, and the most remarkable
feature of the whole incident was the
overwhelming vote with which it was
received. Union with the Canadian

church had never yet been considered,

but when that time should come the
Canadian church would be called upon
to assizt the church of the TUnited
States in clearing up a very dark ques-
tion. (Laughter.) Several vials of
divine judgment, said Dr. Chapman,
have been poured out in the United
States, but more would be poured out

before the colored problem  is solved.’

The white men refuse to sit with the
black in the same Presbytery, but he
hoped that the time was not distant
when the arrangement c¢ould be ef-
fected for the holding of separate
Preshyteries. The Christian church of
today, exclaimed Dr. Chapman, is em-
phasizing one great dogma  and one
great demand: *“God so loved the world
that he gave his only begotten Son;”
and “Go ye into all the world and
preach the Gospel” Thi§s dogma and
this demand are rtgeceiving practical
fulfilment by the men in the field, who,
sinking denominational distinctions,
are achieving practical results. He was
greatly surprised when he came to
Canada to find union with a non-Pres-
byterian church advocated. It was a
great thing that such a proposition
could be talked about calmly and de-
liberately, and he believed that th=
time was come when the church of
Christ is realizing its obligation. All
things that differentiate and separate
are being sunk in the advanoement of
the one great object, the evangelization
of God’'s people.

The annexation of Canada was jocu-
larly alluded to. That, said Dr. Chap-
man, had been subjected to a turn of
tide. Instead of the people of United
States annexing Canada, it seemed ra-
ther that Canada was annexing the
United States as evidenced by the
great emigration of Americans to the
Canadian west. This naturally brought
up the question of the evangelization
of the west, a problem which he hop-
ed and believed was being better look-
ed after in Canada now than it was
yvears ago in the United States. The
great neglect in this rezard of the
church in the United States was shown
by the fact that now they virtually
have foreign missions in the west.
‘Whether the union of Christian bodies
is effected or not the Presbyterian de-
nomination and other denominations
should have a grip on the immigration
agencies of the county.

Dr. Chapman expressed the ~hope
that the 45th degree of latitude would
not much longer stand in the way of
union between the Canadian and Un-
ited States church. A line written by
the poet laureate, Alfred Austin, apt-
ly described the situation: “We sev-
ered have too long been,” or “Too long
we have been severed,” or ‘“We have
been severed too long.”” Which of the
forms was the correct one, Dr. Chap-
man was not certain, but he thought
one as good poetry as the other.

MODERATOR RETURNS GREET-
INGS.

The moderator, Dr. Milligan, said it
was a peculiar hengr in having pres-
ent a member from the Presbyterian
church of the TUnited States. He
thought that the church in Canada
and in the United States were work-
ing on to one great end and that real-
ly there is no dividing line between
them. One thing both Americans and
Britons should be determined on, that
whatever comes up, there must be no
line between Anglo-Saxons.

Dr. Chapman remained seated on the
platform.

THE GREAT SUBJECT.

The report of the committee on cor-
respondence with other churches let
loose the terms of discussion on the

.question of church union.

DR. WARDEN EXPLAINS.

The report was submitted by Rev.
Dr. R. H. Warden. He explained how
that on the 21st of March last the com-
mittee appointed by the last assembly
met in Toronto in conference with the
committees appointed by the general
conferenke of the Methodist church of
Canada and the Congregational union
of Canada, at which the following re-
solution was unanimously adopted.

‘““That this joint committee, compos-
ed of reprasentativas of the Preshyter-
ian, Methodist and Congregational

| churches, assembled to confer together

respecting an organic union of the
churches named, would reverently and
gratefully recognize the token of the
Master’s presence as evidenced by the
cordial, brotherly spirit and earnest
desire for Divine guidance maintained
throughout the entire session.

“While recognizing the limitations
of our authority as to any action that
would commit our respective chunches
in regard to:a proposal that is yet in
the initial stage, we feel free, never-
thele.s, to say that we are of one
mind, that organic union is both desir-
able and practicable, and we commend
the whole subject to the sympathetic
and favorable consideration of the
chi2f assemblies of the churches con-
concerned for such further action as
they may deem wise and expedient.””

Continuing, Dr. Warden said that so
far as it was possible to gauge senti-
ment with regard to the question, there
seemed to be a strong desire for union.
It was very important that the ques-
tion should be looked at from the
point of economizing men and money.
Unioa must tend directly in the saving
of a large number of men and a large
sum of money. Though there is need
of money and men to extend the Gos-
pel, the main object is the glorifying
of God. (Applause.) At the same time
he thoaght it would be very unwise to
unduly push the matter. The best way,
he thought, to further it was to move
slowly. He believed that leading prin-
ciples should first be laid down and
sanctioned, and that details should be
left for settlement at a later period.

The hand should not be put to the’

plough in this matter unless it was the
bona fide intention to go forward.

MOVES APPROVAL OF RESOLU-
TION.

