method that should be adopted in or­
der to determine the Jurisdiction of 
the Dominion and provincial govern­
ments respectively in the matter of 
the incorporation of corporations. On 
the one hand the representatives of 
the provinces contended that the B. 
N. A. act should be amended in the 
direction of giving legislative sanc­
tion to Jurisdiction claimed by the pro­
vinces. On the other hand represent­
atives of the Dominion proposed that, 
as in all other matters involving a 
constitutional issue, mutters in dis­
pute should be referred in the shape 
of a stated case to the supreme court, 
and if necessary carried to the privy 
council in order to obtain an authori­
tative judicial decision that would be 
binding on all parties for all time.

Representatives of the provinces 
laid stress on the fact that a Judicial 
decision might lead to greater confu­
sion than that which exists at pres­
ent. and if the courts decided against 
the contention of the provinces there 
would be a loss of revenue for fees 
charged tor Incorporating companies.

Mr. Aylesworth.
Hon. A. B. Aylesworth and Hon. 

Charles Murphy combatted these ai* 
gumente and pointed

Mac Duff, writing In the Sydney 
Post says:—The following forty-over­
proop bear story appears in the Truro 
Daily News: —

"A man named Wallace, who lived 
on Big Frog l^ake, Annapolis county, 
had a narrow escape froth death a 
few days ago. He was attending his 
traps, he came to one in which he 
found what he thought was a fair 
sized dead bear. He was rele 
the animal from the jaws of the trap 
when he discovered that he was not 
dead but very much alive. The bear 
turned on Wallace, put his paws upon 
his shoulders and threw him to the 
ground. In some way Mr. Wallace 
managed to draw his sheath knife. 
Then commenced a battle royal, first 
Wallace on the ground, then the bear. 
After about ten minutes Wallace es­
caped from the embrace of the ani­
mal and sought safety In a tree. In 
about an hour the bear sank to the 
ground from loss of blood caused by 
the wounds Inflicted by the sheatii 
knife, and Mr. Wallace was badly 
torn about the face and one rib was 
broken."

In the first place it is both peculiar 
and appropriate that the place "where 
Wallace bled” is called "Big Frog 
Lake." A more appropriate spot for 
this bloody contest would have been 
"Big

When Mr. Wallace came to the 
trap the bear was pretending to be 
dead or was enjoying a quiet snooze. 
When bis paw was released from the 
trap the bear got up on his bind legs 
and placed Ills fore paws upon (lie 
shoulders of Mr. Wallace. This 
ressiug attitude shows that the bear 
was of a social and genial tempera­
ment, and the fact that Mr. Wallace 
stood up with his hands in his pockets 
and received the salutation of the 
bear without ever hinting to Bruin 
that he took the familiarity as an In­
sult or exhibiting Ills deadly hunting 
knife, shows that Mr. Wallace can be 
a gentleman under the most Irritating 
circumstances.

Just what happened to disturb the 
pleasant social relations between Mr. 
Wallace and the bear, the historian 
has omitted to state; but it 
they did get into an altercation which 
resided in several "rounds." In the 
first the bear brought a swinging 
right to body which rattled Wallace’s 
slats. Thereupon Wallace clinched 
and the bear fell heavily across the 
trap and sprained one of his kidneys.

In the second round the bear drop 
ped his glove and shot a ringing left 
to Wallace’s Jaw which drew blood. 
Wallace reached for his knife and 
struck the bear In the left groin. At 
this point the referee Interfered and 
Wallace climbed into a tree to get 
the fresh air.

Before time was called the bear died 
from heart failure and the fight was 
declared a draw.

The suspension of the budget was 
defended last November by the peers 
on the ground that the people had a 
right to decide whether they approved 
or disapproved of the new principles 
of the new principles of finance. The 
referendum was inconclusive because 
the interpretation of the verdict lay 
with the Nationalist members who 
were themselves divided by faction 
reuds. An Irish veto has been substitut 
ed for the Lords’ veto. The most seri­
ous disturbance of financial adminis­
tration in recent times has been caus­
ed, and matters are going from bad 
to worse while ministers, without hope 
of obtaining guarantees from the 
Crown, are striving to re-establish 
the absolute control of the Commons 
over the national purse and the re­
striction of the legislative veto exer­
cised by the Lords.

