Estate of John H. Thomson, ship 
merchant, deceased : This is an ap­
plication made by and on behalf of 
Robert Thomson, one of the executors 
and tiustees, for au order removing 
and discharging him front his position 
and office of an executor of the said 
estate, and for an order vesting the 
said trust property and estate solely 
In his co-executor and trustee, the wi­
dow of deceased, the grounds alleg­
ed for such application being that he 
cannot, without making great sacri­
fices of his personal business and af­
fairs, spare the time to longer con­
tinue in office. To this application the 
widow and children of deceased signi­
fy their consent.

The deceased died more than six 
years ago, leaving a large estate. By 
his will be appointed his brother, the 
petitioner, and his widow executors 
and trustees and directed practically 
that his widow' should have use of the 
estate for life and after her decease 
that the property should go to his 
children.

At the recent passing in this court, 
of the accounts of the executors and 
trustees It appeared that among oth­
er assets which the executors found in 
the estate upon its coming into their 
hands, were shares in steamship com­
panies, shares in a tugboat, shares and 
bonds in gold mines, shares in 
ent medicine company and other sim­
ilar ventures, some of considerable 
value, others of little value, which 
have not been realized or disposed of 
and the tugboat has been and still is 
being operated on account of the es­
tate and other owners.

The will does not give the 
tors authority to hold such 
meets.

I think they should have been 
realized on. Any profit which arises 
by holding such assets goes to the 
estate, while ou the other hand a loss 
might fall on the executors, and the 
loss on one asset, could not be set off 
against the

Until all the securities and assets 
of the estate which cannot legally be 
held by trustees are realized the exe 
cutors have not completed the trust 
which the Jr undertook when they prov­
ed the will and cannot, resign or be 
removed from oftioe Except for mal­
feasance and other grounds as pro­
vided in the act.

An executor 1* regarded In some 
sense as a trustee. When the assets 
which cannot legally he held have 
been realized and the funeral and 
testamentary expenses, debts and le­
gacies, if any, have been- satisfied and 
the surplus has been Invested In such 
securities as a trustee can properly 
hold, then the executor drops that 
character, and becomes a trustee In 
the proper sense and on his accounts 
being passed and allowed, the result 
is that his liability as such then 
ceases. (See Lewin- on Trusts, star 
page 673.) I do not-think it is In the 
Interests of this large-estate that Mr. 
Thomson should not-continue as exe­
cutor and trustee, but -entirely apart 
from this opinion ihv application for 
the reasons above stated Is refused, 
and us the life tenant and residuary 
beneficiaries assented to the applica­
tion. the costs will-be paid out of the 
estate.

level of the day and caused a weak 
closing.

Financial critics concurred in com­
mending President Taft's Judicial ap­
pointments and Indulged in some con­
jecture with regard to their bearing 
on the more Important anti trust suits 
now pending. The attorney general's 
annual report devoting considerable 
space to the
