Ottawa, Ontario, March 8.—The 

committee of supply tonight es­
timates tor steamship subsidies were 
taken up. During discussion of an item 
of $25,000 for a service between St. 
John and Cuba the minister of trade 
and commerce announced that in all 
contracts for subsidies with steamship 
companies in future a clause would be 
Inserted requiring a full statement of 
account showing expenses and re 
ceipts for the department to ascertain 
whether or not there had been any in­
crease In business and if a dividend 
had been paid. This information would 
form the basis for adjustment of sub­
sidies.

Referring to the Canada-Cuba serv­
ice. Mr. Foster said the business was 
not very satisfactory. The line must 
do better tills year to warrant future 
subsidies. Nine voyages were made, 
no passengers were carried ; freight 
amounted to 36,326 tons by measure 
meut. There was uo return freight 
to Canada, steamers loading in Cuba 
for foreign ports.

Fredericton, Mar. 8.—The annual re 

port of the commissioners of the New 
Brunswick Coal and Railway was sub 
milted to the House of Assembly by 
Provincial Secretary McLeod this af­
ternoon. The report shows that 6260 
feet of additional sidetracks were add­
ed during the year to provide for new­
ly developed traffic. During the year 
28,068 ties were put Into the track 
and*a further sum of $500, was expend 
ed in ballasting on the branch to 
Salmon Harbor which was charged 
against the subsidy of $7600 to the 
Canadian coal corporation.

Regarding t*hls company the report 
says: “Your commissioners made re­
ference In their last year's report to 
the unsatisfactory progress being 
made by this company. We regret to 
say there has been no Improvement. 
For the whole year their total ship­
ments have been only 2,605 tons, for 
the past three months not a car has 
been shipped, to all appearances the 
mine has been abandoned.

Montreal, March 8.—It la denied at 
Grand Trunk headquarters that there 
has been any branch of faith in re­
gard to a re-arrangement of rates of 
pay to conductors and trainmen on 
branch line runs which is announced 
to come Ho effect on the company’s 
system on April 1st. This re arrange 
ment has resulted In reductions to 
men on short local runs, who, it is l 
claimed, were receiving wages out of I 
all proportion to the rest of the em­
ployees of the system.

When the award of the board of 
conciliation and arbitration, came In­
to effect this year, all the men on 
these local runs were given the bene­
fit of the maximum, rates allowed un­
der this award. But this has been 
shown to work out unfairly, and the 
railway company lias now exercised 
the right given it by the board of 
railway commissioners, which leaves 
entirely In the judgment of the oper­
ating officials of railways the right to 
deal with the rate» of pay to men on 
local runs and yard engines.

The management of the Grand 
Trunk believes that the men will see 
the justice of the re-arrangement, and 
that the talk which emanates from 
them today of the possibility of an­
other strike of trainmen Is simply 
the work of agitators who wish to 
stir up strife rather than the sober 
opinion of the men generally.

W. G. Brownlee, the general trans­
portation manager of the Grand 
Trunk, In his circular announcing the 
reductions, points out that the com­
pany reserves the right to change the 
rates and regulations upon giving 
thirty days’ notice.

Hon. Mr. Flemming on order of the

Three-quarters of a 
million of dollars were spent In one way and another and 
no proper vouchers are obtainable as to what this money " 
was spent tor. The Investigation held revealed an unbe­
lievable condition of accounts, or lack of accounts, which 
failed to show anything of the business of the company.
It was part of the system of the old Government to mud­
dle accounts and the success of this system has no better 
example than in the Central Railway.

The failure of the old Government to develop the 
Queens county coal areas has not prevented the present 
Administration from taking up the question and dealing 
with It. Arrangements have been made for the construc­
tion of the Gibson-Mlnto Railway and for the operation of 
the coal mines on a much larger plan than In the original 
proposition. The Government has not only secured a com­
pany to build the railway but has arranged for Its lease 
and operation by the Canadian Pacific Railway Company, 
which also agrees to use the coal mined in Queens county 
on Its own line. Under this agreement there will aeon 
be raised In Queens county 100,000 tone of cosl annually 
which alone will provide a paying traffic for the railway.
In addition to providing a new outlet for Queens county 
coal, the Government will also lease the railway from 
Norton to Minto to the company operating Gibson-Mlnto 
section and the Province will be relieved of further de­
ficits but will still have to contribute the Interest and sink­
ing fund—almost $50,000 annually, because of the blunder­
ing, If nothing worse, of Messrs. Tweedle and Pugeley.

