SUCCESSFUL ATTACK Ob CAPITAL OF GERMAN EAST AFRICA. 
Nairobi, British East Africa, via London, Jan. 4.—11.17 p. m.—The 

British battleship Goliath* and light cruiser Fox have carried out suc­
cessful operations against Dar-Ee-Salaam, capital of German East 
Africa. The warships bombarded the town, inflicting considerable dam­
age. All the German vessels In the harbor were, disabled. Fourteen 
Europeans and twenty natives were taken prisoners.

The British loss was one killed and twelve wounded.
Dar-Ee-Salaam, the best built town on the coast of German East t 

Africa, is a military etatlon with an excellent hafoor, situated forty 
miles south of Zanzibar. It le the termlnue of an important caravan 
route, the residence of a governor, and has large commercial inter­
ests. The white population in 1909 wae estimated at 1,000; the total 
population at more than twenty thousand.

London, Jan. 4.—The British govern-
_—it's reply to the American note
•concerning contraband probably will 
be sent before the end of this week. 
An outline of the reply has been sub- 
mfltted to France, which is greatly in- 
ddfeated because of the activity of 

. french ships in searching Mediter­
ranean cargoes.

Probably there will be a statement 
Issued shortly, showing that Italy and 
England and her allies have arrived at 
an understanding concerning contra­
band, satisfactory to all the countries 
affected. It can be authoritatively 
stated that only five cargoes destined 
for Italy have been stopped at Gibral­
tar since November 15. Two of these 
were released within, three days and 
the others as soon as the alleged coiF 
trabsnd in their cargoes could be re­
moved. Since December 4 no cargoes 
destined for Italy have been inter­
cepted by the Allies.

Rubber cargoes, held In English 
ports, destined for American fid me, 
probably will be released shortly, or 
purchased by Great Britain, which 
needa much rubber for the manufac­
ture of tires, bed blankets and boots.

Constant negotiations are In pro­
gress between the Allies and the neu­
tral European countries situated near 
Germany looking to a tightening of 
the export regulations which will pre­
vent American shipments from reach­
ing Germany and Austria through 
neighboring countries other than 
Italy. A loosening of the regulations 
applying to American cargoes, it Is 
said by British officials, will depend 
largely on the assurances received 
from neutral countries that they will 
not assis

ping board, finance a $10,000,000 ship­
ping corporation, and expend a sum 
not to exceed $30,000,000 for the pur­
chase of chartering of ocean carriers., 
became today the foremost Issue be­
fore Congress.

By a vote of forty-six to twenty- 
nine the Senate made the Ship Pur­
chase Bill the unfinished business, to 
be supplanted only by appropriation 
bills. Charging that an effort was be­
ing made to rush the bill with undue 
h*8te, Republican Senators, among 
them Senators Galllnger, Lodge and 
Root, served notice that the measure 
would be fought to the last ditch. Min­
ority members of the Commerce Com­
mittee filed a report, written by Sena­
tor Burton and endorsed by Senators 
Nelson, Perkins, Smith of Michigan, 
and Oliver, asserting that the plan pro­
posed would not relieve shipping con­
ditions, because It would be impossi­
ble for the government to get ships 
enough to do any good. It pointed also 
to dangers of international compllcar 
tlons arising, declaring, “that every 
craft set afloat by the 
would add one more risk of our being 
drawn into the present war.”

Senator Fletoher, who has charge 
of the bill, and who recently confer­
red with President Wilson concerning 
it, urged the measure In a lengthy 
speech after Republican Senators had 
issued a notice of opposition. He de­
clared the war had produced a ’’ship 
famine,” and that the interests of all 
people In the United States demanded 
that the government take immediate 
action to supply ships to carry' Am-

4.—Government erlcan products demanded In the mar 
kets of Europe and South America. He 
instanced the fact that cotton sold at 
nineteen cents a pound in Germany, 
when it was bringing seven cents In 
the United States.

Crossing River.

When \he war_ . . began, Senator
Fletcher declared, England had five 
thousand and Germany two thousand 
vessels in the overseas trade, while 
the United States had only six.

gesting toothache. The party first tried 
to bluff but, with a rifle facing them, 
they produced a safe conduct docu­
ment, signed by Commandent Lemmer, 
of the Transvaal Union, allowing pas­
sage to the residence of ex-Prestdent 
Steyn, of the Orange Free State. Not 
satisfied with this the patrol Insisted 
that the party proceed to the nearest 
farm, where he handed them over to 
the Cape Mounted Police, but, to his 
surprise, the police allowed the party 
to go to its destination, yet within a 
few weeks Beyers was again fighting 
Union forces, and lost his life while 
crossing a river.

Washington, Jan. 4.—Sir Cecil

They found, further, that there was 
not one solitary year from 1901 to 
1907 that he had not overdrawn his 
account very largely.

