not tested according to the regulation,

Th- applicant must aleo farnish the
board witn a -written oert flcate of »
veteri ary declariog that :1 thecows
trom which the applicant prccures any
m 1< for esle have been tested wi'h ta
vercalin for tubercalosis witnin a month
and tbat eacn snd every one of tuem is
frae entirely from tabercalosis,oue:peral

ever,c w pox and any other malignaat or
coatsgious dieence. [o3 forme for vet
er.oary’s :eitificaies will be farnished
by the board, .

The 1 cen+ee must abide by &'l the
regulaions from time to time sdopted
oy the bosrd while the Iicense is rur-
ping or in securing & renewa'.

on garbage o- the like, nor the milk from
diseased animsls.

Skimmed miis will be permitted to be
sold. rut only from cane with th word
“gkimmed” in letters of not less than two
incces on the ¢car. Skimmed milk can
not be supplied unless asked for by the
peraons buying.

Uader the license the cowe, cow byres,
dairies must be open to inspection of the
board’s officers when the latter wish, no
m:1z sball be kept where it msay likely
be rendered unwholesome, neither sbs1l
it be carried in any wagon used for

earrying swill or any « flensive materis’.
The licensee must have the number of
his license on his wagon and if be does
not use 8 wagon he must have the num-
ber on bis canr.

Samples of milk will have to b+ far-
nished the board’s inspector when sek-
ed, for examination and the results re
corded. The officers of the board can
destroy #1l milk found unfit for human
food. For infringement of the regula-
tLonl the vendor w.1. be prosecuted under
the act. ;

The license fee will vary from 50 centa
to$l. It is not calculated to have s
revenue from this source, but to pay the
expenses for printed forms and other
{ncidentals. Jt may be that an inspec-
tor wiil have to be eppointed o see that
toe new law is carried out.

WassmeroN, May 14, — Admiral

ranean porte. Already Ambassadrr Cam-
bon of France bas cslled the attention of
the authorities at Paris to the yetorn of
Admiral Dewey by wsy of the Mediter-
ranesn ‘and the probable eailing of
bis flagship Olympia pset the Fremch
haval ports in Algiers. These are oppo-
site tbe British possessions of Gibraltar
and Malta at the entrance to the Medi-
terranean, and ars eisy and uatorsl
ttop;lng places slong that romte. It ia
hardly expeeted that the sdmiral wil
touch at Toulon, the great naval seaport
of France.. At the ports of French-
Algiers he will be accorde. every honor
due, not anly to his high rank but to the
aniversel esteem in which be is held by
thie naval fraternity.

The British suthorities have taken no
steps thus far to have the admiral stop
at British ports, but it was stated today
by one of the British officials that Dewey
would be sesured a most enthusiastic
greeting if he stopped at suy British
gtation and sadoubtedly steps would be
taken to induce him to touch at Ply-
mouth snd Portsmouth, the eouthern
nav:l depots of England, if there was
any progpect of his acceptance.

A NEW MILL FOR THE MANU-
FACTURE OF THESE
ARTICLES.

Mr. W. H. Fowler, Who Has for
Many Years Manufactured Corn
meal in This City is at the Back
of the Industry—The Mill Large
and the Equipment Modern.

‘Work is progressing well in the erec-
tion of the new Fowler flonr and meal
mill at head of Rodney wharf, Carleton.
It will be a sabstantial structure, com-
modioae, well equipped and capable of
doing big work. It will employ a good
nomboer of hands, and, altogether, w.1l
prove & benefis to the place and a wel-

come addition to the city’s industrial
establishments.

Mr. W, H. Fowler, the proprietor of
Fwler’s corn meal mill on City road. is
putting up the Carleton mi 1, and he hes
given the building contract to Mesers.
D.. W. Clark & 8ons, who «ad part ofthe
frame work up yesterdsy, and by shis
evening will have mnat cf it placed.

The vroperty Mr. Fos 1 will oconpy
is 1182230 feet at the bead of Ridmey
whar!..

He felt he wes entitled fo
it and favtbermore said thatif a euffi-
ofent subsidy were given him he would
guarantee to handle all the wheat raised
in New Brunswick, paying the highest
price offering, to the farmers, and grind-
ipg the whoat into flour.

Mr. Fowler has ordered his wheat
plant from an Onsario mill, and his corn
mea) ylant will be the latest roller prc-
cess machinery. He is at present, as be
has been for years, runnimg the
Fowler mill on City Road and also
owns the Celooun  mill at
Marsh Bridge which Je mnot mnow
running. The latter bas & fine plantand
it is being taken out for mes in the new
mill. The City road mill has been
working night and day for a long time
and, though.this is a slack time of year,
the outpnt is 260 or 270 barrelia day.

The Carleton mill will employ about
25 hands in all, 15 being ,in the mill
proper and the others distributed about
the cooperdge, warehowse, office, and:
other parts of the works. A start willbe
made about SBeptember 1.

