Out of Hazelwood's arrest will probably
.develop, according :to the gtatement of
Rev. W. R. Robinson, tor of ‘Ludlow
street .Baptist churéh, West End, a for-
‘mal complaint against Dr. J. V. Anglin, su-
perintendent of the Hospital for the Pre-
vention of Nervous Diseases. Rev. Mr.
Robinson told The Telegraph last night
that young Hazelwood “had n  pro-
nounced of unsound mind by Dr. G. A.
Hetherington, that the necessary papers
had been secured for his admission $o the
hospital, but that Dr. Anglin had refused
to admit the boy, as he claimed that he
was not violently insane. Mr. Robinson
said the boy had been paroled to him by
Judge Wells, of Moncton, after he had
been convicted of a theft committed in
that town. This being the case Mr. Rob-
inson said he felt a responsibility for
young Hazelwood’s conduct. The boy had
been employed since leaving Moncton and
was apparently conducting himself prop-
erly. ‘‘Some weeks ago,” Rev. Mr. Rob-
inson said, “I was advised that the boy’s
behavior was not as good as it had been
and that he was acting strangely. Accord-
ingly I consulted Dr. G. A. Hetherington,
had the boy examined, and his condition
for some weeks noted. As a result of these
observations Dr. Hetherington pronounced
the boy of unsound mniind, saying that while
he might be all right-for some time, yet
at any time he was liable to become ir-
responsible. * Acting upon this physician’s
advice I secured papers for the boy’s ad-
mission to the asylum. The papers were
taken to Dr. Anglin, who refused to_take
the boy in until he had made a personal
examination, saying he was not violently
insane. I had no word from Dr. Anglin
until yesterday, when I telephoned to the
asylum and asked what was being done
about the case. Dr. Anglin’s reply was
that he could not take the boy in as his
condition did not warrant it, and the
boy’s mother had said that he was alll
right. I then said the boy had been!
paroled to me, but in the face of Dr.
Anglin’s refusal to admit him to the asy-
lum I would not be-responsible for his
future actions. I also requested Dr. Anglin
to return the papers which he had secured
for the boy’s admission to the hospital.
Subsequently I telephoned Hon. Robert
Maxwell and laid the facts of the case
before him. Later in the afternoon Hazel-
wood was arrested by Deputy Chief Jen-
kins and Detective Killen for breaking and |
entering Parson’s store.

“The provincial hospital was the proper
place for this boy, and a physician whao
has made a specialty of nervous diseases
and whose qualifications can best be!
judged from the fact that he was for many
years superintendent of the institution
over which Dr. Anglin now presides,stated
thgt the boy was insane, yet in face of
this Dr. Anglin refused to adimt him.

“I will certainly make a comPlaint and
lay formal charges before the 'provincial
hospital commissioners. = Possibly Dr.
Anglin may not be at fault, but if not it
is the system. Had the boy been in pos-
session of his mental  faculties, nad he
been morally degenerate, instead of men-
tally degenerate, I would have accepted
tl}e responsibility of the parole and sent
him out of the country where he would
have a chance to begin life anew, but with
Dr. Hetherington’s pronouncement on his
mental condition and with the knowledge
of his family history, I concluded he was
fit for the asylum. ‘At the present time
one of his relatives is an inmate of the
provincial asylum, while another commit-
ted suicide in the city of New York while
insane.

F. B. Carvell Declares
Most of Maritime Races
Were Fixed

One Clause Strickemn Out on
Close Vote— Sir Willrid
Laurier Asks Promoters

- and Opponents te Arrange
Compromise if They Want
to Pass it This Session.

{Special to The Telegraph.)

Ottawa. ; April 7—After another all-day
‘debate in the commons the Miller bill pro-
hibiting the business of book-meking and
pool: selling and generally restricting
gambling as a business on race tracks or
in connection with any sporting event in
Canada, was practically killed on a very
close vote tonight.

The opponents of the bill, who had in-
troduced a substantive bill, sponsored by
Mr. McCall, of West Northumberland,
based on the English law which limits the
duration of any race meet to eight days,
provides that not more than two meets
shall be held on any one track in . the
course of a year, and which further stren-
gthens the present law in regard to re-
stricting betting on race tracks, carried
a bare majority of the house with them.

