not be leased ; the farm at Upperto UN ville, owned by W. F. George, who will 
sell for $26,400, but will not lease ; the 
Wilbur farm at Harvey, A. C., which 
can be bought for $4000, and the West 
farm, at the same place, which is offered 
for $5,000. The committee describe these 
several farms, but do not make any re­
commendation. The report was received 
and there was a good deal of discussion 
as to which of the farms was most suit­
able for the requited purpeae. Each, of 
course, had its advocate, but when a bal­
lot was taken it turned out that the Mur­
ray farm had the majority of votes. Eight 
votes were cast for it ; six for the Beer 
farm ; and one for the Slipp farm.

The matter is now in the hands of the 
Government to do as they please about it. 
The opposition to the selection of the 
Murray farm is strong ; three members of 
the Government, it is said, voted for the 
Beer farm ; and it is evident that no mat­
ter where the final choice rests there will 
be a good deal of dissatisfaction.

The cholera has created the utmost 
terror amongst the people of Toulon and 
other towns in France where the disease 
has made its appearance. A cable, des- 
patch of the 6th inst., says:—-

The cholera outbreak produces effects 
M.tragic and sometimes as comic as were 

ever described in many accounts in his- 
tory or fiction of the plague stricken 
nitips. The panic in Toulon is almost 
disgusting; out of 69,000 taxpayers 40,- 
000 have fled, as many as 6,000 going 
in a single day. Terror has spread even 
to the marines, for, when the admiral al­
lowed them to leave on good cause being 
shown, every marine produced a letter 
with such cause. Labor is suspended, 
commercial acceptances cannot be paid, 
numerous failures occur daily, and the 
supply of provisions has almost stopped, 
the laboring people having no money to 
buy. All this enormously tends to in­
crease the plague. Refugees usually oc­
cupy houses in the suburbs, utterly unfit 
for habitation, by large masses of people. 
Laundresses having refused to wash linen 
of the hospital patients, the work is done, 
by prisoners with promises of pardon. 
Some families have in their flight left 
their valuables and securities behind, and 
one of the difficulties of the civic rulers 
is to keep off thieves from the plentiful 
harvest around.

Two thousand Italians, who have been 
sent outside the town, are prevented 
from moving therefrom either on the 
French or toward the Italian territory 
by Italian carbineers on one side and 
French gendarmes on the other. They 
are encamped in the open air. The pan­
ic has spread to towns outside. Thus, in 
Alassio, a small place on the Italian 
coast near Genoa, the report that an 
Italian family, which was sent from 
Toulon, had been lodged in Desudo con­
vent, produced an emeute, church doors 
were broken open, bells were rung and 
then a mass of peasants, armed with 
guns, knives and sticks, ran towards the 
convent to burn it, and were with difficul­
ty dispersed by the carbineers.

Not bad this, from a paper that un­
flinchingly supported the said past Gov­
ernment throughout their entire inqui- 
tous careers, and now professes to be a 
only half satisfied supporter of the Rosa 
administration, simply because it is not 
so favourable to Chapleau, Senecal & 
Co. as the Gazette would wish. It is at

which, even had they done it, would under 
the circumstances have nowise lessened 
their responsibility for that policy and 
its consequences. Third.- that the pre­
sent government was in no way connect­
ed with the said previous governments, 
either as regards its personnel, or its 
party lines, and consequently that it 
would be impossible to hold it in any way 
responsible for the acts of the said govern­
ments. Least of all is this last the case. 
Both personally and politically the pre­
sent administration In Quebec is connect- 
ed with both the Chapleau and Mousseau 
governments. For although before the 
formation of this Cabinet, the Castor 
section of the Tory party boasted that 
the new Cabinet would be excluaively 
Caator, when the personnel of this Castor 
Government was published it was found 
that there was not one genuine Caator 
amongst the six ministers, and not only 
this, but that it contained no less than 
three of Chapleau’s ministers—Ross, 
Lynch and Flynn—his speaker Taillon, 
and two most ardent supporters of both 
Chapleau and Mouaseau, Robertson and 
Blanchet.

