ters in Palestine. The despatch, which 
was sent by airplane, gives details of 
the capture and the entry into Jerusa- 
lem.
The final Turkish attack was preced- 

ed by such a heavy shelling that it ap- 
peared the enemy was confident the 
British would be blown off the sum- 
mit, but all their attacks were repuls- 
er sanguinarily. The Turks had a 
strong line west, south and northeast

out actually entering the city, only 
pickets being posted to prevent sur- 
prises.

FRANCE'S FOOD SITUATION
In a recent statement issued by Mr. 

Maurice Long, Minister for General 
Rovictualling of France, it was shown 
that the 1917 wheat crop of France 
was only 39,900,000 hundred weight, 
as compared with 87,830,000.

In 1913, 76,930,000; in 1914, 60,630,- 
000; in 1915 and 58,410,000, in 1916. 
The entire production in France of 
ths year of cereals, potatoes and beet- 
root was only 222,000,000 hundred 
weight as against a production in 1918 
of 858,000,000. From this it is evid- 
ent that with the most rigorous ration- 
ing, France will «-quire to import dur- 
ing the coming year not less than 40,- 
000,000 hundred weight of cereals. 
It lies chiefly with the North Ameri- 
can continent to make up this short- 
age.
