BETTER THAN IN 1911 INLONDON

Total For 1912 Reaches the
Sum ‘of $1,136,880, as
Against $1,036,208
a Year Ago.

The building permits for last year
show an increase of practically $100,-
000 over the preceding year in Lon-
don. The total number of permits
issued was 1,180, for a value of $1,-
136,208. In 1911, there were 1,039 per-
mits for a value of $1,036,880,

The month of December shows a
large falling off as compared with the
same menth last year. In 1811, per-
mits to the value of $187,000 were is-
sued. This was ocecasioned by the
fire that destroyed the Chapman

blcek, three permits, Mara’s, Kings-
mill's and Douglas Grand's, totalling
over $100,000. In addition, there were
some bridges and other jobs.
This vear the value was $27,363,
a great decline.
