Evan’s or Mr. Whitefield’s Hymn Book ; in the
latter it is entitled * Desiring to pray worthily,”
where several lines read Jifferently somewhat
from the version in our collection. Tk follow-
ing anecdcte in which this hymn is referred to,
is related by a correspondent in the Christian
Reflector, on the authority of & very near relative
of one of the parties concerned. In the latter
part of his life, Mr. Robinson became doubtful
as to his religious character; aund, to say the
least, was distinguished for levity. A lady one
day was traveling in a stage coach with a gentle-
man who soon gave evidence of being acquainted
with religion. She had been just before reading
the poem of which we are writing, and asked
his opinion of it; he waved the subject, and
turned her attention to some other topic. But
after that period she contrived to return to it,
and describe the benefits she bad received from
the hymn, and her strong admiration of its sen-
timents. She remarked the strange sgitatibn
of ber companion, but as he was arrayed in
colored clothes, never suspected the cause. At
length, entirely overcome, the gentleman burst
into tears, and said : “ Madam, I am the indi-
vidual who composed that hymn years ago ; and
I would give a thousand worlds, if I had them,
to enjoy the feeling I then had.”

Pattisans, whose opicions throughout the mo-
mentous sfruggle from which this country he¥
lately emerged have retained an unchanged bias,
preserved the same monotone of color, are not
always safe guides in matters either of fact or
probability which have a direct relation to thei
cherished theories.

The Scuthern people were always a mztial peo-
ple ; and however we may sneer at their chivalry
'—which doubtless was an element both of weak-
ness and of strength—we miust at least concede
that they possessed the virtues as well as the de-
feots of the martial nature. If they were proud,
impetuous, impatient, they were also brave, en-
during, resolute ; and since the war they have
proved that they possessed beyond all precedent
in history the soldierly characteristic of fidelity
to their pledged word. Never were such num-
bers of soldiers let loose in a corquered country
on their bare parole of honor. And surely never
was parole more truly kept. The men of the
South were chained as by a chai of adamant
when they had given their word of honor to obey
the government that had subjected them ; and
this has been the great cause of the tranquility
which has prevailed since their surrender. Ano-
ther hardly slighter cause lies in the judicious
counsels and the more judicious silence of their
public men. Heretofore the leading stateamen
of the country bave been generally from the
South ; and though the race of giants has long
passed away from both the alienated sections of
the country, it is difficult to couceive a course of
calmer or more dignified discretion than has been
pursued by Scuthern public men in their late
unhappy circumstances. Here or there a Pollard
may have vapored somewhat, and his vaporings
bave always been extensively circulated at the
North. Here and there, too, on our own side
of the line some tenth rate newspaper has set
itself up as par excellence the advocate of Sou-
thern rights; but it is not from such sources
that we learn the course of Southern men of
note. It is from a Lee in bis college, a Stephens
or a Bragg on his plantation, or a Johnston on
his railroad, that we truiy learn it. Even the
crowd of insignificant nobodies that filled the
Confederate Uongress have behaved with unex-
pected wisdom ; and the press, notwithstanding
its temptation to cater to the excitable tenden-
cies of the people, has uniformly discouraged all
resistance to the powers that be. Thousands of
soldiers could never by any conceivable system
of repression have maintained the quiet, order,
and submissive resignation which everywhere
prevail in the subjugated States. These things
are due to the intelligence of the people and the
fidelity of their late soldiers.

Yet the morals of the people are very far from
being untouched and untainted by their great
disasters. It is a trite but true paying that po-
verty brings crime ; and in the towns and cities
of the South, particularly those whose manu-
factures have in times past given employment to
the poor, this is manifest. We have heard much
of the equality of the negro with the white man.
In the name of justice and of mercy, let our
negrophilists at the North begin to do something
to show that they stiil believe the white man o

¢ equal to the negro. The whole course of our
government has for months past been calculated
to degrade our own blood in the Southern States
in order to exalt the negro population. All our
charities have been devoted to the negro. Only
a few generous-hearted persons have turned
their liberality to the poor whites. It is well
known that the school fund in more than one of
the Southern States has been, during the last
year, diverted from its object to buy bread to
feed the starving. Yet while freedmen’s schools
are dotted all over the South and Yankee schocl
mistresses are everywhere—and some of them
most laudably—engaged in teaching negroes,
not one school has it yet entered into Northern
minds to establish for the poor white children of
the South.

Of the financial condition of the South it is
hardly necessary to speak. The close of the
war found the people stripped of everything.
Without clothing, without shoes, without tools,
destitute of all the ordinary implements of in-
dustry, with no money but Confederate rags,
with little credit here or elsewhere, and with the
negro population terribly demoralized, their
chances for prosperity and even for existence,
were poor indeed. They met their difficulties
with a patient courage worthy of the highest
praise. Without idie seif-pityings they bent
their shoulders bravely to the burden, and went
manfally to work. Much of the damage sus-
tained by their plantations was repaired, and the
end of the year saw them reasonably hopeful
of results from the ensuing season. Unhappily
the second season did not fully realize their
hopes. They had staked all on their cotton
crops, and neglected to plant grain enough for
the succeeding year. The consequence was
mournfal. In many places the amount of cotton
raised scarcely sufficed to pay the cost of labor
snd the price of implements employed in culti-
vation, and during the last winter incredible
destitution fell on the poor. The crop now com-
ing to maturity was planted in the midst of
dearth, and most of it is mortgaged to corn
spectulators in advance of its production.  8till,
the prospect of the present crop is fair. Before
the war it averaged 4,000,000 bales. The yield
this year will not be less, if fair weather conti-
pues, than from 2,250,000 to 2,500,000 bales.
More grain, too, has been raised than last year ;
so that, though a great part of the price of what
has been produced will be immediately consumed
in paying debts contracted in producing it, con-
siderably less outlay will be necessary to produce
the crop of 1868, The country at large will be
immensely benefitted by the present crop, which
will throw not much, if any, less than $250,000,-
000 into the lap of nation, although of this sum
a mere pittance will remain in Southern hands.
Another and another equally good year must
follow before Bouthern men tegin to keep the
wealth which is the product of their industry.

