Canadian Horses for the British Army.
According to the Canadian Gazette pub- 

llehed at London, “the experiment of import­
ing horse; from Canada for cavalry use would 
seem, so far ns it go», to have succeeded ad­
mirably. Of the eighty-three animals nur- 
chaaed by Colonel Ravenhill and Colonel Phil­
ips iu the Dominion three only have been lock 
and the remainder, though in their sea pas­
sage they experienced very heavy weather, 
were landed in the Thame* in such a condi­
tion that they would have been fit at on» for 
active service. The cost of these Canadian 
borsqs delivered ip the Thames is lees than 
the price given by tlie Government in Eng­
land. The purchasing prie» ranged from S2& 
to £35. The drawback at present to the suc­
cess of this plan of importing bora» from 
Canada is the insufficiency or the supply. 
Colonel Ravenhill purchased eighty undoubt­
edly fine, horses, but it took him somethnw 
two days Sud a 500 mile* journey to find one 

.or two such animals as he wanted. "If, how­
ever, the impulse be given from this country, 
ranch e owners will probably breed hors» for 
exportation as largely as they uow breed cat- 
tie and sheep. ”
