Their only mission in life is to reproduce their kind, 
and when their egg® are deposited in unsuspected places they 
die. The eggs hatch out into diminutive caterpillars, with a 
taste for the fibre■of dusty garments. These feed and feast, 
glowing, after the manner of their kind, by shedding their 
skins many times. With each moult they com® forth larger 
than before, and when full grown are slightly over a quarter 
of an inch in length. They are distinctive, these tiny cater­
pillars, their thirteen-jointed bodies bearing eight pairs of 
tlegs. During this destructive growing time/ -they laugh at 
motihshalls and camphor, and

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without [laying a considerable premium over the option mar­
ket. These high qualities are gradually being more appre­
ciated by the distributing trade, and it stems to us that .the 
demand for them will not only Continue, but will increase.

Orders from inland distributors have for same months past 
been generally accompanied with a request to hurry forward 
shipment by fast route, and in good many instances shippers 
were asked to let a tracer follow the Shipment. Tne buyers, 
evidently, were in a great burry for the goods and had allow­
ed their stocks to ran down pretty low before buying. This 
hand to mouth policy will probably continue until the new 
crop movement sets in. The demand promises to become im­
portant then.

The prospect of a large eomipg crop is the basis of this 
policy. Having had crops during the last three years of about 
10 million liags of Rio and Santos, a 12 to 12 1-2 million bag 
crop (which the majority of tlhe trade seems to oxj>eot) appears 
very large. We fohget that only a few year's ago we had 
crops of 15 1-2 and 12% ^million hags, and that it is the surplus 
product ion of those crops whidh to a considerable extent has 
been worked off during the three smaller crops succeeding.

The corns umpt i.n of Coffee shews a steady increase and is 
pow about 2 million bags larger than it was five yeans ago. 
Nearly the entire increase in the consumptioh is in Brazil 
Uoffee. The average annual consumption of Brazil’s during 
the five years 1895-98 was 8,760,000 bags, and during the five 
years 1900-04, Id,'170600 'bags. The present chop year will 
show a consumption of Brazil Coffee of fully 12,100,000 bags.

The distributing trade in Eu rope and in this country is poor­
ly supplied, and if, notwithstanding this, the deliveries from 
port stocks have reached 'the great figures above mentioned, 
what will they lib next year if soime unusual incentive to stock 
up should exist? Without any such fncentive, however, deli­
veries of Brazil Coffee alone during the next crop year Should 
reach 12 1-2 million, bags on à conservative basis of calculation. 
A crop of 12 ,to 12 1-2 million bags flor Rio and Hantas, and 
say about 600,090 bags of Bahia-s and Victorias, would ceittam- 
ly not be enough in excess of requirements to create any un­
due apprehension, more especially so as it is a well known fact 
that plantations which produce largely this year camnot produ­
ce largely the next. For our part we dk> not agree with those 
that predict a crop of 12 to 12 1-2 million bags ibr Rio and 
Santos. No one at the present time expects the coming Rio 
cropi to be any larger than the present one; in fact, most of 
the estimates point to a smaller crop. The whole increase 
in this year’s expected production is ascribed to iSantos. Now, 
an increase in the extent of the Santos crop from about 7 mil­
lion to 9 1-2 million hags in one year; with tlhe conditions 
known to exist on the plantation* in that State, is to 
mind, an impossibility It is said1 thait the tracs Which 
cut down a*bout four years ago, Hit"ter having 'Been rendered 
unproductive by frost, have come up again and are going to 
hear fruit plentifully this year, and this is given as one of 
the reasons for the expected1 increase. / If all the 60 million 
trees which were rendered unproductive, were thus cut down 
and all of them would molt only beam fruit- this year, but pro­
duce largest average yield1 ever known,—,namely 2 6-10 lis. 
per tree—they would give about 1,204,000 bags.

Whatever impetus may have been, given to 'production by 
reason of the nourishing rains of November 1904 to April 1906, 
is largely offset by the fact that the vast ma jority of planta­
tions have not been properly eared for
past, that / a- large number of plantations
been -alanloji tl far the reason tbit.—'having been
raised in unsuitable soil,—they no longer' yield, and that a 
great many trees go cut of bearing every year on account ot 
old age and other natural and inevitable causes. Whatever 
increased production Santos cam give must therefore 
principally from the trees that; wienie cut down after the frost 
of 1903 and with this increase we camnot reasonably expect 
a Hantes crop of over say 8,500,000 bags.
