LENTEN REGULATIONS FOR THE 

DIOCESE OF LONDON FOR 1881.

and settle matters quite satisfactorily 
to herself with bay-mets and bullets. 
Distance makes it very convenient 
to he just, once in a while.

1st. All the week (lays of Lent, from 
Ash Wednesday till Easter Sunday, are 
fa*t days of precept on one meal, with the 
allowance oi a moderate collation in the 
evening.

2nd. General usage has made it lawful 
to take in the morning some tea or coffee, 
with a morsel of bread.

3rd. The precept of fasting implies also 
that of abstinence. But by a dispensation 
from the Holy See, A. D. 1874, for ten 
years, the use of flesh meat is allowed in 
this Diocese at the principal meal jii Mon­
days, Tuesdays, Thursdays and Saturdays 
of Lent, with the exception of the Satur­
day in Ember week a d Easter Satunlay.

4th. There is neither fast nor abstinence 
to he olwerved on Sundays of Lent.

6th. It is rot allowed to use fish with 
flesh meat at the same meal in Lent.

6th. There is no prohibition to use eggs, 
butter, or cheese, provided the rules of 
the quantity prescribed by the law of the 
fast lie complied with.

caper, relieves himself of an aboriginal 
hurroo, boosh ! and is then ready for busi­
ness. The audience at once straight eus 
itself in its seat, hangs its laugh on a hair- 
trigger, and exerts al! the faculties of eve 
ami ear to “take in” what follows. The 
pseudo Iiisbman now gracefully wipes hit 
nose with his coat cuff, combs Ins hair with 
the ends of Ills fingers, or executes some 
other such elegant action, to the infinite 
amusement uf the audience. Encouraged 
thereby, he grinds out, with th • melody 
amt euphony of an incipient saw-mill, 
some ribald rant whose wonderful diction 
would disgrace an infant Choctaw after his 
first lesson in English, and whose variety 
of sentiment would aptly represent the 
choice ideas of the idiot, rogue, and black­
guard boiled down to a stew. By and- 
uye, a typical (save the mark), Irish peas­
ant girl with a low-necked, nervously, 
short-skirted dress, and needfully long 
stockings, waddles on the stage with the 
ease and grace of a fishwife, and addresses 
herself to the worthy aforesaid, in 
that calls out the play of the na-al, rather 
than the vocal organ. A love scene de­
velops itself, in which the. actors exhibit 
the culture and etiquette of polar bears. 
This is followed by an artistic display of 
pvdality, which, if executed in its original 
skill and simplicity, would really furnish 

mints of admiration ; but unfor­
tunately, like the other parts of the pro- 
gi anime, it strains it sell by its own ex­
travagance. A wonderful succession of 
whoops, yells, grimaces, and contortions 
evolved by the male performer, would en­
title him to a distinguished position in 
war dance of theTuscarora Indians; and as 
for the lady ! alas, the long mantle of 
charity is alone sufficient to cover the 
shortcomings of her .-cant garb.

Gentlemen,—I have much pleasure in 

submitting to you the Fourth Annual Re­
port of the fin ncial standing of the Irish 
Benevolent Society for the fiscal \ ear end­
ing March, 1K81. I am happy to state 
that during the past year (and the winter 
has been exceptionally severe) the amount 
distributed for relief was considerably less 
than that of previous years. Much of 
this is due to the efficiency of the Relief 
Committee, who only granted relief after 
searching enquiries had bee instigated as 
to the worthiness of the applicants. If 
this plan had been carried out in the 
past, your Society would be financially 
better oft’ to-dav. The current expenses 
of the past year have been twenty-five per 
cent, below those of 1 ><79. Thirty-one 
new members have joined our Society 
during the year. The attendance of mein 
hers at the Society’s meetings lias been 
very fair. I am happv to state that 
last Chiistmas the Society was able to dis­
tribute a larger amount of relief than in 
former years, which is mainly due to the 
strenuous exertions of the Committee hav­
ing the matter in hand. The number of 
pel sons relieved during the year (includ­
ing Christinas cheer) has been over 600 
persons.

OUR LADY OF LOURDES, 
recently built by the indefatigable Fathers 
Oblates of Mary Immaculate, at St. Sau­
veur, the parish adjoining the Cit\ of Que­
bec, has been of such a pleasing nature, 
through the kindness of my friend the 
Revd. Father Ouellette, O. M. 1., that 1 

refrain from giving a short descrip­
tion of the church and its surroundings.

