tariff on agrnicultural machinery is inecreasing

by leaps and bounds Just when the need
for greater food production is most urgent
the tariff is operating to still further reduce it
I'he war tax and the increasing cost of manu-
facture have enabled the tanfl beneficianes

y double or triple the toll on machinery
I'his point was well brought out by Secretary
McKenzie of the Cangdian Couneil of Agn-
ilture in his article ‘1 last week's Guide
‘.h \1, '\41‘1‘14 -U"

Increased factory cost and war tax have in
reased the duty more than double. For fhstance
in 1914 the duty on a 20shoe seed drill was
$1290; this year it is $32. Add w0 that the
profit of the dealer and gost on account of custom
luty would be $40. The duty imposed on a
124nch, two-bottom (:m( plow in 1914 was $8.36;
this year it is $19.16. A triple gang plow earried
a duty of $13.50 in 1914 and $3245 in 1948~

Women's Conference

The ference of representalive women
from all Canada held at Ottaws two weeks
ago was something new in the history of
Canada. It was called by the government to
conwlt with the grvernment on great national
problems. [t was & rocognition that the wo-
men are uuportant factors in our national
life. Sach a recognition was long overdue to
Canadian women. Always have Un{ played

Bince the out-
break of war the provincial franchise has been
extended to women in six of the nine provinees,
andd the others will not long he Nolayed. The
federal franchise was extended to a part of
the women in the last election. Canada has
definitely decided to give women the vote on
the same terms aa men. It was only fttin
that they should be called into conference wi
the government and it was a tribute also to
the spirit of the Union Government. There
is a tremendous work in Canada that women
only can do. [n solving the great war prob-
lems their part will be & big one. In binding
up the nation’'s wounds and creating s new
social order their part will be greater than
man s

Land Settiement

The suggestion made last woek that vacant
land should be conscripted at half ita market
value and used for the settlement of soldiers
and immigrants, we well knew would not
commend itself to property interests, Thowse
who have property are quite willing that
voung men should be ('umwripml at less than
half their earning capacity and even at the
cost of their lives to defend Canadian propdity.
But to conscript property itsell at less than
its full market value these same people regard
as a hideous suggestion. Human life is never
regarded as sacred as property and wealth.
When the time comes that human life is
valued more highly than property wars will
be a thing.of the past.

But whether or not the vacant land ia
conscripted at less than its market value &
solution of the land question must come and
very soon. The first move on the part of the
Dominion Government should be to have sn
accurate survey made of the idle land in
Western Canada within reasonable access of
railways and the other facilities of civilization.
This can be done quickly and at low cost
as the municipalities already have the in-
formation. The next step should be to close
