Report of the Dirociom.

The following Is the report of the Directors -of 
the Great Western Railway Company, presented 
at the meeting of the shareholders, held in Lon­
don, on the 2/th ttlt.

1. The receipts on capital account during the 
half year, amount to £268,050 18s. 6d. ; and 
mainly arise from the first instalment of the issue 
of 6 per cent. Preference Stock. This includes 
the proportion of discount thereon, which has 
been 'charged against the remission of interest 
allowed by the Government on the final settlement 
of the loan.

The aggregate expenditure to the same date 
amounted to £5,392,593 5s. 2d., leaving a balance 
to the credit of the Capital Account of £128,284 
19s.

In accordance with the resolution of the share­
holders, at the special general meeting held on 
April 28th, the Directors have to announce that 
the whole of the 6 per cent preferred stock, 
amounted to £1,018,000, has been issued at the 
agreed rate of 80 per cent, the first call of 25
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carries dividend from that date. The remaining 
instalments are payable, viz :—

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RAILWAY TRAFFIC RETURNS
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Fire Record.—Halifax, Oct. 30.—The property 
occupied by A. Stephen k Son, as a wholesale 
furniture ware room, and containing stock to the 
amount of §12,000, took fire, which was subdued 
before much damage was done to the building ; 
the stock was considerably damaged by water. 
The stock was insured fo# §6,000 in all ; §3,000 
in the Queen, and §3,000 in the North British 
and Mercantile. The building is also insured in 
the Liverpool and London and Globe, but we 
have not. heard for what amount.

Bridgetown, N.S., Oct 29.—A fire broke out 
in the grocery store of Abner Troop. The store, 
with all its contents, was destroyed. The fire 
extended to the dwelling house of Charles Hoyt, 
and the shoe-shop of Mr. Palfrey, both of which 
were destroyed.

Mebchakt Smrrtxo Act.—The proclamation 
of the Merchant Shipping Act of 1869, passed ba­
the Imperial Parliament, b made in the Gazettt. 
The following extract shows the powers the Do­
minion Parliament will have in relation to the 
coasting trade. After the commencement of thb 
Act the Legislature of a British possession by any 
Act or Ordinance from tii»e to time may regulate 
the coasting trade of that British poesegsior, sub-
ein every case to the following conditions 

Act of Ordinance shall contai» a suspending 
clause, providing that such Act of Ordinance shall 
not come in‘o operation until Her Magesty’s 
ileasure thereoir haa been publicly signified in the 
ritish possession in which it haa been passed. 

The Act of Ordinance shall treat all llriti* 
ships, including the ships of any Britbh

the Britbh possessions in which it ismade. Where, 
bv treaty made before the passing of this Art, Her 
itajesty has agreed to grant to any ships of any 
foreign state any right or privileges in respect of

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COST OF CANADIAN RAILWAYS

We have entered upon a second era of 
railway construction in this country, which 
promises to be even more important in its 
results than the first. Should the lines 
now vigorously promoted or under con- 
struction be ultimately completed, the rail­
way facilities of Cadada will have been nearly 
doubled. Rut there is no prospect of the 
railway agitation being satisfied with the 
lines now proposed. N^w schemes arc being 
broeght forward every now and then, each 
commanding a certain amount of public 
favqr; and success with these would __ 
doubtedly develop a whole crop of new pro­
jects which are now scarcely thought of.

We must not conceal from ourselves the 
fact that the future welfare of the country is 
intimately associated with this railway move­
ment sand tliat while on tho one hand, all these

who has become cashier of this Bank in Toronto.^ roads tend to develop our resources, they,

on the other, consume a vast amount of 
labor and lock up immense sums out of the 
floating capital of the country. Many of the 
municipalities are going deeply into debt for 
railway construction ; all of which debt has to 
be paid off, or remain a burden upon the shoul­
ders of the tax-payers, and upon the property 
which they represent. It is then of vital con­
sequence to be certain, in giving aid to railway 
projects, that the money shall be placed in 
honest hands ; that the projectors are compe­
tent men to undertake the responsibility they 
have assumed ; that the scheme is legitimate ; 
that everything will be done economically 
and substantially ; and especially, that the 
trade of the district to be tapped ia sufficient 
to sustain a railway. In all of these essential 
points, serious A is takes have been made in 
the construction of Canadian railways, and 
probably, even in spite of vigilance, they will 
occur again.

