In the closing stage in the Upper
House the Marquis of Crewe, Liberal
leader, took part in the debate on the
bill, and indirectly promised that the
attainment of an agreement in re-
gard to the elimination of the time-
limit, by which the counties of Ulster
were allowed to vote on the question
of their exclusion for a period of six
years from the operation of the Home :
Rule Bill, did not prove dificult. He
said, however ,that the area of the
portion of Ireland to be excluded had '
been so greatly enlarged by the
Unionists that it would be a vexed
and critical question. The Unionists,
he argued, had failed to explain how
they proposed to meet the inevitable
objections to éxclusion of the Roman
Catholic counties of Ulster and their

1 Village Has Disappeared From
the Map. :

There are not many men, even in
, this land of “mushroom” .growths,
i who lived to see extinguished'the vil-
'lage in which they were born. Vil-
lages are usually slow growing and
! usually are persistent as well. Espe~

cially is this true in the old settiled
Province of Ontario. Yet the tale
t that I am now telling is of such a
man. He was born in the village of
Kilworth in the valley of the Thames,
and he is yet in the prime of 1life.
. The man i8 Dr. Adam Shortt, Civil
Service Commissioner, says Francis
A. Carman in The Toronto Star
Weekly.

The village in' which Dr. Shortt saw
the light was one of the old mill wil-
lages of the early days of Ontario. It
was situated on the River Thames,
not far below Springbank, which
again is not far below the City of
London. London was chosen as the
site of the capital of Canada Dby Sir
John Graves Simcoe, who was Gov-
ernor of Canada at the end of the
eighteenth century, and this portion
of the province was settled early in
the century that followed. Kilworth
consisted of a mill, a store, and &
#alf dozen houses. Its reason for ex-
istence was the mill, to which the
farmers from rondabout brought
their grain to have it ground. In
the middle of last century the mill
was prosperous, and gave a living
to two partners, of whom Dr. Shortt’s
father was one. With the growth of
London and the drift of buginess
_thither, however, the mill fell on evil
days, and had eventually to be clos-
ed down, and then dismantled. A
few years ago Dr. Shortt visited his
native village, and found not a build-
ing standing. Even the old bridge
was gone. The only means of identi-
fying the spot were the few remains
of foundations that it had not been
profitable to carry away. The place
has gone, and the name has been
picked up and bestowed upon an-
other hamlet in a slightly wvaried
form. Kilworth Bridge is in the same
valley of the Thames, but is some
miles distant from the hamlet in
which the present Civil Service Com-
missioner waa born. ;

It therefore becomes a necessity-and a duty
to-minimise as far-as possible the dangers and
risks that are ever present when man essays to
move about in an element with which he is not
fitted by nature to contend.

Everybody should learn toswim. This is
trite advice,but until everybody has acquiredihe
art, which is by no means an easy one to mas’-
er, the necessity will exist to continue to urge it
upon-the public.

WEALTH OF THE NATIONS

An interesting article on the wealth of the
great nations recently appeared 1n _the London
Staiist from the pen of its -editor, Sir George
Paish, who. estimates that the increase ‘in
wealth in Great Britain, France, Germany and
United States, during the last century, has
been 580 per cent. 400 per cent. 700 per cent,
and 8,500 per cent  respectively.

SAFETY AND GOST

Less prominence is given to the services
‘which wireless telegraphy can rerder to ships
at sea, than to the occasional disasters which
it has been unable to prevent. . Even in the
worst of these, such as the sinking of the
Titanic and the Empress of Ireland, the wire-
Jess equipment saved many lives, and nublic
opinion not on y supports but demands its in-
stallation wherever possible. Up to the pres-
ent compulsory instaliation has been confined
to passenger ships, but there is now before the
British Parliament a Government Bill which
will make a wireless equipment compulsory for
ships which carry fifty or more persons, in-
cluding the crew.

It is perhaps but na‘ural that- this
measure should meet with some opposition,
not, of course, from the public but from inter-
ested parties. The directors of the Marconi
Company, for instarice, who are not quite dis-
interested critics, ‘complain that it makes an
arbitrary limitation, and they would substi-
tute another equally arbitrary, by which wire-
. ss will become compulsory onall ships which
sail fifty miles or more from the coast. What
is said to be a more serious objection is urged
by Mr. Allen Burgoyne, M. P., a distinguished
naval authority, who points out that the Bill as
it stands will not cover the vast mass of mer-
chant ships.and will, perhaps desigredly, oper-
ate almost solely in favor of pissenger carry-
ing vessels. The substitute which he would
propose is a standard of tonnage and not of
crew and passengers.

