Toronto, Déc. 16.—Changes which
the Ontario Government proposes
making in the legislation to. he
brought down at the next sessien for
the alleviation of the shortage of
houses, since the Dominion Govern-
ment has announced a loan of $25,-
000,000 to the provinces to assist in
this work, have become known. The
provisions of . the legislation were
made public in concrete form by Mr.
J. A. Ellis of the Ontario Railway
and Maunicipal Board, who is in
chargas of the Government housing
scheme. One of the principal ehang-«
es in the plans announced last July
is that the Government, through the
municipalities, will make a loan ‘to
a ‘farmer, and to any person who
owns his own -land and erects a
house thereon for his owm occupa-

tion, to the full value of the building.

Under the plan proposed  formerly,
the municipality itsélf had to ad-
vance part of the money to be loaned
to the builder,

The Government believes, “Mr. El-
lis said, that the legislation to be in-
troduced will A contain ample safe-
guards to prevent speculators mak-
ing use of the loan! Where under
the former scheme it was proposed
to permit housing companies to rent
the houses when built, now it is de-
terniined that houses ‘must  be sold
whelr ¢ompleted. Government will re
serve to itself, however, the right un-
der:  extenuating cireumstances .to
permit houses to be rented for a per-
iod -of time.

For All Municipalities

Any municipality will be permitted
to ‘come under the provisions of the
proposed legislation after ‘it is enact-

ed; upon a“by-law being passed by i

the Ceuncil. After the’ by-law is ap-
proved the Coundil must appoint a
commission for carrying out the pur-
poses of the Act.
must be composed of three members,
of whom the mayor shall be one, and
the other two shall‘bé nominated by
the Council, although they must not
be members-of that hody.: They will,
ve Eleéted ™ BT TWo 'years, one retiring
each yeap.

“It is sexpected that the Onta.rlo
Housing Committee will report early
next year, recommending - various
types. of houses,:and provide plans
and specifications: for the same,”. Mr.
Ellis said, “‘also as to the laying out
of the land  and, the plotting of: the
buildings thereon. - - Copies of such
plans, spécifications, etc., may then
be obtained om,application.

During his sojourn in Eng-
land , he had ample opportunities of
learning what consideration British
authorities gave ,to Canadian pre-
ducts if the price were at all fair.

Mr. E. Guss Porter, M.P. was
chairman and .in a few words. re-
ferred to the possibilities in the. fu-
ture for Canada.

Mr. Meldrum opened his address
with a high tribute to the women of
Britain,  who performed seemingly
impossible work and made vietory a
possibility.

6,000 Planes

Destroyed and Snnendered in Pres-
ent year—Foch warns ot Eva-
siqn of Terms Now

LONDON, Dec.  11.-~~The surren-
der of the 2,000 German airplanes
required under the termis qf the ar-
mistice convéntion has been! proceed-
ing during the past week, and it is
expected the fall cpmplement of
enemy machines will shortly be in
the Allies’ hands. 2

The taking .over, examining _ and
parking of so vast.a fleet ‘'of ma-
chiues has necessarily taken time, as
the German armies in_their retire-
ment are: leaving the p!anes ‘behind
in their.evacuated: airﬁomes Certain
difficulties. -and attempted - evasions
connected with the precise propor-
tion of the various types of aircraft
to be turned over and. the air worthi-
ness of some of ‘the machinés " sur-
rendered are now being adjusted in
response to firm representations by
Marshal Foch on behalf of the Al-
lies.

Some light is thrown upon what
this gigantic surrender of aireraft
means to the Germans by the offi-
cial British figures of air fighting up-
on the British western front from
January 1, 1917 to the date of the
-armistice: . These figures show the
number of enemy machines destroy-
ed in aerial edmbats by the British
to have béen 3,060, while' enemy
machines driven d6wn out of control
numbered 1,174. €
Germany is known to!/ have ' lost
well over 6,000 airplanes, destroyed
and. surrendered during the. present
year. On the other hand the Te-
sources of the Allies are being rein-
forced by-2,000.. German = machines
of modern, type and in good ‘service-
able ‘condition.

It is worth noting that the terms
of the 'armistice include the giving
up of the complete eguipment of the
various reconnaissance’ and bombing
machines, this ' taking in a  large
number of -German ~aerial cameras,
bombs, sights machine guns, wi-e-
less transmitters, ete.
