PEER'S 30N SENTENCED
L0 i

At Sussex Assizes on July 5, the Hon.
Jacob John Astley, 32, younger brother of
Lord Hastings, pleaded "Guilty” to various
charges of forgery at Brighton and was
sentenced to 18 months imprisonmunt.
The Judge said that in view of the prison-
er’s ill-health he would not impose a sen-
tence of hard labour.
It was stated that prisoner was convict-
ed of fraud in South Africain 1913. He
afterwards served in the Natal Light
Horse, came to England, and was gazet-
ted second lieutenant in the North Somer-
set Yeomamy in June. Two days later
his commission was cancelled. He open-
ed an account at Charing Cross Bank with
his outfit allowance and advance pay. He
received a book of 25 cheques and on his
first 10 cheques withdrew the amount
paid in. The remaining 15 cheques were
presented in payment of various accounts,
the prisoner’s practice being to draw a
cheque for an amount greater than that
of the amount he was paying and to re-
ceive the balance in money. The total
value of these cheques was £122.
It was suggested on the prisoner’s be-
half that he was subject to attacks of
malarial fever, The family were willing
to help make good the money obtained,
and the prisoner himself would also prob-
ably help.
The Judge said he was satisfied the
prisoner was a thoroughly fraudulent per-
son.—The Times.

FISHERIES ENGINEER FOR ONTARIO
% ——

Canada is certain to beé visited by in-

creasing numbers of tourists and holiday

— Two large steamers with cargoes of
salt from Spain, arrived at St. John’s, Nfld.,
last week, thus relieving the salt famine
which previously existed and threatened
seriously to hamper operations for fisher-
men around the seaboard, who required
salt for curing their catches.

——Two Germans who were cabin
passengers aboard the Dutch steamer
Nickerie were taken off that ship by a
boarding party from the British cruiser
Isis which stopped it on July 21, off Barn-
egat, Capt. Van Borden reported upon his
arrival at New York from South American
and West Indian ports that night.

——A man named Percy Freeman was
brought to Yarmouth, N. S, Wednesday
night, July 21, on the D. A. R, from Wey-
mouth with a broken back, and he was
taken to the hospital. He was a ’'long-
shoreman and engaged in loading pulp on
a steamer at that port, and while at work
that morning . was knocked down the
hatch.

——In a fit of violent insanity, James
Francis, an aged resident of Olinville,
about nine miles beyond Welsford, Queens
Co., N. B, shot and killed his son Fred
while he slept in bed early on Saturday
morning, and two hours later he committ-
ed suicide with the same weapon.

——One of the largest lobsters ever
landed at Louisburg, N. S., was brought
ashore recently by Judson Cross, a success-
ful fisherman, who found the monster
crustacean entangled in the trap net, it
having got caught while forcing its huge
body with its attachmedts through the
trap door. It weighed a shade less than
twelve pounds. *

——At an important meeting of lobster
fishermen and packers in Souris, P. E. L,
on July 22, a delegation was appointed to
go to Ottawa to apply for an extension of
the lobster fishing season. It closed on
June 26. They want extension until the
end of August. Late opening owing to
ice was the chief argument in favor of
extension.

——Premier Botha arrived in Cape
Town on July 22, from the campaign,
which ended on July 9, with the surrender
of German Southwest Africa. The prem-
ier received an ovation wherever he ap-
peared. The city was decorated and the
people thronged the streets. On the ar-
rival of Premier Botha at the government
house, 10,000 school children sang the
National Anthem.

——With the ratification reached Satur-
day night by the machinists, of the agree-
ment reached between the labor leaders
and the Remington Arms & Ammunition
Company and the Stewart Construction
Company, the strike at the arm’s com-
pany’s plants at Bridgeport, Conn., came
practically to an end, and the men were to
be back at work Monday morning. The
structural iron workers took similar action.

—Three young men of Halifax, N. S,,
were drowned, and one narrowly escaped
death, by the upsetting of a rowboat in
the harbor about midnight Saturday night.
The men who lost their lives were James
Gerald Hann, electrician, aged 25 years of
age; Clfford Long, about the same age,
driver, and Frank Walsh, twenty years of
age. The rescued man was Thomas R.
James, The three drowned men were un-
married,

——Jean Bouchard was arrested Satur-
day in Montreal, on suspicion of being a
German spy. He had maps of Montreal,
with locations ‘of armories, stations and
public buildings marked; also German
papers and nearly $300 in cash. The
police think “Bouchard” may have been
signalling to aeroplanes which have been
reported in this vicinity. 'He had been
under surveillance by police on the moun-
tain for several days. é

——Capt. Charles G. D. Roberts, form
erly of Fredericton, is now with the 16th
King’s Regiment. He has been in training
in the North of England, and will join his
regiment at the front during the present
summer. The London Book Monthily
pays a high tribute to Capt. Roberts for
his action in answering the call of his'Em-
pire, in the following; “Many men have
put aside the pen for the sword, and Capt.
Roberts is not the least distinguished of
the brilliant company.”

