VALOR OF ,QQEEN'S BAYS.

“On this day the cavalry under
G!nl?l . Allenby reached - the
neighborhood of Braine.and did
good work in clearing the town
and the high ground beyond it of
strong hostile detachments. The
Queen’s Bays are particularly
mentioned by the General as hav-
ing assisted greatly in the success
of this operation. They were well
supported by the third division,
which on this night bivouacked at
Brenelle, south of the river.

“The fifth division approached
Missy, but were unable to make
headway. The west army corps
reached the neighborhood of
Vauxcere without much opposi-
tion. In this manner the battle
of the Aisne commenced.

“The Aisne valley runs general-
ly east and west and consists of a
flat-bottemed depression varying
from one-half to two miles wide,
down which the river follows a
winding course. To the west is
high ground. Both sides of the
river are approximately four hun-
dred feet above the valley, broken
into spurs. The most prominent
slopes. and plateaus overlooking
the Aisne, of varying steepness,
are covéred with patches of wood
which exténd on to the high
ground. Several small villages and
towns are detted about, chief of
which is Soissons.

AISNE NOT FORDABLE.

“The Aisne is a sluggish stream,
170 feet wide and 15 feet deep in
the centre, and is unfordable. Be-
tween Soissons on the west and
Villers on the east, the part of the
river attacked and secured by the
British forces, are eleven road
bridges.” One narrow-gauge and
a double-line railway run near the
river.

“The position of the enemy was
very strong, either for delaying
action or for a defensive battle.
One of the chief military charac-
teristics is that, except for small
stretches on the top of the plat-
eau, either side cannot be seen,
owing te the woods on the edges
of the slopes. The tract of coun-
try above described is well adapt-
ed for concealment. The enemy
so skilfully turned this to account
that it made it impossible to judge
of the real nature of his opposi-
tion to our passage of the river,
but I have every reason to con-
clude that strong rear: guards, at
least three army corps, were hold-
ing the passages early in the
morning of the 13th.

Poles have adopted tactics which

will interfere seriously with the
military strength of the Germans.
According to the reports, Ger-
man lines of communications
have been harrassed and in the
many concealed ways in which a
hostile people can annoy an in-
vader, the Poles have played ha-
voc with detached parties of Ger-
man’ soldiery.

Reprisals by the Germans can
avail them little, while such re-
sistance on the part of the inhabi-
tants cannot endanger seriously
the invading force as a whole, the
adoption by the Poles of guerilla
tactics, wil{' weaken considerably,
if not cripple; the German offen-
sive, The news from Poland at
once recalls vividly the attempts
which were factors in the ignom-
inous crumbling of the Turkish
offensive in Macedonia and also
Thrace during the late Balkan
campaign. ‘

While  the Bulgarian army was
hammering away at the Turks be-
fore Kirk Kilisse and Lule Bur-
gas, the guerilla warriors did not
prove themselves to be of remark-
able assistance to the trained
troops. It was = later when the
Turks attempted an orderly re-
treat, that their columns in some
places were shattered utterly by
the Komitadjis, the hillmen,
whose knowledge of the topo-
graphy of the country proved fa-
tal to thousands of the Sultan’s
soldiers.

The reports from Poland are
important also in that while they
never took kindly to Russian rule
the Poles regard administration of
their affairs from Petrograd as
preferable to the rule of Berlin.
More than a hundred years ago
another invader passed through
their country and promised to free
them from Russian domination.
Poland then acquired nothing save
the desolation of property and the
loss of many of her sons who fell
in the disastrous retreat of Na-
poleon’s' grand army. X

Meanwhile, although there has
been considerable activity at vari-
ous points along the entire three
hundred mile battle front, extend-
ing from the Carpathian range
through Galicia north into Po-
land and to East Prussia, the tor-
rential rains and sleet-storms _of
early winter, which swept the dis-
trict at this period of the year,
undoubtedly have interfered seri-
ously with military operations.

Along the greater part of the
front from the channel almost to
the Swiss frontier, there is not
likely to be any material change
in the line before spring. On both
sides of this line ;the defending
troops will take their positions
behind the works in reliefs, the
remainder resting in the shelters,
which will most likely take the
form of corrugated iron huts,
heated by stoves. In these the

Instead of the expected drive
southward of the German forces
in Belgium following the fall of
Antwerp and the release of the
troops necessary to maintain the

IMPERIAL HIGHWAY,
When the C. P. R. was in the build-
ing it was said that it would be a
great imperial highway, over which
the British Government could convey
troops to India. That was one of the
arguments in its favor; but the com-
mercial one was probably the strong-
est. At the same time, the company
hag played an impoftant.part in con-
nection with the present struggle—
proving that the phrase “an Imperial
Highway' was not used in vain. Can-
ada responded to the need of the Em-
pire; but so distant was she fram the
heart of the 'latter that the difficulty
of instant help was great. The C. P.
R. had fortunately made a track from
ocean to ocean; the system was able
to place 19,000 miles of track at the
disposition of the federal government.
This brought St. John and Halifax
close to the prairies of the West, and
made a journey greater than that be-
tween Liverpool and Quebec a matter
of hours. By this means, by the rapid
transformation of ordinary cars into
commisgsary cars, and by the wuse
which the government was able to
make of the C. P. R. fleet, the system
was able to render, at the moment,
a most effectual service not only for
Canada but the Empire.

