FROM OUR HALIFAX CORRESPONDENT

Halifax, March, 18, 1808.
Dear Mirror,—

We have had rain more or less eyery day since
my last, while I write the rain is teeming in tor-
rents, and has been pelting all day, it is excess-
ively dull, and very few people are moving out
doors.
