ATHENS POULTRY FAIR

In point of poultry offered, the fair
beld in Athens on Friday last was
highly successfol—probablv the largest
in the meries of suocesssul fairs held
here.

The poultty began to arrive about
9 and by 2 p.m. the fair was prac-
tically over, only two lots remaining
on the stret. 1n this short time 21}
tons were sold.

At first, the farmers were reluctant
to let their birds go at the price offered
but when they learned that the top bid
bad been made the selling was rapid.
The ruling prices were as follows :—

were divided as follows :

The poultry was generally in fine
condition and the buyers were well
pleased with the offering, the Brock-
ville buvers securing a particularly
choice lot.

The absence of American buyers
was freely commented upon by the
farmers. The secretary, as usual, sent
invitations to the fair to over a score
of leading American buyers, and it was
tully expected that some of these
would be present. In view of the fact
that turkeys raled at 28¢c on the other
side ot the river, the Americans could
bave paid the duty and still had a
comfortable wargin at the low prices
paid by the Canadians.

Allan Kavanagh was awarded the
prize for “the largest load. He had
135 turkeys, which weighed 1639 lbs.
He sold at 18}c, the load bringing him
$303.37. A tew days previously he
bad sold 800 lbs of live birds at 20c.
In preparing the birds for markes he
bad fed 5§ tons of corn, which cost from
$28 to $33 per ton.

Ledving out the novelty of th (if-
ferent new sights, one thing struck me
most vividly, How badly the .artificial
life of the big cities compare with the
clean, honest, work-a-day life of the
country!

I was only in New York about three
weeks, but during that ehort time 1
wae worried and pestered up with cir-
culars and letters and budgets advising
me what I should do, and what I
shouldn’t do. First one advised me to
live on nuts like a monkey. Next I was
told that I devorured too much meat
(God only knows where my candid
friend got his information from). One
learned citizen mailed me a budget of
scientific facts—compiled in a wond-
erful artistic fashion—lauding to the
skies “a newly invented, highly con-
centrated fod tablet.”” There was no
need to trouble about cooking any lon-
ger—gwallow a pill and you were nour-
ed for the day.

If, by any chance, we ever follow our
learncd friend’s advice, the next gener-
ation will be born toothiess.

And it is very much the same in all
big cities. Life becomes artificial. In
Brussels and Paris everyone talks and
dreams and exists solely for pictures,
statuary and cafes. Of course. Art i3
a wonderful thing—of course. But af-
ter all it is only an imitation of life.

This is the ofdinary- pressure at what
is known as sea level, and to this all
thermometers are calibrated. In a moun-
tainous region the pressure is hardly
ever 80 much as 15 pounds, and water
boils at sometimes as low as 20 degrees.
“ 12 “water iy boiled In ‘a diving bell,
where the pressure is 40 or 50 pounds, &
square inch, its temperature will be sev-
eral hundred degrees instead of 212, If
water Is boiling, in a pear vacuum . the
temperature is so small that the hand
thruse into the water would actually feel

cold. 5

What has been sal dabout the boiling
point applies to some extent to the freez-
ing point; but here it differs for different
material; whereas the remarks about the
beiling point of water aply to the bolling
points of all liquids. Some substances
when they freeze become larger, while
others are smaller. £ 2

" On this depends the freezing point at

different pressures of atmosphere. Water
expunds on freezing; so do type metal
and some other things. “All other sub-
stances become smaller on freezing.
‘Water pipes burst when the water
freezes. Coins of gold and silver are
stamped instead of being moulded, for
the metals grow smalle ron freezing or
sol!difying, and consequently the coin
would be wabbly.

1t has been found that the things that
expand on solidifying, like water, freeze
at a lower temperature, whe nthe press-
ure is increased, while tha athers rreeZe
at a higher. When a substance that ex-
pands freezes under higher pressure than
usual it has to exert more force to shove
the pressure away, and consequently has
to usc up more of its heat and conse-
quently bteccming colder,

Take the -substance -that contracts
when it solidifies. The . pressure will
kelp it to get smaller and consequently
thie greater the pressure the less heat it
has to lose on attaining the solld state;
80 it will freeez at higher tempeérature.
I¢ the pressure s great enocugh it may
freeen or solidify at 1,000 degrees temper-
ature, which is high enough to change
mest substances to vapor under ordinary
atmcspheric pressure. This is one of
the reasons advanced to prove that the
intericr of the earth Is solid, for the
assumption is that the core is made up
of substances that contract when freez-
ing, and there is of coursé an enormous
pressure a few hundreds of miles below
the surface,

McNamara’s Pal Gives De-
tails of the ‘“Jobs”.

