The Municipal Election.

The object of the election should be
to secure a body of intelligent, God-
fearing men, who, putting aside all
selfish considerations, will work
the highest wellare of the municipali-
ty. The Christian standard is set
forth in Romans the thirteenth chap.
ter a8 follows: ‘For rulers are nota
terror to good works, but to ewvil. . .
For he (the civic ruler) is the minister
of God to thee for good. But if thou
do that which is evil, be afraid, for he
beareth not the sword in vaip
is the minister ot God, a revenger to
execute wrath upon him that doeth
evil.” To realize this standard, and
to seek its attainment will serve as a
guide for all concerned.

The Alliance holds that the ideal
condition is that municipal affairs
should be kept out of party politics.
A suitable man should be selected for
councillor irrespective of party
leanings, and he should be expected
to keep himselt free from the machin-
atlons of petty partizanship. But
where th's ideal has not been attained
the policy of the Alliance is to use its
influence o that nome, excepting
good candidates, shall be in the field.

He says very positively
that under-nflaticn s the thing to
watch out for and guard against—
not overdnflatfon, If it is found neces.
sary for comfort and protection to
carry a lower pressure than thal re
commended, it should be done hy all
means, he explaing, but it should at
the same time ba plainly understood
that one always takes a chance with
tires by so doing, and the practice
never can be excused by conslder
atlons of temperature of any other
minor caures tending to Increase the
pressure.

Rich Milk Is One Secret of Shepherd's

A problem 18 the proper cuie of the
orphan lamb. If the flock has been
badly wintered many ewes will fafl
to supply the requisite milk and will
dlsown thelr lambs. With such flocks
the shepherd’s days are full of trouble,
Unless another e with plenty of
milk can be Indu to tak: the or-
phan lamb, the only rocourse is cow's
milk. Cow's milk Ix not ncarly sq
rich as ewe's milk, and for that rea
son should not be diluted with water,
In fact, the chemists find that ewe's
milk has just about three 1imes ag
much butterfat materlal us cow's
milk.

Use, therefore, the richest milk pos-
aible, Give it often, warm, and in
small amounts. The young I s
used to sucking every lgu, -‘3‘0,
and the ideal way s to give fromtlres
to five tablespoonftuls every two hours.
