There is no conflict between the advo-
cates of canning and of drying-for each
has its field, separate and distinct, 'Many
products may be canned more advan
tageously’ while with others there is a
distinct advan ia drying. Then, Loo,
the number of g j;rs in the average
home is limitea ana when these are filled,
home canning must sto
tional jars aré purchased. Dried food
products require far less room for storzge
and for ship,
no danger fromy{reezing because the
ﬁmm. part of the water content has
een removed.

It has been estimated that half the
garden produets rased in this couatry
are never used because we do not know
how to save them for wioter ‘use or do
not think it worth while, manu-
facturer with as diversified a field as the
