Number of Victims Will
Total Thirty-Two.

A Woman Burned to
Death In New York.

$100,000 —BTaze In a
New York Factory.

Pittaburg, Dec. 5.—The Federal Gov-
ernment is making an investigation into
the disaster at the Naomi mine of the
United Coal Co., near Fayette City, 35
miles south of here, where a terrific ex-
plosion of fire damp occurred on Sun-
day night, causing the death of a large
number of miners.

Clarence Hall, a geologist in the tech-
nologicl division of the geological sur-
vey, reached the mine yesterday, and
will remain there to-day, compiling a
report {o be submitted to J. A. Holmes,
chief of the division. This is said to be
the first instance in which the Govern-
ment has made an inspection of a coal
mine disaster, and it attracts particular
attention, coming, as it does, immediate-
1y after President Roosevelt’s reference
to the great loss of life in industrial
pursuits in the Pittsburg district and
his recommendation for mine inspection
in his annual report.

Two more bodies were reported taken |
from the mine late last night, making a
total of seven for the day, and it is al-
most positively known there is at least
one more in the mine, making the total
number of vietims 32.

Ink Factory Burned.

New York, Dee. 5—One woman was
killed and seven firemen overcome as
the result of two fires torday. Mrs. An-
nie Linahan, rged 76, was burnéd to
death in a blaze in a five-storey brick
tepement in East 17th street. Thirty
others were rescued from windows and
fire escapes. |

Muminating gas nearly proved the !
death of seven firemen, who were fight- |
ing a blaze in a store and office build- ;
ing in William street. The flames had
been nearly extinguished, and the men
were flooding the sub-cellar when a gas
pipe burst. All were overcome. A de- |
tachment of police reserves rescued them |
and earried them to a hospital, where |
they recovered. The property loss from |
each fire was small. |

Rev. Dr. Nelson, pastor of Knox Pres-
$yterian Church, when asked this morn-
h;g if his resignation was to be regarded
as final, declined to discuss the matter
until he met his congregation. It is
probable that the pastor will not an-
nounce his decision until a week from
sSunday. On Sunday morning next he
will be at Central Presbyterian Church
and, a8 he remarked himself, it was not
usual to make fresh announcements at
the evening service. It is regarded, how-
ever, as almost certain by many of Dr.
Nelson’s friends that the decision last
night to increase his salary from ¥2,500
to $3,000 will not retain him.

The Minuneapolis Church, from which
Dr. Nelson, has received the call, with an
inducement of a salary of $4.000 a year
and a free manse, is the Park Avenue
Church, situated on the finest residential
street in the city. It is a fine brown
rone building, with a letely equip-
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ped Sunday school building. In addition
to the classrooms, and so on, the Sunday
school is equipped with a gymnasium,
shower and steam baths, and two hand-
ball alleys, one for young people and
one for men. The church is free of debt
and is liberal in all works of benevo-
lence. In conjunction with another
church, it conducts mission work, main-
taining what is known as the Plymouth
Institution. The pastor, who left three
months ago, is Rev. Dr. Rollins, who has
gone to Hopefield Church, Springfield,
Mass.

Reduced Price Offered
For Block of $50,000.

Several Ci;i: Accounts
Already Overdrawn

Report ASl;\—vs Results
of Metering.

The annual report of Engineer  Me-
Farlane, of the Beach pumping house,
shows an increese of 10 per cent. in
water pumped this year as compared
with 1906, City Engineer Barrow says
he is convinced from this that the agi-
tation raised over the waste of water
and the installation of meters has re-
sulted in good and made & big saving.
The increase in water pumped last month
was b per cent. over November of last
year. This was the smallest increase
of this year. In the spring the increase
amounted at times to as much as twen-
ty per cent. After a long talk with En-
gineer McFarlane, Mr. Barrow says he
is convinced that when the eleciric
pumps are installed it will be necessary
to keep one of the steam pumps running
all the time. Men capable of handling
the steam plant would have to be avail-
able all the time, he points out, and be-
{sides it would take considerable time
in case the electric pumps broke down
{to get the steam plant working, unless
one of the pumps was kept constantly in
operation.
| As soon as City Engineer Barrow
! heard from Mayor Stewart mtfrdsy

He took exception to the statement of
Mr. Clements that the regulations were
in the interests of the packers. In re-
ply to the contention of the hon. gen-
tleman that there had never been hog
cholera in East Essex and Kent, Hon.
Mr. Fisher quoted the present and previ-
ous heads of the Veterinary Department
in refutation,

Refering then to ‘the question’ of rural
mail delivery, the Minister of Agricul-
ture said the reason that some peaple
were calling for it was because it exist-
ed in the United States. He was desir-
ous, however, that all should under-
| stand what it cost there. The United

States introduced rural mail delivery in
1897, when $40,000 was appropriated ‘and
only 814,000 expended. They began in
a few places where it seemed most like-
| ¥ to succeed. The following year the

appropriation was $50,000, and all was !

expended; the next vear $150,000, ex-
pending it all; the next year $450,000
was appropriated, and nearly all spent.
In 1901 the appropriation was $1,750,000,

3 ., in 1905 1,000,000, in
| 1 800,000, of which $24,700,000

was expended; and for this year the ap
propriation was $28.350,000." He did not
know how much of this had been expend
ed, but was informed that it wounld not
be sufficient, and the estimate for 1908
was no less than §35.000,000. The ques-
tion of rural mail delivery was one they
had to eonsider carefully. They must
count the cost and see what the advan-
tages were. He ventured to think that
without any material increase in the cost
of postoffice administration. at all
events without causing the splendid sur-
pluses which had been shown during the
past few years to disappear, they could
accomplish as much for the rural popu-
| lation of Canada as the United States
| were accomplishing by means of their
vast expenditure on rural mail delivery.
He believed they could increase the
number of local postoffices, the number
of local mail routes, and the number of
mails by these routes to such an extent
that the rural population would be ade
quately supplied with the mail facilities
they deserved, and he was satisfied that
could be done without the adeption of
rural mail delivery. The figures of the
United States had staggered him, and
convinced him that they should not
plunge lightly inte rural mail delivery.
