Momentous Questions For City 
Council This Evening.

Power By-laws, Street Railway and 
Other Matters.

May Decide to Submit Home For 
Consumptives By-law.

Mayor Stewart stopped long enough 
this morning while on his way to the 
City Solicitor's office, where he peeled 
off his coat and waded into the by-laws 
with which the aldermen will deal to­
night, to prophesy that the Council meet­
ing was not going to be any pink tea 
party. Some one gave his worship a tip 
that three of the aldermen were around 
to the manufacturers with a petition 
urêPng that a contract be signed at once 
with the Cataract Power Company. The 
Mayor regards his source of information 
as reliable and says that if it proves to 
be true it may cause a little fuss. “At 
Hist 1 was opposed,he said, “to the 
power question going to the people 
again wuien they had already given their 
verdict. I am convinced now, however, 
that, with the Cataract making this 
offer and that offer, that it is better for 
the by-laws to go to the people. This 
will give three weeks in which to thresh 
tlie matter out and fully understand 
it."

When asked what he thought of the 
i company’s latest offer to guarantee the 

private house users incandescent rates 
at a tariff ten per cent, less than in 
Toronto under the Hydro-Electric con 

, tract, lie said that if the offer was for 
an unlimited period instead of five 
years, it would carry considerably more 
weight. “Toronto does not get power un­
til a year from the fall under its con­
tract," he said. “It would probably he 
two and a half years before, it is in the 
house lighting business. That means un­
der the Cataract’s offer for five years 

; the private house users would get the 
benefit for two and a half years."

The Cataract’s by-law which will he 
submitted to the Council to-night has 
been amended to include the company’s 
remarkable offer to permit the city to 
fix the price of power for arc lighting 
and pumping and the new offer regard 
ing incandescent lighting.

It is expected that motions will be 
made to-night by the Hydro advocates 
tn close a contract at once and by some 
of those in favor %f the Cataract* offer 
to accept it without delay. The indica­
tions are that both of these will be vot­
ed down and a majority of the Council 
will decide in favor of letting the rate 
payers judge. |

Tt is not improbable that the Confer­
ence Committee, which practically set­
tled all the clauses in the new street 
railway agreement with the exception 
of the specifications for the ears, will

THE ECLIPSE.
Smoked Glass Was In Demand Yes­

terday Morning.

Not a few members of the Hamilton 
Astronomical Society took observations 
of the eclipse of the sun yesterday 
morning, and many citizens saw the phe­
nomena through smoked glass. The only 
noticeable effect it had on the weather 
was a dullness from about 10 to 1 
o’clock, giving many people the idea that 
rain was not far off. About 11.30, when 
the eclipse was greatest, the sun appear­
ed about the size of the moon when it is 
three or four days old.

Dr. Marsh, the former leader among 
the astronomers here, did some work at 
his home in Springville. A despatch from 
that place says:

Rev. Dr. Marsh, pastor of the Presby­
terian Church, Springville, assisted by 
his son, James, successfully photograph­
ed the solar eclipse through a five-inch 
Brashear astronomical telescope, the im­
age of the sun being about five and a 
half inches in diameter. The irregular 
surface of the moon is clearly defined on 
the sun’s disc. Besides Mr. Marsh’s pri­
vate observatory there is only one place 
in Canada where astronomical- photo 
graphs have been successfully taken; 
that is the Dominion Observatory at 
Ottawa.

Storm Centre Rages Around the 
City of Torreon.

Troops Rushed to This Plate aid 
Chihuahua Streets Patrolled.

United States Asked to Help la 
Punishment of Rebebs.

City of Mexico, dune 29.—The internal 
troubles in Mexico which developed sev­
eral days ago along the northern border 
of the Republic, have developed serious 
features. To-day the storm centres 
around the city of Torreon and in the 
country between that place and Jaral, 
where bandit bands are operating in con­
junction with the Insurrectionists. Gov­
ernment troops are rushing to the scene. 
Already 1,500 Federal soldiers have 
reached Torreon to reinforce the garri­
son there. Two hundred more have reach­
ed Juarez, and in Chihuahua soldiers are 
patrolling the streets, and the public 
houses and jails are heavily guarded.

In view of the latest developments Am­
bassador Creel, the Mexican representa­
tive at Washington, who has been here 
on what promised to be a long leave of 
absence, has been instructed to return to 
the American capital without d *'ay. lie 
will leave at once for Washing -m. It 
is the belief of the Mexican Government 
that the revolutionary movement now in 
progress was fomented by a band of agi­
tators who long have made their head­
quarters in the United States.

On this ground it is believed Ambas­
sador Creel will appeal to the United 
States authorities to assist in apprehead­
ing some of the revolutionists, particu­
larly those who were concerned in lie at­
tack on Las Yncns. The request will 
be made also that if any of the ringlead­
ers in the movement are captured in the 
United States they are to be tried in the 
court of that country on charge of vio­
lating the neutrality laws.

City of Mexico, June 29.—At Las Ya- 
cas, where the first serious attack "was . 
made, the government has gained the up- ! 
per hand. Troops are now in complete 
control of the situation in that city, the 
rebels and bandits who composed the 
attacking force having been driven hack 
to the mountains. They will not be per­
mitted to rest there undisturbed, how­
ever, as the government proposes to 
make an example of its foes ns an object 
lesson to others who might join the 
movement in other sections. To this end 
a large force of cavalry has been sent 
into the hills on the heels of the fugi­
tives and the chase is now in progress.

Washington, June 20.—The State De­
partment is" carefully watching the de­
velopments in the insurrectionary situa­
tion along the northern border of Mexi­
co. The department officials feel that 
the international aspect of the trouble 
will be adjusted satisfactorily and ,ev£ry 

effort will be made for the preservation 
of neutrality.

SQUARE DEAL 
FOR THE DEAD.

: Detective Wells Demands It From 
the Attorney-General.

Declares Celebrated Barton Harder 
Can be Solved.

Calls For a Reform In Investigatiei 
of Crime.