Dr. Warden moved that the Assem-
bly approve the resolution adopted by
'the general conference of the Method-
ist church @f Canada om the gquestisn

of union,  which it was unanimously
agreed to recommend to the General
Assembly. The General Assembly in
respinse was ‘asked to pass the follow-'
ing:

““The General Assembly thanks  the
General Conference of the Methodist
church in Canada for their courtesy in
transmitting to them a copy of the re-
solution ‘on church union, adopted by
the conference at its meeting in Sep-
tember, 1902, ’

‘The General Assembly is one with
the General Conference in its desire to
pxjomote organic union among the
evangelistic churches, so far as this
can be accomplished, with due regard
to all the interests involved ,and espe-
cially the promotion of the efficiency
of the church of Christ in carrying
forward its great work at-home and
abroad

“The Assembly is gratified by the
fact that the question of union be-
tween the Methodist church of Can-
ada, the Congregational church in
Canada and the Presbyterian church in
Canada is receiving consideration by
many in the membership of these
churches, and especially that the Gen-
eral 2on‘erence of the Methodist church

should have adeopted a- deliverances

breathing the truly Christian spirit of
the resolution which has been. trans-
mitted to the Assembly.

““The General Assembly, in response,
appoints a committee on union, with
instructions to c¢onfer with the similar
committees of the Methodist, Congre-
gational and other churches, to report

'to the next General Assembly.

‘“The Assembly prays that the spirit
of truth, wisdom and love may -rest
upon the committees of these churches
in all conferences which they may hold
upon the very important subject which
they are appointed to consider.”

Dr.Warden thought that union could
be effected. He explained that the
words ‘“other churches” had been add-
ed 80 as to open the door to the Baptists
and Anglicans. He referred to the
frankness and heartiness which
characterized the addresses de-
livered by their brothers of
the Episcopal Church in the
morning, and he thought after such
a manifestation of rapproachment no
one should despair of union, even with
the Episcopal' Church.

PRINCIPAL PATRICK FAVORS IT.

.Dr. Patrick of
lege followed

Manitoba Col-
with an elo-
quent address favoring union.
He said that the ,assembly in
the present instance was making his-
tory and he believed that the day
would be looked back upon as one of
the greatest.days in the church. The
voice* of God was being heard. He
told what made him an advocate of
church union from the very beginning.
It was the experience which he had
derived in the great Canadian west,
where people had virtually stepped
over the barriers of denominational
distinction and worked hand in hand
in the furtherance of the Christian
cause.

Rev. Dr. Mowatt of Toronto s
ted the report of the board of 1
evangelization which stated thut
ing the past year the operations ¢

tors and ordained missionaries, si
students and
and eighteen teachers.

The average Sabbath attenda:
persons over ten
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¢y-one mission fields was one thousand
eight hundred and sixty, representing
eight hundred and sixty-three.families
and four hundred and fourteen single
persons connected with these families.

There are one thousand one hundred
and sixty-nine communicants, of whom
one hundred and forty-seven were
added during the year; eight hundred
and twenty-nine scholars in the Sun-
day schools, and six hundred and thir-
ty-six in the mission schools, of whom
three hundred and seven come from
:oman Catholic homes. Two thousand
seven hundred and ninety-five copies
of the Scripturass and twenty-four thou-
gand nine hundred and forty-three re-
sigious tracts and papers were distrib-
ated. The fields contributed $5,981 and
the schools $2,465, a total of $8,406.

The recéipts for the year were
$2.565.94 lesg than the expenditure. The
reserve fund had to be drawn upon to
make up the deficiency. This is a
matter for regret but not discouragc.
ment, for the deficiency would not hawe 4
occurred if the attention of alL—oul':,
congregations had been called to the
needs and importance of these funds.

E. H. BRANDT'S ADDRESS,

E. H. Brandt, principal of the
rointe-aux-Trembles Mission schools,
was called upon and spoke briefly on
his work. At Pointe-aux-Trembles
they received boys and girls from all
sver the province of Quebec and kept
them there seven months of the year.
The open Bible was the great char-
acteristic of their schools, and they
vere endeavoring to point out the
pure, clear religion of Jesus Christ.
The priests try to build big churches
and manses, all for luxury. They tax
the farms of the poor people to enable
them to do this. The province of Que-
bec, where Catholicism reigns, was not
a free country.

Mr. Brandt told of many incidents
fllustrating the cruelty of the priests
& Quebec, and privations which the
poor are forced to undergo. They were
sxcommunicated if they did anything
rhatever differing from the ruling of
their priests. Referring to the mis-
rion schools Mr. Brandt said they had |
done a wonderful work for sixty
years, until now it was not at all un-
gsual to have thirty or fOrty come
«0 their communion table each winter, \
th order that they might be free from
the persecutions of their own clergy.
He had been in every province of the
dominion and in all but Quebec he had
scen nothing but freedom and happi-

Brunswick have watched with more
than ordinary interest the work of the;
institution during the past few years. |
The encoenial exercises which are al-'’
ways of a high order, were fully up to/
the standard this year. The orations
and general programme were of theé
best, but the most gratifying feature
of all was the large number present-’
ing themselves for the college degree
of B. A. A class of twenty-seven, the
largest in the hostory of the univer-
sity, tells more than any words could
describe, the story of progress. ,If one
but compares the record of the insti-
tution during the past fifteen years or
so with its previous development, he
cannot but feel gratified at the result.
While other seats of learning hawe
been able to hold their own, the ad-
vancement of the university has been
steady, and, this advancement has been
made not only along the lines of in-
creased attendance, but also, which is
most important, in the growth of pres-
cribed studies and in popular favor.