These two problems of themselves 
are sufficiently perplexing; but each 
is also complicated with the relations 
of the chambers and the necessity for 
reforming the irresponsible one. From 
the Radical point of view the upper 
House, if it be allowed to remain, must 
cease to challenge the supremacy of 
the popular assembly, and must be 
content with exercising the functions 
of a non-partisan revising chamber, 
and a deadlock between the two chain 
hers must he impossible.

This prep­
aration was necessary if good crops 
were to be grown upon which to feed 
live stock.

In live stock Improvement the first 
thing he said was always to use an 
individually good pure bred male.

It would be free to expro­
priate the property of the Crown in Ontario, and it 
would have the right to build in any municipality with­
out asking the permission of thé people. These are the 
powers which were to be given to a foreign company, 
the projectors of which are unknown to even the mem­
bers of Parliament BARRING OF COURSE THE HON. 
WILLIAM PUGSLEY AND HIS SELECT BAND OF 
ADHERENTS.

"Oh. yes. the Hon. William would look after the 
interests of the country. Canada’s rights would be pro­
perly safeguarded. Leave It to, the Hon. William Pugs- 
Ivy. Minister of Public Works.

"The Hon. William had the plans and presumably the 
specifications of the St. l^awrence Power Transmission 
Company, which is now discovered to be one and the 
same thing as the St. Lawrence Power Company, the 
latter being a United States corporation with powers to 
build a dam across the St. Lawrence for the development 
of electrical energy. The scheme, it is self-evident,* Is 
nothing less than a barefaced attempt to give u United 
States electrical trust a foothold in Ontario, and at the 
same time give these people an opportunity of creating 
In Eastern Ontario a monopoly in electrical energy.

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ST. JOHN COUNTY MEMBERS AND THE VALLEY 
RAILWAY.

$4.75MR. ROOSEVELT AND YOUNG EGYPT.The Standard has said that Mr. Lowell and Mr. 
Bentley "declared themselves opposed to any guarantee 
“of bonds for the Valley Railway, to be operated by the 
"Dominion government or otherwise, until the question 
“has been referred to the people at the polls." 
Telegraph, knowing this to be the exact fact shown by 
the record in its own columns, does not fairly contradict 
it. but tries this method of evasion:—"Both county mem- 
"bers voted for a plebiscite on the $4.000,000 trolley prop­
osition. and had Mr. Hazen dared to submit the matter 
“to the people he could have done so next week. Doubt- 
“leas his arangements with Mr. Gould forbade any such 
“course. As Mr. Lowell and Mr. Bentley are on record 
“as having fought hard and earnestly for a road from 
"SL John to Grand Falls, connecting with the Grand 
“Trunk Pacific, affording competitive rates and capable 
“of handling heavy traffic, their duty to their constituents 
“was well done. They asked that the river counties, 
“including St. John, be given fair treatment, and that 
“the credit of the province be used to assist in financing 
"a real railroad, built for the benefit of the people, not 
“for the benefit of promoters."

The truth is that both county members voted for 
Mr. Burchill’s resolution that no guarantee be given for 
any railway, trolley or steam, to be worked by a com­
pany or by the government, connected with Grand Falls, 
or any other point, un£il the question is submitted to 
the people. Here is the amendment:—“Mr. Rurchill 
moved, seconded by Mr. Currie, that bill No. 76 be not 
“now read a third time but that the order for a third 
“reading be rescinded and the bill be referred to a 
“committee of the whole House to be amended by adding 
“a section to the effect that before the bonds for such 
“a large amount be guaranteed by the province the peo- 
“ple of the province may have an opportunity of ex­
pressing an opinion upon the question." This motion 
does not distinguish between one plan and the other. 
It equally and impartially condemns both.