The recent explosion 
in an oil-cake mill has oeen traced by- 
conjecture to some unknown property 
cl danger present in the very construc­
tion. Is the flour dust itself, though 
Invisible, Inflammable under certain 
conditions? Or does It act as a strong 
conductor of waves, so that an ex­
plosion is carried from one point to 
mother by it? All scientific experi­
ments face physical risk as a part of 
their profession, but their discoveries, 
however beneficial, and useful, bring 
new risks of this kind Into common 
life. One scientist makes a new com­
pound. such as nitrogen chloride, and 
half his face is blown away by the 
first test he applies. Perhaps It may 
not enter Into general use—as petrol, 
sr.y, outers but it has taken its toll 
from us living men.

In the Chancery Court yesterday af­
ternoon Mr. Justice Landry delivered 
judgment in the suit of the St. John 
River S. S. Co. vs. the Crystal S. S. 
Co. Ltd., and Marshall D. Anatin lu 
favor of the defendants on all points 
with exception of a claim of eleven 
dollars and fifty cents against the de­
fendant company.

This action or rather actions, as 
they were consolidated, were tried be­
fore his honor at the November sit­
tings of the Circuit Court, and afteV 
consolidation were tried in the 
Chancery Division. The claim against 
the defendant company was first, 
claim for twenty-three days wharfage 
during the unexpired term of the 
lease of the Star Line S. S. Co., which 
the plaintiff company purchased, 
ond, for violation of alleged agree­
ment not to run a steamer ou the St. 
John Fredericton route in competition 
with the plaintiff’s steamer; third, for 
violation of alleged agreement not to 
interfere with the plaintiff’s terminal 
facilities at St. John, and fourth, for 
violation of alleged agreement not to 
take lease of the warehouse in dispute.

The plaintiff company claimed that 
the defendant Austin agreed to give 
them a lease of the warehouse and 
premises at the expiration of the Star 
Une lease, but that he did give a lease 
of the premises at the expiration to 
the defendant company. They asked 

-for a decree setting aside the lease so 
given aud that a lease be issued them. 
An Injunction was obtained against 
the defendants restraining them from 
using the wharf and premises pending 
the hearing.

His honor read a lengthy written 
judgment setting forth the facts and 
giving elaborate reasons for his find­
ings. He allowed the plaintiff com­
pany the sum of $11.50 for twenty- 
three days wharf charges against the 
defendant company but found against 
them on every other point. He order­
ed the injunctiomi to be dissolved with 
costs.

He made a decree allowing the de­
fendant company the sum of oue 
thousand dollars less the $11.60 repre­
senting the damages done by reason of 
the dispossession caused by the in­
junction. He based this sum on $626, 
the amount of the rent paid by the de­
fendant company to Austin and the 
balance being the damages caused by 
the injunction being enforced.

His honor finds that Austin is un­
der no legal obligation to grant a 
lease to the plaintiff.

The defendants win with costs.
, The case will be appealed.

Calcutta, Mar. 6.—The full text is 
now to hand, from India of the letter 
written by the Gaekwar of Baroda to 
Lord Hardinge on the subject of the 
incident at the Durbar. The viceroy 
has authorized the publication of the 
letter with a view to removing the 
unfortunate impression created by the 
Gaekwar’s attitude on that historic oc­
casion. The letter is as follows:

“Dear Lord Hardinge—I hear that 
the manner in which I paid homage 
to bis Imperial Majesty the King-Em­
peror has been the subject of unfavor­
able comments. I take thé earliest op­
portunity of writing to you to explain 
whaa actually occurred, and to assure 
you that the very last thing I Intended 
or could evpr intend, was to do any­
thing that could displease his Imper­
ial Majesty or lead him or anyone else 
to doubt the reality of my loyalty 
and allegiance to his throne and per 
son. To the British government the 
Baroda state owes everything, and to 
that government my state and myself 
personally will always be truly grate­
ful and loyal.

"When approaching and returning 
from the dias at the Durbar, I am 
said to have failed to observe the ex 
act etiquette prescribed. If this was 
the case, it was due entirely to 
Vousness and coofusldh in the pre­
sence of their Imperial Majesties and 
before that vast assembly.

Fredericton, March 8.—At the after­
noon session of the Immigration Con­
gres» today J. T. Jennings, president 
of the Fredericton Board of Trade, 
occupied the chair and explained that 
the convention had been called as the 
result of a Joint meeting of the St. 
John and Fredericton Boards of Trade 
It was the first Immigration congress 
ever held In the province. The dele­
gates came for the purpose of dis­
cussing immigration and other matters 
of Interest to the province, and there 
was not the slightest tinge of politics 
in it.