By a vicious system suspense ac­
count, he was able to keep the exact 
facts from the Legislature, but when 
the change of Government came In 
1908, some idea of how Mr. Pugsley 
played ducks and drakes with the fi­
nances of the Province was obtained.

At the close of the fiscal year 1901, 
Mr. Pugsley owed the Province ' $2,- 
163.50. At the close of the fiscal year 
1902, that account was reduced to 
$1,748,00. The following year, how­
ever, it was increased to $6,227.04. In

Aa the Grand

Reykpavik, Iceland, Dec. 4. (Corres­
pondence of the Associated Press.)— 
Iceland is In the throes of a politcal 
crisis, and the people are hugely en­
joying it, because it provides them 
with something to talk about these 
long, cold winter nights. It is nothing 
less than a quarrel between the Lib­
eral party, which Is in the ascendancy, 
and His Majesty, the King of Den­
mark, who Is, of course, the ruler of 
Iceland.

It has led to the resignation of the 
Prime Minister, Eggerse, but he has 
consented to remain in office for the 
present, and if matters are fixed up to 
his satisfaction he will no doubt with­
draw his resignation altogether.

Want an Up-to-date Conatltution.
There are two points of disagree­

ment with the king. The first concerns 
the constitution. Icelanders, being pro­
gressive folk, want an iip-to-date con­
stitution, and In the last session of 
parliament various changes in the 
old constitution were agreed to, In ac­
cordance with the popular demand. 
But when the prime minister sent 
them to the king for his slgnatur 
without which, of course, they could 
not become effective—he refused to 
affix It. He maintained that the consti­
tution of Iceland could not be chang­
ed without the sanction of the Danish 
parliament. The sturdy Icelandic Lib­
erals, on the other hand, contended 
that their own parliament was quite 
confident to fix up their constitution, 
and that the Danish parliament had 
no business to meddle with it.

The other point at Issue concerns 
the flag question. Iceland for some 
time has been anxious to have a flag 
that It could call fts own, and the 
king, it Is said, promised that its de­
sire should be granted. The Liberal 
majority in the parliament here, hav­
ing complete faith In the patriotism 
and good taste of the prime minister 
authorized him to go ahead and get up 
a flag, and settle the matter personal­
ly with the king. But the king declin­
ed to consider the design for a flag 
submitted by the prime minister, al­
leging that there was no evidence It 
was the sort of flag the Icelanders, or 
a majority of them, really wanted.

The king has announced that he will 
summon before hinv some of the lead­
ing polltclans of Iceland to talk things 
over, and see if some satisfactory set­
tlement of the disputed matters can­
not be arranged.

The council la only able to report 
activity in the matters of breakwater 
extension, elevator restoration, etc., as 
on account of war conditions the gov­
ernment la unable to make any new 
expenditures at the present time. The 
minister has promised that work on 
the breakwater will be commenced at 
the very earliest opportunity.

The council’s report was adopted 
without discussion.

A very Interesting and Instructive 
address was delivered by J. B. Dag­
gett, secretary of the Provincial De­
partment of Agriculture, before the 
monthly meeting of the Board of 
Traite last evening, with the new 
president, J. A. Likely, In the chair. 
Mr. Daggett urged the need of giving 

attention to mixed farming, and 
especially stock raising, dairying, 
poultry, and fruit raising, and spoke 
of the possibility of New Brunswick 
becoming an Important manufacturing 
province If tt would only take the 
trouble to solve the problem of utiliz­
ing Its water powers in a way that 
would benefit the public Instead of 
merely adding to the profits of the 
promoters of stock companies. He 
said he had acquired a reputation as 
a knocker of potato industry, but he 
believed that the farmers of this prov­
ince could do better if they gave more 
attention to the raising of other prod­
ucts. In many countries there had 
been a steady increase In the cultiva­
tion of potatoes, and the market for 
potatoes was consequently limited. He 
had operated a potato farm for seven 
years but doubted whether the balance 
sheet would show a profit.

Mr. Daggett said that more optim­
ism was needled. There was a dispo­
sition to run down New Brunswick. 
This was particularly 
among Its sons and daughters who 
went to the States. They came back 
here and knocked New Brunswick, 
but If they were not able to spend a 
free vacation on a farm in the prov­
ince they would have to remain at 
work at some factory. Most of these 
knockers did not have a peck of pota­
toes in their houses, and they gener­
ally lived on the third story of a tene­
ment

Mr. Daggett said that If Ontario 
methods of farming became prevalent 

[ here, New Brunswick would soon be­
come known as the banner province 
of the Dominion, and stated that land 
In New Brunswick which had" not been 
plowed for twenty years still produced 
good: crops of hay. and that there was 
no land in any other province which 
could make so good a showing.

It needs from Europe.