CHESTNUT GROWING.

Some Information About Starting In
the Industry.

Pecple of many and divers sections
are showing a remarkable readiness to
catch on to chestnut cnlture. They
want to know all about methods and
the possibilities of the enterprise. Jacob
Dingee of Pennsylvania has been giving
the benefit of his experience o inquirers
through The Farm Journal, and he now
adds:

First.—I wish to say that in giving
my choice kinds (Light Spanish, Para-
gon and Numbo) 1 named these as they
sroved best in our section when raised

om seed or obtained from nursery and
more especially when grafted on our
native scions, supposing from this that
they would prove the same elsewhere.

Second. —1 do not advise buying trees
where it can be avcided. = Better to cut
native trees and graft thesprouts about
the second year, not less than four feet
from the ground. Where there are no
trees plant nuts in rows and cultivate.
At 1 year old transplant carefully to
where they are to be permanently, and
then graft the second year following.

Third.—If trees are bought, have
them carefully taken up and packed,
and if they have come a long distance
cover them entirely, root and top, in
moist sand or light, moist goil for a
week or more before planting to thor-
oughly revive them, after which plant
with care in holes which had been pre:
pared in the meantime.

Fourth. —I would advise cutting back
all top or up growing branches that the
$rees may spread wide and not run
high, for it looks likely that these, as
well as other fruit trees, will have to be
sprayed to get sound fruit, for the grub
is on the increase. It will especially be
siecessary to spray in off years—that is,
when the forest chestnuts fail, for then
the large varieties are more in demand
and higher in price, and if they can be
gaved from the worms (which are worse
then because they have no others to prey
on) they will pay well for extra labor.

1 would also recommend planting

nuts of foreign varieties, even it

“they do not come true to name, for

these produce a larger gtock for graft-
jng. And even when not grafted the
nuts will be larger than the natives,
and so far as I have yet learned they
are as well adapted toour different soils
and varieties of

Then they zeceive
the order to shoulder arms and close
order and move off ‘‘in fours,”’ in the
direetion of the parade ground, headed
by tue drums and fifes, which are sound-
ing an enlivening air.

{ The troops which bave already formed

into line at opén order have their officers
in front.

When the colors approach, the order is
given to present arms, and every ofticer,
including the commander-in-chief and
staff, salutes the ¢o'ors. Immediately the
drums and fifes cease playing and the
mas bands strike up the national
anthem.

The solor party then forms up at right
angles on the left of the line, which goes
through the movement of shoulder arms,
and she bands move out in ‘front, headed
by the drummers under command of the
senior drum major. They march up and
down, playing patriotic airs and ending
with a grand march. Then they advance
to the color party, which moves off at a

‘slow step, the troops again presenting
arms, and the colors are carried along
the ensire line, the band continuing its
notes of & grand march. They move
around the entire square until they raach
their old position on the left of ‘the line,
when the troops again shoulder arms.
Then the commander-in-chief, riding
along the line, inspects the ranks, af’er
which a fen de joie is fired of three blank
ocartridges. This gunpowder salute, begin-
ning as the right of the front rank, is
carried along to the left of the line and
back again, along the rear rank to the
right, and after each round the artillery
booms seven times and the bands play a
stave of the national anthem. After the
last gun has been fired the troops again
shoulder and present arms and advance
in review order about ten paces, the
band once more playing ‘‘God Save the
Queen.” When they come to a halt; they
ground arms and the commander-in-chief
_orders “‘three cheera for the Quesn.’”’ The

entire body of soldiery remove their
helmets and give a trio of sesounding
huzzas in the midst of the wildest excite-
ment.

The ceremony thus being ended, the
troops reform into column and march
off, headed by their respective bands, the
commander-in-chief reviewing them as
they march past.

In addision to the meat which is frozen
for export, the Artgentine Republic is
steadily increasing in its shipments of
live stock. At the Buenos Ayres dooks
there are large cattle and sheep yards,
and the animals are transferred from
them to the steamers. On the ships cattle
are put in open pens made of pine, rude-
1y knocked up on the decks of the steam-
ers. Each animal® bas just enough space
to lie down. and is so tied that its haad
s away from the sea. The voyage is such
a warm one that no boarding is done and
the cattle are to all purposés out of doors.
Above the cattle stalls, . roofing them, as
it were, are the open pens, in which the
sheep are carried.

Feeding Cows Too Much Grain.