Mr. McCall’s motion to strike out the
first clause of the Miller bill,. with a view
to suybstituting his' own amendment, was
defeated in the committee stage by a vote
of 78 to 77. Mr, Miller and the supporters
“of. his bill declined to compromise on the
McCall bill, and a motion  to strike out
the second clause of the bill was then car-
ried by 85 to 73. Mr. Miller then moved
that the committee rise, and this was car-
ried without dissent.

Sir Wilfrid . Laurier stated’ that if a
compromise between the two parties could
be agreed upon, the government would
give opportunity for further consideration
of the bill. But as there seems to be no
prospect of this, the result of tonight’s
votes practically means that conditions
with regard to horse racing and book-
making in Canada will remain unchanged
for this year at leaat.

Both Mr. Miller and Mr. McCall state
that they will bring their respective bills'
before parliament again this session.

Hon. Mr. Aylesworth.

Hon. Mr. Aylesworth described the bill
as a Yankee bill, as it was based on Am-
erican legislation, while the amendment
was modelled on the English law, which
had been drafted by some of the greatest
legal minds in England.

He regarded the bill as an extraordinary
way of getting at a desired object. It
sought to make a crime of something
which the sense of the average man did
pnot consider a crime. Parliament was
piling up crimes and making people liable
to criminal prosecution for doing things
in which many thought there was no
harm. He did not know where it was
going to end. Within a short time thcy
had passed laws making it a crime to fisi
on Sundays and for boys to smoke a cigar-
ette, and now it was proposed to pass a
law which would make it a crime for a
man to make a bet, it might be with a
young friend of either sex. Possibly be:
fore the end of this parliament they would
have propositions to make it a crime to
play cards or indulge in any of the other
amusements which some people regarded
as a sin.

Would Regulate Betting.

He deprecated that manner of legisla-
tion. The right way, as it seemed to him,
to secure the regulation of race meetmgs
was to impose conditions upon which a
license might be issned. It would be as
easy to regulate the conduct of race mcel-
ings. as to regulate the liquor traffic—ger-
haps more so—by saying what kind of bet-
ting should be allowed, how many days
race meetings should run, and what length
of time should elapse between two meet-
ings.

He ventured to think the object of the
present legislation would be much bettcr
accomplished by resorting to the provin-
cial legislatures, and he was sorry that
course had not been taken. Notwith-
standing the presence in the proposed
amendment of the clause limiting, the du-
ration of race meetings, he intended to
support the amendment. .

The difference in principle between the
schemes was that the English bill struck
at the person while the Yankee bill pro-
ceeded upon the opposite idea of striking
at the place. The bill, as drafted, would
expose ta danger of a prosecution any per-

ing who made a bet with his neighbor of
either sex, and he wondered whether the
draughtsmen of the bill had considered
that the words “any bet upoi any contest
or trial of speed” might apply to a game
of bridge, upon which he believed it was
not unusual for players to have a stake.

The definition of a place in the present
law was completely metamorphosed by the
bill, and he apprehended that any person
who prosecuted a visitor at the races for
making a bet of a pair of gloves with his
fair companion would have a perfectly
plausible case. For the reasons stated, he
would vote for the amendment.

F. B. Oarvell Says Races Are
Fixed.

Many Catholics Blame Papal Secre-
tary of State for Affront to ex-

Rome, April 5.—The chief material de-
velopment in the Roosevelt-Vatican inci-
dent today was Mr. Roosevelt’s repudia-
tion of an attempt of the Methodist or-
ganization here, to interpret his action
as an endorsement of their work.

This repudiation took the form of call-
ing off a reception to the members of the
American Colony, which was to have been
held tomorrow night at the embassy and
it resulted directly from the issuance of
a statement yesterday by the Rev. B. M.
Tipple, pastor of the American Methodist
church, in which he severely arraigned
the Roman Catholic church.