Cleveland is said to 
have the best chance of the Democratic 
nomination, but, through his bigotry, his 
love of intrigue, and his selfishness, he 
has lost his strength in New York State.

sont Gordon to Khartoum to buy up the 
Soudanese Sheiks,and from these two great 
blunders all the others have inevitably 
flowed. What the Tories seem to desire 
now is that Mr. Gladstone, defying all 
Europe, should declare his determination 
to hold and govern Egypt for all time, 
and that, disregarding the expenditure of 
English blood and treasure, he should 
send a large army to whip the Mahdi, 
rescue Gordon and all Europeans and 
Egyptians in the Soudan, reduce that 
country to absolute subjection, and prove 
once more that England is powerful and 
full of the pride of empire, and ready to 
do whatever she may deem necessary to 
security or supremacy. The wiser part 
of the English people, although they do 
not approve of Mr. Gladstone’s policy, 
have no wish to face the world in arms, 
and no desire to pour out much more 
English blood and treasure in those Afri­
can deserts.

Mr. Gladstone, it is thought, has com 
pletely outwitted the Tories in getting the 
great powers to agree to hold a conference 
■n the Egyptian question, and in having 

the representatives of those powers ac- 
tually assemble without letting the terms 
of the arrangement with France, which 
is to be submitted for the approval of all 
the [powers, be fully known. Sir S. 
Northcote found himself in the awkward 
position of having to ask Parliament to 
condemn an arrangement not fully under 
stood and actually under consideration of 
a European conference. Mr. Gladstone 
wished him to proceed with the motion, 
and himself moved that it have prece­
dence of all other business. A strange 
spectacle was presented, when the division 
being taken, Mr. Gladstone and his col 
leagues went into the same lobby with 
the Tories, and the majority of the House 
went into the other lobby.

The French Government and Legisla­
ture continues to go from bad to worse. 
The Senate, which is no longer Conserva­
tive, has passed the Divorce Bill by a 
considerable majority, and only some 
thirty or forty could be found in the other 
House to vote against the Bill which 
forces ecclesiastics to render military ser­
vice.

The succession to the Dutch throne 
threatens to cause trouble. The King 
will invite the extraordinary Assembly of 
his States to declare his infant daughter 
his successor. There is some doubt as to 
what the effect of this would be in Hol­
land proper, but it is admitted that the 
succession to the Duchy of Luxembourg 
could not thus be disposed of. That must 
go to the Duke of Nassau. It is of great 
importance strategically. It is generally 
believed that Bismarck will support Nas­
sau’s claim to the throne of Holland, and 
so incorporate that country with Ger­
many. To that England must necessarily 
be much opposed.

In Belgium the day of religious liberty 
appears to have dawned at last. The so- 
called Liberals continued to deceive a 
large number of people as to their real 
objects and purposes until, believing their 
power firmly established, and that they 
could, by bold measures, become masters 
of the country permanently, they set to 
work to extirpate Christianity. They 
sought to do thia chiefly by banishing re­
ligion from the schools and appointing 
freemasons and atheists to the chairs in 
the universities, the management of 
schools, etc. The Catholics, as once the 
Catholics of this Province did, established 
and supported their own schools. There 
were several hundred state schools sup­
ported at great cost, in which there was 
not a single scholar. There were yet a 
greater number in which the pupils did 
not average a dozen. In many other 
ways was religious liberty violated. At 
length the people, awakened to a sense of 
the danger, resolved to make a change. 
The elections held a few weeks ago result­
ed in the triumph of religion and the 
overthrow of the Government. The Ca­
tholic Government then formed very pro­
perly dissolved the Senate, which had be­
come very infidel, but which, fortunately, 
was elective. That body also will be 
made Christian, and justice and fair play 
will again be supreme.

From Germany also comes good news. 
Herr Windthurst introduced a bill in the 
Reichsrath which virtually will restore 
the Catholic Church to the position in 
relation to the State which it held before 
the May law passed. This must have 
been done as the result of an understand­
ing with Bismarok, as it was opposed only 
by some forty, who, we suppose, were 
ultra Radicals and Socialists.