But the financisl future of the Bouth is bound
up with the future of her politics ; and the
former has been already sacrificed before the
Moloch of a political party, the single object of
whose being is to keep a few men, as we lately

ture of the cotton plant in any systematic way
must speedily become impossible. Already we
learn from private sources in which we have per-
fect confidence, that the negroes everywhere go
armed to the teeth ; that their nights are spent
in secret political assemblies where the vilest of
white men invite them to the most exaggerated
bitterness against the planters, and, indeed,
against the whole white population ; that they
confidently look for speedy confiscation of the
landed property, to give to each negro ¢ forty
acres and a mule ; that on the plantations they
are insolent and menacing in their demeanor ;
that the planters are compelled for their
own safety to overlook and wink at the most
flagrant idleness and dishonesty ; that when
they visit their delinquent laborers with ejection
from their cabins or stoppage of rations, they
themselves are threatened in reply with arson or
personal violence ; and neither negro nor planter
look upon the present state of affairs as perma-
nept.— No industry in the world can be pros-
perous under such disadvantages. While Penn-
sylvania and New England require not only
stable goverment but an enormous bonus from
the nation to enable them to sell theiriron or
their manufactures to the people at a vastly
greater price than we could buy them for else-
where, it is an outrage on common sense thus
by inflammatory legislation to destroy an indus-
try that brings nothing dut profit to the country,
and that needs and asks for no protection other
than the same laws as protect the people of the
States at large. A continusnce of such legisia-
tive national self-destruction as now prevails may
not impossibly reswlt in universal bankrupcy,and
the repudiation of our public debt; but, at least,
it cannot fail to cause a total ruin of the agricul-
tural productiveness of the Southern States, It
is nece:sary to the existence of industry that the
relations of the laborer to his employer should
be harmonized.

The plain meaning of the pseudo-Reconstruc-
tion acts of Congress, now being pushed to
their most merciless consummation, is simply
this : 1st, To register in the South the entire
negro population and such whites as may unite
with them in supporting the” Radical party in
Congress. 2d. To prohibit the registration of
the vast mejority of the whites who have a real
interest in the quiet and prosperity of the coun-
try. 3d. To submit to the voters of the States
thus registered the question whether they will
or will not hold a convention for the reconstruc-
tion of their States under the congressional plan.
Under this mode of procedure, it may be seen
what a hopeful future lies before the South and
the whole country. Either the States will vote
for convention or for no convention. The white
vote will be largely cast against convention ;
for the present military rule with all its disad-
vantages at least affords proteetion, while recon-
struction such as has been perpetrated in the
State of TenneseBe gives little protection but to
negro brigands. The Radical whites and the
negro voters who are interested in subverting all
decent rule and authority will, of course, unite
in favor of convention. Now, suppose, although
the case is hardly possible—that the convention
is by auch a mockery of suffrage rejected. Then
the radicals will avail themselves of the cry of
Southern contumacy ; Mr. Stevens’ * mild con-
fiscation ” is brought into play ; the South is’
wholly ruined by this villainous atrocity for
merely saying, as our generous Congress has in-
vited her to say, that she prefers the rule of mi-
litary satrapa to the barder rule of uninstructed
negroes and white bravoes. On the other band
suppose—and this is the supposition justified by
the registration which is being made—that a
convention is desired. Then it is practically a

convention. It will frame a constitution
that will throw the whole power of the State
into the hands of negroes. The proscription of
white men will be more sweeping than congres-
sional proscription. Confiscation of the pro-
perty of white men by their negro rulers will be
sure to follow ; and the indirect confiscation will
be more destructive than confiscation outright.
The ruling class, having no property themselves,
will look upon the transfer of their subjects’
property into their own possession as the one
great end of government. With a penniless
negro legislature to tax, and defenceless white
men to be taxed, the issue cannot long be doubt-
ful. In every county taxes will be laid in the
same way by negroes upon white men. In the
towns and cities negro councilmen will vote
themselves large salaries, create unnecessary
offices for the purposes of plunder, and for like
ends undertake enormous jobs of fanciful public
improvement. Justice sdministered by negro
magistrates will be a farce ; redress of wrongs
will be impossible. Liberty of outrage will be
amply secured. The liberty of death will be
the only liberty secured to men whose crime is
they were borh white.

Financial Power of the Jews.

The following passage is taken from an able
article in the Episcopalian by ‘‘s Member of
the Boston Bar,” on ¢ The Present Shame and
Future Glory of the House of Israel.”

A few years aince, the House of Rothschild was
applied to by the Russian government for a loan.
They had previously given offence to the Csar
by representations in favor of Polish Jews; but
his displeasure was forgotten in the financial em-
barrassment that now impended over him. The
Rothschilds were applied to. The elder Roths-
child went to St. Petersburg, where he was
waited upon, with reference to the proposed loan,
by the Minister of Finance of the Russian gov-
ernment, Count Cancrin, s Lithuanisn Jew of
pure Hebrew descent. The loan was connected
with the affairs of Spain. From St. Petersburg
the Rothschild proceeded to Madrid, where be
had s conference with the Minister of Finaance
of the Spanish government, Count Mendizabel,
an Aragonese Jew, of pure Hebrew desoent.
Thence be proceeded to France, where he con-
ferred with the Premier of the Freach govern-
ment, Marshal Soult, & Parisian Jew, of pure
Hebrew descent. A final interview was held at
Berlin with the minister of Finance of the Prus-
sian government, Count Arnim, a Prussian Jew
of pure Hebrew descent. Negotiations respect-
ing the loan were now ended. The Rothachilds
offered the Csar their terms, snd he accepted

them. SuehiluiuloinmdmcﬁnnohlL

and coasequent political power of the Jews'in
Europe. Our authority for the facts concerning
this loan is a recent Lord of the Exchequer in
the foremost Commercial capital of the world—a
Jew, and one of the most astute and accomplish-
ed of living statesmen.