It is a substantial building of hammer- 
dressed stone, the front entrance being 
surmounted by a square tower, on which 
it is proposed to place later on an immense 
statue of our Lady. Immediately over the 
main door is a large slab having the mono­
gram and insignia of the Order and the 
date of the erection engraved on it. Its 
extreme dimensions are 130x60 feet out to 
jut. The plastering of the interior is not 
yet commenced, but when this is complet­
ed it will undoubtedly be one of the cos­
iest temples in the diocese. Over the ta­
bernacle is placed a statue of our Lady of 
Lourdes and on a pedestal on the Gospel 
side is one of the little Bernadette, in a 
kneeling position holding a lighted taper. 
On either side of the sanctuary is a small 
sacristy, and fixed in the front wall of each 
is a Statue of the Bless»d Virgin, and of 
St. Joseph. The church has been built 
expressly foi the use of the sodalities of 
men of the parish, of which there are two 
—o- e f<>r married men, and the other for 
young men. Tiler. are numberless rows 
of chairs for the members and on either 
side about the centre of the edifice, are 
raised platforms with three handsomely 
cushioned arm chairs which are occupied 
bv the Prefect and Ins assistants, during 
the services. Ma>s is said in the church on 
Sundays and twice during the week. On 
this condition special permission has been 
granted by ilie Holy See to keep the most 
Ho’.y Sacrament constantly in the taber- 
n cles. There are evening services here 
also at stat»;d times during the week, and 
on Sunday mornings tin- Office of our 
Lady i- recited. The building is heated 
through, ut, above and below, with hot 
water. Our next visit was t . the boil»*r- 
roum at the end uf the church; this is a 
fireproof building ; the»e is no connection 
beyond the passing of tin* pipes between it 
and tli former. Now, said my reverend 
frie d, 1 will introduce, y ni to the base­
ment. Basement! did lie ->ayf Rather a 
commodious hull the entire length and 
breadth of the church and from fifteen to 
eighteen feet high. But what is this? A 
regular recreation room with some hun­
dred men—old a d young—enjoying 
themselves. First, just fancy, there are 
two croquet lawns! dry sawdust being how­
ever substituted for the green sward. 
Next aie two billiard tables, four pigeon­
hole tables and tables for chess, chequers, 
dominoes &c., ad infinitum. The. room is 
open even evening hum 7 to 10 o’clock ; 
nolle vv»;ie admitted but members of 
the respective sudaliiies ami one of the good 
fathers is constantly present. Besides theii 
annual subscripti m of about a dollar a 
year. tin*, only clinig.- made is for the use of 
the billiard table-—this is for the purpose 
of repaying tin- outlay incurred in their 
purchase. The total cost of tin; building is 
about tweniy-tuui tin»us .nd dollars, exclu­
sive of the ground. The good fathers 
seem quite pleased with the result of 
their experiment. Tin- ball is the lesort 
of all the well-disposed men of the parish 
who wish to spend a plea-ant evening and, 
as my friend remarked, thus prevents 
them from frequenting objectionable 
places.

(■rent Meeting in Itoeliester.

An immense mass meeting of the citizens 
of Rochester, N. Y., was recently held for 
the purpose of entering a protest against 
the persecution of the Irish people by the 
Biitish Government, and condemning the 
Coercion Bill. Representatives of every 
class of the community were present, and 
below we give a synopsis of the addresses 
delivered by Right Rev. B. ,1. McQtiaUL 
Bishop of Rochester, and two Protestant 
clergymen.