At the present stage, it will be of interest 
and of practical utility to have before us a 
few comprehensive statistics of railway build­
ing in Canada and other countries. We have 
in the Dominion about 2,600 miles of main 
track railway, nearly all constructed in the 
seven year^ bet weep 1853 and 1860, at a cost 
of, in round numbers, $160,000,000.

At the risk of too much encumbering 
space with details, we give the cost per mile 
of the leading roads, as shown in a return 
laid before the Dominion Parliament at the 
last session, vis, Grand Trunk, $74,683 ; 
Great Western, $76,340; Northern, $69,411 ; 
London and Port Stanley, $43,035 ; Coburg 
and Peterboro,' $32,143 ; Ottawa and Pres­
cott, $37,203 ; Port Hope and Lindsay, $35,- 
284 ; Welland, $64,913; Brockville and Ot­
tawa, $30,601 ; Stanstead, Shefford and 
Chambly, $28,279 ; European and North 
American, $44,092 ; New Brunswick and Ca­
nada, $31,250 ; Halifax, Truro and Windsor, 
$46,722; Truro and Pictou, $38,097.

The average cost of all the railways in On­
tario and Quebec is $66,222 per mile; in 
New Brunswick, $38,826 ; in Nova Scotia, 
$43,629. The grand average of all the above 
Provinces is $62,765 per mile. The average 
cost of railways in the New England States 
is $40,500; in the Middle States, $55,000; 
in the Southern States, $30,000. In the 
whole United States there are 43,000 milee 
of road, costing $1,870,000,000, or an average 
of say $44,000 per mile. In Great Britain 
there are 1.4,500 milee, costing $2,510,000,000, 
or $173,000 per mile. There is an entire 
want of analogy between British railways and 
those on this continent in the matter of cost, 
the right of way alone, in many instances, 
costing more than the entire outlay of some 
of our most expensive roads.

The comparative want of . success with Cana-
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dian Railways, hitherto, is owing to the fact 
that oar lines cost the excessively high aver­
age, for a a country such as this, of $62,705 
per mile. That all this was not legitimate ex­
penditure appears almost conclusive, in view 
of the fact that American lines have been 
built for a*, estimated average of $44,000. 
This estimate of $44,000, too, is based on their 
capital accounts, which must exceed the 
sum, actually ' expended in construction, the 
stock and bonds of the companies, not having 
produced more than an average of about 75 
cents on the dollar. Besides, the capital ac­
counts have been largely increased in many 

\ cases where lines have been consolidated to 
„ equalise values or from dividends paid in stock 

or bonds to represent estimated profits or 
value over cost. From this comparison it 
becomes apparent that bur railways have cost 
33 to 40 per cent, too much ; and that on their 
cost, diminished by that per contage, they 
would pay a satisfactory return for the money
invested in them.

>
The leading idea of the present mil way 

movement is such a reduction of first cost 
as shall bring the expenditure of the lines 

- within the limit, where, judging by the ex­
perience of existing roads, they are pretty cer­
tain to prove a paying investment With 
this object the narrow gauge experiment is 
to be tried. Should the grand desideratum— 
Canadian railways paying a handsome return 
to their proprietors — be thereby reached, 
the objections to a break of gauge must be 
set aside as of secondary importance. The 
true principle in the construction of any road 
is to adapt construction (and hence cost) to 
the probable traffic to bo accommodated 
We have in Canada the bush road intertwin 
ing itself with the trunks of the forest trees ; 
then thi turnpike, the plank or gravel road, 
the tramway ; we are soon to have the next 
gradation, the wooden railway, then light 
railways, of broad or narrow gauge, culmi­
nating at last in a first-class railway with 
steel rails, the most durable kind of perma 
nent way, and an ample equipment. All of 
these aie right and proper in their place— 
that is, when they suffice for the traffic, and 
when the traffic suffices for them. In the 
projection of roads, therefore, it is wrong to 
proceed upon any straight-laced theories ; it 
should be ascertained, upon intelligent en­
quiry, what amount of probable traffic will 
be forthcoming, and adapt the coat of con' 
struction and, if necessary, the gauge to the 
circumstances of the case.