The Manchester Guardian declares that
perhaps that would be a befter solution, but it
urges that whatever kind of stardard is adopt-
ed the important question is whether it shall be
{ -amed so at 1o include the great mass of cargo-
earrying vessels, or only those which are chicf-
ly concerned in the passenger traffic. — The
safety of human life is the first consideration,

it. ~Of those who 100k part in the division, Mr.
Balfour and Mr. Chavolin still occupy places on
the Front Opposition bench, Mr.Joseph Cham-
berlain recently passed away and Lord St. Ald-
wyn has retired from active politics. Lord St.
Aldwyn, as Sir Michael Hicks-Beach, was at
that time the Conservative leader in the House
of Commons, and wound up the debate for the
opposition ina vigorous speech. On the Lioer-
al side Lord Morely was Chief Secretary for
Ireland, and he thus watched over the Home
Rule policy from starttdthe finish. Mr. "As-
quith entered Parliament at the -election that
followed the defeat oi the Sill Mr. Lloyd George
entered Parlism.nt four years later, and Mr.

Bonar Law fourteen years later.

Mr. Gladstone’s speech at the close of
the debate was one of his greatest Parliament-
ary etforts, and his peroration has became fam-
ous : “Ireland stands at your bar expectant,
hopeful, almost suppliant. Her words are the
words of truth and Soberness. She asked a

blessed oblivion of the past, and in that obliv- |

jon our intérest is deeper even than hers.”
And then in speakifig of the ‘‘traditions” of
Irish policy, to which Conservatives ‘had  ap-
pealed, he exclaimed : ‘‘What traditions?

|ANOTHER CANAL

IS IN SIGHT

‘e
U. S. Secretary Says Erie-Ontaric
Waterway Will Be Needed.

WASHINGTON, July 15.—Remov-
al of restrictions upon the importance
of electric power from Canada ‘and re-
tention of the present limit of 15,000
cubic feet per second upon the
amount of water diverted for water
power purposes from the Niagara riv-
er above the falls on the American
gide were advocated by Secretary Gar-
rison ih a letter to the House for-
eign affairs committee, made public
yesterday. With the letter Mr. Gar-
rison sent a report by Brigadier-Gen-
eral Kingman, chief of the army en-
gineers, declaring that the enormous
commerce on the greaf lakes prob-
ably soon would demand a ship canal
between Lakes Erie and Ontario om
American soil. .

As to the situation below the Falls,
Secretary Garrison said there seemed
no reason for an express limitation
upon water diverted there. He en-
dorsed in a general way the pending
Smith and Cline bill, which, he said,
“closely approached the legislation
needed for the protection of the
Niagara river, and for the best and
most economic use of its waters for
power developments not inconsistent
with navigation interests.”

The Secretary’s letter will be be-
fore the committee to-day, at a
meeting called for a gemneral discus-
sion of the Niagara water-diversion
problems, which have vexed Con-
gress, the War Department and New
York State authoriiies for years. Re-
presentatives of the Seneca Indians
are expected to appear to syppert
the Senecas’ claim to rights in the
Niagara, under the Pickering treaty.

Mat-
hew and Mark both say that the beal-
ing of ‘our lesson.took place as He de-
parted from Jericho, and Matthew says
that there were two blind men. Well,
“thére are no discrepancies and nothing
i0 reconcile. He bealed a blind man as
He .entered Jericho and two more as
He left the city. and one of the two
was called Bartimaeus, and no doubt
there were many more blind people
healed at different times (Matt. xi, 15;
kil, 22; John ix), and we cannot but re-
Joice with every poor fellow who re-
reived his sight. feel sorry for those
who did not and pity the spirituvally
blind who fancied that they did see, be-
tause they were wise in their own esti-
mation.

When the kingdom comes we shall
jee the King in His beauty, and we
shall then think that we never knew
Him before, He will be so glorious
(Isa. xxxiil, 17, 24; John iil, 1, 2). BEv-
ery, -shall see Him, either to adore

enjoy Him forever or élse to
see Him and bear Him say, “Depart
trom me; I never knew you.” The cry
»f the man who was healed as He en-
tered Jerivho apd that of the others
healed as He left the city is so #imilar
that some cannot think that Luke is
telling of a separate incident (Matt. xx,
80; Mirk x, 47; Luke xvili, 38).

Acts xxiii, 11). They make a beautiful,
helpful Bible stndy on forgiveness,
peace, victory and the purpose of God.

“The remarkable thing 1s that this
word, used only elsewbere by our Lord,
‘is used in our lesson’ by those who
called the blind man. | wonder why
they should use one of our Lord's spe-
cial words.

Then Father Adam, leaning to his
own understanding, sinned wilfully, |
that -he might have fellowship with
his wife—rather than with God.