——Seeing Mrs. B, N. Caswell and her
daughter, Aleta, of Gardner, Mass,, strug-
gling in—the Mississippi river, Vermont,
July 21, an engineer on a Canadian Pacific
freight train stopped his engine, and with
the aid of the train crew, brought the
women ashore. Mrs. Caswell and her
daughter were driving along the river
when the bank gave way and the horse
and carriage with its occupants went into
the river. . The horse, a-valuable racer,
was drowned,

——As a result of arrangements being
made by prominent business men, it is
expected that Hamilton, Ont., will shortly
be in a position to offer the government
two hundred machine guns for the Cana-
dian battalions. Already many generous
offers have been received.  An association
will be formed of which Col. R. H. Labatt,

——Colonel W. W. Burland, of the 14th
Battalion, Royal Montreal Regiment, and
Captain Scrimger, of the Canadian Medical
Service, also of Montreal, were received
by the King at Windsor Castle on July
22. His Majesty invested Colonel Burland
with the insignia of the Distinguished
Service Order, and Captain Scrimger with
the Victoria Cross.

——With four occupants, an automobile
belonging to Dr. A. Lafonde of St. Jacques
de Parisville, Que., jumped a bridge in
that township last Thursday afternoon,
and Miss O. Blanchet was instantly killed,
while her sister was severely injured.

Dr. Lafonde, who was driving the car,
was slightly hurt, as was also the pastor
of the parish, Father Rouleau.

——Judge McKeown presided at the
divorce court at Fredericton, Tuesday
morning, and delivered judgement in
three” undefended cases, Wheaton vs.
Wheaton, Branscombe vs. Branscombe,
and Vincent vs, Vincent. Absolute divorce
was granted in each case on statutory
grounds. The Vincent case is from St.
John, the ;Wheaton case from Moncton,
and the Branscombe case from Woodstock.

——The liner Ormidale, which arrived
at Montreal, July 22, from Glasgow,
brought two Gloucester fishermen, picked
up 150 miles off Cape Race from an opeu
dory in which they had been adrift six
and a half days, with only three biscuits
between them and starvation, The men,
Angus McEachern and D. McNeil, became
separated from the Bay State, a Boston
fishing schooner, during a fog. They will
be sent to their homes by the United
States consul.

——John B, Herreshoff, president of the
Herreshoff Manufacturing Company,

The body of Herbert S. Stone,
who was a Lusitania victim, also came
ashore the same day, at Bally Bunnion, a
small town at the mouth of the River
Shannon, on the west coast of Ireland,
about 150 miles from the point where the
Lusitania was sunk. The body has been
identified by articles upon the person,
including card case filled with cards, watch
and other belongings.

——An authograph letter from Pope
Benedict to Cardinal Amette, Archbishop
of Paris, it was announced July 20, con-
tained the following :

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PROGRESS OF THE WAR

s
[July 20 to July 26]
F¥HE news from the battlefronts was
l scantier' in the past® week than at

any previous time since the war began,
censequently there is very little to record
here ; but the week must have witnessed
some of the fiercest fighting of the whole
war, particularly in the eastern arena.

In the west no changes of any impor-
tance were reported, except in the Vosges,
where the French achieved a notable suc-
ces in the Ban-de-Sapt region. It would
appear that not only in the Vosges, but at
other points further west, heavy fighting
occurred throughout the week.

The greatest interest of tha week
centred in the drive of the Teutons on
Warsaw. The Russians appear to have
resisted stubbornly, but the Teutonic
forces were believed, atthe end of the
week, to be almost in possession of the
prize for which they have been struggling
so long. The fall of Warsaw would éeem
now to be inevitable.

Some progress on the part o the Allies
in Gallipoli was reported, but the news
supplied was very scant. A British sub-
Tharine was again said to have penetrated
40 Constantinople, to have suuk some
Turkish vessels, and to have done other
damage. Predictions were being made
that the unobstructed passage of the Dar-
glanelles would be effected within two

“®veeks; but no authentic information has
been divulged that would warrant such
an assumption.

The hostilities between the Italians and
Austrians seem to have resulted in sub-
stantial Italian gains. The fall of Gorizia
would appear to be imminent, if it has not
actually taken place. The little island of
Palagosa, an important strategic position
on the Adriatic, was reported to have been
occupled by the Italians on July 26; and
on the same day the Freach destroyer
Le Bisson, it was officially announced,
destroyed the Austrian submarine and
aeroplane depot on Lagosta Island, the
southernmost of the Dalmatian Islands
in the Adriatic.

It was repored that the Allies had again
been bombarding Turkish ports in Asia

pedagogues even declare that it is a sign
of slavish weakness on the part of Germans
to learn to speak foreign tongues, to act,
to think like English or Frenchmen. “A
German must shave his head in order to
remain a German when living abroad, so
rapidly does he assimilate the customs and
manners of other peoples, ” a well-known
German remarked to me with much bitter-
ness. But the Germans will see to it, they
declare, that their children shall notin the
future be slaves of any foreign race. A
Government official said to me :—

What is thease of teaching our young
people to speak French or English perfect-
ly? Why should we torture our German
tongues to twist and curl like French or
English ones ? It will do foreigners good
to have their language maltreated ; ger-

haps they will then take the trouble to
learn ours.