The boats were requisitioned by the
government and transformed into
auxiliary cruisers, which are now
sailing the ocean seeking for vessels
carrying the German flag. Then, too,
the C. P. R. took an imperial stand
with regard to the Capadian Patriotic

The company itself gave $100,000,
while the employees contributed a
day’s pay, which amounted to $150,000
more. Moreover, the officers, in their
individual capacities, made handsome
contributions.

The arrangements made by the C.
P. R. for the handling and caring for
the troops were all carried out with-
out the slightest disarrangement of
the time tables. The public were 1n
no way inconvenienced; but a great
service was rendered in a great crisis
by a system which has been called
the largest transportation company 1n
the world.

Obylously Can-
adian factori¢s é¢annot be operated un-
less there is o demand for their pro-
ducts. Hence.the appeal on every
hand to Canadfans® to patronize the
goods made by their Tellow-citizens in
Canadian factories. It is admitted on
all sides that there will be consider-
able unemployment, and consequent
guffering during the next few months
in Canada, but if €very Canadiar
would, as far ds possible, patronize
home industries, orders would come
in to many Canadian factories -that
have hitherto been placed abroad, and
inktead of a slackening in factory ac-
tivity the wheels of industry might
be operated with accelerated speed
during this period of trial

Manufacturers and othér large em-
ployers of labor have agreed among
themselves to maintain their working
staffs as fully-as possible even it they
operate at cost or in some cales be-
low cost. In se doing they are not
actudted by any desire for profits,
welcome as these would be, but solely
with a view of relieving the distress
which unemployment always brings.
Théy feel that it is far better to fur-
nish a livelihood for Canadians
through Honest work and honest
wages - than to dole out a pittance
through charitable institutions.

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THE SITUATION.

News from the front may be re-
garded as satisfactory and reassuring.
Of first importance was_the sinking
by the cruiser “Undaunted,” assisted
by British destroyers, of four German
craft of the latter designation. The
Undaunted 'is of a new type, with a
speed of thirty knots. She was in
command of (faptaih Fox, who lost his
cruiser, the Amphion, when it ran into

a Gerfnan mine. There has been some

thoughtless comment, especially after
the sinking of three British sHips by
German submarines, as to what the
British fleet were doing. The answer
must be “wonderfully well.” First and
foremost, they have kept the trade
routes open, maintained a safe convoy
for British troops from all over, and
kept the Kaiser’s big vessels
bottled up in the Kiel canal. All this
time they have been in the open,
whereas the enemy has offered very
few targets. Even so their bag up to
date has been larger than that‘of the
Germans.

On land the news is also good. The
Allies have checked two German
movements and have put a crimp in
the march of the Kaiser's forces to-
wards the French coast towns. Sir J.
French, in his latest despatches, an-
nounces that the British up to date of
sending had then fought for twenty-
five days continuously in the present
battle. It will thus be seen that the
troops of John Bull are just as valor-
ous and determined as; of yore. - The
Russians report a severe:reverse for
the Germans mear. Warsaw, and it is
manifest , that: they are being much
better handled than in their struggle
with Japan.

The important announcement from
Ottawa is:that it has been decided:to
keep thirty thousand men continuous-
ly in training in Canada for home
defence, and also for the despafch at’

“intervals of 10,000 more troops to the

front.- This is .t‘h,ca_p;op,ertlrsbiri}, and
one which will meet with a ready’ all-
round response.
"“The circumstance that anothér Brit-
ish force is about to leave to help the
plucky Belgians will be received with
great satisfaction.

Mr. Cobb, a U. S. war c¢orrespond-
ent with the Germans, recently re-
' ported to his papef that surprise had
been expressed as to how the Ger-
mans had been so speedily able to
secure solid enough foundations for
their heavy siege guns. He said that
the explanation was simple—that it
turned out that at many vantage
points during a term of years Ger-
mans had quietly purchased property,
and that solid concrete foundations
had been installed and then turf cov-
ered. Now there comes the news from
London, Edinburgh and Paris that
factory buildings owned by Germans
have also been found to have heavy
concrete foundations, and are like-
wise situated at important and strate-
gic points. Thus day by day the evi-
dence accumulates that no country
ever prepared more cunningly or in-
geniously for the present terrible and
by them deliberately-provoked con-
flagration, than did the Kaiser and his
war lords.