Tells of the Various Ex-
plosions He Engineered.

Burns Calls Sam Gotmpers a
Bunco Steerer.

Indianapolia, Dec. 11.—The complete
confession of Ortie McManigal to Detec-
tive Burng, made at the time of the ar-
rest of himeelf and James B, McNamara,
is now given tothe public for the first
time and it deals so with details of the

“jobs” carried out under James J. Me- |

Namara’s direction, giving dates, pur-
chases of dynamite and times of explo-
sions, that no doubt can be entertained
of its genuineness.

McManigal' began working with
McNamaras in June, 1907, and commit-
ted various crimes under a man whose
name he does not give because he is not
under arrest, but who is supposed to be
the much-wanted Kaplan. This man kept
back part of the money that was to be
given for wrecking bridges and factories
and after this discovery he dealt with
John J. McNamara personally, coming to
this city frequently for consultation and
getting the explosives at the Jones sta-
ble, waeve it had been planted, and in
the basement of the Central Life build-
ing, whiere MeNamara had his office as
secretary of the International Associa-
tion of Bridge and  Structural lron
Workers. Atter referring to his dyna-
witing of bridges and other structures
and tinding that the man under whom
he was working was keeping part of his
pay, he reported to John J. Mc¢Namara,

THE DETATLS,

He continues in his confession to de-
tail many “jobs” of dynamiting all over
the country, and the confession winds up
a3 follows:

“The next job was the Springfield,
Mass., job. McXamara told me to go to
Boston. T placed the shot in the tower
and it went off at 2 o’clock that morn-
ing. I took the train for Utica, N. Y.
When T arrived in Utica I looked around
the Savage Arms Company, looking at
guns, From there I went on as far as
Rochester, where I bought a dozen more
clocks at a jewelry auction sale, 1 had
orders from J. J. McNamara to go to
Detroit and look to the Detroit Hridge
and Steel Works, the Whitchead, Kales
Company, and the A. B. Company. I
found the places, looked them up .nd
returned to Indianapolis, J. J. MeNama-
ra paid me $200 and expenses for the
job. Up to the Cleveland job had
paid me, but after that J. J. took the
matter in hand himself all the way
through.”

THE M'NAMARAS' ARREST.

Los Angeles, Dec. 11.—I've got hun-
dreds of thousands of dollars and the
Ameriean Federation of Labor back of
me. It took only $30,000 to clear Vinecent
Altman, of Chicago, and if they could
not conviet him they cannot conviet me.”

This bhoast, attributed to-day by De-
tective Malcolm McLaren to James B.
McNamara as the latter was being tak-
en on a train from Detroit to Chicago
on the night of April 12 last. caused Or-
tie E. McManigal, then also under arrest,
to becomne angered with MeNamara for
his independent statement and was the
first incident that led McManigal to
Treak with his companion and eventual-
v to confess his conneetion throughout
the eountry.

The federal grand jury heard MeMan-
izal’s story all day and wil} Wear thore of
it to-morrow.

Details of what MceMManigal knows
of the allexed conspiracy were given to
the grand jury to-day. That his story
implicates other men in the Ipterna-
tional Ascocintion of Bridee and Strue-
tural Tron Workers, hecame  known
through various sources. McManigal al-
leges that persons other than John J.
MeNamara, the seerN'ary and treasurer,
paid him for the twenty “jobs” of dyna-
miting which he says he accomplished
since 1907,

A DETECTIVE'S STORY.