That the celebrated Barton murder 
j"mystery is still capable of solution is the 
; contention of W. J. Wells, private de­
fective, who at one time figured prom- 
j inently in connection with the case. It 

was Mr. Wells who discovered the manu­
facturer and retailer of the shoes worn 

! by the dead woman several months after 
| the crime. At the time this was re­

garded as the most important clue to 
identifying the unknown victim, but 
Pinkerton detectives, employed by the 
Government, failed to make anything 
out of it. It was thought then that the 
woman came from New York’s east side. 
Several months after the murder and 

I when the body had been buried some 
! days Detective Wells charged that a 
I faulty description of the victim had been 
1 sent out by the Provincial detective, and 

the body was exhumed for examination.
Mr. Wells is in the limelight once 

more. In a Toronto morning paper to­
day he makes public the closing letters 
of a series dealing with the mysterious 
murder of a woman near Hamilton 
almost three years ago. Mr. Wells 
charges in effect that the mystery 
was quite capable of solution, and that 
the utterly antiquated methods of Mr. 
Fov’s officers was the thing that stood 
in the way of the identification of the 
murdered woman and the arrest of the 
murderer. The letters follow:

Toronto, May 20, 1908.
Re Barton Murder.

Sir,-—I have your letter, and I am 
very much surprised if you have in­
formation, such as you say. that you 
are unwilling to lay* it before Mr. 
Cartwright or Detective Greer. It is 
your duty to give any and all informa 
tion you have, and you will be held 
responsible for not doing your duty.

We have two other detectives be­
sides Detective Greer, namely, Detec­
tive Rogers and Detective Miller.

Disastrous Tornado
St. Paul, Minn., June 29.—Spe­

cials from Graceville, Minn., give 
additional details of the tornado 
that struck Clinton, a town of 400 
inabiVints, in the western part of 
Minnesota, late Saturday after­
noon, killing seven persons.

The despatches say that over 
sixty were injured, but that only 
eleven were seriously hurt.

Thirty-three houses in Clinton 
were totally destroyed and twen­
ty-five were practically ruined. 
Two hundred people are homeless 
and scores are destitute of cloth­
ing, and outside aid is needed.

ALL THREE 
ACQUITTED.

Duenett Refused te Prosecute 
Alleged Assailants.

The Seace Case Also Resulted la 
Acquittât

Case of J. 0. Ryckmao .Sent Up 
For Trial.

Magistrate Jelfs and Crown Attorney 
Washington got a surprise at the hands 
of Harry Dimnett at Police Court this 
morning. Edward Rock, Robert Hight 
and William Gray, a trio of young and 
well known men, were arrested a week 
ago on a charge of aggravated assault 
preferred by Dunnett. They were iden­
tified by Dunnett, who walked to the 
police station suffering with three brok­
en ribs and sundry cuts and bruises, for 
the express purpose of identifying the 
men who had. as he claimed, brutally 
and without cause, assaulted him. The 
case was considered very serious, and 
the trio had a hard time getting hail, 
but managed to get it in the sum of 
$400. This morning they came up, and 
through George S. Kerr, K. C.. pleaded 
not guilty and declined to elect.

Dunnett was called to the stand, and 
startled the court by announcing that 
he did not wish to prosecute. In view 
of the desire he showed when he was 
assaulted to identify the men and the 
way he insisted on their arrest, this 
came like a bolt from the blue, and 
left the court officials speechless.

No amount of persuasion had any ef­
fect on Dunnett, and the thoroughly 
disgusted Crown Attorney had to agree 

j to the discharge of the three men.
The officials had hardly recovered 

from this jolt when the cases of John 
Ferguson, Henry Ainshorough. William 
Savage and l>eo Barry were called. 
There was another sad bump in store 
for the prosecution, as the result was 
the discharge of this quartette. They 
were charged with aggravated assault 
upon an Italian, Joe Sense, who has 
been in the City Hospital since July 18 
with a badly cut head and cuts and 
bruises all over him. When the name 
of Ferguson was called. Mrs. Ferguson 
jumped up from her seat, a flag in one 
hand and a jar of milk in the other, 
and waving the flag, she shouted for 
British justice. “Hell get lots of jus­
tice,** said Magistrate Jelfs. as Mrs. Fer­
guson was taken out of the room, flag

LABOR MEN HUFFY.
THREATEN NOT TO ATTEND THE 

KING'S NEXT GARDEN PARTY.

Keir Hardie and Victor Grayson Re­
ceived No Invitation to WindsBr 
—Other Labor Members Were Ask­
ed and Attended in Lounging 
Suits and Bowler Hats.

London, June 28.—Members of the 
Labor party are nursing a grudge 
against King Edward, and indeed, 
threaten to boycott His Majesty. It 
appears that Keir Hardy and Victor 
Grayson were not included among the 
members of Parliament invited to the 
royal garden party at Windsor. All 
other Labor party members of Parlia­
ment were invited, and a good many 
of them attended the function, some 
of them, in order to display their So­
cialistic beliefs, appearing in unconven­
tional attire, such ns lounging suits, 
bowler or soft hats, and one even sport­
ing a red tie.

Mr. Asquith, the Premier, however, 
frequently indulges in cravats of that 
color, and this Labor member’s choice 
of neckwear vfas not necessarily re­
garded as Anarchistic. It may even 
be that he was following the fashion 
set by royalty.

Keir Hardie asserts that he and 
Grayson should have been invited, am! 
wants to raise the question ol" their ex­
clusion in Parliament, while the major­
ity of the Labor members profess that 
the exclusion of two of them was invid­
ious, and say that on the occasion of 
the next royal garden party .the whole 
party will decline the invitation.

1/ is unlikely that Keir Hardie will 
be allowed t:> bring the matter up in 
the House, for the Windsor party is 
entirely the King's own affair. His 
Ministers have nothing to do with it 
nnd cannot answer questions on the 
subject. Nevertheless, there is much 
feeling in the lobbies of the House of 
Commons, and, while the omission of 
any names cannot be regarded as a 
breach of Parliamentary privilege, the 
fewness of those omissions makes the 
action rather pointed and suggests that 
a new element is being introduced in­
to the relations between Parliament 
and the Crown.

Altogether four members of Parlia­
ment were left out of the royal invita­
tions, those not so honored being, be­
sides the two men already mentioned, 
llarrv Marks ami Arthur Ponsonby. In 
the vase of three out of the four the 
indication of royal disfavor must have 
l>een dictated by political considerations.