As far as education is concerned, the
college has always done excellent work. |
Judging from the exceptional showing '
made by many of its graduatesL the
old institution has certainly a history
of which it may feel proud. A univer-
sity education is said to constitute the
foundation of a man’s future. If this
is so then the structures which have
arisen from the foundations laid at the
University of New Brunswick are plea-
sing and gratifying. It would not do
to say that all bachelor of arts have
reflected credit on their Alma Mater.
No college would ever claim this, but
as a general thing, the university, con-
sidering its size, the funds at its dis-,
posal and its opportunities, takes a
place second to none.

It may be of interest to look briefly
over some of the classes that have
passed through the university and the
places many of the graduates have
taken in life. i

Among those who have long since
passed away and who gained positions
of high standing in the province, may
be mentioned Charles Fisher, Senator
O’Dell, Governor Chandler and E. H.
Wilmot. The oldest living graduate is
the Rev. Canon DeVeber of St. John,
who obtained his degree in 1843, just
sixty-one years ago. .Judge G. G. Gil-
bert cOmes next to Canon DeVeber, '
having taken his diploma in the fol-|
lowing year. The class of 1846 contain- '
ed among its members the Rev, Canon
Ketchum of St. Andrews; Dr. W. P.
Dole and H. Peters passed through
the university in 1849 and the ReV. T.
W. Street, at present sub-deacon at
the cathedral, in 1851. The class of
1852 contained many good men who
have attained success. Among these
were G. S. Milligan, superintendent
of education, Newfoundland; John L.
March, Police Magistrate of Frederic-
ton; the Rev. Canon Roberts, W. H
Murray of St. John, and Dr. T. A.
Gregory, for many . years a leading
physician at the capital and a brother
of Judge Gregory; G. S. Smith and
Benjamin R. Stevenson, the latter a
member of the government and speak-
er of the house, were among those
who comprised the list of 1854. Judge
Barker of our supreme court, was one
of the two graduates in 1856, and Can- :
on Medley, one of a class of three in'
1858. The winners of degrees in 185
though few in number, have had a.suc-
cessful career, Dr. Thos. Walker,!
Judge E. L. Wetmore, Dr. J. C. E. Ro-,
berts and F. A. Morrison composed the |
quartette. The late Sheriff Sturdee
completed his course in 1861 and in
1862 Dr. A. B. Atherton, the well
known physician and surgeon, took
his degree.

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OTTAWA | LETTER.

OTTAWA, June 4.—If all the holders
of portfolios, some 14 in number, in
the Laurier cabinet were as much
givan to verbosity as is the Honbrable
Sydney Arthur Fisher, the head of the
department of agriculture, parliament
would be kept in perpetual and ever-
lasting session. Mr. Fisher, as men-
tioned .in a previous letter, is a good
man,. morally, but he is terribly gar-
rulous. For the greater part of the
past two days he has been endeavoring
to get his estimates through the house.
In the hands of Hon. James Suther-
land (who, by the way, is still a very
sick man, unable to attend to duty),
these estimates would have been passed
in two hours, and even Hon. William
Paterson (“Big Thunder”) would have
reached the end of the list in a single
day. As the case . now stands, Mr.
Fisher will punch a big hole into next
week ere he cleans up the slate. While
the minister of agriculture offers a
most tempting mark for the wits «of
the house, it is possibly to be regretted
that some of the opposition  press have
opportunity for having some fun to the
extreme limit. It*may be amusing to
the bulk of the house, it certainly
pleases the galleries, but it is not state-
craft and is net greatly appreciated
throughout the country. The maritime
representatives take jittle part in this
baiting process, leaving Mr. Fisher to
the tender mercies of the. members
from his own province on the opposi-
tion side of the house.

When the items under the head of
quarantine were before the committee
of supply, Mr. Hackett of West Prince
drew from Hon. Mr. Fisher the admis-
sion that expenses incurred in Quebec
and Nova Scotia had been charged
against Prince Edward Island. Press-
ed to the point, the minister said: *Dr.
Pethick has been the general officer of
the department for P. E. Island and
hag~done a great deal of work also in
Nova Scotia and elsewhere. In addi-
tion to the items for expenses, the doc-
tor has a salary of 8500 per annum,
which does not appear to be included
in this year’s auditor general’s report.

LAWRENCE ROUTE AND
OTHER ROUTES.

The announcement that the St, Law-
rence River route will soon be so thor-
oughly dredged out as to provide a
channel thirty feet deep and seven or
eight hundred feet wide will be heard
with gratification. With this we have
the announcement that ‘the whole
course will be made as light in the
night as it is in the day time. Fur-
ther we have the information that
submarine bells and all other possible
means to provide for the safety of
navigation will be furnished.

This is all good. But what about the
dredging required to make the en-
trance to the harbor ef St. John more
convenient? It is now seven years
since Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s minister of
public works, promised that the work
would be undertaken at once. At that
time the minister expressed surprise
that the passage had not been dredged
out deeper long agd. Not a year has
passed since without a repetition of
that promise. These promises have
been varied with the announcement
that the government had no suitable
dredge. All the deep water dredges
appear to be employed all the time on
the St. Lawrence. Other dredges were
built by the government but they did
not come here. Still other dredges
were bought, but they were not seen
on this coast. The dredge Fielding,
which Mr. Tarte says he arranged to
have completed last spring,
latest one indicated for this service.