Here is a list of members who voted for the Bur­
ch 111 amendment : — Lablllols, Sweeney, Bentley. Leger. 
Lowell, Byrne, Leger, Burchill.

Opposition members who voted against it were 
Robinson, Copp, Tweeddale and Vpham. Thus Messrs. 
Bentley and Mr. Lowell not only voted against the Val­
ley Railway under government operation, but In doing 
so went against their own leader and the opposition mem­
bers from the St. John Valley.

This is the way they "fought hard ami earnestly for 
“a road from St. John to Grand Falls." This is the 
way “they asked that the river counties, including St. 
“John, be given fair treatment and that the credit of 
“the province be used in financing a real railroad."

Readers of the Telegraph may doubt of the honesty 
of that journal when it says “that they voted for a ple­
biscite in the $4.UUU.UUU trolley proposition." and aup: 
ported the government ownership plan, when its own 
column shows that they voted to hold up both alike.

The members for St. John county had a perfect 
right to vote with Mr. Burchill. who is opposed to both 
propositions. They are entitled to express their opinion. 
But having so voted it is a mean and dishonest thing 
to pretend they’ did something else.

Per Ton Delivered In City ProperI It is a curious circumstance that an excellent and 
w holesome address delivered by ex-Presldent Rooeevc 0 
to the staff and students of the University of Egypt at 
Cairo, may have a mischievous effect. All that Mr 
Roosevelt said was true, and suited to the conditio 0 
and circumstances of the Egyptian people. It supported 
in the strongest way the course which Britain has pur­
sued in that country, and warned the Young Egyptians 
of the peril that beset their path in trying to obtain 
authority before they were able to exercise it wisely. 
Especially was the ex-Presldent emphatic in denouncing 
the assassination of Boutros Pasha, the late premier and 
Minister of Foreign Affairs. Yet these sage counsels 
and emphatic expressions may cause more trouble than 
they do good.

Mr. Roosevelt told the students that university 
studies could not fit men for the science of government. 
He declared that no people permanently amounted to 
anything whose only leaders were clerks, politicians and 
lawyers. The business man. the engineer, the lan 9 
owner, the man of technical knowledge represent tl » 
average type of effective leadership. “You can no more 
make a man really educated by giving him a certain 
curriculum of studies," said Colonel Roosevelt, "than 
you cau make a people fit for self-government by giving 

"them a paper constitution." After further reflections 
on "paper constitutions,’’ and the doctrine of the univer­
sal right of self-government, which would have greatly 
shocked the authors of the Declaration of Independence: 
the ex-Vresident proceeded :—“Man Is slow In the growth 
"of character. The final determining factor in the prob­
lem with a people—any people possessed of the essen­
tial qualities—Is to show no haste in grasping power, 
“which it is only too easy to misuse. The slow, steady 
and resolute development of those substantial qualities 
—love, justice, fair play, the spirit of self-reliance and 
moderation—alone will enable a people to govern them­
selves. Do not forget the old Arab proverb, ‘God to 

" ’with the patient If they know how to wait.’ ” Concern 
ing the political murder of the late premier. Colonel 
Roosevelt said:—“The type of man that turns assassin 
"Is the type possessing all the qualities which alienate 
“him from good citizenship; the type producing poor 
soldiers in time of war and worse citizens in time of 

"peace. Such u man stands on the pinnacle of evil 
and infamy. Those apologizing for or condoning his act; 

"by word or de si. directly or indirectly, encouraging such 
"an ad in advance or defending It afterward, occupy the 
"same bad eminence."

This language is said to have "made an excellent 
impression.’’ It will, however, stir to fury the party 
of Nationalists who olairn the privilege of self- 
government and are demanding the withdrawal of British 
control and protection. In England also, where men of 
the type of Mr. Hier Hardie have been encouraging the 
native element of India and Egypt to agitate for the 
full power of self-government, the speech of the American 
visitor is strongly criticised.