When Mr. Daggett arrived in Great 
Britain he found a shortage of pota­
toes. There was an average crop, but 
potatoes In England were affected by 
rust, and the crops In Belgium *nd 
Northern France had been destroyed. 
He had been able to secure a large 
provisional order for New Brunswick 
potatoes, but on arriving home found 
felght rates had gone up 100 per cent., 
and rendered shipment of potatoes 
from New Brunswick impracticable.

As to the duration of war Mr. Dag­
gett said there was an opinion in of­
ficial circles that the war would come 
to a speedy and sudden close, while 
another opinion prevailed that after 
Germany was driven into her own 
territory she could continue the fight 
for many years. Those who believed the 
war would end based their opinion on 
the fact that it would be difficult for 
Germany to procure supplies of horses, 
petrol, copper and lead.

In England the motto of the people 
was business as usual. In some places 
you would not know a war was in 
progress, but generally the military 
spirit was in evidence.

KEYSTONE COMEDY

V ENTENTE TRADE LEAGUE
SEEKS FRIENDS HERE

The Entent Trade League has re­
cently been established in Great Bri­
tain to encourage ‘rade with the Em­
pire and its friends. Circulars have 
been sent to the Boards of Trade 
throughout Canada urging them to 
adopt the Idea. These circulars say 
that the main object of the league 
“which has been formed on a non-con- 
trlbutory basis and aims at no commer­
cial profits” are briefly as follows :

"1.—To obtain a pledge from the 
buying public In the United Kingdom 
to abstain from, buying German and 
Austrian goods as soon as existing 
stocks of these goods shall have been 
replaced by lrollar articles manufactur­
ed in the British Empire or by our al­
lies and friendly nations.

2—To provide facilities for manu­
facturers desirous of availing them­
selves of the fresh openings for im­
perial and foreign trade which must 
arise owing to the absence of German 
and Austrian competition.

3.—To make known to wholesale

The sole head of a family, or any i 
over 18 years old, may homestead a quar­
ter-section of available Dominion land (n 
Manitoba. Saskatehewan or Alberta. Ap­
plicant must appear In person at the Do­
minion Lands Agency or Hub-Agency for 
the District.

graph has had potatoes on the brain. 
During last winter It kept up a steady 
campaign day after day, stating that 
there were a million barrels of pota­
toes rotting in the cellars of the Carle- 
ton County farmers. When potatoes 
were selling for 21.00 a barrel, the 
Telegraph persistently kept declaring 
that they were worth but 40c., with the 
result that the market was depressed, 
Ontario buyers refusing to pay the i 
higher price and demanding them from 
the sellers at the price quoted by the 
Telegraph. Had it not been for the 
Telegraph's persistent misrepresenta­
tion, the farmers of New Brunswick 
would have received last winter thou­
sands of dollars more than they did 
receive. When it was decided to make 
a donation to the home government, 
the anndhncement was scarcely given 
out before the Telegraph began Its 
attack. During the time the potatoes 
were being packed and made ready 
for shipment, frequent reference was 
made In that paper to the shipment 
In which It was persistently stated 
that the stock was being handled in a 
bad manner, that no proper tally was 
kept, and that potatoes of all sorts 
and kinds were going Into the cargo. 
This was proved to be an absolute 
falsehood. The insinuation was made 
that the cargo would not stand up, and 
that It would arrive on the other side 
in bad condition. Officials of the De­
partment of Agriculture paid no at­
tention to the Telegraph, but went 
steadily on with the result that the 
cargo went over in splendid condition 
and has been a magnificent advertise­
ment for New Brunswick in the old 
country. It was very gratefully receiv­
ed by the Imperial authorities.

In Its chagrin, the Telegraph has 
kept up a persistent effort to ridicule 
and belittle the Secretary of Agricul­
ture. all of which has fallen very flat 
with the public. During the past week 
the Telegraph and Times have been 
making further Insinuations and have 
distorted the figures published in the 
Royal Gazette in connection with the 
shipment. They have been attacking 
B. Frank Smith, vigorously declaring 
that there was a rake-off of 125,000 to 
Mr. Smith. The statement is so ridicu­
lous and so entirely false that It 
scarcely needs contradiction. Mr. Smith 
simply acted as an agent of the gov­
ernment on a commission basis, re­
ceiving for purchasing and looking 
after the loading of the potatoes for 
the government in his section, a 
mission of ten rents per barrel. Mr. 
Smith was not the only purchaser of 
potatoes for the government. Potatoes 

bought In Victoria, at several 
points In Carleton, Kings, Westmor­
land, York and Sunbury and every buy­
er got exactly the same price and 
bought on exactly the same basis, no 
one receiving one cent more.

When the Auditor General’s report 
is published there will be an itemiz­
ed account showing every dollar of 
expense in connection with the ship­
ment, and everything will be found 
perfectly straight and clean. All ef­