Cows differ much in their ability to
make profitable use of the grain fed
them. Those which have the beef tend-
ency strongly developed will at once
begin to fatten on grain, unless it is
fed in moderate amounts and com-
bined with a large amount of succulent
food. Those who have ensilage or roots,
especially beet or mangel wurzel, can
feed more grain to cows and have the
fat go to the milk pail than those who
only havedry feed. It is not safe to feed
a farrow cow much grain, nor yet one
that is near the time to drop her calf,
as it will then stimulate the milk glands
too much and probably cause garget.
Yet it is an advantage toa cow to be
in pretty good flesh when she drops her
calf. The inside fat gshe then carries
will mostly be used up in enriching the

The president of sthe Ga:l'c League,
Dr. Douglas Hyde, has issued & some-
what impsssioned sppeal to his Irieh
fellow countrymen for the pressrvation
of the Irish 1ipg sge which he ¢sl:
“the noblest, grandest and most wnique
heritage possesssd by any race in west-
ern Europe.” Amang the means by
which the Gaelic League hopts to pre-
eerve the Irish langusge is the putl cs-
tion of a weekly pager nemed
“Cleidheamh dolues” or “Sword «f
Light,” and Dr. Hyde wants every
Irish men to subecribe to that
p'per. Poseioly this at'empt to
preserve the Irish largusge may suc-
oeed, but it looks very much as if it wae
slowly but eurely dying ou*. Tbere are
three Celtic langusges spoken in the Brit-
ish Islende,Welsb,Irish and Gaelic,and of
thees Irish seems :to be losing ground
most rapidly, ae w:1. be seen by the cen-
soa figures of 1881 and 1891 of theee that
spoke the three Celtic languagee.

For while cf
the Welsh speaking prpulation of Wales
508,036 persons speak Welsh only, of the
Irish speaking population of Irland
only 38121 speak Irish alome; sll the
others nambering 642,053 speak Eoglish
a8 woll as Irisk. In Scotland thbere are
only 43738 persons whospeak no lar-
susge but Gaelic. I wasin Wales that
the greatest efforts have been made to
presarve the Caltic lapguesge of that
country, but in spte of sll these
efturts Welsh continues to lose ground.
Ia the ten years the proportion of Welth
speaking peopls in Wil and Man.
mouthshire declined from 70 per cent of
the fotal poptition to a little over 50
per cent. Yet Wales has more then
twenty papers published in the Weish
langusge, and three colleges in which
Welsh is taught. The glories of Celtic
1 terature fail to convinee the peorle of
the desirability of learning two lan-
euages, and as Eoglish ‘s largely the
iwguage of businees men in Waies ita
eubetitution for the Celtic is unly a mat-
ter of time.

Then it was an-
nounced that the insurgents were beg-
ging for peace, and we were fold that
nothing - but their wneorditional aur-
render would satisfy the American gen-
era’. Now it appears that Aguinaldo, the
Philippine leader, has no intention of
surrendering, but proposes tocontinue the
war until the independence of his coun-
try is secured. Aguinaldo says thay the
Filipinos refase the American peace
overtures based on restricted antonomy,
coupled with promises of eubsequent
8 1"-2overnment. This decieion is what
was to hava been expected, for Aguninaldo
is an ambitious man and nodoubt thinks
that he would ocoupy a much gresater
position aspresident of Filipino republic
thanhe could possib y obtain in hisnative
lind under an American government.

CLAINS FROM CUBA.

THE ENGLISH, FRENCH AND
GERMAN RESIDENTS
WILL UNITE

In Urging the United States to Re-
pay Them for Property Destroyed
During the Recent Spanish Ame
erican War — The Claims Being
Gathered.

Wasamnorox, May 14—The. staté des
partment has been informelly advised
that claims aggregating a comsiderable
amount have been made by British,
French and German residents in Cuba
during the recent insurrectiun, and that
these ultimately will be pressed againat
the United Btates government. The

presented, but are being collected by the
several foreign ofices as the claimants
send them iv. In some cases schedules
bave been made and the aggregate
stated to the authorities here. The
French claims aggregate between 12,
000,000 and 15,000,000 francs. The Ger-
man claims are understoed to be slightly
under those of the French, while the
British claims are said to be consider-
ably more than either the French or
Germau.

These foreign claims are quite distinct
from those of citizens of the Uniteo
States, originally againet Spain, for
damages sustained in Cuba during the
insurrection. The peace treaty specific-
ally provided for these American cla me
ants releasing Spain and stating that the
United States would meke such settl:.

It was stated at
one of the foreign establishments that
there was no position to push the
claims un 'uly, but to bring them fo the
attention of the United Btates govern-
ment in order that the question of liabil-
ity might be determined and guch relief
granted @8 ths merits of the
cases warranted. It is appreciated
in these foreign quarters that pay-
ments will be largely a matter of
discretion with the United States, agthe
obligation to look after t-e American
claimants was assumed voluntarily and
there iz no obligation either in the
treaty or on general principles of law for
assuming the claims growing put of
Spain’s inability to maintein order in
Caba during the period of Spanish rule.

These foreign claims cover damages
to plantations, personal proper'y, etc.,
of French, British and German residents
of Cuba in foreign hands, which debt
was assumed by Spain.