Mr. Roosevelt continues to deprecate in
the most’ vigorous fashion, the fierce re-
ligious tumult caused by the incident,
which he regards as personal to himself
and continues entirely confident that his
countrymen, Catholics as well as Protest-
ants, when the facts in the case are clear-
ly and dispassionately examined, will sus-
tain his position.

When the Vatican statement, likening
the situation to what might occur in Ger-
many if he visited the Polish Separatists
after seeing the emperor, was called to
Mr. Roosevelt’s attention, he said:

“If the German emperor should place
as a condition to an audience that I
should not see the Poles, I should make
a similar reply: ‘Upon that condition, I
shall be compelled to forego the pleasure
of an audience.””

A phase of the situation which is at-
tracting more and more attention here is
the open disapproval of the Vatican’s ac-
tion, expressed by numerous Catholics.
This is not confined to laymen, but ex-
tends to the hierarchy and even to the
sacred college itself. Some of the car-
dinals have privately

Blame Merry del Val.

~Catholics dwell on the many evidences
of his friendship while he was the occu-
pant of the White House and declare em-
phatically that the church is being placed
in a false position towards the ex-presi-
dent and America. Responsibility general-
ly is placed personally on the shoulders
of Cardinal Merry del Val, the papal sec-
retary of state. An eminent ecclesiastic is
reported to have said:

“It is not the church, but the private
act of the Spanish secretary of state
against the colonel of the Rough Riders
in Cuba.”

Merry del Val's father, formerly the
Spanish ambassador to the Vatican, who is
now in Rome, and who often complained
of the haughty and boastful attitude of
the United States in the days of Spain’s
defeat, said to a friend:

Hundreds of telegrams from both Cath-
olics and Protestants in America, con-
gratulating him on his stand relative to
the conditions imposéd by the Vatican,
have reached him and this afternoon when
he returned to his hotel he found an Am-
erican priest, now located in Rome, who
warmly felicitated him upon what he had
done, saying he believed that American
Catholics would endorse his action.

The ex-president, however, declines to
give out any of these telegrams, on the
ground that they would only serve to em-
venom the controversy he seeks to abate.

THE DRY DOCK
The Minister of Public Works gives offi-

cial confirmation to the announcement

made by The Times-Star last evening, to
the effect that St. John is to have a first
class dry dock and ship repair plant, and
that ‘negotiations have so far progressed
as to justify confidence that construction
will be commenced in the near future. As
the government made public its plan for
increased subsidies only a few days ago,
there are, of course, many details yet to
be settled, such as the location and the
extent of the repair or construction plant
which will supplement the dock itself.
There is no announcement :;._s yet as to the
size of the dock, except in general terms,
but it is known that under the new sub-
sidy plan the dock will be one fitted to
accommodate even the’largest British war-
ships. An extensive repair plant would
evidently be necessary, and that would be
a long step toward a shipbuilding plant
proper. The reasons which make St. John
the natural site for a large graving dock
mark it out'as a port which must sooner
or later undertake: steel shipbuilding also.
To seeure the dock will be an immense
forward step for the port. The rapid in-
crease in our shipping trade has been of
vast practical value, besides its effect in
encouraging and stimulating our prosper-
ity in other lines, but with the construc-
tion of the dock the port will reach a new
status, and the outlook for rapid progress
thereafter will be bright indeed.
* Atlhough the Imperial Dry Dock Com-
pany is not mentioned in the Ottawa de-
spatches relative to dock progress, it will
doubtless be found that the new company
. is working to some extent at least in con-
junction with the old one, and will prob-
ably take over the data and concessions
which Mr. George Robertson and his as-
sociates hold. The building of a dock here
will vindicate Mr. Rbbertson’s courageous-
ly maintained opinion taht the demands of
our ghipping made such a work an abso-
lute necessity. It is fortunate for St. John
that it has in its representative at Ottawa

He has everywhere
defended the.Payne-Aldrich tariff, yet it is
a fact that this tariff, particularly the
maximum clause, ilu'been_ roundly con-
demned by many Republican newspapers
and by many insurgent Republicans in both
the House and the Senate. Mr. Taft has
condemned the insurgents, but it is not at
all certain that the country at large has
endorsed his judgment. The eountry, by
all the signs, wants a lower tariff, and
unless Mr. Taft gives recognition to that
desire there is pretty certain to be a
widening split in the party.