verse. The first sacrifice spoken of in the 
book of Genesis is that referred to by Cain 
and Able. All the patriarchs, true servants 
of God, in every age acknowledged the 
sovereign majesty of God and his supreme 
dominion over all things, by offering Him 
sacrifices of different kinds. You all know 
that a sacrifice was an offering to God the 
supreme Creator, that the people’s sins 
might in a manner be annihilated in ac­
knowledging His sovereign dominion. So 
God Himself, when he chose the Jewish 
people to preserve the record of His law and 
perpetuate His name among the nations of 
the earth, laid down for them rules and laws 
in regard to sacrifices they were to offer 
Him. At first they raised, under the canopy 
of heaven, altars of stone. After a time, as 
you read in the Holy Scriptures, they had 
the Ark of the Covenant, and again He com­
manded David and Solomon to raise up unto 
Him a temple worthy of His name, in which 
His chosen people might assemble and offer 
Him prayer and sacrifice, perpetuate His 
name and acknowledge their dependence 
upon Him and the numberless benefits He 
showers down upon the whole earth daily, 
upon the good as well as the bad, upon the 
just as well as the unjust. That temple 
which Solomen raised in honor of the living 
God was in its day the wonder of the world, 
but still all these sacrifices and all these 
ceremonies were only shadows of the great 
sacrifice of the law—the sacrifice of the 
Cross of Calvary, the sacrifice of the body 
and blood of our Lord Jesus Christ, who 
gave us His life and His blood on the cross 
for our redemption; and so, when our divine 
Lord established His church, giving instruc­
tions to the apostles to spread His name and 
his gospel throughout the whole world. He 
commanded them to perpetuate that sacri­
fice of the cross, bloody upon Calvary, but 
bloodless upon the altars of the Christian 
Church. It was foretold by the prophet 
that in every nation, from the rising of the 
sun to the going down of the same, the 
Lord should be great among the nations and 
in all countries and among every people a 
clean oblation should be offered to His name, 
and it is in fulfilment of that, and in order 
to raise a temple where the sacrifice of the 
new law should be offered, that we have 
here commenced the construction of a 
temple of the living God. Because the 
great object we have in view is to honor the 
great sacrifice of the cross, and through that 
sacrifice to bring down upon us, upon our 
families, and upon all connected with this 
city, God’s blessing and choicest graces, tor, 
if there is any act of religion that can bring 
down upon men these favors, it is in the 
commemorative offering up of that great 
sacrifice of Christ, as in our churches and 
upon our altars to-day. At the last supper 
Christ commanded his apostles to continue 
to do this in rememberance of Him and so, 
in the Catholic church, that sacrifice spoken 
of by the prophet is offered from the rising 
of the sun to the going down of the same. 
The same sacrifice which we offer up on our 
altars in this church is offered in every part 
of the habitable globe wherever there is a 
Catholic congregation. ».,

The blessing of this corner stone, which 
we may call the principal stone of this edi­
fice, is done according to the teaching and 
ritual of the Catholic Church. I need not 
remind you that when God created the 
primeval pair He created them in innocence 
and perfection, but when pride entered into 
their hearts and when they disobeyed His 
laws and commandments, a terrible curse 
fell upon them. When God drove them out 
of Paradise He told Adam that he should be 
condemned to death, that he should earn his 
bread by the sweat of his brow and the 
earth was cursed on account of his sin. But 
He promised that he would send a Redeemer 
to wipe away the sin and remove the curse 
and bring down His benediction upon His 
people and open heaven to them. Conse­
quently the church has been in the habit of 
blessing as she received that authority from 
her divine founder and as practised from the 
beginning, by the patriarchs and by the 
priests of the Jewish dispensation. When 
Moses led the children of Israel out into the 
desert they came to a place where they were 
badly in need of water to drink. It was 
called Marah and the water was bitter and 
unfit to drink, but Moses blessed the pool 
in the name of the Lord and the waters 
straightway became sweet and healthful. 
Then we read that the prophet blessed the 
wells and cisterns of Jericho and he said he 
blessed them by command of God and that 
henceforth they should be sweet and health­
ful. We read many examples such as these, 
showing that when those vested in authority 
of God bless any object or person a direct 
blessing from on high accompanies the act. 
Our Lord in the New Testament gives us 
this example, because he brought the little 
children before Him and blessed them. 
When the multitude followed Him and His 
disciples into the desert. He asked where 
food should be obtained for them, and His 
apostles knew not where it was possible to 
procure food for such a multitude. And 
when the few small loaves and fishes were 
brought to Him, He blessed them and the 
multitude were tilled and the fragments 
filled many baskets. When at the Last 
Supper our Lord instituted that great sacri­
fice I have spoken of, the Holy Eucharist, 
He took bread and blessed it and brake it, 
and said: “Take, eat, this is My body;” and 
in like manner He took the chalice and said: 
“Take, drink ye, all of it, for this is My 
blood of the new testament, which is shed 
for many for the remission of their sins.” 
He shows that the greatest benefits follow 
from this blessing. So in every age the Ca­
tholic Church, instituted by Jesus Christ and 
vested with his authority on earth, exercises 
that authority, and it is for that purpose, in 
testimony to the glory of God, that we have 
blessed the corner stone of this church to­
day, which I hope will remain for ages a 
blessing to the people, especially in this 
part of the city, and that the great sacrifice 
for which wo raised it may bring down God’s 
blessing and choicest graces from above.