Thus while no old Babylonisn, with a pride
of National perpetuity as towering as Babel it- |
self; nor Persian ; not witty and accomplished |
Greek, in whom was so beautifully enshrined
the genius of classical antiquity, whose genius |
was as universal as our race and individual as
ourselves, whose taste and refinemest, and sub- ‘
tility of wit, and briiliancy of achievement, were |
80 incomparable, and bore so shining an impress |
of earthly perpetuity ; nor haughty old conscript
futher of imperial Rome, marching with those
flaming thunderbolts of war, * the decrees of
the Roman Senate,” in his red right arm, and
with those crushing iron heels, to the conquest
of s world ; striving all alike for immortality,
with este perpetuo written on all their banners—
lives to attest the msjesty, or tell the story
even; of the greatness of his ancient empire ; on
the other band, what department of social or
civil economy, of science, literature or art, has
not, in these modern times, been, and is not now,
illustrated and adorned by the unconquerable
genius, the unimpaired vigor, the unslackened
energy, the immortal youth, of this far more an-
cient nation ? Ocesys may overmhelm it;
mountains may press it down; but its ever-
ascending fires will blaze to heaven still.

Loud Women.

* Her voice was ever soft anc low—an excel-
lent thing in women.” If this be true, the con-
verse must also hold good that a loud voice is a
thiog disagreeable in sny one, but in woman
most detestable.

It seems to us that the excellence of the low
voice lies in the fact that it is indicative of a
modest, retiring, loving disposition. We all of
us know the voice that soothes us, and that so
often goes with the hand which comforts. We
do not refer so much just now to the voice that
soothes, because we love the person who speaks,
as to that which gives quiet to the mind and
peace to the worn-out nerves, by the simple fact
that its tones in themselves bring soothing. All
our readers who are at all nervous, will know
what it is to meet now and then, as well as we
all do, with even a perfect stranger, whose voice
and manner give rest. The soothing effect never
results from m:ze monotony of voice ; nothing
is more trying at times than to have to endure
the wear of an unvarying intonation in our in-
locutor. Nor does it follow the coming into
contact with a person, whose manner is quiet
solely through the self-restraint imposed by the
dietates of good scciety. We think that the
perfectly soothing, resting, comforting tone is to
be found only among those * low voiced ” wo-
men, who have eympe-thy with all suffering, in
what shape soeier it may exist, who are ready
to help, and who are to be relicd on, when times
of trouble or difficulty come ; women who are
to be trusted, and entirely to be depended upoa.
These women, perfect in voice, self-possessed
and resting in manner, are so without the slight-
est affectation of interest in the persons they
address. They are the womer to whom we feel
drawn, and to whom we should not hesitate to
confide our troubles, certain of secrecy and
sympathy.

We have dwelt thus iong upon our ideal low-
voiced woman, because we have seen reason
lately to think that in some places at least, this
style of woman is greatly going out of fashion,
and that here and there she is being superseded
by one of an entirely different type.

The women whom we have ventured to desig-
nate * loud,” do not appear to as to be confined
to any one class of society. They are to be seen
everywhere, at the opera and in churches, in the
open Park and in narrow passages, at picture
exhibitions and in the markets, and in omni-
buses, in the streets, and even in carriages.

Differing in education, in sppearance, in sta-
tion, in fact in almost all that constitutes the out-
ward woman, “ Joud woman ” have a remarka-
ble family resemblance in voice and manner.
The voice is loud, the manner self-assertive and
utterly regardless of others. A * loud” woman
of the lower clacses will shout and be&boisterous,
and demonstrate ber indifference and implied
superiority to her neighbors in a bullying, un-
feminine manner. One of the upper ranks may
be aittle more conventional in her actions, cer-
tainly ; but, for all that, is none the less suc-
cessful in writing herself down unmitigatedly
“ loud.” Buch women give utterance to their
opinions as if these were of comsequence to all
the world. They talk aloud in general assem-
blages, and make absurd remarks, as if they
were acquainted with everything in the world,
and wished everybody to beware of their omni-
science. In the church, they behave as if their
presence oughs to be taken as a compliment, and
their utter carelessness of demesnor shows that
they wish the fact of their auendance to be re-
garded as in the light of a condescension on
their parts. In company they jar upon the ears
of the listeners by their tone and speech, and
make quiet women wretched &s to “ what they
will say next.” They are frequently, but by no
means always, large, florid, and well-to-do in
their aspect. But we bave seen them of ogher
stamps—and heard them too. In an omaibus
they never think of making room that a new-

comer may sit down ; and in the street they
never move half an inch out of their course for
the convenience of any one but themselves. In
s word, the whole manner and bearing of the |
% loud” women indicate a total disregard of |
any one but hersell, and a most overweening ep- |
preciation of the virlues and perfections of one
only among women. [

It is needless to eay that such people, in what- |
ever rank of life they may be placed, are never
refined. There is in them an innate, self-asser-
tive vulgarity, which nothiog can eradicate, and
few things can soften.

Some of these women possess a considerable
knowledge of the superficialities of the world,
and exercise a degree of tact in their conduct
towards others. But sense by no meana always
goes with loudness, and we have observed it
with the weakest of foolish characters for its
sccompaniment.