His Lorlship on being introduced to the 
meeting, said :—It is a large meeting which 
gathers here this evening, and were it the 
only one in the world for the same cause, 
it would not be without great results. But 
as one of many held in the world by men 
of strong minds, clear of intellect, brave 
hearts, free speech, meetings like this pos­
sess in this nineteenth century power that 
cannons and bayonets cannot break down. 
It is a power to be found in the courage 
and generosity of multitudes feeling deeply 
the sufferings of men in a land dear to us 
by all those associations that gather around 
the land of our ancestors. The pow *r that 
is in words, in sentiments, m opinions, 
reaches beyond the ocean and has it* effect. 
What is this meeting and who are gath­
ered here ? You have heard the 
read if men of different nationalities, reli­
gions and ranks of life. The chief magis­
trate of the great city of Rochester, repre­
sentatives of tlie bench, bar, and pulpit ; 
men differing widely on many questions 
but on this one of raising the voice of 
angry indignation on one of the greatest 
wrongs done in this day on a poor people, 
they come to give expressions to what is 
in the mind and heart, and those expres­
sions, gathered up ami sent across the 
ocean, would have an effect on haughty, 
strong-headed England. There were two 
purposes in the meeting—one for those of 
the Irish race tu reach out their hands to 
their fellow-citizens of other blood, and in 
the name of a common humanity, ask 
them in the name of the rights we have, 
to stretch out their hands tu those who in 
another land are making an effort to 
achieve their liberty. What they 
doing in Rochester must be done in all 
the cities of the union. It must be put 
before the American people in the right 
way, and it can be put before them 
merits.

ColonelDjur- 
jebk v, of his suit, who was badly injured 
by the second explosion, raised the Em­
peror, and with the aid of Cossack officers 
lifted him into tie sleigh «and conveyed 
him to the Winter Palace. The bombs 
were thick glass balls filled with dynamite. 
All this did not occupy three minutes.

The lecturer 
read a carefully prepared paper, showing, 
in choice and concise terms, the errors of 
modern philosophy, and their visible ef­
fects on literature and the sister arts, a# 
well as on the social system. After an 
eloquent introduction on the necessity of 
seeing clearly what position xve may 
,safely maintain, he gave a lucid account 
of the outgrowth of many false schools 
which can be co-ordinated under the two 
systems of idealism and materialism. Start­
ing from the principles of Decarte*, he 
gave a full exposition of the develop­
ment of idealistic doctrines through the 
transcendentaliins of Keant, until its 
final formulation into the alxsolutc ideal­
ism of Fiohts and Hegal. By the way, he 
illustrated its influence on modern poetry 
by most happy appreciations of Goethe, 
Schiller, Coleridge and Wordsworth,

received also a careful explanation. On 
the subject of materlisn?, he carefully 
showed the gradual metamorphism of 
Locke’s empiricism through the sensual- 
istic school of Condillac and the French 
philosophers of the 18th century, with 
a powerful delineation of its terrible 
climax in the bloody carnival of Rubes- 
nierre and Marat. Continuing its extension, 
lie pointed out the basis of the modern 
evolutionistic school of Spencer and Dar­
win, and after a rapid expose of the most 
striking features and their evil influence 

religion and society, he forcibly 
tioned the attitude of its continental 
supporters. The geutlem -n then gave a 
beautiful and succinct view of the doctrines 
of St. Thomas in their several bearings 

life, man, society, and God. Noticing 
briefly the comparison he wished to im­
press on his hearers, he made a most 
effectual concluson.

The next lecturer was Mr. J. B. H. 
Sauve, who read in French a comprehen­
sive and interesting paper on “ Modern 
Arts and Sciences compared to the Philos­
ophy of St. Thomas.” He recognized in 
fitting terms the labors of scientists of the 
nine.eenth century, «and clearly showed 
that the progress in true science was not 
proportioned to the labour exnended. He 
clearly showed that man, by an innate 
power, would ever labor to acquire a know­
ledge of the good, the beautiful and the 
true. In language appropriate to these lofty 
subjects, he traced the delicate lines of art, 
and gave some beautiful remarks on its 
prominent characteristics. He showed the 
leading traits of each age, and assigned as 
a cause of the decline of art in the nine­
teenth century, that “ too often captivated 
by an imagination more fertile than fe­
cund, some lose themselves in badly de­
fined and unrealizable conceptions; while 
other#, prone to the earth, see only xvliat 
strikes their eye, and believe only what 
they touch ’’ This conception of the good, 
thy beautiful and thu true, the lecturer at­
tributed to an imperfect knowledge of the 
true nature of things, and here lie showed 
the benefit of St. Thumai’ system, which 
investigates the very nature of all tilings. 
He dwelt for some time on biology and 
chemistry, and showed that without philos­
ophy these were not sciences, but a mere 
combination of tacts. The lecturer showed 
the falsity uf that school of so-called scien­
tists who deny the influence of tho soul 
the body, and treat it as a mere automa-