If this principle be practically applied to 
the lines now projected, and in process of 
construction, the result cannot be otherwise 
than satisfactory. We require a great increase

is so

the value of the produce raised in the sections 
most remote from the frontier. While, there­
fore, every encouragement should be given to 
the present movement, promoters and con­
tractors should be watched with a jealous 
eye ; the greatest caution is requisite, in order 
to guard against the evils above hinted at, or 
there will assuredly come s reaction, the vio­
lence of which will be proportionate to the 
extent of the evils which faliall ksve given 
rise to it.

THE DOMINION BANK.

The sum and substance of the pruspcctua 
issued by the provisional directors of the 
Dominion Bank is, that there is room for 
another banking institution in Ontario, and 
that they hope to secure its establishment 
We agree with them in the conclusion that 
Toronto is the proper headquarters for sn 
institution intended to give the business men 
of Ontario the use of additional banking 
capital, and that the present and future of 
this province furnish ample encouragement 
for investment in bank stock. Those whose 
names appear as promoters and co-operators 
in the scheme, are so well known and so highly 
esteemed û trustworthy, substantial and 
successful business men, that it is almost 
superfluous to say anything in the way of 
recommending to favorable attention what 
they have in hayl.

The Dominion Bank was incorporated by 
an act of the Dominion Parliament. Ita 
capital is placed at $1,000,000, in 20,000 
shares of fifty dollars each. $53,000 has been 
already subscribed, and as soon as $400,000 
is taken up, a beginning will be made under 
the charter. It is understood tliat an effort 
will be made to bring about an amalgama­
tion between the Dominion and the Royal 
Canadian, as soon as the former uiu i posi­
tion legally to take advantage of the act 
[Kwaed last session in aid of the Royal. Such 
an arrangement would, if carried out on 
equitable terms, be of tanefit to both insti­
tutions.

Explorera 
in the Lake Superior mining region have a 
vast number of dirt .lues thrown in their 
way by rwoa of the failure, on the part of 
companies or individuals to whom locations 
liave been granted, to get such locations sur­
veyed. . It i« understood that they are bound 
to make surveys, so that one may know what 
extent hf territory they own, where it begins 
and where it ends; but it is equally well 
understood that they do not fulfil their obli­
gations in that rwpect. An explorer is 
scarcely ever sure whether he is not spending 
liia time aad money for some other one's 
benefit, ami, very Bàturally, parties are de1 
terred by such uncertainty from entering the 
region at all. Of course this prevents the 
developmeat of a district admittedly rich, 
whose progress would tell upon an out-of- 
the-way place, wlritn cannot afford, at pre­
sent, to low even a settler.

The taxation of finpetented lands and of 
absentee proprietors is another subject which 
it would be well for tfi<- Commissioner |o take 
into seriqug coaaideMtion. The Lake Superior 
mining region languishes, with all its urin­
erai wealth, and it 4^ould be ascertained why 
that is the case. The American side presents 
a striking contrast, and the effect of tint 
contrast is seen in the departure of Cana­
dian miner# one after another for the Unit ad 
States.

We 
know that they set much store npon their 
artfulness, and whisjier “The government 
debt” into the ears of troublesome enquirers. 
Shrug» cn l winks are all very well ; injunc­
tions to silence arc doubtless serviceable at 
times. But how long is this shrugging and 
winking to continue Î When is all this panto­
mime to cease? We have nothing to say 
against tfic Tnutees personally, for they are 
worthy men, whdte all rcfjptct.

Wo need scarcely remind western merchants 
that tjiis Propeller has done wonders in the 
way <if diverting the flour trade of the Lower 
Provinces from Montreal to Toronto ; millers 
well know that in consequence of the com­
petition she supplied, they have had their 
flour tarried through to the Lower ports for 
GO or 70c., when the Grand Trunk w^nld have 
exacted SI to 81.10, and „»ron'81.2t). These 
low nates have enabled the millers of Ontario 
to get just about Montreal juices for their 
flour] On these and many other grounds the 
loss <>f this fine vessel is to foe regretted. She 
was, i up to tl»e time of the accident, giving 
every satisfaction, and was on her return from 
the .11cth trip from Torvpto to Halifax this 
season. As the trade is shown to be directly 
profitable, by the expericnoe of Her Majesty, 
il would be the height of folly for Toronto 
merchants to allow it to relajmc into the hands 
of Montreal men, as it would assuredly do.