FIXING UP LETTERS.
the . United States

Newspapers in

receiving—letters which purport to be
from relatives or friends of theirs in

geries. The Kaiser’s Government evi-
dently has a force of officials whose
work is to open' private correspond-
ence addressed to the United States,
and to rewrite the letters, interlmrding
them with assertions and arguments
designed to influence public opinion
in the United States, and closing them
with requests that the letters be pass-
ed around and shown.to as many. peo-
ple as possible. ;

Mixed with the foxy cunning of this
there is, however, an amazing stupid-
ity. The forged letters are all type-
written, though, .as.many of -those who
have received letters have declared,
Fihey-1ave ‘never Beiors yecevdd type-

|rwritten letters from the persons whose

names are signed to them. A lady who
resides in Winnipeg has lent the Free
Press of that city one of these letters
concocted by the imperial censoring
department at Berlin, and consisting
of the substance of a genuine letter
with a mass of misrepresentation and
pro-German argumentation sifted
through it, the whole making ten
closely-typed pages. The Freg Press
prints the document. Here afe some
of the statements placed in between
personal matters:

“Every American here seems almost
as enthusiastic as the Germans. The
enthusiasm, quietness and control of
the troops is nothing less than won-
derful. One could not have believed
such a spirit to exist without having
seen it. Before the declaration of war
people sobbed in the streets, men had
stern faces and bloodshot eyes—
everyone prayed that war might be
prevented and that England would
help against the Russians by preserv-
ing neutrality., But since the war be-
came inevitable, there has been noth-
ing but a bright determination to do
the best possible to protect the coun-
try.

“The respect, admiration and affec-
tion for the Emperor and his family
seem unbounded in all classes and all
parties. Their actions have shown the
people living here, of all nations, how
honest, sincere, and upright the Em-
peror is ‘in all his intents, and every-
one has the utmost implicit trust in
him and in his integrity. A plot was
discovered and stopped ‘n its almost
final execution to murder the Em-
peror, ‘as the heir to Austria’s thraone
was murdered. It was Russia’s inten-
tion to get away with both murders,
so that there would be no obstriction
to Russia’s plan to annex the Balkan
States.. The people here ex~ect great
brutalities, sacking, plunder and mur-
der from the Russians, who do not
reckon with civilization, nor its me-
thods.” ;

“The tales of the warfare in Bel-
gium are pitiful. An American woman
I know has a husband, a physician, an
Ameriean German, who was there. He
has written to say that the barbarity
of the Belgians was absolutelys unex-
pected to all. The inhabitants took
part by free shooting. This physician
says that the was~shot at anid some
others killed.. while trying to care for
the wounded. A house in which they
phaced eight wounded and a Red Cross
flag. was entered and the throats cut |
of all the wounded.

_ “The “spirit in° England is certainly
in contrast to that here, where every-
one feels that he is doing a' man’s
stern duty to preserve his home and
family, and that therefore no effort
can-be spared.

ish Empire. This is a strange gath-
ering together of Crown Colonies,
Dominions, Protectorates, a Com-
monwealth, Dependencies,—and In-
dia. India is directly ruled by the
Crown. Jersey, Guernsey, and the
Isle of Man are governed under their
own laws, but certain officials are
appointed by the Crown. Canada and
Australia are both self-governing, but
the Senators in Canada are appointed
by the Governor-General, while those
of Australia are ‘elected. There is a
Secretary of State for India in the
King's Cabinet. And all gradations
of self-government may be found in
the more than ninety units of the
British Empire.

This fearful and wonderful fabric
has no central body. There is no
“Bundesrath” or Imperial Council.
No collective action of its units is
possible. The relation to them of
the Mother Country is illogical, ill-
defined. To the foreigner accustom-
ed to the federation of the American
States or of the units of the German
Empire the government looks plan-
less and ineffective.”

All of which is preliminary to the
observation that there is not at the
present moment any more effective in-
stitution in the whole world of poli-

an Empire which is an Empire of the
spirit, an Empire whose philosophy
of politics is all wrong, but for which
the costliest things within the gift
of man are poured out without stint,
we are moved to wonder whether
this is a prophecy of the future.
Will the States of the coming days
make more of the spirit and less of
the machine? Will they reck less of
constitutions and bills of rights and
fabrics of government and more of

the invisible things which touch the,

soul? ;
We do not want to seem to degrade
a high theme; but English plum pud-
ding holds the key to the mystery.

The 'Third Punic War was inspired by
Rome’s determination to stroy this
great city of the Phoenicians, and in
149 B. C. the Consuls Manilius and Cen-
sorinus, with an army of 80,000 men,
which - was later enormonsly increased,
sailed against Carthage.

The city itself was built upon a mush-
room shaped peninsula, the narrow neck
of which was about three miles in
breadth. Across this strip of land three
great walls were built, the outer
about six or seven feet thick and forty
feet high, with towers at intervals o
feet. These three walls were
nected that they formed one continuous
system of masonry, embracing 300 horse-
shoe-shaped stalls for elephants, storage
for their fodder, stables for 4,000 horses