Majcolm MeLean, the detective who
arvested . B, MeNamara and MeMani-
gal, stayed outside *e grand jury cham-
ber to.day waiting for McManigal, While
thus waiting McLaren gave a new ver-
sion, new in important details, of the
evidence and circumstarces which led up
to the arrest of MeManigal with Me-
Namara in Detroit. P

“About the seventh or eighth of April
last,” McLaren said, “I picked up Me-
Marigal in his home in Chicago. He had
just arrvived from Springfield, Mass.,
where he said e had blown up the
Municippl. Tower. He had stopped in
Indianapslis and, he said. obtained $400
from J. J. McNamara for the Spring-
field job and the one at Milwaunkee.

“We shadowed him the next day as
lie went down tewn with his avife to the
Ilibernian Bank. Our office happenced
to be right acrosz the street and I told
Mr, Darns that if he wanted to get a
zood look at McManigal then was  his
chance. So Burns went out and got a
good look at him. McManiga! then went
to the headquarters of the ironworkers’
union and finally home.

“We trailel McManigal and his wife
the next day again as they walked with
their children, looking  into shop win-
dows, T was afraid that the children.
who had scen me, mizht recognize and
call their parents’ attestion to me. :

“AMcManigal left heme earrying a suit-
case and T took a train with him to To-
ledo. keeping well away from his sight.
In Toledo James B. McNamara was
waiting for MelManigal at the station.
McMinigal pulled out a map. while T
saw was of Detroit. They traced it over
with a lead pencil. but finully went to
the Meyerhoff Hotel. McNamara regis-
tered as Campbe!l and MeManigal as
Hoffman. I had irstructions to arrest
McNgmara as soon as I could locate
him, so I ealled up Mirazo on the long

the.

e

Burns on the phone, He told me to
up again in & half hour and in the mean-
time got into communication with his
father, who was in Boston. Raymond
Byrne came to Toledo and with two
other detectives stopped at a hotel on
the other side of the street, but as the
police of Toledo were mnot in sympathy
with us we were afraid to risk an ar-
rest there and decided to follow them
to the next place.
GO TO DETROIT,

“The next morning -McManigal left
the hotel twhiJ. B, Mc¢Namara. Me-
Manigal had a suitcase,.and at the sta-
tion McNamara got a small grip from
the checkstand. They got.tickets, for
Detroit, and we felt happy wien | 'we
boarded the train that morning for De-
troit. McManigal and McNamara sat
five seats ahead of us in the same day
coach, We reached Detroit at noon, and
they went to a hotel .We decided - to
make the arrests there. We did so, and
took them to the depot, buying tick-
ets for Chicago.

“J. B. kept shouting about being ‘kid-
napped,” and finally attracted the atten-
tion of some police officers so we all
had to go back ‘to the police station.
The rest, of the afternoon we worked
hard trying to get them away, and fin-
ally McManigal, who had his money in
Chicago, persuaded McNamara they
would be better off in his home town,
and J. B. signed a waiver to proceedings
in Detroit. :

“We left on the night of April 12 in
a drawing-room. Several baseball mag-
nates were on the train, and they knew
the detectives with us. Natura]ly we
had to tell them who we had. We said
they were ‘a couple of yeggs’ whom
we had taken for safe craeking.” -

HARD ON GOMPERS.

New. York, Dec. 11.—Wm, J. Burns,
who ran down the McNamaras and who
is at work now assisting the United
States Government to collect evidence
against officials of the American Fede -
ation of Labor, came here to-day from
Philadelphia. :

Talking about Gompers, Mr. Burns
said “Samuel Gompers is an old bunco
steerer, and the sooner decent labor-
ing men get that into their heads the
better -for the unions, I dare Gompers
to make an affidavit that he did not
know the McNamaras were guilty be-
fore they confessed. I can make an
affidavit that 1 have good evidence to
show that he did know they were
guilty.”

BURNED TO DEATH

Mother and Two Children
Victims of Fire.

Puebee despatch: In a fire which de-
stroyed a three-storey  building on
Champlain street shortly after 8 o’clock
this morning three persons lost their
lives and n tourth is likely to die.

The victims are Mrs. Thomas Jones,
aged 25 years, and her two sons, Charles,
aged 5, and Alfred, aged 4. Still lingering
between life and death is Mrs. Jones
two-months™-old infant, who is badly
burned about the face. The upper por-
tion of the building was occupied- by
Harry Marquis and family, but these es-
caped by means of lowering themselves
down in the rear of the building by rope.