The exclusion of Arthur Ponsonby 
has aroused considerable surprise. He 
was the late Sir Henry Campbell-Ban­
nerman’s private secretary and the son 
of .Sir Henry Ponsonby, who was Queen 
Victoria's secretary. He is not an ex­
treme Radical, much less a Socialist, 
His Parliamentary career has been very 
brief. He was elected for Stirling dis­
trict only a few weeks ago in succes­
sion to Sir Henry Campbell-Banner­
man, and since his alternance in St. 
Stephen’s has done only one conspicu­
ous thing. This was to vote against 
the proposed visit of King Edward to 
the Czar, and there, it is suggested ,is 
to be found the reason why his name 
was expunged by the royal hand from 
the list of Parliamentary guests in­
vited to Windsor.

In some quarters it is inconceivable 
that the Court should have considered 
a vote on an open question in foreign 
politics as implied disloyalty to the 
throne, and it is suggested that the 
omission was accidentai. Others, how­
ever, contend that the King wanted to 
make an example, and selected Pon­
sonby to do it conspicuously.

There is no question that His Majesty 
was deeply hurt by the fact that any 
objections were raised to his Reval 
visit. There is no monarch more sus­
ceptible than he to public opinion, and

ELECTRIC LIGHTING 
CHURCHES.

Few realize what an important part 
electrictiv plays in the work about the 
modern church edifices. There is con­
siderable work constantly required 
about a church building and the clean, 
noiseless, efficient, and economical elec­
tric motors do this work better thvn 
any other power in the world. The great 
pipe organs use motor power the
air compressors; the ventilating fans 
are motor driven; the carpets arc swept 
with vacuum cleaners; the building is 
lighted with hundreds of electric lights.

The new First Baptist Church of Wor­
cester, Mass., is electrically equipped 
throughout. The lighting of this large 
building lias been worked out on scien­
tific principles and the incandescent 
lamps have been artistically arranged 
for effects which could be produced with 
no other kind of illuminant. No sharp 
or direct rays of light fall upon the eye 
from any position.

Five motors, aggregating thirty horse­
power, do the work about this church. 
The largest motor, ten horse power, 
drives a fanf in connection with the 
heating system nnd assures an even 
temperature throughout the large audi­
torium. The organ blower is operated 
by an eight horse-power motor and a 
fan for the ventilation of laboratories is 
drives a fan In connection with the 
installation of a vacuum cleaning sys­
tem, driven by a four horse power mot­
or, makes it unnecessasry to use brooms 
or sweepers to keep the building clean. 
The cost of cleaning has thus been 
greatly reduced in comparison with the 
old methods of doing the work by hand. 
—Chicago Tribune.

Can­
ada already supplies us vrith much, and 
in the future will supply us with more, 
if we only let well alone. Rut if the 
harvest in Canada fails, there are the 
States; and in proportion as the States 
consume bheir own corn the vast pro­
duction of the Argentine Republic will 
dump its loaves down upon the British 
market, to nourish the crowded millions 
of our islands. And behind the Argentine 
are other supplies from. Russia, from 
India, and from Egypt. Now, we are on 
solid earth in respect of food. Don't let 
us be such fools as to surrender our ad­
vantage.

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BRITISH FLEET 
IN NORTH SEA.

Mbailiution ef British Sqasdren of 
300 Vessels

To Test Ability to Repel Germai 
Fleet.

Germais Thiak That Britaii Waits 
War With Them.

Berlin, June 29.—That England 
wants to force Germany into war, in 
which she evidently hopes to destroy 
the German navy, is the general opin­
ion, and the many rumors that fill 
the air were strengthened the other 
day, when it was unexpectedly an­
nounced that the kaiser had given up 
his intention of leaving for his annual 
cruise to Norway on July 5, and that 
he might not go at all. The effect of 
this statement was felt very much on 
the Berlin Stock Exchange, where 
nearly all securities took a suddan 
tumble.

Beresford in Command.
New York, June 29.—The New York 

Herald correspondent in a special 
cable from London to-day says :

The great naval manoeuvres that are 
to begin next week, when more than 
300 vessels will be mobilized on a war 
footing for a fortnight’s operations in 
the English Channel and North Sea, 
will be the most interesting ever held, 
and the result will be watched with 
more than usual interest by foreign 
powers.

They have been designated with one 
great purpose in view—to test the abil­
ity of the ships in permanent commis­
sion in home waters to repel the com­
bined attack of the German navy de­
livered without warning. This at­
tacking fleet has been made to approx­
imate as closely to the strength of 
the German navy at the present time 
as possible.

Lord Charles Beresford is in su­
preme command, and a very great 
deal of independence is to be left 
to the commanding oficers of the var­
ious fleets to carry out operations as 
seems best to them. The centre of 
interest on this occasion will be the 
Dreadnought, as this is the first oc­
casion upon which this ship has 
taken part in manoeuvres under war 
conditions. There is a general feel­
ing in the navy that ships of this 
class are not sufficiently protected 
from attacks by torpedo boats, and 
these manoeuvres should go far to 
demonstrate the truth or falsity of this 
belief. The whole of the signaling 
stations along the south and east 
coasts will be manned during the 
manoeuvres, but nothing in the nature 
of attack on the coast is looked for, 
the ships remaining well out to sea 
the whole time. While on this topic 
I may add that I learn the reluctance 
of the Government to bring the quar­
relsome admirals of the Channel fleet 
to their senses is due to the approach 
of a violent discussion that will take 
place over the next naval estimates. 
Little has been heard of this sub­
ject lately, but forcible arguments on 
both sides are being silenly arrayed, 
and when the sc won is over there will 
arise the fiercest and most embittered 
controversy that has ever taken place 
over the Britsh navy.

On one side there is a very large 
and influential section which con­
siders that a large and immediate in­
crease of the navy is imperative. On 
the other ther is a small, but virulent 
and determined body of opinion which 
will fight to the last ditch against 
any increase in the expenditure of the

The authorities are fully alive to the 
coming of this controversy and their 
caution in dealing with Lord Charles 
Rer sf_td and Sir Percy Scott is due 
to their anxiety not to have these ad­
mirals free to" take any part in the 
bigger navy campaign. It is no exag­
geration to say that the fate of the 
Government dépends upon this naval 
discussion. They are in a peculiarly 
difficult position. They will be in 
danger if they do not conseil to a 
large expenditure on Dreadnoughts. 
If they do consent their schemes of 
social betterment, including old age 
pensions, must be dropped. It can 
be imagined, therefore, with what 
dread the Government contemplates 
the coming naval campaign and their 
anxiety not to interfere r.t present 
iu their personal quarrels of popular 
admirals more than they can help.