ARMENIAN ATROCITIES.

The Uprising Resulted in Deaths

Many innocent Persons,

PARIS, June 9.—Foreign Minister
Delcasse made a statement 4in the
chamber of deputies today giving a
summary of the official investigation
into the atrocities in Armenia. The
question came up on the request of M.
De Pressenz (socialist) that France
make a naval demonstration against
Turkey in order to stop the Armenian
bersecutions. M. Delcasse said he had
received on Monday a report from the
French ambassador at Constantinople
giving the result of the investigations
of the French consul sent into the
Sassoun district. It showed there had
been a number of bloody combats and
villages had been captured by the
troops and destroyed. But it was im-
possible to estimate even approximate-
ly the number of villages destroyed.or
people killed. There

But the presence of the French, Rus-
sian and British consuls was beginning
to restore confidence. The facts in the
case had been exaggerated, but they
were nene the less deplorable. The
porte maintains in Armenia an admin-
istration of such a character that in-
surrection is the only resource for the
population.

Continuing, M. Delcasse said: “I
have informed the porte that the time
for repression is over and that it must
bear the responsibility it incurs. The
French government will not cease to
do its whole duty.”

NOVA SCOTIA GIRL

Arrested in South Boston [or Killing
Her Child.

BOSTON, June 9.—On a chm}ge of
murder, Inspectors McKay and Brad-
lev of Quincy arrested yesterday
ternoon in South Boston, where she
wag visiting, Miss Bessie L. Moody, 25
vears of age, residing on River street,
Quincy. The young woman is al-
leged to have kilied her infant child,
a girl, by strangling it soon after its
birth, on May 2s5.

The case was discovered on the eve-
ning of June 3, when the body of a fe-
male child was found on tiie beach at
the foot of River streot, wrapped in a
newspaper with a handkerchief tied
about its neck. It was thought at first
that the bpody was washed ashore by
the tide, but the result cf an autopsy
made by Medical BExaminer Jones
showed that the chiid had been stran-
gled and had not teen in the water.

Inapector Mclay was assigned to
the case. The oniy thimg he had to
work on was the haundkerchief found
around the child's nack. The police
suy that Miss Moody admitted tying
the handkerchief around the chiid's
tbroat for fear her condition would be-
come known. They also state that the
young woman hid the body in her
roow for five days before taking it to
the beach.

In the evening a public meeting was
held, over which Rev. W. J. Kirby
presided, and he regretted having to
apologize for the absence of some of
the advertised speakers, but a large
number of the clergy were engaged
with weddings. He was down on the
programme for an address on the re-
port, but he did not propose to take
up much time.

The Sustentation Society of the New
Brunswick and Prince Edward Island
conference of the Methodist church
was inaugurated in 1887. The follow-
ing figures would show the wonderful
growth of the fund since that year:
1888, income $407; 1903, income $2,725.

This year the committee hoped to
raise at least $3,000.

The circuit of Courtenay Bay, of
which Rev. H. D. Marr is the minister,
received 20 persons into church mem-
bership last year. Jerusalem received
37 new members; Nashwaak, 87; Bay-
fleld, 18. All the other circuits have
received new members. Mzany of the
circuits are very hard ones, although
not nearly as hard as some of those
of 20 years ago. It is very hard in
these large circuits to centralise one’s
efforts, but the figures will convince
you that the ministers are doing a
great work. And when it is seen what
the money is doing, more will be
given.

Rev. E. W. Johnsen was sorry he
had not been as fortunate as Brother
Campbell about weddings. He had
only had one in his circuit during the
year.

With regard to the sustentation fund
it was a great question. There was
nothing romantic about keeping up
the cause of Methodism in the country
districts. There was not the intérest
taken in it as there was in Japan and
other foreign mission fields. He came
from Jerusalem, one of ,the hardest cir-
cuits it had been said, but it was real-
ly one of the easiest for the people
lifted one up.

Petition Sent to Ottawa by the His-

torical Society.

The following petition has been sent
to Ottawa by the New Brunswick His-
torical Soclety :

To His Excellency the Right Honorable Sir
Gilbert John Elliott, Earl of Minto, G. C
H. G., etc., etc., Governor General of Can-
ada and the King's Privy Council of Can-
ada. .

The memorial of the New Brunswick His-

torical Society humbly showeth: That the
citizens of S{. John having, at the expendi-

ture of much time and pains, made arrange-
ments for an elaborate commemoration of
the three hundredth anniversary of the dis-
covery of the River and Harbor of St. John
by Champlain and de Monts on the twenty-
fourth of June, 1604, are desirous of erect-
ing some permanent memorial to Samuel de
Champlain. The achievements of this dis-
tinguisued navigator, who has been justly
termed ‘‘the father of new France,”” are such
as to entitle him to the regard of every loyal
Canadian. No city on the Atlantic coast
north of St. Augustine, in Florida, save St.
John, is able to trace the origin of its name
{0 so remote a period as three hundred
years.