Canada is not expecting any satisfactory
offer of reciprocity from the Taft adminis-
tration while the Senate is of its present
tariff complexion; but fortunately this
country is now in an excellent condition to
wait until the United States thoroughly
realizes that jug-handled reciprocity has
no attractions for the Dominion. The pro-
gress of the tariff reform fight across the
border will be watched by Canadians with
keen interest, and with the knowledge that
the progress made by the low tariff forces
there will be of no little benefit to this
country, both because of the example and
because in the end it will mean better
trade relations between the two peoples.

This is a project of the first magnitude,
involving the expen@itﬁre of $4,000,000 or
$5,000,000 during the next few yearé, and
this will be merely the initial outlay neces-
sary to establish the industry. The loca-

There were
signs of arsemic poisoning, but not suffi-,
cient to warrant request for conviction on
that ground alone. There was, of course,
the suggestion of a motive on account of
insurance, but the real object of the gov-
ernment was to find out how the arsenic
came in the bodies. In no case did a wit-
ness say that he or she believed that Mrs.
Kelleher wilfully caused the arsenic to be
taken. Another difficulty for the govern-
ment to meet was the small amount of
arsenie found. The usual quantity for a
fatal dose is not less than two grains. The
largest amount found in any of the Bodies
—that of Catherine—was only about one-
fiftieth of a grain. But the fact that the
amount was small was not conclusive be-
cause it might have been thrown off.
Mr. Higgins said that the district at-
torney bad agreed, when counsel for the
defendant had said that there was a good
explanation for the arsenic in the bodies,
to drop the case if -sufficient proof of
probable innocence was shown him. Dis-
trict Attorney Higgins congratulated Gen-
eral Bancroft and Mr. Stearns on their
manly attitude in coming forward and
showing their side of the case, thus ex-
posing them to a disadvantage should the
government still have persisted in going
to trial. He said that defendant’s counsel
joined hands with him to aid in solving
the problem.

Arsenioc in Mattress.

“After hearing their side,” said the dis-
trict attorney, “we have come to the con-
clusion that Mary Kelleher is not guilty
of the offence charged in this indictment.
I think that the jury would agree to this
view if it heard the evidence. It there-
fore seems needless to go to the expense of
trial. Mrs. Kelleher had in her possession
2 cheap hair mattress, on which all of the
victims had glept at one time or another.
That mattress was taken apart and ana-
lyzed by expert chemists, and arsenic was
found in considerable quantities. Now
arsenic is an element; it is all about us,
and it turns out that arsenic might be
found in all bodies on careful medical ex-
amination. On these facts I ask you to
render a verdict of not guilty on each
count. Unfortunately she has been in jail
for a year and one-half, not through fault
of the district attorney. I want to con-

THE “COPS" WON

Carried Off Ten Prisoners, But They
Showed Many Marks of the Affray
—The Weapons Used Were Fists, ’

. Montreal, April 6—~Two constables were
injured, ten Laval University students ar-
rested and several hundred eggs broken
in a drawn battle between Laval students
_and the police this evening, which resulted
in a regular siege of the Laval buildings.
The university was finally stormed and
the students driven in, the police with-
drawing under a fusilade of eggs, tin cus
pidors and other academic weapons.

The row started when a score of stu-
dents were discovered by Constable Blu-
teau talking and making a noise in front
of the university. He asked them to move
on and stop spitting on the sidewalk. The °
stundents countered on his jaw and in a
moment he was being pretty badly hand-
led, when another constable, passing on
a car, jumped off to his rescue and a bat-
tle ensued, in which the two policemen
were pretty badly handled, the students
getting them down and pttting the boots
to them.

A riot call was sent in and a score of
policemen sent to the rescue while a couple
of hundred students poured from the uni-
versity buildings and a general fight was
indulged in.