St. JOHNS, N. F., June 30.—A telegram 
from St. Mary’s, via Salamander, last night 
announces a daring and ruffianly outrage 
committed during Saturday night last at 
that usually quiet town. The crew of the 
British barkentine Lady Elibank of Green­
ock, went on shore, broke into the Roman 
Catholic Church of that place and in several 
ways dismantled and desecrated it. They 
destroyed all the furniture and fittings of the 
sanctuary, demolished the tabernacle, stole 
the ciboriums, chalice and patens, carried 
off the candlesticks, candelabra and altar 
furniture, broke them and strewed them 
about the streets. Five of the perpetrators 
were arrested in the forecastle of the Lady 
Elibank and lodged in jail. There also one 
of the chalices was found.

A later desp tch from St Marys states that 
the barkentine and cargo escaped total de­
struction by a hair’s breadth yesterday morn­
ing. The news of the violation of St Mary’s 
Church spread like a prairie fire among an 
intensely Roman Catholic population. 
Hundreds of boats were manned and armed 
with the intention of firing the obnoxious 
vessel or scuttling and sinking her in the 
water of St Mary’s Bay. The bell from the 
church steeple, the voice of the old parish 
priest and the influence of prominent citi­
zens and merchants, however, restrained the 
arm of vengeance.

Disrobing himself 
of his coat, vest, and pantaloons, he danced 
upon the altar, and then snatched up the 
Communion cloth and tore it to tatters with 
his teeth. The scene in the church was one 
of terrible excitement, and during the pan­
ic several women swooned. Finally the 
officiating priest and several of the men re­
covered their self-possession, and rushed 
upon the intruder. He was hurled from 
the altar, and would have been torn limb 
from limb but for the interference of the 
priest. The man made a desperate resist- 
ance, and was not overcome until some 
police arrived and he [was handcuffed. He 
had taken such a firm bold with his teeth 
upon the Communion cloth that it had to 
be cut away from his mouth. It was as­
certained that he was of weak mind, and 
had become hopelessly demented during 
the recent political events in Derry. He 
was removed to an asylum.”

He believed that the people were entitled 
to have it said that their wishes should not 
be capable of being thwarted by anybody 
except a body which sprang from and was 
accountable to themselves. As at present 
constituted the members of the Senate 
were there for life. They might lose their 
intellect, they might be so infirm as to be 
unable to come to their seats more than 
one day in the session, but they were 
still Senators of Canada, entitled to a 
potential voice in making and unmaking 
the laws of Canada. They should 
abolish all that. He did not object to the 
principles upon which the constitution of 
the Senate was founded—the representa­
tion of the Provinces in a proportion dif. 
ferent from population ; he was willing 
that there should be a second legislative 
body and that the federal principle should 
be carried out, but this mode of nomina 
tion was destructive of that principle—the 
principle that Provincial rights might re­
quire to be guarded against encroachments 
by the House of Commons. He compared 
the idea of a Senate, appointed by the 
leader of the House of Commons, being 
supposed to guard Provincial' rights against 
the Federal Parliament, to a wolf guard­
ing the sheep-pen, or a thief to guard the 
pantry. The Senate should be smaller 
than it was ; it should be elective—and 
we would then have a capable, useful, and 
sensible body, less expensive than the 
present one.”

Once more all Ireland is swept across 

with indignation, because of the employ­
ment by a Court of Justice of the unscru- 
pulousness of the worst form of political 
partisanship. Judge Lawson has again 
justified the feeling that he is an excellent 
Irish representative of the judicial methods 
which in England went out with the 
lamented Judge Jeffries. The history of 
the fine inflicted on Mr. O’Brien is as fol­
lows.

Some months ago the Editor of United 
Ireland was informed that Mr. James 
Ellis French, the head of the detective 
force in Ireland, had been dismissed from 
the service on account of the commission 
of nameless offences. He at once called 
attention to the matter in his paper, and 
challenged the Government to deny his 
assertions. At last French was goaded 
into taking an action ; but he feared to 
face the court, and after many delays the 
judges themselves wore compelled to re­
move the case from the list. Meantime 
the Government was called upon day 
after day and in issue after issue of 
United Ireland to prosecute French, and 
the only reply of the Government was to 
egg on French to proceed against United 
Ireland, in the hope that in this way an 
obnoxious newspaper would be got rid of. 
Vice of the worst description did not 
offend Dublin Castle, the thing to be put 
down was a fearless National organ.