A loud woman, as a rule, has no particular
desire to be deemed useful. She wishes to be
thought “ managing,” and probably she is so.
But she is not often among the workers of the

world—the women who are really acting for the
good of others—so that she has no desire,
though sbe is loud-voiced, to be considered
“ gtrong-minded ” is & thing to be eschewed.
For this epithet (which in her view is a proper
designation for anything that is useful in an
unusual direction), when it is applied is apt to
depreciate the value of a woman in the matri-
monial market, and marriage is a thing much
affected by your loud-voiced woman. Her mis-
sion is to demonstrate, and, if she can, to rule ;
and where can she do that with more effect than
in the domestic circle P—Queen.
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A Sermon on Buying the Truth.
PROM THE PRAIRIE PULPIT.

1. Buy the Truth. .

We do not mean profess it, but have its living
conviction within. Asa man’s opinions are true
or false his conduct will be good or bad, and
henece his ultimate condition happy or miserable.
If men havc wrong opinions about their food
they are liable to poison themselves. If men
have wrong opinions as to what is for the wel-
fare of the soul, their immortal happiness may
be blasted. A lying chart, a deceitful com-
pass may wreck the noblest ship. Wrong opin-
ions in the artist may spoil all his labour. Er-
rord in the merchant may thwart all his efforts
for success, If a farmer have wrong opinions he
may lose his crops, or his flocks and herds.

How much more important that we have cor-
rect opinions of God and his claime; of our im.
mortal souls and their relations and duties. We
have places and means all around us in great
abundance where these correct doctrines may be
purchased. The heavens are full of admonitions
and theearth with instruction ; books are mul,
tiplied, and religious counsellors are on every
band. Yet here we are, too many of us, ina
state of uncertainty and doubt about truths”of
eternal moment; and what is stranger than all,
we are very little concerned about the conse-
quences.

The sources of knowledge®are open ; the chart
of correct opinions is before us in the Bible; we
have the ability to examine, decide, procure and
apply for our own benefit. Let not personsl
feelings and desires and appetites warp, blind
and mislead us. Let no heedlessness or indiffer-
ence, or care for other things hinder us from
making the proper effort. Wait pot for some-
thing to turn up, or something else to be done
for us; all things are now ready, come.

But yousay, “ A man can not will himself to
believe this or that doctrine.” Of course he can
not. But his will can lead him to look at it, and
carefully examine it, and use all his powers to
a clear understanding of it. I can not be in
New York by simply willing it, but my will can
lead me to use the means and appliances to
bring me there. We can use the powers of
thought and light of reason within, and'lay hold
on the means of knowledge without. We can
heed the lessons of wisdom that everywhere
throng the earth and blaze in the heavens. We
can mark the march of Providence, and note the
monitions of conscience, and give serious atten-
tion to the deep, instinctive yearnings of our
immortal nature ; and above all, we can follow
the light of a positive revelation, which like a
stream of love has fallen around our path. Buy
it ; it is more precious than rubies.

2, Buy a truelife.

That is, let trath be our life and being, or let
our life sad being be true. Let us mot only
know the doctrine and feel it, but do it, live it.
By not doing and living the truth its light be-
comes darkness. Many men believe a doctrine
or precept which they are not exactly ready or
willing to obey when it comes up in the shape
of duty. Buch people would be glad to have
truth on their side ; but when it cuts against the
grain of their interest or inclination, they do not
care to be on the side of truth. They love truth
when it is prefitable or convenient, but when it
does not suit their own selfish purposes they are
offended. Peter tried to keep the truth on his
side, and did so till Christ was arrested, and
then he denied the truth. Lord Bacon kept the
truth on his side while it served his use, conven-
ience, profit or popularity ; but when it reached
that point where it served him that way no lon-
ger, then he cared not to be on the side of truth,
but esold it for money. So the greatest and wis-
est of men became the meanest. ‘Ab, there are
80 many who want righé on their side, but make
no great sacrifice to be on the right side. Such
men have not 8 TRUE LIFE in them. It is not
truth they love, but its convenienccs, uses,. pro-
fits. Buch men join the church when it is popu-
lar, and forsake it in times of darkness, danger
and trouble. Some of these belonged to the
church in Ohio or New York, or further east-
ward where their church relations were gratify-
ing to self; but when they came to Illinois,
Missouri or some other new country, where the
church is feeble and scattered, and its influence
small, and worldliness is triumphant ; then they
stick their church letters away to become nests
for mice, and they ran with the current against
the truth ; at least they are not on truth’s side
much. They kept the church on their side while
it served their use, convenience or profit; or
while its usages or customs accorded with their
tastes, inclinations and prejudices; but when in
this new country it could help them no longer,
then they declined any further association with
it. Ah, there is so much effort to make truth
help us when it is strong around us; but when
it appears weak, we are little inclined to help it
up and forward ; like a poor relation, we give it
the go by of cold neglect.

Let us therefore no longer try to make believe
thet' we are true men while we lack the very
foundation of trutb, while trath is but s small
part of our life and beiog. Let our lite in all
places, at all times be a life of habitual integrity,
sincerity and devotion te the truth ; let it be our
very atmosphere which no chance or change can
abate or destroy. Let us kold to truth when it
needs us most. &

_ Died, in the city of St. Jobn, on the 4th day of
May, 1867._Thomas Henry Ellis, was s youth of
much promise, on whom his parents looked with
satisfaction, as & person whose life would be
honoring to God, and a source of pleasure to
them. Kind end sffectionate in bis disposition,
considerate of the wants and claims of others
he was ever an obliging and generous boy. He
thought too of God, and was concerned for some
time back sbout his spiritusl state. His mo-
ther’s prayers and pious teachings were having
their reward, and God was moulding bis dispe-
sition and gently drawing bim to Christ, not for
a life of usefulness as we thoughbt, but for u place
in glory.