ONTARIO BANK—CHANGE IN THE

Ac­
cording- to Superintendent Barnes’ last re­
port, ths assets (which arc given with the 
minutest detail, and their nominal and mar­
ket value stated in every case) were sufficient 
to pay all losses, to give a re insurance fund 
of fifty j>er cent., and pay back the stock­
holders fevery cent of their money, with a 
surplus dtill remaining. The stock is quoted 
at 140 premium, as will be seen by our stock 
list. Aside from the soundness of the com­
pany, tli4 Canadian policy holders are secured 
by a ili posit with the government, under the 
Insurance Act of last session. A summary 
statement of the Hartford’s position appears 
in another column.

From a paper read before a meeting of the 
Social Science Association, held recently in 
New York, we take the following statement». 
From 1775 to 1815, the emigration to the 
United States was not more than three or four 
thousand per annum.

■epresents a capital value of $1,125, and u 
cash value of $150, being $1,275 in all, per 
head, the total increase to the national wealtl i 
was, $5,149,713,525.'
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In other columns we report a number 
rather serious marine losses. Underwritcr i 
are having a somewhat unpleasant experience 
all things considered, this fall. The seasoi 
began late, prices of produce are low, therebj 
giving much less premium on a cargo of i, 
given bulk, and the close is fast approaching 
so that the loues made to date are quite ou 
of proportion to the business done.

* NEW YORK INS. 00/8 IN ClkNADA.
To I he Editor of the Monetary Time*. ;

Dear Sir,—1 write to ask if you can afford sto 
explanation of the position occupied, in Canadi, 
by New York Insurance Companies.
' I have it on very good authority, that the las * 

of tliat State prohibit Ml companies, organic il 
there, from investing tlieir funds in the stoc k ir 
bonds of any foreign government. Also,, th it 
during the very last session of the New York Ix-gi i- 
laturr, a bill was introduced, and strenuous effoi is 
made by the companies to get it passed, to amei d 
this law, so that they could invest in the bonds >f 
any State, within the United States, and ifi moi t- 
gages on proiwrty in any stats, but that even n 
this very mild form the proposition was ahne it 
unanimously voted down.

This being the case, what permanent securi y 
do those companies offer to insurers in Canadi, f 
How can they, in the face of such a state of th< ir 
law, effect a compliance with the Canada depot it 
law* Our law requires them to invest $100,0 K> 
of gold in Dominion Stock, on or before the 1 it 
of August, 1871, and until that date, they inly 
procure a license, to do business, by depoaiti ig 
either the whole or half the amount, 1» U. < 
Currency. But while most, if not all, otl rr 
American companies have put up the whole « c- 
vosit, in the shape of $140,000 l. 8. Cy., io 
New York company has deposited more than f'< ,- 
000 or $80,000 In Û. S. Currency.

If, as is shown, the laws of their State, and of 
Can ad b do not allow of their remaining in Cana la 
mere than two years, why should they be allowed to 
go on getting business here, only to leave their Ca i- 
ada policyholder» in the lurch, as some havealmu ly 
done » And if thev>ean to get their lews amend d 
so i s to allow them to remain, (in which effoi t,

howevir, there seems no probability of success,) 
why do they not make the full deposit without 
delay ? Surely it is the more necessary that those 
companies, about whose remaining there is Imtli 
doubt and difficulty, should deposit in full, than 
that those should do so about whose permanent 
stay there is no donbt whatever.

Furthermore, I have the beat possible authority 
for saying that some, if not all, of the N. Y. 
Companies osierutiug in Canada, pay their (panada 
Agents, not in the ordinary permanent way, bat 
by a flat brokerage ; thus fully semiring them 
against loss, should Canada lie set adrift.

Putting all tlieie things together, Mr. Editor, 
you will admit the ease is one calling for ex(i|atta- 
tion. •