POTATOES SCARCE

25,000 Bags Arrive From
Ireland at New York.

New York, Dec. 11.—Importations of
potatoes from abroad are beginning to
arrive in his port, the main bulk of
them coming from Ireland. Up to date
this fall about 25,000 sacks have ar-
rived,

Wholesalers quote Maine potatoes in
the market here at $3 a eack, and say
this price is just about double the price
of a year ago. Since early fall the price
had risen steadily, and-$4 a sack is ex-
pected by February.

MET OPPOSITION

Naval Prize Bill Passes the
British House,

London, Dec. 11.—The House of- Com-

mons to-night passed the third reading
of the maval prize bill. A motion for
its rejection was defeated by 172 to
125.

The “Declaration of London” under-
takes to establish an agreement between
the principal commercial nations for the
control of commerce in times of war.
It names the articles which may with-
out notice be used as contraband of war,
which include foodstuffs, all kinds of
craft, railway materials, clothing, silver,
gold and vehicles.

There has been considerable opposition
in Great Britain to the ratification of
the Deeclaration of London, which will
be made effective, so far as Britain i3
concerned, by the passing of the naval
prize Dbill. The London Chamber of
Commerce took a peading part in op-
posing the proposal, which has been
agreed to in conference by the great
powers., The main grounds of objec-
tion were the danger to British food
supplies, and the right of the powers to
convert merchantmen into armed cruis-
crs on the high seas in time of war.

WHEY BUTTER.

At a conference of Dominion dairy
experts held in Ottawa last week,
¢ The Proper Branding Whey Butter”
was the subject of a paper read by
Prof. G. G. Pablow, chief dairy in-
stractor for Eastern Ountario. Last
vear I38 factories wanutactured 422,-
000 pounds, or one fourth of the total
amount creamery butter produced in
Eastern Ontario. He took objections
to the methods of some of the manu-
factuvers of this dairv by-product, in
branding or labeling it as “firet class
creamery butter.” It was inferior in
keeping qualities and although indis-
tinguishable from first class creamery
butter when fresh providing it has
been properly made, is an inferior art-
icle. There was a considerable amount
of discussion on the subject and it is
possible that legislation will be enacted
compelling the manufacturers of whey
butter to brand i1t as such. Mr Pub-
low said that if such was not done it
would hurt the good name of Canadian
butter, especiaily if any quantity of it
was exported.

II. The effects of hearing God’s word
(vs. 9-12). 9. Tirshatha. This was a
title given to. Nehemiah
his office as provincial governor. This
day is holy unto the Lord. It was the
new moon and as such was considered
sacred, and it was also a notable day,
because of the reading of the law,
Mourn not. The people wept unon hear-
ing the law because it showed them how
they had been sinning against God and
his ¢ dments. Their weeping was

for and read (vs. 1-8). 1. The peopl
gathered—The completion of the walls
nlarked an epoch in fhe life of the na-
tion. The work had enfaged the atten-
tion of all, and the people had realized
the unifying effect of this common pur-
poee. They also were constrained to ac-

knowledge that God had been gracious-'

Jy favoring them. Before the water
gate—The place of meeting was south-
cast of the temple before the water-
gate, through which water was carried
for use in the temple, Ezra the scribe—
Ezra had returned to Jerusalem from
the land of: captivity thirteen years be-
fore this time, but in the record of the
eveats of twelve years his name was
not mentioned. The general opinion ie
that he returned to Babylon, where
he remained for several years, possibly
engaged in copying the law. Bring the
book of the law—It secems probable
that Ezra’s return prompted the peo-
ple’s request to have the law read to
them. Which the Lord had commanded
—It was the 'word of Jehovah.