SIX BAPTISED.
Id the New Ceetral Preibyteriai 

Church Yesterday.

Gas by the Can.
It is exceedingly likely that within 

the next twelve months dwellers in iso­
lated country homes will buy from the 
grocer gas to light their households as 
readily as they now buy kerosene. A 
new illuminant, called blaugas, after its 
inventor, Herman Blau, hae made this 
possible. It is delivered in handy little 
cylinders as easily and safely as so much 
bottled cream. We need not do violence 
to the imagination to picture the subur­
ban housewife in the near future tele­
phoning her order to the grocer for so 
many dozens of eggs, pounds of starch,

cans of tomatoes—“and a five-pound 
cylinder of blaugas.”

As to cost, it may be said that it is 
only a little more .expensive at present 
than gas supplied from large metropoli­
tan plants in pipes direct. It is cheaper 
than electric incandescent lighting, even 
from large plants.—Harper’s Weekly.

LYNCH NEGROES.
Third Colored Mai Strung Up la 

Village.

Way cross, Ga., June 29.—At eight 
o’clock last night two negroes were 
lynched in the rear of the Baptist 
Church in this city by a mob of at 
least 1,200 persons. The negroes were 
charged with kidnapping and outraging 
the thirteen-year-old daughter of a 
planter. While the two negroes were 
being lynched here a third negro sus­
pected of complicity in the outrage 
was being lynched near Hikox. Wil­
kins and Baker, the two negroes, were 
brought here to-day and jailed. This 
afternoon it was decided to remove 
them to Jesup for safe keeping. The 
Jesup train was late, and while the 
officers were waiting at the depot a 
great crowd gathered and disarmed 
the officers and took the negroes to the 
rear of the Baptist Church. There 
was no rope, but a chain locked 
around one of the negroes was broken 
apart and used. One of the negroes 
was swung about three feet from the 
ground by the chain. The other negro 
was still handcuffed to the body of the 
swinging negro.' The mob then opened 
on the negroes with guns and revolvers, 
riddling them.

ROW AT BRANTFORD
Fight la a Bearding Hoese Resalt- 

iag Aa Arrest.

(Special Despatch to the Times.) 
Brantford, Ont, June 29.—A serious 

row took place at Spring street last Sat­
urday night among a number of alleged 
strikebreakers, resulting in one of the 
number being struck on the face with a 
heavy stone, and in the arrest of Ed­
ward* Crocock, a moulder.

The Ceaseless Work of the Great 
Dredges on the Suez Canal.

The most vivid impression of all will 
be that of the ceaseless dredges. It is 
the same on the Isthmus of Panama. 
The traveller from the tropical countries 
who enjoys the enforced hospitality of 
the quarantine station of Colon has am­
ple opportunity to reflect on the func­
tion of the dredges in keeping open in­
ternational waterways. In the morning 
one is seen holding its way back and 
forth across the Atlantic entrance ; at 
night its moving lights testify to con­
tinuous activity. But the desert is far 
different from the country through 
which the Panama Canal passes. For­
ever blow the desert winds and forever 
whirl the desert sands. At Suez the pre­
vailing winds and the mud nature of 
the soil require continued dredging to 
keep the Port Tewfik channel open. 
Along the route to the- Bitter Lakes, and 
from these lakes to Timsah, the sands 
are militant ; the dredges must fight 
them without intermission. But the 
greatest function of these machines is 
at the Mediterrnanenn entrance. Here 
at Port Said the message and the mission 
of the dredges are felt intensely. Night 
and day their hoarse voices cry out, 
sometimes losing the raucous quality 
and screeching. Their ceaseless call is 
to action, to preserve the fruits of past 
digging, and to provide larger fruits for 
the commerce of the future. They main­
tain what has been gained, and enable 
us to review the sources of these gains 
since the canal was opened.—From “The 
Westward Tide of Commerce Through 
Suez,” by Charles M. Pepper, in the 
April Scribner.

Just aa soon a» the nexv# of the wreck 
reached the city a wrecking train xvae 
immediately despatched from Toronto 
Junction to the scene of the accident. 
Subsequently a special traiu with Gen 
eral Superintendent Oborne, of the C.
P. R. ; Dr. H. A. Beatty, divisional sur­
geon of the company, and Dr*. Milne 
and Clendenan, of Toronto Junction, 
and two nurses from the Western Hos­
pital left at 2.45 a. m. Sunday morning, 
and a fast run xvas made to Tottenham.
On their arrival they found the injured : 
passengers laid out on the grass, and 
110 time was lost in attending to their 
injuries. After dressing the xvounds of 
those most seriously injured, General 
Superintendent Oborne arranged to have 
them conveyed to Toronto, and at 3.40 
o’clock an emergency call was sent to 
police headquarters to have two ambu­
lances meet the train with the injured, 
which reached the crossing at the head 
of Bathurst street shortly after 5 
o’clock. The women were placed in thé 
ambulances and the two men were 
brought in hacks to the Western Hos­
pital, where ex*erytiling was in readiness 
to receive them. The injured stood the 
journey well, especially the txvo women, 
who were tne greatest sufferers, 
the way down Mrs. Sword, xvho is badly 
bruised about the body, had to be given 
stimulants, and it was at first feared 
that she might not be able to stand the 
journey. Both xvornen were unconscious 
when admitted to the hospital. Of the 
men Mr. Taylor, who was on his way 
home to Parry Sound after a business 
trip, was the most seriously injured. 
His right ear was almost severed and 
his shoulders bruised. He xvas promptly 
placed on the operating table, and sev­
eral stitches xve re required to hold the 
ear in its normal position. Mr. Price 
sustained two painful abrasions on the 
hip and shoulder by a seat falling on 
him, and narrowly escaped being killed.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST
HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS.

ANY EVEN-NUMBERED SECTION OF Dominion Lands In Manitoba, Saskat­
chewan and Alberta, excepting 8 and 28, not 

reserved, may be homesteaded by any per­
son who Is sole head of a family, or any 
male over 18 years of age. to the extent of 
one-quarter section of 160 acre*, more or lees.

Application for entry must be made In 
person by the applicant at a Dominion Lands 
Agency or Sub-agency for the district in which the land Is situate. Entry by proxy 
may, however, be made at any agency on 
certain conditions by the father, mother, 
son. daughter, brother or sister of an In­
tending homesteader.