The memorial proposed is a statue of the
illustrious Samuel de Champlaip to be erect-
ed in one of the public squares of the city.

he New Brunswick Historical Society feel
that the two races so happily blended in the
dominion of Canada may cherish with mu-
tual pride and gratitude the memory of
Samuel de Champlain, whose ashes rest with-
in our borders. The discovery of the mos?
magnificent river of the maritime provinces
—a river second in importance only to the
St. Lawrerce in the dominion—is in itself an
ovent of naticnal importance. On the map
will still be found the names of harbors,
capes and bays along the shores of the Bay
of Fundy that go back for their origin to the
voyage of Champlain in 1604. It is fitting that
at.least one statue should be erected in bis
honor in the maritime provinces, and in the
opinion of the New Brunswick Historical So-
ciety the city of St. John is the place most’
suitable. The society therefore, in view of
these circumstances, most respectfully re-
quest that the government of Canada may
be pleased to aid in the erection of a mem-
oria] worthy of the man and of the occasion.

But today Fielding rather prided
himself on the protective policy of the

present administration. It was delight-

ful, however, to see the finance minis-
ter recanting his old trade policy, as
he had years ago recanted his nar-
row and un-Canadian-like sectional
and unprovincial creed. Bell showed
that the reduced duty on glass was of
a protective character, as were other
items including prohibition of the im-
portation of cheap American horses.

Some small concessions in oil and
molasses had been made. Why not
go farther and reduce the duty on
sugar and tobacco?

Bell’s humeorous reference to a brok-
en-down government adding false
teeth to the free list, as they had add-
ed wooden legs last year, was great-
ly enjoyed by the house and galleries.

He showed that Fielding had prom-
ised an ultra-protectionist tariff next
session, an admission in itself that the
government’s promises for eight years
had been a gross failure. In this con-
nection Mr. Bell read some of Cart-
wright’s free trade utterances, given
yvears ago in the gallant knight’s most
trenchant style, twitting the minister
of trade and commerce with having
kept silent today while swallowing
Fielding's protectionist medicine.

Bell continued his criticism for over
two hours, taking up the finance min-
ister’s utterances one by one, remark-
ing that their lack of merit was pos-
sibly due to Fielding’s time for past
year having been chiefly occupied in
preparing further concessions to the
Grand Trunk Pacific railway. The
government had increased taxation
beyond measure, but beyond that had
not initiated anv public policy.

Whatever good thing for which they
claimed credit now was the progeny
of the previous wise conservative ad-
ministration. Bell showed that the in-
creased value of Canada’'s trade was
due to enhanced prices for her pro-
ducts and that unlike England, her im-
ports were limited by her axports,

Bell closed a thoughtful review of
Fielding’s speech at 18.20, remarking
that in the future history of Canada
this government will be known above
all others as a government of commis-
sions.

A measure of relief to the woollen
industry, a reduction of the duty on
coal o0il, concession to the carriage
manufacturers and.provisions for pro-
tecting the Canadian market against
“dumped’’ goods were the distinguish-
ing features of the budget speech de-
livered by Hon. W, S, Fielding today.
In a few other particulars the tariff
has been revised, but the revision is
on the whole colorless and is rematrk-
abie more for its attention to detail
than for any change of principle or
policy. Th2 goveinment still appears
to be undecided on the tariff question.
To remove the doubts and uncertain-
ties that for the moment tie its hands
it will appoint a tariff commission. On
this point the minister of finance was
strongly indefinite, but his language
justifies the inference that a tariff com-
mission will be busy investigating the
Industrial situation in the near future.
Reduced to plain facts the concessions
granted suffering industries are as
follows: Woollen goods, which under
the preferential tariff are now subject
to a duty of 23 1-2 per cent., will hence-
forth enjoy a protection of 30 per cent.
This increase of the tariff will not ap-
ply to blankets, flannels, bed comfort-
ers and counterpanes, which will con-
tinue to enter Canada under a duty of
231-3 per cent. Twine and cordage
(except binder twine), which is now
subject to a duty of 16 2-3 per cent., is
to be protected to the extent of 20 per
cent. The duty on coal oil is reduced
from 5 cents to 21-2 cents a gallon.
Crude petroleum will be admitted free
and a bounty of 11-2 cents a gallon
will be paid to producers of petroleum.
The carriage manufacturers are
accommodated in a long felt desire,
the revised tariff fixing the minimum
value of open buggies upon which dut-
ies will be calculated at $40 and in the
case of covered buggies $50. The duty
of 21-2 cents a gallon to molasses is
abolished when it is imported from
countries under the preferential tariff.
Scrub horses are excluded. The duty
on silk for neckwear is reduced to 10
per cent.; on chinaware to 15 per cent.,
and on window glass to 71-2 per cent.
Printing presses not made in Canada,
linen machinery, brass making ma-
chinery, artificial teeth, well drill ma-
chinery, alluvial gold mine machinery,
and goats are placed on the free list.
To protect the Canadian market
against “dumped” goods it has been
decided to impose a special duty equal
to the difference between the price
charged in say the United States and
the price charged in Canada. In the
case of iron this special duty is not to
exceed 15 per cent., and in the case of
all other goods shall'-net exceed 50 per
cent. By this special duty the gov-
ernment proposes to deprive TUnited
States manufacturers of the joy of
making a slaughter market of this
country. It is an expedient which the
government has employed in prefer-
ence to advancing the tariff all along
the line. How it will work in actual
operation is a matter of doubt. Its
main purpose is to work on the stump
where it will be used ag the answer

especially in view of the fact that un-
der the preferential tariff of 23 1-3 per
cent. British woollen manufacturers
have established themselves firmly in
Canada and do not propose to be driv-
en out. There is only one opinion in
regard to the cut in the coal oil duties
and the admission of crude petroleum
free of duty.