While the row was at its height a fire
alarm was sent in and the brigade turned
out, which added to the trouble. A fusi-
Jade of eggs was opened on the police from
the college windows and as soon as the
firemen appeared the students started fir-
ing billiard cues, spittoons and other war-
like weapons at them from the windows.
Little damage was done save to the uni-
forms of the police and the clothes of the

Lumbermen Fear There Will
Be Little or No Freshet--
Some Lumber May Be

Hung Up for Year--Rain
Greatly Needed.

Lumbermen are somewhat perturbed
over the present indications as to stream
driving. An operating lumberman said
vesterday that the lumber cut this winter
in many localities would not be marketed
for over two-thirds of its value on. ac-
count of the likelihood that there would
be little or no freshet, Those operators
who depended altogether upon the streams
to get their lumber out would probably
have to leave a great portion of their cuts
in the water all summer,. They .would
not be able to get a great deal of it out
to where they planned to saw it unless
there were very heavy rains. The expos-
ure would bring on souring of the sap,
which blackened'the lumber and made it

. 60 that a greater amount had to be cut
off in order to make it marketable. The
prospect was that a great deal of the lum-
ber cut this winter would not be got out,
before the fall, or perhaps for another
year. This was particularly true of the
south of the province, and conditions did
not seem to be any better on the St. John,
which so far had not shown any signs of
freshet. The prospect seemed to be that
the snow would be wasted ‘away. by the
sun, instead of 'raising the river.

Estimates were presented at the annual
meeting of the St. John River Log Driv-
ing Corporation by Lewis H. Bliss, the
secretary, which figured on the St. John
river cut as being very little in variance
from the average.

G000 ROADS

HAG AND
N THE COUNTRY

"‘The split-log drag as an implement for
ithe maintenance of earth roads is becom-
ing more popular and more valuable. For
the. maintenance of earth roads it is re-
placing the grading machine, not that it
can take the place of the grading ma-
chine, but supplementary to the good work
this machine does in road-building.

Some of the chief advantages of the
split-log drag over grading machines and
wheel-graders are cheapness of construc-
tion and cheapness of operation, costing
about one-half, and because of its two
blades and method of construction it does
not dig deep down into the holes, like the
single-blade scrapers, but passes over and
fills them up.

The split-log drag should be used on
earth roads just as soon as the top is dry
in the spring. It is not necessary to wait
until the spring rains are over and the
frost is all out to get good results from
this implement, for by levelling down the
road and properly crowning it the later
rains are quickly shed to the ditch, and
washouts prevented and quicker drying se-
cured after the rains are over.

To smooth out the surface of the road;
to assist in drying roads some days earlier
than the undragged roads; to keep the
road free from ruts; to maintain the
ecrown; to assist in surface drainage; to

make a firmer rosdbed; to prevent an .ac-
cumulation of dnst—these are the fumc-
tions of the splitdog drag.

To use a drag but once in the year will
give good results, but the systematic use
of the drag will give results far in ad-
vance of the additional cost. Roads should
be dragged from eight to ten times dur-
ing the season, depending upon their con-
dition, and better results will be secured
if this dragging is done when the surface
of the road is soft, but not sticky, so that
the unevenness may be planed doWn, but
the clay not rolled together in balls.

A light drag is preferable, as it can be
used on softer roads with less expense, so
that the same allowance will provide for
more dragging. In this way it is possible
at a small cost, not exceeding $7 per mile
per year, to keep an earth road always
in  good repair. The light drag makes it
possible to give ‘the road a more rounded
contour, thus preventing a sharp peak
that oecurs when the heavy drag is used.

Good results must not be expected from
the very first, for to get the very best re-
sults one must study road material and
the effect different weights of drags has
upon it, but by studying the conditions of
soil and season and road ome will quickly
become skilled in the best way to use this
cheap but . efficient-good roads implement.

Methodists sent from Vancouver thirty
missionaries or as many as the Anglicans
had done in their whole history. The
speaker cited instances to show what could
be done by congregations and urged that
those present should do theif- utmost to
support the Anglican church missions
through the laymen’s missionary move-
ment.