The next step was in the House of 
Commons. Here again every obstacle 
was put in the way of Mr. O’Brien. The 
Speaker and the Clerk at the table ex 
hausted all their efforts to render it im­
possible to bring the question forward. 
Mr. O'Brien was anxious to make a 
general motion to the effect that he would 
call attention to the conduct of the Gov­
ernment towards € certain officials” in 
Ireland. The Speaker refused to accept 
this motion as too general in terms, and 
compelled Mr. O’Brien to mention a 
number of names. Here came a grave 
difficulty. Mr. O’Brien desired to charge 
French and Cornwall—the secretary -of 
lie Post Office —with one class of crime— 

but he also wished to attack the Govern­
ment fur their toleration of Mr. George 
Bolton fur quite a different kind of offence. 
The history of Bolton is that of an official 
who would hot be tolerated in any other 
country in the world but Ireland. He 
was found guilty in a public court of 
swindling a lady of large fortune, whom 
he married, by a fraudulent marriage 
settlement which he drew up himself, and 
he was denounced by an English Judge

Non-Catholic and anti-Catholic news­
papers are constantly sneering at the fact 
that the Sovereign Pontiff of the Church is a 
prisoner. They speak of him as a “Volun­
tary” prisoner, and assert or insinuate that 
he and the Catholics of Italy are entirely 
free to exercise all religious rights. How 
outrageously false these representations are, 
is shewn by a recent occurrence in Rome, 
in the titular church of Cardinal McCloskey, 
Archbishop of New York, as detailed in a 
letter to the New York Sun from its corres­
pondent in Rome.

The Sun’s correspondent says that re­
cently the Capitale, a vile and infidel sheet 
edited by Jews, published a scandalous arti­
cle against the sanctuary of Loretto, and 
filled with obscene references to the Blessed 
Virgin and blasphemous ridicule of the di­
vinity of Christ. To make reparation for 
these horrid blasphemies the ecclesiastical 
authorities encouraged the faithful to make 
a special triduum in the Church of the Min­
erva, the titular church of Cardinal Mc­
Closkey.

As soon as this became known a meeting 
was called of the students of the Royal Uni­
versity, and it was resolved that some of 
them should go to the church, disturb the 
congregation and break up the devotional 
exercises. Accordingly on each of the 
three days a band of the students of the 
State University entered the church during 
the closing exercises, (which consisted ot 
the recitation of the Holy Rosary and the 
Benediction of the Most Holy Sacrament), 
marching up and down the aisles noisily 
and defiantly. On the seconff day they 
entered with lighted cigars and hooted. On 
the third day, learning that complaint had 
been made to the civil authorities, they 
gathered in greater force but refrained from 
further demonstrations until the prayers 
having been chanted, Cardinal Parocchi, the 
Vicar of Rome, had put on the-humeral veil 
and was ascending the altar to take the 
monstrance and impart the Benediction of 
the Most Blessed Sacrament. At this most 
solemn moment these pupils of “light and 
liberty” rushed into the church through the 
three front doors, and up the aisles. As

The last stage of the transaction is this. 

Last week Mr. O'Brien published an ar­
ticle which, while repeating and repeat­
ing in no measured language the real 
charges brought against Bolton, altogeth­
er repudiated the charges being the same 
as these brought against French and 
Cornwall. This article Bolton brought 
before the Court of Queen’s Bench as a 
contempt of Court. Another motion 
was tried at the same time. Bolton had 
adopted the skillful expedient of fixing 
the trial of his case in Belfast before a 
county jury. In other words he has laid 
his case before a jury that would probab­
ly be only too glad to hang Mr. O’Brien 
and to confiscate his newspaper without 
trial at all. Be it remarked that it is a 
County Antrim jury and not a Belfast 
jury that is to try the case; it is more 
than probable that a Belfast Town Jury 

■ would entirely consist of Orangemen, but

yelling at the top of their voices, “Live 
Garribaldi,” “Down with the Pope,” “Death 
to the Priest.” The sudden outburst com­
pletely drowned the organ, and sounded 
like the explosion of fire-arms in the body 
of the church. Many of the congregation 
rushed towards the altar, and in the panic 
several women and children were trampled 
upon. The confusion was speedily quelled 
by the calmness of the Cardinal, who went 
on with the sacred function till its close.