He profitted under the ministry of the Rev.
Mr. Sponsgle, and was amongst those who last
winter stood up to ask an interest in the prayers
of the people of God, and to offer themselves to
Christ. He found peace, and began in earnest
to serve God. New, higher, holier, motives took
possession of his heart and influenced his con-
duct, making him more kind, more obliging, and
more obedient than before. He was much afraid
of doing wrong, and would frequently ask, even
concerning his play, ¢ Is this right ? or is this
sinful ?” - He thought of the cause of Cbrist,
and began to do something for foreign missions.
He had his missionary box, into which he put
the largest portion of his pocket money. The
contents of this box will sppear in the mission-
ary receipts for the current year. He was also
attentive to his studies, ambitious to excel; and
about the commencement of his last illness was
exerting himself to obtain a prize which bad
been cffered for competition by tte master. He
was making rapid imprevement, and is men-
tioned by the proprietor of the echool as exem-
plary in his conduct. Towards the last of April
he became a little unwell, and it was deemed
best to send him into the country for a few weeks
until he should recruit his bealth, His com-
plaint appesring to increase, he was on Thurs
day, May the 2ad, removed again to the city,as
more convenient for medical sdvice, and was
able afterwards to walk up to his physician’s
office. It soon begame evident that no hope of
his recovery meed be cherished. On Friday he
was much worse, and his mother was sent for in
all baste. She reached his bedside just in time
to see him breathe his last, but he could not
speak to her. But he left behind such an evi-
dence that he has gone to be with Christ, as
enables his relatives, in tbeir grief, to * sorrow
not as others which have no hope.” His mo-

ther’s last words, just before he left his father’s |

residence to return to the city, were, * Now
Thomss Henry, keep looking to Jesus.” * Yes
ma” hereplied * I am looking to Jesus.” These
were the last words she heard bim utter, and
they were spoken befcre any oue thought him to
be in danger. But his hLeart was fixed trusting
in the Lord, and his calm and peaceful death
was the resuit of a life cf faith.

His remains were couveyed to the Parish of
8t. Martin’s for burial, and the happy death was
improved, by the writer, to a large sudience,
from Phil. i. 21. W.C.B.

MIS8 FANNY AUGUSTA BROWN,

Died at the residecce of her brother,—the
Rev. W. C. Brown, of Upham Circuit,—Fanny
Augusts, daughter of Mr, John Brown, of
Windsor, N. 8. She was 2 person of mild and
gentle disposition, and endeared herself to nu-
merous friends by her kindness, affection and
sympathy.

Bible Clats Teacher upon the lesson —that ques-
tions upon it should be given by the Teacher to
the pupils the week previous, that * Helps tc
Bible Classes” would be employed, and that in
tbe selection of the Scripture lesson or of the
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Public attention is just now being drawn to a
congress of Anglican Bickops invited by the
. Archbishop of Cantsrbury to meet at the end,
1 of this month in the old arch-episcopal palace of

Lambeth. In the opinion of the Primate, the
critical times upon which we have falien render
it highly desirable that a meeting of th2 Bishops
of the Anglicen communion should be held.
The colonial Bishops, to the large number of
' twenty-three, have hastened homain compliance
with Dr. Lorgley’e invitation ; but of forty-three
Bishops in the United States, nineteen have
sigoified their iutention of coming, and thus
from ofar there Las been e cordial reeponse to
the proposal for this * general Council ” of the
Anglican Church, Athome, however, ten mem-
bers of the Englich bench with the Archbishop
of York at their head, have ceclined to attend,
and this shows anything but unanimity among
our Right Reverend. Fathers in this country.
Eight out of eleven Irish Bishops have promised
to be present ; and the conference will probably
number in all about seventy-five. The delibera-
tions of the nssembly are to be restricted to the
short period of three days. O the first day the
subject will be * the Re-union of Christendom ;"
on the second * Colonial Churches ;” and’ the
third days’ discussion will relate to the work of
Missions.

With respect to the desirableness of having
such a Synod at all, opinion ia greatly divided,
and very general dissatisfaction is expressed,
that the programme of subjects for deliberation
does not include those questions upon ritualistic
and rationalistic practices ard doctrines which
are making euch widespread and perilous inno-
vations. But the fact is (one sorrowfully con-
fesses it), the heads of the Anglican commu-
nion seem to be uuwilling or unable to meet the
sore emergencies of tha day, and in the mean
time the old landmarks of the faith are rapidly
disappearing. Besides it is buttoo evident that
many of the higher Anglican clergy, especially
the Colonial Bishops, either openly patrorize the
ritualists or connive at thém. This had béen
seen during the past week very conspicuously at
8 scries of apecial services Feld in the church of
8t. Lawrence Jewry in thé very heart of Lon-
don, in connection with the meeting of the Pan-
Anglican Synod. The first service was com-
menced by a long procession consisting of
seventy boys, prieets, and acolytes, each wearing
a white cape of the precise Roman Catholie cut,
over long black cassocks ;——this procession en-
tered the body of the chureh, and passed down
the middle aisle chanting e piece of music.  All
the srrangements of worship, the intoned Litany,
the postures and places of the cfficiating clergy,
and the entire ceremonial was what holf-a-dczen
years ego would have been thought impossible
at such a time ; aund to crown all it was actually
announced, not that the Sacrament of the Lord’s
Supper would be sdministered, bui that the
*“ Holy Bacrifice” would be offered every day
during the week ! And itis at such services as
these that Anglican Bishops have been cflciat-
ieg and preaching day alter day.

steadily spreading.