2, Ezra the priest—FEzra was of the
priestly tribe, being a  direct descend-
ant of Aaron (Ezra 7, 1-5). Brought the
law before the congregation—The as-
sembly included men, women and chil-
dren, who could hear the law intelli-
gently, The later rabbinical teaching
was to the effect that women should be
excluded from hearing the law, but that
teaching was. opposed to the word of
" God. Firet day of the seventh month—
The month Tisri was the seventh month
of the ecclesiastical year and the first
month of the civil year, and the first
day was a great day among the Jews.
The month Tisri corresponds to the lat-
ter part of our September and the for-
mer part of our October. 3. From the
morning until midday —The reading
continued from early in the morning
until noon. It is probable that the others
read in turn, thus relieving Ezra. Were
attenfive unto the book—Though there
is no word in the Hebrew, for “att:n-
tive,” yet the meaning is quite corrcct-
ly given: “The ears of all the people
were to the book”—fixed on that, and
on nothing else.—Pulpit Com. The pee-
ple were eager to.know hat the Lord
had said. The religious life of the na-
tion was being revived.

4. Pulpit of wood—This was a plat-
form raised sufficiently high to afford
all in the congregation an opportunity
to sec the reader standing thereon. It
was broad enough to accommodate
Erra and the persons mentioned in this
verse, And beside him stood Mattithiah,
ete.—Nothing is known of most of
these persons except their names. They
were probably prominent priests, per-
haps chiefs of the courses of priests
who ministered in the temple service.
They gave dignity to the service, and
probably aided Ezra in the reading of
the law.—Peloubet.

5. Opened the book—Books in those
days were long strips of parchment
rolled at either end upon sticks, and
to open a book meant to unroll the
scroll, All the people stood up— They
had evidently been sitting while wait-
ing for the reading to begin, and rose
to thieir feet out of respect for the word
of God. It is likely that they satdown
after the exercises mentioned in the
mext verse, and remained sitting while
Ezra read the book of the law.

6. Blessed the Lord. Gave thanks.
Amen. The old people’s responee to
praise. The word means “So let it be.”
Lifting up their hands. By this act
they showed that they accepted the
words read as the law of God and would
be obedient to it. Lifting up the hands
in worship is referred to in the scriptures
(Pea. 63:4; 1 Tim, 2:8) Bowed their
heads with their faces to the gound.
They assumed an attitude of reverent
humility. They were impressed with
the goodness and mercy of God and
the sacredness of his word. 7. Joshua,
ete. The names here recorded are those
of Levites, who aseisted in explaining
the words of the law to the people. 8.
Read. . .distinctly. Those who read were
careful to speak clearly so that the
great assembly could catch every word.
The people were eager to hear and it
was important they should. Gave the

“mense. The Jews had been long in cap-
tivity and were unfamiliar with the law,
hence explanations were needed that
they might grasp the meaning of the
words read. Some think that they had
to a considerable extent lost the know-
ledge of the pure Hebrew language
through their contact with their captors

an indication of genuine penitence. It
seems clear that they were ignorant as
to the demands of the law, “This is a
holy day to God; a day appointed for
general rejoicing in him who hae turned
our captivity, restored us to, his law,
and again established among us his or-
dinances.”—Clarke. 10.. Eat the fat,
and drink the sweet.

In the midst of their re-
joicing they were to remember the poor
by supplying them with that which
would nourish and cheer them, thus add-
ing to their own joy.

Religious joy,
properly tempered by. continualandpf a
ence on the help of God. meekness of
mind and self-diffidence, i® a powerful
means of strengthening the soul. In
such a frame of mind no man ever fell.

The pedple sor-
rowed because they had not kept the
law: they now rejoiced 'because they
were able to understand it.—Cab. Bible.

1II. The feast of Tabernacles ob-
served (ve. 13-18). On the second day
the reading and explaining the law was
continued with “the chief of the fathers
of all the people, the priests, and the
Levites” as hearers. When it wae read
and understood that the feast of Tab-
ernacles should be observed on the fif-
teenth of the month. preparations were
at once commenced for its observance.
This feast was to commemorate the
journey of the children of lera¢l from
Egypt to Canaan, hence they were to
dwell in booths constructed of branches
of trees during the eight days, from the
fifteenth to the twenty-second of the
month. The study of the law contin-
ued daily during the feast.

Questions.—For what purpose did the
people assemble before the water-gate
at Jerusalem? What is meant by the
law of God? Who was the reader and
how many assistants did he have? What
classes of people listened to the reading
of the law? What effect did the read-
ing of the law have upon the hearers?
How long did the study of God’s word
continue? What feast was observed?
What event did the feast commemor-
ate? What was the religious condition
of the Jews at this time?