DUTIES—(1) At least six months' resi­
dence upon and cultivation of the land In 
each year for three years.

(2) A homesteader may, if he so des tree, 
perform the required residence duties by 
living on farming land owned solely by him. 
not less than eighty (80) acres in extent, 
in the vicinity- of his homestead. He may also do so by living with father or mother, 

i op certain conditions. Joint ownership in 
lend will not meet with this requirement.(3) A homesteader Intending to perform 
bis residence duties in accordance with th« 
ibove while living with parents or on farm- 

1 ing land owned by himself must notify th« 
agent for the district of such Intention.

Petriotic Addresses In Seme City 
Cherches Yesterday.

Preacher From Scetland In First 
ConfregatioBal.

Reopenings at SL John 
Emerald Methodist

and

Rev. F. W. Hollinrake delivered a pat­
riotic address from his pulpit in Zion 
Tabernacle last evetting to a' large con­
gregation. His address was much appre­
ciated and was built up in a style to stir 
the blood of a true patriot. His text 
was Psalms xvi. 6, "The lines are fallen 
unto me in pleasant places; yea, 1 have 
a goodly heritage.-’ He spoke first of 

. the climate, temperature and scenery of 
this great and democratic country. Uur 
public institutions, schools and churches 

■ are a glorious heritage, and the size of 
this country leaves nothing to be desir­
ed. He spoke of the fertility and natur­
al resources of the country. Are these 
things ours? he asked; and the view lie 
took of this momentous. question was 
that they are not. They are merely ours 
in trust. He held that Canada should 
have an open door for men of every na­
tionality who were- honest, industrious 
and sober. It was not right, he said, to 
let immigrants start a branch of their 
own country in this land, but it was 
wrong to keep out good men who might 
in time become citizens to be proud of. 
Let us not settle down, he said, with­
out thinking of the cost and sacrifice of 
those who obtained this heritage for us. 
In conjunction with this he mentioned 
General Wolfe and the^United Empire 
Loyalists, and delivered a etilogy on 
them that covered their many great 
and glorious feats and themselves. Spe­
cial music was rendered by the choir and 
soloists.

Flower Day at Knox.
Knox Church held its annual flower 

service yesterday, and the church was 
filled both morning and evening. The 
church had bega beautifully decorated 
with flowers, under the direction of the 
teachers and officers. Rev. A. E. Mitch­
ell preached in the morning. His ser­
mon was mostly on birds and flowers. 
He likened the Bible to a tree, the chap­
ters to a branch, the leaves to a twig, 
and the verses to a leaf. He told the 
congregation to put on their thinking 
caps and decipher the subject of his ser­
mon, which he said would be the "40th 
branch, the 6th twig and the 28th leat. ' 
He took a junclt of garden flowers in 
one hand and a bunch of weeds in the 
other and likened the flowers to good 
Christian children and the tveeds to bad 
and wayward children. It is development 
that makes the beautiful child as well 
as the beautiful flower, the fine apple 
that we see and eat was developed from 
the sour little crab by grafting, re­
planting and nature. So could little 
girls and boys be developed, by keeping 
them off the streets at night and teach­
ing them in the ways of G 3d. He then 
held up an artificial flower, which he 
said was like artificial boys and girls, 
who spend all their money on dlress. 
What the • flowers need to make them 
beautiful is air, sun, water and earth. 
If we would be beautiful in çur own 
lives, we need the things that corres­
ponded, which are prayer, which corres­
ponds with air, water with the word 
of God. What earth is to the flowers, the 
Church is to the people. The sun cor­
responds with the Holy Spirit.

Mr. H. M. Paulin. B. A., preached in 
the evening before a large audience.

National Righteousness.
Preaching last night on “National 

Righteousness." Rev. H. McDiarmid, B. 
A., pastor of Herkimer Baptist Church, 
made a ringing plea for support of the 
missionary cause in the great Northwest. 
Choosing his text from Proverbs. "Right­
eousness exalt et li a nation, but sin is a 
reproach on any people,” he declared 
that the standard of the nation could 
not be higher than the standard of the 
home. Unrighteousness would produce 
that in a nation which would work its 
eternal overthrow, and this was what 
Canada faced to-day on the frontier in 
the great west land. The enemy had 
already entered the land to pillage it, 
and if the church hoped to conquer it 
must at once seize the strategic points 
and wage warfare. Mr. McDiarmid as­
sured his auditors that he was not tak­
ing a pessimistic view, but stating the 
awful truth. Forcibly impressing on his 
congregation the great responsibility of 
the church and individuals to carry on 
this work in the West and support the 
Lord’s troops, he declared that it was 
self-evident if the West was not evan­
gelized the returning tide of dissipation, 
disaffection, lawlessness and infidelity 
would swamp the east. The morning of 
opportunity for the spreading of God’s 
gospel had come »»nd gone; the day was 
far advanced and the night approacheth, 
under the shadow of whose darkness 
avarice, greed for gold, political corrup­
tion, personal despair and other iniqui­
ties would stalk through the land and 
drag down national righteousness. His­
tory furnished striking illustrations in 
this respect of what Canada would face 
unless it seized the opportunity and 
evangelized the West. The Puritans in 
New England in the early days had fail­
ed to spread the gospel to the United 
States west, and the r.eault was evident 
to-day in the disregard for the marriage 
bonds, the arrogance of wealth, the 
trusts and combines, the disregard for 
law, labor wars, lynching and other 
crimes .North Africa was once lighted 
with the gospel, as was Canada to-day, 
but it neglected its opportunity and was 
plunged into heathen darkness. History 
"would repeat itself in Canada unless pre­
cautions were taken. Reploring the com­
mercial spirit that permeated everything 
in the West, the speaker emphasized 
that Christ’s gospel was the only thing 
that could correct the errors of the age 
and the false ideals with which the coun­
try was flooded to-day.

From Scotland.
There was a splendid attendance at 

the Congregational Church at both ser­
vices yesterday. Owing to the absence 
of Rev. J. K. Uns worth at Montreal, the 
pulpit was taken by Rev. W. Stewart 
Chadbum, of the (frown Terrace Bap­
tist Church, of Aberdeen, Scotland. His 
sermons were heard with a greet deal 
of interest. His flow of language was 
beautiful, and the weaving of his 
thoughts into one subject was a master­
ly piece of work.