The effect of interference with the
o0il duties will in all probability wipe
out the oil business in Canada and
make the Standard Oil Company ab-
solute master of the situation. The
granting of 11-2 cents a gallon bounty
on crude petroleum is regarded as
poor compensation for the opening of
the Canadian market to United States
coal oil on such favorable returns.
The revision of the o0il duties is prim-
arily due to the influence of Hon. Clif-
ford Sifton, and incidentally to Lamb-
ton’s glaring indiscretion in electing
an opponent of the government in the
by-election last winter. Lambton’s
grief is the joyv of the Standard OIll
Company, to whom the field is now de-
finitely and finally settled. What the
tariff revision means politically is a
great deal clearer than what it means
to the industries it affects. The budget
speech indicated the imminence of
the general elections. Mr.- Fielding
spoke very guardedly, as he always
does, but some of his statements were
significant. It is significant that while
the national debt has grown steadily
since 1896, and only last year was some
six millions in excess of the figures for
1896, the debt this year is to be a mill-
ion dollars less than when the liberals
assumed power. It is significant that
a tariff comniission is to be appointed,
thus giving hope to the manufactur-
ers who demand further protection,
and at the same time giving the free
trade element of the party no reason
to suppose that the duties will be in-
creased. It is significant also that
while the government did not go far
in the way of revision it tried to curb
the discontent of some of the most
violent complainants. It enlists in its
behalf the power of the Standard Oil
Co. and gives Hon. Clifford Sifton a
cry for the farmers of Manitoba and
the Northwest. Some surprise is
shown in quarters that the Dominion
Iron and Steel Co. secures no conces-
sion. The company it was thought
had made out a case and had been
given satisfactory assurances. "It now
appears that the government having
preached the doctrine of bounties a
year ago did not care to make a sud-
den confession of its folly by increas-
ing its duties.

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- SERMON.

Dr. Robert Rogers, “On God's Love for Man.”

L o B

The Rev. Dr. Robert Rogers, rector
of the Church of the Good Shepherd,
Brooklyn, recently preached a thought-
ful and convincing sermon on “God’s
Love for Man.” The texts were from
John iii:16: “God so lgved the world|
that He gave His only begotten sSon;
that whoso believeth on Him, might
not perish, but have everlasting life,”
and Mark ix:24: “Lord I believe, help
thou mine unbelief.” Dr. Rogers said
‘among other things:

I begin our thought this morning
with ti great declaration of the be-
loved A postle John who, better than
any .other of Christ’s disciples, under-
stood the vital meaning underlying the
Master's life. - Jesus was to John a dis-
tinct personality with whom he was
acquainted, a man among men, but he
was more than this, he was also at the
same time the love of God incarnate in
this Man‘s nature, so that He repre-
sented the nature of God, and His feel-
ing and desires and purposes toward
mankind. God loved the world. Now,
after beginning with this thought, I
have taken another verse from Scrip-
ture, to indicate man’s attitude of mind
toward John’s declaration, “Lord, I be-
lieve, help thou mine unbelief.”

John's statement is a. condensed
but very complete outline of what the
Christian religion aims to teach men.
It is the message of the Christian
church that Jesus Christ is the per-
sonal demonstration of God’s love for
man. The life and words of Jesus are
the illustrations of how God loves and
how He acts toward man, and also
what God desires that man shall think
and do toward God and toward his
fellow man. %

Now this kind of thinking leads us
into the acknowledgment of the sup-
ernatural. It brings us to the admis-
sion that our Divine Father loves man,
and teaches him and guides him by
laws and standards whieh He reveals
to man according to his meeds. In
other words, the Christian religion
stands for the presence of God in this
life we are now living, and that he
has help to give to man, and demands
to make of man.

There are countless men and women
who Dbelieve in this statement of
God's presence ruling over life and who
live in their belief, offering up them-
selves to divine guidance, regretting
their sins and imploring pardon in per-
fect faith that it will be granted. There
are, on il other hand, some perhaps,
who they have no belief in the
divine and spiritual, and who would
place theselves outside of the declara-
tions of the Christian religion, but I
believe this number to be few and
growing smaller cvery day, as the ful-
ler vision of the world and its rich
spiritual meaning dawns upon their in-
telligence. DBut there is another large
class with whom I am especially con-
cerned, who believe and yet do not be-
lieve. They would not deny the Chris-
tian faith, neither are they ready to
give their full allegiance to it. There
ijg a maultitude of such people among
our men and women and may we not
ask seriously why is this the case? I&
it because Christ’s teaching and His
life are so hard to be understood. Are
some minds so constituted naturally
that spirtual things can make no ef-
fective appeal to them?