MICHAUD GETS INTERNATIONAL

EONARDS-VAN BUREN

Ottawa, April 6—Amongst the estimates
passed in the house of commons last Fri-
day is the handsome sum of $37,500, which
is estimated to be half of the cost of the
proposed International bridge between the
towns of St. Leonards (N. B.) and Van
Buren, on the American side.

The young member for Victoria-Mada-
waska, Mr. Michaud, to whom his con-
stituents owe this favor, was very much
pleased to hear from Senator Theriault,
of Grand Isle (Me.), that the same
amount had been voted for the same
works by the legislature of that state.

The construction of international bridges

on the upper St. John and St. Francis
rivers has been recognized as a public
necessity for several years past. In fact,

it is nearly a quarter of a century since
the late member for Victoria, the Hon.

John Costigan, now senator, obtained
some preliminary votes for soundings and
other preliminary works in connect
with those bridges, on the condition t!
the Americans would vote half of the «
penses of the total cost of the project:
bridges.

The project, however laudable it mig
have been, died in the committee rooms
of the Washington government.

It. was revived a few years ago at a
conference held between the member for
Victoria, Mr. Michaud, and Senator Ther-
iault, of Aroostook, and it is thanks to
the incessant efforts of the young and
talented Acadian deputies that the St.
John valley will see during the course of
the present summer the works of founda-
tion-of its first international link over the
St. John river.

Wanted to Make Sure.

_ The Telegraph has been in possession of
the facts in the case for some days, but
withheld publication of them at the re-
quest of Mr. Carter, who, until he had
definitely assured “himself of the great
‘value and importance of his discovery, did
not wish to commit himself to a state-
ment. Yesterday, however, he announced
that -the pictures he had already identified
were intrinsieally worth more .than $100,-
000, while from an artistic standpoint the
importance of the discovery cannot be over-
estimated. ] o

How They Were Discovered.

The most wonderful feature of the pic-
tures, next to their great value, is the
manner in which they were discovered.
Mr. Carter, whose status in thé world of
art is such that his pronouncement upon
the genuineness and worth of these paint-
ings will be accepted at its full value, had
‘been engaged in establishing an art mus-
eum at Laval University, in Quebec, and
also restoring and cleansing some of the
extremely valuable paintings in. the
churches in that ecity. While in Quebec,
he met Mr. Gleeson and, having decided
to travel by boat from St. John to Bos-
ton as soon as his work in Quebec was
finishea. accepted Mr. Gleeson’s invita-
tion to spend a day or two in this city
and look over some of his pictures. When
Mr. Carter viewed the pamtings he was
/at ‘once struck with their value, but de-
-cided to cleanse and restore them before
he made any definite. pronouncement. He
now says that the St. John' pictures are
among the finest of their kind in the world
today, and on this he stakes his reputa-
tion and years of experience.

The Bishop’s Collection.

Of the pictures he saw at the bishop’s
palace, Mr. Carter selects as the most val-
uable a magnificent work representing the
“‘Adoration of the Magi,” which he iden-
tified immediately as an exceedingly fine
specimen of Jacopo Bassano’s art. This
painting is a large gallery work—a veri-
table masterpiece of this great: Venetian
painter, who was botn at Bassano ‘in 1502
and died in 1590. The painting is thus at
least 320 to 350 years old. and is valued

himself the right of voting against them.

But the great difference between the bill,
as reported by the special commitfee and
amendment proposed by Mr. McColl, was
that in one case they were trying to pro-
hibit bookmaking on a race track and in
the other case they were leaving it wide
open. He proposed to vote for the bill with
the right to amend it as far as necessary,
because he was opposed to bookmaking on
race tracks. That was the whole issue.
The minister of justice could net deny
that notwithstanding the fine language of

the amendment, and notwithstanding the
|fact that it might have been drafted by
! the finest legal minds in England, it was

;vicious forms to be carried on on rice
| tracks and in other places. He did not
know much about Woodbine and Montreal
races, but he ventured the assertion that
there had ‘hardly been an honest race :n
the maritime provinces during the last ten
years.