The police then entered the church and 
drove both the congregation and the students 
from it. On the piazza the execrable rioters 
again mustered, and, forming in two lines, 
Insulted the congregation as they passed 
and struck them with their sticks. Some of 
the Catholics, who up to this time had not 
attempted to touch even a hair of the heads 
of their assailants, then resisted. Thereupon 
the police again interfered, making a few ar­
rests and plainly evincing their anxiety to 
protect the blasphemous rioters, rather than 
the Catholic worshipers.

This is a plain, “unvarnished” statement 
of the facts as detailed by the Sun's Roman 
correspondent. It speaks for itself. It 
shows what kind of freedom to practice their 
religion, to worship God even in His own 
consecrated temples, is allowed to Catholics 
in Italy by the “Liberal” Italian Govern­
ment. It shows, too, what kind of treat­
ment the Sovereign Pontiff of the Church 
would receive should he appear out side the 
walls of his “palace-prison,” not the less a 
prison because it happens to be a palace.

The Sun's correspondent pertinently says :
“You may also easily judge whether the 

Pope is right or not in remaining, as he 
does within the walls of the Vatican.

“Should the Pope dare to appear, a dozen 
of the University students would be able to 
insult him undisturbed and unchecked by 
the police, who would merely arrest whoever 
would dare to protest against the offenders. 
Such was the case in the riot on Sunday. 
The notorious disturbers of the ceremony 
were left free. Only half a dozen boys were 
arrested, and they offered the most ridicu- 
lous excuses. Their defendants described 
with black colors the impudence of the 
Catholics, who gave a provocation by their 
prayers, and the Court, having delivered 
very mild sentences, left them all free that 
they, might appeal against the sentence. 
They were received with an ovation while 
leaving the Court-room. The Vatican has 
already prepared a note for his Nuncios 
abroad, in order to inform the Catholic ru­
lers of Europe, who have acquiesced as to 
the actual position of the Pope-in Rome, 
what kind of liberty he is enjoying under 
the protection and tutorship of the Kings 
of Savoy.”

a Catholic might have some chance of 
slipping in; but, of course, the County- 
Jury will be taken exclusively from the 
Orange landlords who dread United Ire­
land as their most dangerous enemy in 
the press. Mr. O’Brien applied to have 
the case tried in Dublin; and it was the 
most natural thing that the trial should 
take place in Dublin. It was there that 
the libel was published—it is there that 
both Mr. Bolton and Mr. O’Brien ordin­
arily live; it is there that the witnesses 
on both sides live. Yet the Court deci­
ded that the trial should take place in 
Belfast. In dealing with this part of the 
case Judge Lawson went out of his way 
to attack the personal character of Mr. 
O'Brien in a manner that has created the 
fiercest indignation throughout Ireland, 
and that has caused dismay and disgust 
even in official circles in England. The 
counsel of Mr. O’Brien was arguing that 
Mr. O’Brien’s life might be in danger in 
Belfast. Lawson professed not to believe 
a word of this, and declared that Mr. 
O’Brien would be quite as safe in Belfast, 
as in a church, “if he ever goes to 
church,” added the judge with a sneer. 
This observation has excited keen feelings 
of rage, because it was meant to prejudice 
the jury against Mr. O’Brien by repre­
senting him as an irreligious man, and 
because the charge is so grotesquely un- 
true. Though no man in Ireland is more 
tolerant, though in political life he is dis­
tinguished if possible above his colleagues 
by his admiration for the Protestant 
Irishmen who have worked and died for 
Ireland, it is well known that Mr. O’Brien 
is a devout and constant member of his 
own church. This indecency by Lawson 
is not, however, to pass unnoticed. Mr. 
Sexton gave prompt notice of his inten­
tion to raise the question in the House of 
Commons last Thursday, and there will 
certainly be a lively debate.

Now with regard to the other part of 
the case.. Mr. O'Brien has been fined 
£600 for contempt of court. His friends 
at once offered to pay the fine, and the 
money would have been subscribed in a few 
hours if that were necessary; but Mr. O’­
Brien resolutely refused to allow this 
course to be taken. He had two reasons 
—the first was that of fines were paid in 
this manner, it gave judges like Lawson 
the power to levy a new tax on the Na- 
tionalists of Ireland. The second reason 
is that Mr. O’Brien believes the judges 
have placed themselves in a difficulty by 
their precipitate conduct. It does not 
seem so far as one can see at present 
that there is any power of levying the 
money. Mr. O’Brien has no property in 
Dublin, United Ireland being the proper­
ty—not of himself—but of a Company. 
Nor does it seem possible for the Court