Two months sgo I referred to some Trades’
Union outrages which bad taken place in the
town of Sbeffield. Bince then it bas been dis-
covered that a similar system of terror and op-
pression has been for eeveral years carried on in
Mazcheeter and the neigbbourbocd. Onpe mas-
ter who hsppened to employ some men who
were obnoxious to the members of s particular
Trades’ Union hed his workmen's tool-bouse
broken into, the tools destroyed, and a notice
left on the door threatering the workmen’s
lives. This is simply one specimen of a numer-
ous class of cases which have revealed an appsll-
ing and almost incredible amount of terrorism
on the part of particular trade societies.

One of the most widely circulated liberal
newspapers, which strenuously contends forthe
rights of the working classes, & few days ago very
justly remarked : ** We are almost inclined to
doubt, in the presence of the revelations which
have been made, whetber we are not living in a
land where the terrors of secret tribunals can at
eny moment be set in motion, instead of in &
country which bas long been called Lhe home of
freedom.”

We have just now a considerable degree of
public +xcitement owing to & renewed outbreak
of Feuianism in Manchester. A forlnight ago
two men were arrested in tha city on suspicion
of heving been engeged in the Fenian conspi-
racy. [t soon turned out that the names and
characters which they gave were merely assumed,
and that they were in fact Colonel Kelly and
Captain Deasy, two of the most prominent mem-
bers of the desperate Fenian Brotberhood.
There wcre warrants cut agsinst both these men
on charge of being coneerned in to« Fenian
rising in Irelsnd in March, and no small eatis-
faction was felt that they had been so unexpect-
edly captured. After undergoing the usual
examinstion of the Police Court they were re-
manded for a week in consequence of instrue-
tione respecting tke case which had been received
from Dublin.

In the afierncon of the day as the prisoners
were being conveyed from the court to the city
goal, a distance of about three miles, the ven
was suddenly attacked by a body of Fenians
armed with revolvers.

respect to public tranquility. At Leeds, for in-
stance, it has been dsemed necessary to introduce
detachments of military into the town, and to
arm the police with revolvers and cutlasses.

Ireland also seems to be in a very unsettled
state.  The rescue of Kelly and Deasy bas
tended to revive the Fenian spirit. As soon as
the event became known in the city of Cork
large crowds assembled and gave expression to
their joy by bonfires and the performances of
bands of music.

Government has at length determined upon a
mititary expedition to Abyssinia to attempt the
rescue of the captives who have been so lorg
decained in cruel imprisonment by the savage
king Theodore, Generally speaking this mea-
sure is sustained by public opinion and feeling,
though some condemn a resoit to arms on the
ground that it will involve a peril to lif: and an
‘enormous expense, which after all may not suc-
ceed in attaining the object in view. Unques-
tionably the expedition will be a costly one, but
it seems requisite thut monarchs like Theodore,
with whom patient negotiations Lave utterly fail-
ed, should be taught that England will not allow
any of her people to suffer wrongs with impunity.
What complicates the difficulty is that Aybssi-
nia is in & very distracted condition, many of
the king's own subjects haviog been roused to
rebellion by his tyranny, and where the captives
now are cannot be exactly ascertained.

At the recent annual meeting of the British
Association in Dundee some details of an inter-
esting character were brought forward by Cap-
tain Wilson and others relating to the explora-
tion of Palestine now going on. Very careful
geographical investigations have been made,
and some important results have been obtained.
A map of the highland districts of Judes, on
the scale of one inch to the mile, has been cone
structed, and materials have been accumulated
in order to prosecute the survey.

Sir Henry James, who, under the commands

of the Queen has been engaged in this work,
stated that discover'es had been made confirm-
ing in a very unexpected manner the exact ac-
curacy of many points of Bible narratives.
‘ About a year ago a lady applied to the Rev.
C. H. Bpurpeon to aid her in devoting a sum of
£20,000 in the erection of an Orphanage for
boys. After considering the munificent propo-
sal. Mr. Spurgeon resolved in connexicn with
his friends of the metropolitan tabernacle to at-
tempt to raise funds for the purchase of ground
and the erection of the necessary buildings, and
to leave the interest of the original £20,000 as
a permanent endowment. The scheme has so
far succeeded that = piece of suitable ground in
a soutbern suburb of London has been bought
at a cost of £8000, and three weeks ago tke
foundation of three houses was laid as a com.
mencement of the benevolent undertaking.—
These houses will cost £500 each. The money
for oue has been furnished by a lady in comme-
moration of the twent§-8fth year of her mar-
risge, and is to be called * The Silver Wedding
House.” Another is the gift of an anonymous
London Merchant, and is to be called “ The
Merchant’s House ; and the third, given by a
builder who contributes the materials, and by his
workmen who will contribute to labour, will be
called “ The Workman's Home., Each house
will accommodate 20 boys, and it is expected
that ultimately provision will be made for 200
orpbane.

Saying Lessons to God.

In a recent number of “ The Sunday Maga-
zine,” (Feb'y 1867) edited by Rev. Dr. Guthrie,
are some pleasant lines representing a bright
group of children gathered round Aunt Fanoy,
one sunny Sabbath morning. Texts had been
repeated and hymns sung; yet some time was
left before the Church bell would summon them
to public worship. Longing for a quiet interval
before joining in the service of the sanctvary,
Auntie dismissed the little ones, but so earnestly
did they plead for one more Sunday story, that
she was just commencing, when hér sister came
to the rescue, and told the children she would
give them a story, for ¢ Aunt Fanny bad all her
own lessons to say ” This was a most astonish-
ing announcement, who in the wide wor[gig’oul(l
there be to require lessons from Aunt T,Fanny.
At length little Alice’s face grewwgs@*e, and
whispering low she asked, * Does Auntige’ say
her lessons all to God ?’ It was a beautiful
thought, well might her Aunt write :

“ How little the import deep she knew,
Of those baby-words so sweet and true;
Little she knew how they unfold
A treasure of happy thouﬁht,
A tiny casket of virgin gold
With jewels of comfort fraught.
Great mens’ wisdom may pass away,
But Alice’s words in my heart will stay.”