L Revived by the study of God’s law.
God has ever blessed his own word as
the chosen instrument of all revival and
progress in his church. The ancient
covenant of God had alnost dropped out
of memory among the returned Jews.
Upon hearing it their sins and faithles-s
nees of the past bowed the people in
grief. There were no listless or indiffer-
ent ones among them. It was a full, ear-
pest, attentive, devout assembly. God
gave Ezra ability and authority and the
people gave him opportunity and invm\-ﬁ
tionm. Eara and Nehemiah  differed
much from each other in age, office,
rank and character, but they were one
in heart and joined in complete har-
mony of aetion for the revival of their
beloved Zion. Ezra had faithfully in-
sisted upon reforms. Nehemiah had dili-
gently worked to rebuild tht city wall.
And now with such security against the
outside world their duty was to reach
the correct standard of obedient, devout
Tives. Expounding  the scriptures
brought the reading and preaching toge-
ther in such a way as to make the
reading more intelligible and the
preaching more convineing. A proper ap-
preciation of God’s word was necessary
to their spirituai success. The object of
God’s word is to reveal Himself and the
duties be sets before men. The revival
spirit under Ezra's teaching took the
correct order. Godly sorrow worketh
repentance. Seeing all God had promis-
ed and what He had wrought, compared
with what they had done to prove their
love and devotion, brought tears of sin-
cere repentance. The Lord had Lrouzht
them back from @ miserable and degrad-
ing captivity, from under the yoke of
Babylon, protected and delivered them
in a marvelous manner, restored them
in Zion, softened the king's heart to-
ward them so that they were securing a
settlement in their own land. 1f their

Treatmenf of
Swine Mange

It is impossible to make satisfactory
Ruins on A hog wnose skin is unhealthy,
In most cases wrnen skin is out of con-
ditior. it is due o a parasite commonly
called the mange mte.: To get rid of this
trouble it |s necessary to go to the seat
of the matter and kill the mite.

The Virginia station has recently pub-
lished a bulletin dealing with numerous
diceases of swine and the various meth-
ods of destroying mange are given in
detail. According to this bulletin one of
the most efficient and economical remed-
ies, where it is necessary to treat quite
a number of animals, is the lime and sul-
phur dip, such as is used for dipping
sheer for scab. This is the formula:

Fresh lime 8 pounds

Flowers of Sulphur ... .....24 pounds

Water ..... oo ...100 pounds

The solunion 18 prepared as follows:
Weighk the lime and sulphur carefully.
Slake the lime with sufficient water to
form a thick paste. Sift in the sulphur
and mix well with a hoe. Put this mix
ture in a kettle with 25 or 30 gallons of
water and boil for at least one hour;
two hours is better. When ready for use
add sufficlent water to make 100 gallons
of dip. In using this dip for sheep it is
tllowed to settle and ©Only the clear,
orange-colored liquid is used. The sedi-
ment is rejected, as jt is liable to injure
the vool. In dipping swine, however, the
whole mass is used. This dip should be
uged warm—I100, degrees to 110 degrees
Fal:renheit.

COAL TAR DIP

Other excellent remedies are the *‘coal-
tar” dips. There are many of these dips
on the market. They are made from the
products of the distillation of coal tar
and have a variety of trade names. Creo-
line is one of these preparations. They
are al)* dark-colored liquids with a strong
coal-tar odor, and when.mixed with water
forin & mulky- white or slightly brownjsh
emivlsior:. "The Virginia station has tried
several  x:nds wiih excellent results.

These dips snould be used to the strength
of one part of the. dip to 40 or &0 rts
of water. If rain water is obtainable, it
is preferable 10 ‘“hard” water. These
dips should be used warm,

KEROSENE EMULSION

Kerosene emulsion gives fairly good re-
suilts, but is hardly equal to elther of the
nreceding, judging from a limited number
of tests. A formula for kerosene emul-
sion is as follows;

Dissilve one-fourth pound hard soap, or
one quart of soft soap, in two quarts of
bolling water. When dissolved add one
pini of keérosene o0il and emulsify by
churning or pumping violently until the
whele is of a creamy consistency. When
ready for use add two quarts of water
and upse warm. Soft water should be
used 1f possible. The animals should be
thoroughly dipped or scrubbed with this
emulsion.