At the morning service, Mr. CTiad- 
hiirn took as his text 2nd Corinthians, 
4:14, "‘For the love of Christ constrain- 
eth us; because we thus judge, that if 
one died for all, then we were all dead: 
And that if he died for all, that they

which live should not henceforth live 
unto them selves, büt unto him which 
died for them and rose again.”

Mr. Chadbum referred to the great 
transformation that has come over the 
world during the past hundred ÿears, in 
all lines of commercial and scientific 
life. He then took up Christ’s message 
to the disciples, “Go. ye into all thé 
world,” and proceeded to show how the 
development of religion, had really start­
ed from that utterance, 2,000 years ago, 
He held that this was the great poten­
tial, moral dynamic on which the world 
has depended for its happiness, of a 
spiritual nature. Christ sent the mes­
sage to the world, and it has of necessi­
ty placed it under an obligation of se­
curing disciples for Him, and to promote 
the witl of God on earth.

The speaker then took up the life of 
Paul, showing how he had been con­
verted, and of his love for the Master. 
Mr. Chad burn reminded the congrega- 
tibn that love was not a force that 
could be generated by any reasoning, 
but it is something that comes from an­
other source, that is not to be con­
trolled by the world, or by science. 
What God desires is that the world 
utilize and realize the love that is with­
in each individual for the working out 
and extension of His kingdom. There 
were, no doubt, people who had no love 
in their hearts, and the speaker feared 
that something akin to apathy in regard 
to religion was stealing over the world, 
under the guise of materialism. Its 
spirit was pervading the air at the pres­
ent time, and strenuous efforts are 
needed to control it. The realization of 
the love of God is the generative power 
that awakens the world to do things for 
Him. As the world keeps itself in love 
of God, it will gain power.

Mr. Chadburn gave another powerful 
sermon in the evening.

Emerald Re-opening.
The reopening sendees of Emerald 

Street Methodist Church took place 
yesterday. The church has been thor­
oughly remodeled and decorated, includ­
ing the school room, pipe organ, chan­
deliers, etc. In fact, the entire church 
has been gone over. Ne.w carpets of 
beautiful design over the floors; the 
walls are tinted in delicate shades of 
green with the best Murisco, while the 
ceilings are repainted in the most deli­
cate shades. New cork matting has 
been placed in the vestibule. A new 
granolithic walk graces the front, and 
the whole work reflects great credit up­
on the committee and the contractors. 
The decorators, Messrs. Goode le & Laid- 
law, have surpassed themselves. This 
week the outside of the church and par­
sonage will he thoroughly gone over.

Rev. Dr. Hunter, who is well known 
in the city, having been pastor of sev­
eral of the city churches, preached in 
the morning from Isaiah 52:1, "Awake, 
awake, put on thy strength, O Zion; 
put on thy beautiful garments, O Jeru­
salem."’ The doctor has lost none of 
his old time fire. He delivered an excel­
lent sermon from the above text. The 
points touched were three :

First. What is the real strength of a 
church ? Not physical, financial or in­
tellectual, but spiritual.

Recoml. How van this strength be 
obtained ? By complete consecration to 
God and His work.

Third. The results of such strength 
both to the church and others.

In the evening the doctor chose as 
his text Genesis 33:2, "And he blessed 
him there.” The sermon was a brief 
historV of .Jacob, and especially the 
story of his conversion. Jacob was self- 
willed and stubborn, always planning to 
have his own way, and never intending 
to he baffled iu securing anything he 
deeired. There was no chance for his 
conversion till that will was subdued 
and he became penitent. This did not 
take place till affliction -came ami the 
hollow of his thigh was out of joint. 
Then the Angel, who was (.Hirist, asked 
him his name. He replied Jacob, which 
means supplanter. In this answer was 
seen the evidence of penitence, and he 
acknowledged to God his character and 
sin, and God could and did then and 
there bless him and' made him a new 
man. He was now no longer Jacob, but 
Israel, prevailer. The sermon was thor. 
oughly practical, and produced a fine ef­
fect upon the congregation.

At the close of the evening service the 
pastor, Rev. Dr. Williamson, was able 
to announce that the entire amount* 
$1.250, the cost of the improvements, 
had been subscribed during the day. 
This was the more gratifying from the 
fact that the heat had prevented many 
of the congregation from being in their 
usual places.

possession touching on the Barton 
murder mystery ; that is my business 
and my privilege, and when you put 
competent, well-trained, fair-minded and 
just officials in charge of your de­
partment, then, and only then, will I 
again consent to confer with them.

I have already advised I will meet 
your Mr. Miller, as you, Mr. Attorney- 
General, suggested.

“If as you say, I will be held re­
sponsible for not doing my duty, then 
I accept full responsibility for the 
stand I have taken, fully prepared to 
rise or fall by own act.

More than two years ago I accused 
officials in your department of tamper­
ing, trifling and juggling with the ad­
vancement and promotion of criminal 
justice work in connection with the 
murdered dead—at that time and the 
present time the Attorney-General 
does not have to go outside his own 
department to look for the proof of 
this statement.

For the past fifteen months I have 
been most persistent in my effort and 
mv work to get you as Attorney-Gen­
eral to further investigate the Barton 
murder. To all mv propositions, my 
suggestions and information laid be­
fore you I received back always but 
the one reply, namely:

“ ‘See Mr. Cartwright or Policeman 
Greer.’

‘"I tell you againL sir, as I have re­
peatedly told you before, that you will 
never whip the writer into action to 
again confer with incompetent and un­
trained officials. By ignoring the writer 
and his letters, the Attorney-General 
has shired his duty and his responsibility 
to the people of this Province, and by 
so doing he has covered up the incompe­
tence and the trickery of the officials he 
selected to do the work of this important 
murder case.

“Would it not be folly to expect that 
officials that already have been shown 
to be incompetent and unfair, and who 
have been charged with trifling would 
evn again put up an honest and ener­
getic effort to solve this murder 
mystery. No. never. These officials 
see for themselves that if they are 
again forced by an outsider to take 
up this case, identify the victim as 1 
say she can be identified, then there 
is nothing left for them to do hut re­
sign their positions. Your officials 
know this only too well, and there 
lies the secret of the tampering with this

"Read the article in The Toronto 
Evening Telegram, headed 'Reorganize 
the Provincial Detective Force.’ l 
think it appeared in that paper in 
November. 1005. It stated quite plain­
ly just what you might expect from 
the work of your present officials. The 
statement made by The Telegram has 
since been proved to be true, which 
goes to show that the man who wrote 
the article knew exactly what he was 
talking about.