If we were for a moment to admit
this, it would destroy the greatest
power which we believe inherent in
Christ’s religion, namely, that to every
man, bond or free, black or yellow,
Barbarian or Scythian, Jew or Gentile,
learned or unlearned, rich or poor, it
has the power of entering into his
heart and transforming his life. There
i3 no respect of persons with God. I
grant you that Christ found
that there were certain places
where even He could not present His
message with conviction, but the cause
of His failure was the hardness of
men’s hearts and not the difficulty of
comprehending His gospel, and this
game reason will be found to hold good
in these days.

Atheism is no longer supposed to be
a necessary adjunct of the scientists;
but on the contrary, the men who are
opening the widest visions of the new
truth to the world in these days and
teaching the profoundest lessons to
mankind are~men who are sincere be-
lievers in the message of God’s pres-
ence as revealed by Jesus Christ, or at
least are able to say with earnestness,
“Lord I believe, help thou my unbe-
lief.” When we come to consider our
own lives and those of the ordinary
men and women around about whom
we can understand, what is it that
prevents the messagz of Jesus Christ
from having the effect upon us all that
it ought to have?

There has been for the past few
years a warning sounded that men are
not attending our Christian churchs,
and the reasons are being given in
various ways. Clergymen are uninter-
esting; churches are cold, uninspiring
places: doctrines: are antiquated and
jlliberal amd meaningless to man in the
struggle for life. Perhaps there is a
truth in all these statements; it is not
difficult for even a stupid man to find
e plausible excuse for anything he
cares to go, or to leave undone. Par-
ents who are bringing up children,
teachers who are educating them, un-
derstand the readiness of plausible ex-
cuses.

But these excuses, whenever given,
do not attendthmrsdgulffeca a?dslenun
are not the real reasons Why some
men do not attend church. Let me
say, first, that I believe it is oven to
demonstration that larger mumber of
men are interested in the work of the
church and attendance at its services
and obeying its inspirations than at
any other time in history. And what
s more important, they are attending
churches willingly without the compul-
gion of ancient times when heaven and
tell were regarded as in the sole power
of the church and men were afraid
to absent themselves. Our Y. M. C. A.’s
were never so prosperous. The religi-
ous nature of our college students was
never more genuine than in our own
days.

But to speak of those who are not
attending our churches, is it not be-
cause they have never had a true vi-
sion of the vital reality and practica-
bility of Christ’s messages? The great
majority of men in this country, at
jeast, are nominal Christians. They
gend their children to Sunday school,
they like to have their wives and sis-
ters in union with the church, and if
asked whether they themgelves be-
lieve in the teachings of Christ and
His church, would either evade the

guestion or else say they could follow
Christian precepts without attending
the church. Is not the fault of lack of

say

attendance on !Christian worship due
rather to the manner of life we are liv-
ing than to a definite unbelief in the
virtue of the Christian religion? They
are so much absorbed in the struggle
for money that they have neither time
nor desire to see anything else. Ev-
eryone is hunting for it, the business
man, the politician, the professional
man, the laborer, the coachman, the
waiter, the cenductor, the porter, the
barber, the messenger, the clergyman
who is paid for burlf.le and baptisms,
the corporation. This one craze seems
to Jeave no one part oi American socie-
ty intact, rich and poor, high and low,
alike, are infected with this disease,
which is sapping all the spiritual and
moral energy of the generation.

The church is not the only place from
which such men and women absent
themselves. QOur lectures on history
and travel, and science and art are
giving up their businesg because the
cry has gone forth that men will not
attend lectures. The literature that
appeals to people is not that which lifts
the mind and heart to higher thoughts,
but the type of flimsy novel that sim-
ply entertains.

The Church of Christ s no longer a 9
comfortable place in which’the unre-
pentant sinner can sit. Religion has
become much more of a reality to ev:
ery man. It fills a more sacred piace.
It is not regarded in these days as
simply a combination of rites and
ceremonies, performed in a special
building, but religion is known by all
men to be co-ordinate and co-exten-
sive with life, and the man who wil-
lingly lives sinfully and in disregard
of Christ’s “standard will not add to
his degradation by playing the hypo-
crite and impostor. This means that
in the minds of irreligious men there
is a growing respect for religion and
a sound regard for the church even
among those who do not attend. I
say that it is the life which the age is
calling on men to live which is weak-
ening the religious life and faith of
men. Men cannot serve God and
Mammon is true forever. Can this evil
be overcome and how? T.bellieve that
it can, and the way to overcome it is
to satisfy men that we are living in a
moral and spiritual world in which
God is present and in which He makes
His demands. Professor James of
Harvard speaks of the universality of
religious experience opening up a new
world which science has .hitherto
scoffed at, but which must be recogniz-
ed if we know by our own experiences
that their is a realm of thought, of
love, of conscience, of righteousness,
toward which things our hearts yearn.
We know more than ever the laws of
this department of life, how, under
God, beneficence and growth and pow-
‘er are added to life by their obedience,
and how injury and weakness and suf-
fering are the resultants of disobedi-
ence to the individual and to the na-
tion and the race. Men believe in
these things because they see them.
If they do not believe in their power
as you and I, dear Christian friends,
do, it is because they have been hin-
dered by other things from looking at
them seriously enough. If they can be
turned from the craze of the age,
which is selfishness, they will be able
to see and appreciate the workings of'
the real kingdom of love and Christ in
our midst. If the church is to help
them it must open its doors and heart
to such men. It must not refuse their
admission or retard them by insulting
them when they come. If a man is
looking for righteousness and is anxi-
ous to govern his life according
to that inspiration, the church ought
to be ready to give such an honest man
all he is ready and willing to receive.
Let us not be afraid of our sacraments
being desecrated. Men will not come
to them unless they really want them
and believe in them. We ask too
much of men about what they believe
or do not believe. The working and
living Church of Christ is not that
which shall only have a place and a
welcome for those whe are fully equip-
ped with faith in all its sacred doc-
trines, but a church which, like Christ,
shall draw all men into it and gradu-
ally, by its spiritual love and care,
nourish men into its highest privileges
and possessions.