And the words have found a place in the hearts
of some who have not the pleasure of knowing
little Alice, and many of the precious Bible say-
ings have they brought to mind. ¢ All thy
children shall be taught of the Lord,” says the
prophét Isaiab, (liv. 13,) and very beautitully
is the result of such Divine teaching expressed

“] have heard of Thee by the hearing of the
ear,” exclaims the patriarch Job, “ but now mine
eye seeth Thee, wherefore I abhor myself, and
repent in dust and ashes”—Job xli. 3, 6.
What repeating of lessons, what intimate com-
munion must there have been during Enoch’s
long walk with God for three hundred years.
What heart-converse with Him, who dwelleth
not only in the high and holy place, but also
with the man who is of a humble and contrite
spirit, had David known, ere he could say,
* I was dumb, I opened not my mouth, because
Thou did'st it."— Psalm xxxix. 9. It takes
much training of the mind, heart, and will;
much strong crying with tears unto God, ere
we learn to feel ¢ Strely it is mect to be said
unto God, I have borne chastisement, I will not
offend any more. That which I see not, teach
Thou me.”—Job xxxiv.31-2. Blessed are
they whose ear the Lord openeth to discipline.
What divine teaching, what rehearsing of les-
sons to a listening God, was Abraham familiar
with, ere he gained that noble title ¢ The friend
ot God,” and learnt to repose as a child on the
word and strength of his Almighty Friend. It
was not sll at once be learnt to “ draw near”
and plead with the Lord after the manner re-
corded in the 18th chapter of Genesis. Very
marvellous and suggestive are the words of
Jehovab, *“Shall I hide from Abraham that
thing which I do ?"—Gen. xviii., 17.
Oft-times the lessons marked out for the
saints of the Most High are most difficult; yet
is not the blessedness trequently in proportion ?
Moses had mastered many moral problems while
deciding to suffer effliction with the people of
God, rather than enjoy the pleasures of sin for
ascason ; but forty years after there were given
him lessons far harder than any which he had
gone through before, and though the Lord de-
clared, “ Certainly [ will be with Thee.” Moses
still so shrank from the alloited task, that the
anger of Jehovah was kindled. Yet his great
work once entered upon, how thoroughly and
nobly it was done, winning from God Himself
the declaration, “ My servant Moses is faithful
in all mine house, with him will I speak mouth
to mouth, even appparently, and not in dark
speeches.”—Num. xii,, 7, 8.
‘What precious converse, what repeated study
of hallowed lessons had Daniel, that exemplary
statesman, in those consecrated hours of devo-
tion, dearer to him than life ; and how eloquent
his whole conduct, with heaven-taught princi-
ples well acted out, so that watchful enemies
could find in bim neither error nor fault, and a
heathen monarch confessed that the service
Daniel | rendered to his God, was constant,
habitual service—* Thy God whom thou servest
continually.”

The
General was accordingly taken to that island,
where he was apparently set st liberty, Soon
after bis arrival be suddenly disappeared from
the island, and succeedéd in resching the main-
land ; but Kis movements had been carefully
watched. He was agsin arreste | and sent back
to Caprera, where he now remains under guard,
a prisoner in his own house.

These events, in connection with
the recent.occurrences in Manchester and Ire-
land, have given rise to rumors of & new and
widespread Fenian conspiracy.

A report has reached here to-day, the authen-
ticity of which is not fully established, that King
Victor Emanuel has made an appeal to the great
powers of Europe against the September treaty
which binds the Italian Government to prevent
any infraction of the temporal Dominion of the
Pope. :

BERLIN, Oct. 4.— Leirdelor’s Oorrespondence,
a semi-cfficial journal published at the Capital,
in its issue of to-day makes the sssertion that
the recent meeting of the Emperor Napoleon
and Francis Joseph at Salsburg, ao understand-
ing was come at as to the person whom they will
support for successor to Pope Pius the Ninth.

LoNDoN, Oct. 4th, (afternoon).—Extensive
operations. in Grain have recently been made
by the Government, and French mercantile
houses have reduced the spccie in the Bank of
Fraoce to the amount of one million pounds
sterling.

LoNDON, Oct. 4th, (midnight).—A message
[from Florence announces that the insurgents, in
a secure position near Bagnar and Virterbo,
were attacked by the Papal forces. The fight
resulted in the defeat of tbe attacking party,
who withdrew hastily. The loss is unknown.
The effect of this victory was very inspiring to
the party of action. A public meeting of the
friends of Garibaldi was beld at Turin yesterdsy.
Revolutionary speeches were made by many
distinguished persons. Great crowds of persons
were present, and the enthusiasm was uabound
ed. Meetings of a like character are in con-
templstion in various parts of ltaly. .
Garibaldi has ‘issued a stirring address to his
followers, which is published to-day all over
Europe. 'He recites at length the grievances of
Italy; and asks his countrymen to redress them.
He sppeals strongly to their patriotism, and
urges all friends to march forthwith to Rome.

A The Liquor Traffic.

The following stirring words are from the N.
W. Advocate.

The business is thoroughly criminal, both as
to its actual management, and terrible results.
If money could be made at peddling small-pox
and cholera it would be a merciful and creditable
business compared wish the liquor traffic.