: KEEP SWINE WET

In treating swine for mange, it is very
fnipcrtant that the animals be kept wet
with the =solution until all the scabs
are thoroughly soaked through. The necks
and backs of the animals should be
ecrubbed with a stiff brush to remove
a!l the scabs possible and give the re-
medy a good opportunity to soak In, so
that it will reach and kill the parasites.
It Is very important to dip and treat or
the infected swine twice; the second time
eight or ten days after the first. The
fivst dippipg. i* =roperly done, kilis all
parzsites, bul does nve- destroy he eggs.
These will all hatch withing a week and
a seccnd dipping will completely cure the
disense. Always treat all animals thor-
oughly twice. the second time ten days
aftor the first. Frequently one dipping
giveg such good results that the owner
does not think a second One necegsary,
but this is a mistake.

OINTMENTS ARE USED

Oirtments composed of lard, or other
grease, and kerosena and suiphur, are
often ured. Suck oiniment should not
contain more than one part of kerosene
to four parts of Jard <1 other grease. One

pint of lard, one teacupful of kerosene
oll and twn teacupfuls of flowers of sul-
phur, thoroughly mixed, make g very
good ointmient: for local application, but
not equal to the solutions described.

‘| erude petroleum, such as is used for dip-

ping cattle for mange and ticks in the
Southwest, would pro an efficient
remedy for swine niange, but we have
not had an opportunity to tese it. It can
be used in a difpmx tank by filling the
tank nearly full of water and adding a
layer of two or three Inches of oll. A-
nother way is to spray the animals with
a mixture of oll and water.

OUR HEALTH.

November Report of Pro-
vincial Health Officer.

Toronto, Dee. 11.—Dr. J. W. McCul-
lough, chief medical officer of the pro-
vince, states that there bas been a
marked decrease in three contagious
diseases: infantile paralysis, scarlet fover
and typhoid for the month of Nowem-
ber. There were only three cases of
infantile paralyeis, none of which were
fatal, compared with 21 cases and 5
deaths in Novomber, 1910. Last month
tile scarlet fever returns sre 167 cases
and 8 deaths, as compared with 340
eases and 15 deaths in November, 1010.
For typhoid there were 103 cascs and 13
deaths, as against 266 cases and 50
deaths for November, 1910. There were
72 cases of tuberculosis and 40 deaths,
while for the corresponding month lust
year thea were 105 cases anit 83
deaths. . McCullough points out that
the tuberculosis returns axe mnot sufi-
ciently accurate for of com-
parison, as notification of this dimesse
is not compulsory. > . .-

PROMISING HEIFERS SAVED FROM
THE BUTCHERS. ;

The importance of keeping 'samples
and having the mik tested regularly
to determine the quantity of butter fat
produced by each cow in the herd is
quite as important as to know the
quantity of milk given by each "ani-
mal.

The following are the returms’from
four twe-year-old heifers in the same
herd duripg the months of Sdftember
and October at the Kensington, P. E.
L, Dairy Record Centre, conducted un-
der the direction of the Dairy Division
Ottawa.

These four heifers freshened . about
the same ttme, and are all half sisters
and from a pure bred sire. A, B, and C,
are from grade cowa, while D is from
a pure bred Jersey that has produced
since March 10th, to October 30th, 4,-
458 pounds of milk containing 229.9
pounds of buiter fat, an average test of
5.15 per cent. Her grand dame was im-
porteq to Prince Edward Island years
ago from the herd of Mrs. E. M. Jones,
Brockville, Ont.

Had the owner of these heifers not
been keeping records of both the milk
and butter fat from each cow in his
herd no doubt D would have been look-
ed upon as the poorer one of the ‘four
on account of the quantity of milk she
is giving in comparisons with the
other three, )

The owner had decided to beef these
heifers until his attention was drawn
to the butter fat they gave compared
with mature grades in his herd, ‘