"Now, Mr. Foy, as Attorney-General, 
you are responsbile for the work, the 
acts and the conduct of all your offi­
cials, and on your head and shoulders 
and yours alone, rests the awful gre 
aponsibilitv for the trifling and jug 
gling in this Barton murder investiga­
tion. K

“The practice of allowing your offi­
cials to write letters and receive replies 
without the contents ever being made 
known to the Attorney-General is an 
abuse that should he suppressed at once. 
No business corporation or institution 
would tolerate this practice.

“The practice of allowing your offi- 
tials to hand out intentionally mislead­
ing information to the public press for 
tV purpose of bulldozing the public and 
covering up their incompetence and 
trickery should also be suppressed at 
once, as this game has been worked to 
the limit.

“Accused persons have been brought 
to trial that should never have been 
brought to trial, and the investigation 
of genuine murders has been dragged 
along month after month, year after 
year, the country’s money s*quandered, 
and no results obtained.

"The work of your Deputy Attorney 
and Policeman Greer in the Barton 
murder mystery has been nothing short 
of a hippodrome, a scandal and a faree, 
a disgrace in the eyes of intelligent and 
fair-minded business men and a blotch 
and smirch on the honesty and eager­
ness of the present Government to deal 
quickly and fairly with the advance 
ment and promotion of criminal jus­
tice work in connection with the mur­
dered dead.

“I care nothing for the blunders, the 
failures, the incompetence and *e 
trickery of the officials of your depart­
ment. I am determined to’see that the 
victim of this cruel murder gets a 
square deal.

INTERESTING LETTER FROM 
MRS. (DR.) WOOLVERTON.

Some Comments About the National
Council of Women Convention at

Saturday’s Toronto News contains 
some extracts from a personal letter 
from Mrs. (Dr. A. E.) Woolverton, of 
this city, one of t-he members of the 
National Council of Women, on her trip 
to Italy and the convention there. Mrs. 
Woolverton says:

“In Rome, the most beautiful and be­
witching woman I met was Madam 
Maud Gonne, of Ireland. She was just 
coming from an audience with the Pope, 
and was dressed in flowing black robes 
and Spanish mantilla.

"At Assisi we sat at table with Paul 
Sabatier, whose book on St. Francis we 
enyoyed when it came outi. And at 
Tivola we drove for half an hour with 
Madame Anna Gould close following in 
her motor car, in company with Count 
De Sagan—the road being too narrow 
to permit their passing.

"Uur gondolier here proves to be the 
boatman employed by Hopkinson Smith, 
and he has named his boat ‘Gondola 
Days,’ in compliment to the author. The 
first person we saw on the Grand Canal 
was the Duchess D’Aosta, stepping into 
her electric launch as we passed the 
Royal Gardens. She had on the same 
stunning cerise gown that she wore at 
the National Council.

“We lingered long among the charms 
of Southern Italy, and so did not reach 
The Eternal City until after Easter and 
two davs after the Congresao Nazionale 
delle Donne Italiane had been in ses­
sion in the new and magnificent Palace 
of Justice, kindly loaned by the munici­
pality for the occasion.

“The programme lor the week’s work 
was quite different from that of our 
Canadian annual meetings. Here each 
section—six in number—had its own 
special room during the entire week.

"At the head of the great marble 
staircase was the secretary’s room, and 
the Bureau of Information; next to it 
the room of the president and Execu­
tive Committee. While the grand corri­
dor—a large, square hall of richly -carv­
ed white- marble—was converted into a 
lunch room, where dejeuner was served 
for one franc eighty centimes, for those 
who wiihed it, although the intermis­
sion between morning and afternoon ses­
sions was from 1 to 3 o’clock. Tea was 
served in the same improvised hut at­
tractive restaurant at 5 o’clock.

“While all the meetings were well at­
tended and much interest was manifest­
ed. the room given to education and 
the one to law and morality were not 
only filled every morning and afternoon, 
but crowded ; men and women standing 
in the aisles to hear the discussions.

“A surprising feature of the congress 
was the enormous interest taken in the 
meetings by the men of Italy, particu­
larly by men of prominence—ex Pre­
miers, leaders of the Socialists, eminent 
barristers, etc. One able speech on the 
subject of charities and providing for 
the improvident being made by a mem­
ber of the present Ministry.

“Another unexpectedness was the busi­
ness-like and parliamentary way the 
sessions were conducted. One expects an 
Italian woman to be beautiful, to be 
musical and to fascinate ; and it was 
an agreeable surprise to find them, as 
well, thoroughly’ posted in the affairs 
of State and questions of the day.

“The Council was given not on'v the 
use of the magnificent Pa lavs of Jus­
tice for its meetings, out also upon 
two occasions the use of *.h? Capiiol, 
that museum of priceless pictures and 
statuary, mosaics and relics. One was 
for thé inauguration, when Queen Helene 
formally opened the Council, ami the 
other for an evening reception, when 
the Mayor and members of the muni­
cipality received the delegit »s and pro­
vided a programme of rare and delight­
ful music, also refreshments of cake 
and wine and ices.

"Other social functions were given, 
the first being a reception by the Pre­
sident of the National Council, the 
Countess Spajletti, a woman of charm­
ing personality, in one of the prettiest 
villas in,Rome, and on Sunday afternoon 
the ‘Queen Mother,’ as the much-loved 
Margjierita is called, opetvd her beau­
tiful gardens and received the delegates, 
assisted by the Duchess d’Aosta. ’Ihe 
latter lady is honorary president of the 
Committee on Education, attended she 
meetings and presided at some of its 
sessions. She has extended an invita­
tion to the National Council to hold its 
next meeting in the city of her heme,

"One of the features of the Italian 
Council which impressed me most strong­
ly was the manner of delivery and voice 
of each speaker. Not once was there dif­
ficulty in hearing what was being said, 
so loud and clear and distinctly was 
each paper read. While all the dele­
gates were, naturally, Italians, many 
of the regular attendants and Ijeen lis­
teners at the meetings were Germans, 
not a few English and American, some 
French and several Swiss. All papers 
were read in Italian, save two, which 
were given in French, by French women, 
and the only one on the programme by 
an English woman, Mrs. Ogilvie Gordon, 
honorary corresponding secretary of the 
International Council, was delivered in 
Italian, as the writer was unable to be 
present.