If men can believe something of
Christ’s revelation of God, if they can
say, “Lord, I believe,” it becomes then
the part of every Christian as an in-
dividual and of all Christians as an
organization to help their unbelief un-
til men can enter ineto the fullness of
His message and take for their inspira-
tion in life, “God so loved the world,
that He gave His only begotten Son,
that whosoever believeth on him might
not perish, but have everlasting life.”
This is the Christian’s message of
God’s presence among us, God loving
men, inspiring them and guiding them
toward His own ideal of perfectness.
This is the opening of the gates of sal-
vation to men, from selfishness and
animalism, into the happiness and en-
couragement of knowing that we are
the sons of God, for God hath not call-
ed us to uncleanness, but to holiness,
When the churches of Christ take
this attitude toward men and men
shall learn that the ministration of the
church is toward helping them out of
their sins and mistakes rather than
in a constant condemnation of their
faults, I believe they will be found
within its walls, ready to be helped
and led toward a larger knowledge of
God and His love.

Causing Wide Gomment.

May be Forced to Resign But; Militia
Officers Are Sofidly Supporting
Him.

MONTZREAL, June 8.—Military cir-
cles here are much excited over devel-
opments attending a speech vdelivered
at the banquet in his honor at the
Military Institute by Lord Dundonald.
After emphatically denouncing any at-
tempt to introduce politics. into the
militia, Lord Dundonald continued:
“Recently, gentlemen, a grave in-
stance of political interferenge has oc-
curred. I sent a list of officers of the
13th Light Dragoons to the Canada
Gazetta. The 13th, commanded by an
efficient gentleman, whom I see here
now., I sent a list of these officers to
the Gazette. I was astonished to re-
ceive the list back, with the name of
one officer scratched out and initialled
by the minister of agriculture, Sydney
Fisher. That gentleman was a man I
considered well equipped to serve the
King in the Scottish regiment—Dr.
Picket, mayor of Sweetsburg, chosen
of the people, one of the champions
of Missisquoi. What better may to
serve the King?

“I feel certain that had Mr. Fisher’s
life led him to soldiery instead of ag-
riculture he would feel annoyed, per-
haps on personal grounds, on the ex-
traordinary lack of etiquette involved
in scratching the name of a gentleman
put forward by a man whose business
it is to find sufficlent officers for the
militia; but on persopal grounds, gen-
tlemen, I don’t the least mind.

‘“BEtiquette affectis me little; I have
been two years in Ottawa, gentlemen.
(Laughter.)

“It is not on personal grounds that
I inform you of this, but it is on na-
tional grounds. I feel, gentlemen,
anxious, profoundly anxious, that the
militia of Canada may be kept free
from party politics.”

The speech aroused a sensation am-
ong those who heard it. They recog-
nized that should it obtain publicity it
would mean that Lord Dundonald
might be compelled to resign, and this
they were. most desirous to avoid.
Consequently influence was used with
the local press to secure its suppres-
sion in reports published. But the
story leaked out through a visit paid
to Ottawa by one of Fisher’s friends
who was present at the banquet. This
report was incorrect, and the above is
the first correct report of the com-
mander’s remarks made public.

Officers in Montreal regiments have
made up their minds that if L.ord Dun-
donald goes it will be in face of their
emphatic protests, carried if necessary

to the length of resigning their com- L

missions. The commander has the
local officers with him almost to a
man, and they expect support from all
over Canada in the attempt to retain
for the Canadian militia the most effi-
cient comman(ier it has ever had, and
to drive politics out of the militia, as
Lord Dundonald desires.

ANTOINE GIROUARD DEAD.

MONCTON, June 8.—The Trojans de-
feated the young men’s Catholic club
7 to 3 in the fifth game of the local
league series this evening.

Antoine Girouard, ex-sheriff and at
one time A well known political figure
in Kent Co., died yesterday at Cape
Bauld after 10 days’ illness of congeg-
tion of the lungs. He was 70 years of
age and sat in the provincial legisla-
ture from 1870 to 1874, being one of the
supporters of the free school bill. He
was appointed sheriff of Kent in 1874
and remained in that positiorr fourteen
years.

One of
the daughters is the.wife of Dr., Le-
Blanc, Cape Bauld, another the wife
of Napoleon LeBlanc, hotel keeper at
Cape Bauld, two are unmarried teach-
ing school. All the sons are in the
United States.