Generally the curses in which these men dewt]
come home to them in some form, vindicating
God’s justice among men. They become drunk-
ards, or their sons are led into the fatal habit of
intemperance. Oae of the largest liquor-sellers
in Chicago has seen the plague come to his own
dwelling in the fatal fall of his wife into the un-
conquerable habits of the drunkard. We have
known liquor-sellers to retire rich, buc have
seen them whither, as though all of Heaven's
mercies were withheld.

It is unquestionably the meanest business pur-
sued by man. The resurrectionists who steal
corpses and sell them to medical colleges, are
noble men compared with the beartless, relent-
less wretches who make money by selling crime,
ruin and dsath for a living. A coavicted bar-
glar and robber told us that his first fatal step
was investing his means in a saloon. Many of
the ealoons of our city are dens of counterfeiters,
thietes, pimps ard robbers.

We have known aged women to sink to their
graves, weeping over fallen sons, who had been
led astray by liquor-sellers. The liquor saloon
is an open gate to perdition. It has no possible
mitigation from utter vileness ; no place on earth
can parallel its monstrous wickedness. The
den of the gambler, and the resort of the cour-
tesan, the house of assignation, and the hole of
the lottery-thief are only adjuncts and accom-
peniments of the saloon, and the wholesale deal-
er hclds the same relation to the saloon that the
reservoir does to the bydrant.

While we thus most heartily condemn the
lbomi{ubla traffic in all its parts, we believe
that the best legislation on the subject is that
which produces the modst agitation. If the li-
quor-seller is obliged to secure the endorsement
of a msjority of the city-or township in which he
lives, the labouring oar is at once put upon him,
and the healthful agitation begine. We are in
favor of prohibition, but we believe in the de-
mocratic doctrine, that the majority shall rule,
If the liquor-dealers can secure the endorsement
of the majority, they must of course sell. Such
favor does rot prove that their business is right,
but in our Government it is all that we can do.
We must educate the people up to the point of
of prohibition. That the traffic ought to be pro-
hibited we have not the slightest doubt. If it
should not be prohibited, then we know nothing
that ought.

Renovating Old Meadows.

A subscriber of the Times inquires how he
may renovate a meadow where the grass is so
nearly run out “ that it will not yield more than
balf a ton of hay per acre.” The editor answer-
ed :—

There are several good ways of renovating
such ground. If a good supply of barnysrd ma-
nure can be obtained, let a liberal dressing: be
applied this fall, and plow the ground deep ;
late in autamn, provided the soil is heavy. If
the soil is light and sandy, defer plowing uatil
next spring ; then plant with potatoes, and the
next season sow with rye, or some kind of grain
that has not been raised on the soil for several
years. Let a:crop of red clover succeed the rye,
which should be plowed under when ia fall
bloom. Another way is to turn the sod over
this fall, as early as practicable ; snd then if
there is no bern-yard manure, apply ten bushels
of lime periacre. Twenty bushels will be better
it you can afford it. Let the lime be thoroughly
harrowed in. Then, if it is desirable to raise
grass only, seed down with several different
kinds of grass seed—say three quarts of timo-
thy, one bushel each of orchard grass and Ken-
tucky blue grass, and keep atl the cattle off the
field till the grass has been mowed the following
season. Early next spring sow two or-three
bushels of gypsum per acre. We recommend
this way only where a farmer can obtain lime
and not barn-yard manure. In case a farmer
desires to try guano, or superphospate, or pou-
drett, let the fertilizer be powed -soon after the
ground is plowed, and let it be harrowed in thor-

oughly

How to Make Good Butter.

Leo, of Raymond, N. H., writes to the Rural
New XYorker :—

« It is a well known fact that a good location
and cleanliness are among the most essentisl
points in msking good butter. Every dairy
should be so located that it may be cool and sha-
dy, with a good draft of sir circulating through
it. A large dairy, and well filled, ought to be
the motto of every farm house. As soon as the
milk is brought in it should be scalded, as we
get more cream and butter by so doing. Butter
comes better and is not o liable te be soft and
sticky. As soon as taken from the churn it
should be thoroughly worked, left until morn-
ing and worked again. Next salt in the follow-
ing way: Take two quarts of good salt, one
ounce of sugar, one ounce of saltpetre. Use one
ounce of this composition for one pound of but=
ter. It should be stamped and left to cool be-
fore putting in jars. Butter prepared in this
way should not be used for two or three weeks.
You will find that your butter will be very fine,
as it will have no brittle or salty lobk or taste.
By following this course your butter will keep
the year through in warm as well as in cold
weather.”

PARING PoTATOES.—Many persons, in pre-
paring potatoes for cooking, pare off a thick
slice from the surface instead of digging out the
eyes. Prof. Blot, ia his lecture on the potatoe,
says this skinning process is all wrong, as the
strength of the vegetable lies near the surface—
the starch growiog less abundant as the centre
is approximated.

To KEgr MEAT FRESH —As farmers geve-
rally reside at a distance from regular meat
markets, the following directions for keeping
meat may be of use’to those that try it : Cut
the meat in slices ready to fry ; pack it in a
jar, in layers, sprinkle with salt and pepper
jast enough to make it palatable ; place on the
top a thick paper or cloth, with salt balf an
inch thick ; keep this on all the while. Meat
can be kept for three weeks in the summer,
and the last will b: as go.d as the fir.t,

To Maxke HaRD SoaP —To two pails of
strong ley, add fourieen pounds of greese ;
cleanse the greese before using. Boil thege
two together till it becomes thick ; then-put in
five quarts of salt, and boil slow half an hour,
or a little longer ; then pour in a pail of cold
soft water; Set it away to cool; when cold,
cut it into chunks. Pat into a kettle two pails
of weak ley, boil until it mixes together, then
pour in three qurats of salt; boil the same
length of time as before, and set it off to cool;
then cut it the shape you like.