WHITESLAVES.
Investigating Undergound Railway 

Far These Women.

Chicago, June *29.—In United States 
District Attorney Edward Sims’ crusade 
against the traffic in alien women, an 
"iinderground” railroad similar to that 
used before the civil war in smuggling 
negroes from the South into northern 
States, has been unearthed by immigra­
tion inspectors and secret service men. 
The system of bringing alien women into 
the United States bv way of Canada, in 
spite of the vigilance of the immigration 
officials, is said to have been divulged 
by one of the girls examined by one of 
the board of inquiry. According to her 
story girls are brought from France, 
Russia. Germany and other foreign coun­
tries to St. John’s, Xfid., and lu Anti­
costi Island, near the mouth of the St. 
Lawrence River. From these places they 
are taken to Montreal in private yachts 
and up the Richelieu River to Rouse’s 
Point, X. Y. Both Attorney Sims and 
Dr. D. D. Davies, inspector in charge 
of the immigration bureau, acknowledg­
ed yesterday that they had learned of 
this underground railroad, and that 
steps had been taken to break it up.

DEATH IN THE* TELEPHONE.

English Test Shows Germs on the 
Mouthpieces.

London, June 28.—According to a 
rejiort by a medical officer from West­
minster to this week’s lancet, a start­
ling result has lieen attained from a 
test to discover whether tuberculosis 
germs exist in telephone mouthpieces.

One of the post office public tele­
phones on the central exchange was 
wiped around with a swab to remove 
any existing germs in the mouthpiece, 
and the contents of the swab used to 
inoculate two guinea pigs. One guinea 
pigs was killed twenty-three days after 
inoculation, and a post-mortem exam­
ination showed pronounced signs of 
tuberculosis. The second guinea pig 
was killed twenty-seven days after in­
oculation and showed similar signs ol 
infection, thus proving that the deadly

SWEPT BY TORNADO.
THE MIDDLE WEST PROVINCES 

SUFFER FROM A GREAJ BLOW.

Great Damage Done Around Fillmore 
and Warman—Anglican Church 
Moved Off Its Foundation—Sever­
al Farm Houses Demolished.

Winnipeg, June 28.—Very violent 
storms are reported from many points 
in the middle west, accompanied by con­
siderable damage to property and crops. 
Around Fillmore and Warman the wind 
swept the country with tornado force. 
Many buildings in the towns and sur­
rounding country were either demolish­
ed or badly wrecked, and numerous nar­
row escapes from death or injury are 
reported. At Warman the v Anglican 
Church was picked up and moved six 
feet off its foundation, and the Saskat­
chewan Trading Company’s warehouse 
was wrecked, part of the building being 
blown three hundred yards. Ninga, Dun- 
rea and Waskada, Man., are other places 
reporting terrific spouts.

How Fillmore escaped as lucky as it 
did from Friday night’s storm is a mys­
tery, for, judging by reports which come 
ht-Xrom the country, the storm was the 
worst that ever passed through this sec­
tion. The storm seemed to lift here 
when it struck the town, and the force 
of the wind passed over. The worst 
damage in town was the breaking m of 
the front of D. Curtus’ feed store and 
demolishing the front of Cooks drug 
store. The wind lifted a chicken shed 
about forty rods away and smashed it 
into the plate glass window of the drug 
store.

At C. E. Veak’s, three and a Halt 
miles north, the family l-arely escaped 
with their lives. They were in lied at 
the time, but, becoming alarmed, sought 
refuge in the cellar, and had no more 
than reached there than the whole up­
stairs was carried away.

The house of Mr. Barrett, five miles 
north. was completely demolished. Had 
the family gone to bed when they in­
tended there is no doubt but that they 
would all have been killed, but they 
staved up to enjoy some music, and 
when the storm struck they barely had 
time to get into a cellar just across the 
road before the house collapsed.

KAISER DREADS WAR.

Prophecy Foretells the End of the 
Hohenzollerns.

Paris, Juue 28.—The Echo de Paris 
quotes an anonymous member of Em­
peror Francis Joseph’s immediate en­
tourage to the ciiect that it 1» well 
known in the Austrian court circles that 
the German Emperor, despite his bel Li­
euse talk, has a superstitious dread 
of war on account of two old pro­
phecies, according to which he is des­
tined to be me last Hobeuzollein 
ruler. 1 lie tirst prophecy is not com­
pletely known, but it was made by an 
old monk of lehnin. The other, which 
is well known in several European 
courts, originated »« an ancient mon-, 
asterv in tuc neighborhood of Mayence.

This also foretells the end of the 
Hohenzollerns with William the hec 
cond, adding that his death would be 
caused by a great war. The Kaiserin 
shares the superstition and its eager 
for peace, so aiatmvd is she for her 
husband and children. The Echo sa.ys 
that at the Austrian court certain 
contradictions and acts of indecision 
which the Kaiser often evidences aie 
explained by this superstitious fear of 
war which the Empress assiduously 
keeps up.

STRUCK BY A FALLING TREE.

Allan Edmonson, Lumberman Em­
ployee at Diver, Killed.

North Bay, June 28 —Allan Edmon­
son, aged twenty-eight, employed at 
a lumber camp at Diver, Ontario, 
the N. O. Railway, was struck by 
falling tree, dying from a fractured 
skull. Edmonsou w-as also known a 
Alex.

When he had just about reached the 
nest he ran against a pair of wires 
running through the tree top.

Choice of Trees by Lightning.
Now that the season of thunder 

storms is here, this long debated sub 
ject assumes fresh interest. It has been 
rediscussed by Dr. A. W. Borthwick in 
“Notes from the Royal Botanic Garden 
of Edinburgh,’’ who concludes that no 
tree is immune, and vnat lightning will 
strike one species quite as readily as an­
other. In opposition to the popular be­
lief that “ it is quite safe under a beech, 
while the danger under a resinous tree 
or an oak is, respectively, 15 to 50 times 
as great,” Dr. Borthwick says that the 
beech is struck quite as frequently ns 
any other tree. Apparently the taller 
trees in any neighborhood are the ones 
most liable liable to be struck.
