THE CATTLE HORN-FLY.

Effective Remedies for the Bites of the
Pests.

the animals will keep the flies away for
several days. A number of experiments
were tried in the field, with. the result
that train oil alone, and train oil and
lard with a little sulphur, oil of tar or
carbolic acid added, will keep the flies
away for from five to six days, while with
a small proportion of carbolic acid it will
have a healing effect upon any sores
which may have foimed. Axle grease,
tallow and any such greasy substance can
be used to advantage, but train oil or fish
oil seem to be more lasting in their effects
than any others experimented with.

The safest and most convenient way of
using carbolic acid is in the shape of car-
bolized oil, which may be prepared by
disolving one ounce of crystalized or
liquified carbolic acid in one quart of oil,
Train oil, fish oil, tanner’s oil, olive oil,
or any other fixed oil will answer; but
not coal oil; as carbolic acid is not soluble
in this liqguid. The crude carbolic acid
does not disolve easily in fixed oils, and
therefore must not be used. Instances
have been renorted to me of injury to
animals, and the hands of operators,
when the crude has been substituted for
the purer form of carbolic acid.

An effective and undoubtedly the easi-
est remedy to apply, if a small spray
pump be used, is the kerosene emulsion,
which consists of the following: Kero-
sene (coal oil), two quarts; rain water,
one quart; common hard soap, two oz.
Boil the soap in the water till all is dis-
solved ; then whlle beiling hot, turn it
into the coal 0il and churn it constantly
and forcibly with a syringe or force pump
for five minutes, when it will be of a
creamy nature. If the emulsion be per-
fect it will adhere to the surface of glass
without oiliness. As it cools it thickens
into a jelly-like mass. This gives the
stock emulsion, which must be dilluted
before using with nine times its measure
(that is, twenty-seven quarts) of water.
It will be found to mix much more ‘easily
if done at once before it cools. The above
proportions give three quarts of the stock
emulsion, which, with twenty-seven
quarts of water added, make up thirty
quarts of the mixture ready for use. This
may be applied to the animals by means
of a sponge, brush, rag, or, what will cer-
tainly be found most convenient where
there are many animals to treat, by means
of a force pump and spray nozzle. The
emulsion thus made and sprayed over the
cattle kills all the flies it reaches, and it

relieve cattle from annoyance. Another
method of diluting the coal oil is to make

and water. Take sour milk, one part;
coal oil, two parts. Mix the two thor-
oughly, as' described above for the soap
emulsion. Then dilute with water, so
that one part in ten will be coal oil.

Prof. H. A. Morgan, of the Louisiana
experiment station, has tried some new
experiments during the past year with
various-materials, the results of which he
summarizes as follows: “It waseoon found
that none of the solutions were of much
value except kerosene and fish oil emul-
sions, and after a third trial, all were dis-
carded except these. At this time the
fish oil emulsions had shown superiority
over the kerosene, and further trials soon
showed that animals after four or five
days from time of spraying with fish oil
emulsion were free from attack of flies,
while those upon whom kerosene emul-
sion had been used were more or less an-
noyed. (Louisiana exp. station bull. 2nd
series, No. 22). Fish oil emulsion differs
from kerosene emulsion only in the sub-
stitution of fish oil for coal or kerosene.

A gocd way to fight this pest will doubt-
less be to prevent it from breedingand in-
creasing. Their life history is briefly as
follows: The mature flies appear early in
the spring and lay their eggs upon the
fresh droppings of cattle. These soon
hatch and the maggots live in the dung
while in a moist condition. They then
tarn into pupa in or beneath the dung,
and the flies again appear within two or
three weeks from the time the eggs were
laid. There can thus be several broods
in a season. As stated above the maggots
can live only in the moist droppings of
the cattle. Any means, therefore, which
will insure the drying up of these before
the maggots are full grown will destroy
them. This can be done most easily by
spreading the dung out into the pasture re-
gularly and at short intervals. Twice a
week would be sufficient, and it wonld be
equally effective in wet weather when the
substance would be washed away,as in hot
weather when it would be dried up.

When the flies appear in large numbers
on the ceilings and wall of stabling in cool
weather, or when driven from the cattle
by applications, they can be destroyed by
spraying them with either kerosene
emulsion or a strong decoction of Pyreth-
rum insect powder. Dusting them with
dry Pryethrum powder by means of an
“insect gun” would also be eflective.

In studying the history of this insect
since its first appearence in North Amer-
ica in 1877, I have noticed that at the
places were some years ago its attacks
were very severe, it is now much less
tronbiesome. I was, therefore, led to
bope that after a time the -considerable
loss which Canadians are now suffering
from the horn fly would be much less.
Correspondence with entomologists con-
firred this view. In reply to letters on
this point and with regard to any new
remedies which might have been discov-
ered, addressed to the United States en-
tomologist, and other specialists who have
studied this pest, I have received the fol-
lowing :

“Yours of the 25th: has been received
during Prof. Riley’s absence. We have
found nothing better than kerosene
emulsi.n for the protection of cattle from
the horn fly. In answer to your second
question, I may say that it has been al-
most the invariable rule that the second
wyear the flies are worst, and after this
bad second year, the numbers are fewer.
We have explained this on the ground
that native parasites preying ordinarily
on the native larve in cow-dung, acquire
a taste for the horn-fly larve after a short
time.”—L. O. Howard, acting entomolo-
gist, Washington, D. C.

| APLUCKY WOMAN

Mrs, Charles Parker of St. John
Attacked by a Jew Pedlar

Disarms Him and Turns Him out of Her
House.

Mrs. Parker, wife of Charles W. Parker
the well-known St. John druggist, had a
thrilling experience Mcnday morning, and
showed herself to be possessed of nerve,
courage and pluck in abundant quantities.
Her experience was one that few people
would care to go tbrough and one that not
many women could have faced as courage-
ously. What she did was to fight with,
overpower, disarm and drive from her
premises a peddler who attempted to kill
her.

When seen by a Globe reporter a couple
of hours after the event Mrs Parker look-
ed none the worse for her severe struggle.
She described her adventure and from
the particulars it will be seen what a nar-
| row escape she had. Mr. and Mrs. Parker
‘live at No. 133 St. James street, near the
corner of Sidney street, in a double house
the upper flat being occupied by Mr. and
Shortly after 9
o’clock Mrs. Parker was at work in her
 kitchen, when glancing at the window,
she saw a young peddler passing through
the yard. The peddler, who is supposed
to be a Polish Jew, is a short heavily
built, powerful lad of about sixteen years
of age, with coarse features and a forbid-
ding countenance. He was well known
to Mrs. Parker, having called there many
times to ask her to buy of his stock of
pins, needles, laces, towels, threads and
other like articles, He had never made
a sale and this fact apparently

HAD ANGERED HIM.

When Mrs. Parker saw him passing the
window she twice shook her head gignify-
ing that she did not want anything, but
the youth kept right on. Thinking that
he intended togo up stairs Mrs. Parker
paid no more attention but resumed her
household duties and was surprised a
moment later to sce the door open and the
youth walk in. He had opened not only
the fly screen door, but also the ordinary
door. The care he took in closing them
again convinced Mrs. Parker that she was
in for trouble. Her second look at the
boy’s face strengthed this conviction, for
anger was plainly stamped on it, but she
bad no idea 'of his terrible purpose.
Dropping his pack on the floor, the ped-
dler looked round the room, and his eyes
resting on a large carving knife that lay
on the table, he grapped it up and, clutch-
ing it aloft with both hands, gasped,

and made a rush at Mrs, Parker. She
was in the corner, where she had been
working between the sink and the stove,
and all escape was cut off. Her position
‘was a dangerous one, for she knew that
the knife in the hands of the peddler
was a sharp oneand a blow from it meant
death, asit was aimed directly at her
heart. Her courage, however, did not
fail, and she resolved to fight the would
be murderer, feeling satisfied that help
would come if she could but hold him off
for a few minutes. She watched her
chance, and as the young man sprang at
bher with upraised knife she grasped his
wrists in both her hands and exerted all
her strength to overpower him. At the
same time she screamed with all her
strength, hoping to alarm her sister, Mrs,
Geo. W. Parker. An exciting struggle en-
sued, and finally the pair fell to the
floor with Mrs. Parker ontop. She quick-
ly placed her knees on the peddler’s chest
and then with her hands
WRENCHED THE KNIFE FROM HIS GRASP.

She now had the upper hand and ap-
parently in terror that she she would
murder him, the young peddler began
screaming for help and begging for mercy
at the same time. Mrs. Parker got him
to the door and then was compelled to
discard the knife to get it opened. She
flung the weapon to the farthest side of
the room and then opened the doors.
When he saw she was disarmed, the ped-
dler again became aggressive. He fought
his way back to the kitchen, and when
he had secured his pack, began to upbraid
Mrs. Parker with having attempted to
rob him. Mrs, G. W. Parker, who had
heard the screams after the door was
opened, but had failed to hear the first
of the disturbance, then came to her sis-
ter’s assistance, and the peddler took to
his heels and made out the yard.

Capt. Jenkine, from the description giv-.
en by Mrs. Chas. W. Parker, arrested
Israel Jacobson on Erin street about noon
as the man who had attempted the mur-
der. Jacobson isa rather stoutly built boy
of about fourteen years of age. He was
identified as the assailant He cannot
speak the English language fluently, but
told Capt. Jenking that he took the knife
to fix his basket and did not intend to
stab Mrs. Parker, but she became fright-
ened and grappled with him. He has
been committed for trial.

A FATHERLY TOMCAT.
A Singular Case of Feline Affection.

A few weeks ago Mrs. P. F. Bellew’s
handsome tiger cat Myra gave birth to
four pretty kittens at Mrs. Bellew’s resi-
dence in Locust Grove, Pa. Bub, a year-
ling son of Myra, made much of the
youngsters from the day of their birth,
cuddling up with them and his mother,
licking them, and acting as if he thought
the kittens were the ‘cunningest little
things he had ever seen. Within a week
the young tomcat became so much at-
tached to the little ones that he wouldn’t
leave the nest for more than five or ten
minutes at a time, never going away ex-
cept when the old cat was with them.

When the kittens were eight days old,
just before their eyes had begun to open,
Mrs. Bellew decided to put them out of
the way with chloroform. The old cat
was absent when she had got everything
ready, but Bub was snuggled up with the
kittens, fussing away and working his
paws as though the family belonged to
him. Mrs. Bellew tried to coax Bub to
get out of the box and go away, but he re-
fused to budge until she got a dead mouse
from the trap and held it over him, when
he sprang out aud chased her into the
kitchen.

Mrs. Bellew shut him in, and while he
was amusing himself with the mouse she
placed the kittens in a tin basin lined
with cotton, saturated the cotton with
chloroform, and quickly covered the
basin with the lid of a stone crock. Ina
few minutes the kittens were dead, and
Mrs. Bellew put them into a cigar-box
and buried them in a corner of the gar-
den.

Myra, who had been deprived of a
dozen lilters of kittens before, made no
fuss whatever when she returned to the
empty box. As soon as she had found
that the kittens were gone she lay down
on the doorstep and went to sleep. But
Bub acted in an entirely different way
when he hopped into the box and dis-
covered that the kittens had been re-
moved. He called to the lost little ones
for several minutes, Mrs. Bellew said,

-| listening after each call as though he ex-

pected to hear their faint answer from
some part of the woodshed. On ascer-
taining that the kittens were not in hear-
ing of his voice, Bub leaped from the box,
mewed mournfully, and began to search
around the piles of wood and some har-
rels. Every little while he would stop
his noise and listen for a moment, and
then he would go to crying again as
though he were almost broken-hearted.
After he had searched and called for a
long time the sorrowful young tomecat
spied his mother sleeping in the sun, and
trotting to her he begged most piteously
for her to help him hunt up the missing
kittens. The wise old cat knew from
long experience that it would be a waste
of time to seatch for her kittens, so after
Bub bad bothered her for a minute or
two, she gave him a cuff and went to
sleep again.

Bub trotted into the woodshed
holding his head very high, jumped into
the kitchen box, and began to call the
old cat. Mrs. Bellew ran to the box to
see what Bub had got, and to her intense
surprise she found that he had captured
a tiny young skunk kitten not more than
five or six days old, and that he was
curled up with it and purring as content-
edly as he had been with his little
brothers and sisters the day before.
Presently the old cat came, took a look
and a sniff at the baby skunk, sizzed and
spit spitefully, and then went cantering
off to the wagon house as though she had
seen something that both angered and
frightened her.
The skunk’s eyes were not open, but
Mrs. Bellew said it was as playful as a kit-
ten.

Bellew said he has brought home two
live young gray squirrels and tried to
be a father to them.

THEIR LAST SONG.

The Heroie Conduct of a Company of
British Soldiers.

A letter to Lord Gifford from his son,
sent through Reuter’s agency, gives a
touching incident of the recent battle in
South Africa in which the English force
under Major Wilson fell in their attempt
to capture the Matubele king, Lobengula.
Mr. Gifford obtained the facts from an
Induna, who was an eye-witness of the
fight.

Major Wilson and his party, numbering
thirty-five men, were surrounded by
nearly three thousands of the Matabeles.
The Induna ordered their men to shoot
the horses first, but the Englishmen piled
them up as ramparts and fired over them.

The battle lasted three hours. The
Englishmen refused to yield, in epite of
the fearful odds, and so sure and steady
was their aimn that the Matabele warriors
lay dead around them in heaps.

The Induna states that as the afternoon
wore on and the sun went down, large
reinforcements arrived for King Loben-
gula’s army. One by one the Englishmen
had fallen, and their shots became slow
and fewer. Their ammunition wasgiving
out.

At last there was buta half dozen of
them left alive, among who was Major
Wilson himself, a large man, who was
steaming with blood and who fought des-
perately. Presently the shots ceased al-
together. The last cartridge had been
fired.

“Then,” the Induna said, “they all
stood up together, shoulder to shoulder,
and taking off their hats they sung a song
in English, like those the missionaries
sing to the natives. They sung until the
Matabeles rushed in and assegaied them.”
— Youth’s Companion.

A PECULIAR DISCOVERY.

While laborers were excayating for a
cellar in the rear of the box factory of
Richard & Co., Toronto, Saturday after-
noon, they found at a depth of eleyen
feet a well preserved skeleton of a man.
The skeleton was lying face downwards
with the head resting on a small board
about one foot square. The skull was
broken as though by a heavy blow on top
of the head. The hair had fallen away
but was well preserved, being of a very
dark hue. Remnants of a dark blue coat
which the man had apparently worn
when buried, were found. Attached to
the cloak were several brass buttons, in-
dicating that the man had been a public
officer, probably a policeman or military
man. The bones were those of a man ap-
parently about five feet eleven inches in
height, and of a heavy build. Seven
years ago, while excavating within a few
yards of this spot some workmen discov-
ered a skeleton of & man more than six
feet ¢ix inches in height. The bones are
at present in the Toronto University.
The body is believed to be that of a sold-
ier, member of a regiment stationed here
about sixty years ago.

Carr, aged 20, at Atlantic
city, who was bathing, and so shocked
Mrs. Rachel Fainmeir, who was bathing
with him, that her condition is extremely
critical. The same flash rang the fire a-
larm, spilt a telegraph pole and tied up
traffic on the electric railroad.

Queen Victoria’s newest maid of honor,
Miss Majendie, owes her entrance to Roy-
al favor to a curious bit of chance. She
happened to be singing in a church choir
one day when the Queen was present at
divine service, and Her Majesty was so
greatly pleased with the fresh sweetness
of the girl’s face that she invited her to
fill the place coveted by the young girls
of the English aristocracy.

The Bangor Whig says: John K¢ her
of Fredericton, was released Friday, after
passing almost a year in jail. Heimmed-
iately preceeded to get into lively condi-
tion and begin to assert his feelings by
trying to pull a door from its hinges at
Drew’s blacksmith shop. Afterwards he
tried to trip up a man who was carrying
some iron. Officer Knaide soon had him
in custody and he was placed behind the
bare. A quick return to jail awaits him.

At Elizabeth, N. J. Mrs. John R. Kirk-
man placed her infant, ia a bath tub for
its morning bath. While she had gone
into the kitchen for a moment, her son,
aged three years, turned on the water fau-
cet. When the mother returned to the
bathroom the baby was lying face down-
ward in the water, unconscious. The in-
fant died soon after being removed.

A story comes from Lexington that a
negro was recently buried alive to force
from him the confession of a crime. The
men who did the deed took the negro to
an orchard, dug a grave, pinioned his
arms and legs, and buried him for nearly
twenty minutes. They told him they °
would kill him if he would tell on them.
The negro is in a serious condition. The
men have been arrested.

At Mammoth Hot Springs Yellowstone
Park,Wyoming, while a number of tourists
were viewing the Black Sand Basin, which
is a portion of the upper basin, they heard
a rambling noise which lasted only a few
minutes when a new geyser broke forth
within fifty feet of them, the water being
thrown over a space with a radius of 200
feet. The water gradually formed intoa
column - fully 150 feet high. One tourist,
was badly burned by the water.

The local Conservative party in Mani-
toba isin a sad plight. Asthe general
elections of 1892 it only elected ten mem-
bers out of a house of forty. Its leader,
W. A. Macdonald, was unseated and de-
feated in a by election. The leadership
then desolved on Davidson, of Beautiful
Plains. He, too, was unseated, and in
the election which took place on Thursday
of last week, he was beaten by Adams,
a Patron candidate,the first of that party to
succeed in that province.

WL 'e theshers were at work on the
farm of George Whitney near Arkon Ohio,
a box of dynamite was found concealed in
a sheaf of wheat. Halfan hour later a
dynamite cartridge which had been se-
creted in another sheaf was fed to the
separator and exploded, wrecking the
machine and setting fire to the barn-
John Whitney, Jacob and Meyer and
Charles Lacey attempted to rescue the
horses in the barn. They failed, and
Meyer lost his life in the attempt, while
Whitney was fatally and Lacey painfully
injured. Four horses, one mule and sev-
eral cattle were burned to death,and Whit-
ney’s entire wheat and oat crop, and
many farm implements were destroyed.
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BUSINESS REVIVED.

The final passage of the Wilson tariff
bill by the United States congress, and the
end of uncertainty regarding that meas-
ure hasalready brought about a noticeable
revival in business throughout the Union.
Although the measure of tariff reform is
very far from what Representative Wil-
son and his fellow Democrats intended,
it reaches the expectations of the 1..ore
mroderate members of the party.

Canadians who have been deeply inter-
ested in the outcome of the legislation,
rejoice that the more offensive features of
the McKinley bill have been obliterated
from the statute book, and that many of
our products, practicably shut out of the
American market by the Republican pro-
gramme, may now be entered free of
duaty. Our fish and lumber will feel the
effects of the tariff chacges most, and po-
tatoes, oysters, agricultural implements
must also have a boom. The condition
regarding agricultural implements, that
the Canadian duty of from 20 to 30 per
cent., must be dropped before the Ameri-
can schedule comes into operation, ought
to be promptly complied with by the Do-
minion government. Hay, eggs and but-
ter are other Canadian agriculturral pro-
ducts which will now find their way into
the United States in large quantities, and
this will be especially advantageous to
Carleton county. Altogether the changes
in the tariff have given a healthier tone
to business both in Canada and the
United States, but the work of Congress
has been only half done. Another term
of Democratic rule would probably com-
plete it, while the accession to power of a
Liberal ministry at Ottawa, would bring
results on this side of the line, that can
scarcely be measured.

AN IMPORTANT ORDER.

The Knights of Pythias had possession
of Washington this week. On Tuesday,
15,000 uniformed men of the order par-
aded tle streets and were reviewed by
President Cleveland. They made a most
attractive and inspiring turnout. The
order has made astonishing progress in
the last decade, and in America numbers
some 500,000 members, half of whom be-
long to the uniform rank and are well
versed in the military drill. The stand-
ing army of the United States numbers
only 28,000 and when President Cleve-
land saw the Pythians march past with
martial bearing and tread, he must have
reflected that they and their absent
brethren, numbering in all a quarter of a
million of fairly drilled men, would form
an important safeguard to the safety of
the Republic.

The Pythians are composed of young
men, intelligent and erergetic, young
men, who with their practical knowledge
of military movements, could be readily
mobilized into an immense army in de-
fence of their homes and country. Poss-
ibly the members of the order have little
expectation of such a call, but with their
organization, drill and ‘go,’ they form a
contingent, which would as readily face
the foe, as parade in time of peace.

In the lower provinces of Canada, the
Pythians are also a growing body. The
order was only recently planted here, but
it has a membership of oyer one thous-
and. The Fredericton lodge has nearly
ninety members, and if one isto judge
from the enthusiasm of the men who
compoee it, it will continue to thrive and
prosper as it has in the past.

MR. BLAKE’S POSITION.

Mr. Hogar, an Irish M. P., who was at
Montreal the other day, in reply to the
enquiry, “ what do you think of Hon. Ed-
ward Blake’s career in British politics?”
said :

“He has quickly attained a place in
the front rank of debators in the House
of Commons. In the Home Rule debate
last year, he made an enduring repntation
and although he had but little opportun-
ity this year of making great speeches,
owing to the length of time consumed
with the budget discussions, yet he de-
livered some splendid addresses on plat-
forms in different parts of England, where
his speeches have materially helped the
Home Rule propoganda. This was par-
ticularly the case at Hackney, where a
vacancy had been caused by the elevation
of Sir Charles Ruesell to the House of
Lords and the Lord Chief Justiceship.
At the Hackney struggle, he took a fore-
most part in supporting the Liberal can-
didate, and to his eloquent and lucid
speeches, the success of the Liberal candi-
was largely attributed. Mr. Blake is re-
garded as one of the leading debaters of
the House of Commons.”

Mr. Blake is now among his friends in
Ontario, and is in excellent health and
spirits.

THE PROSPECTS ARE NOT BRIGHT.

The Irish Home Rule representatives
and the people are very much disap-
pointed with the slow progress made by
the cause so dear to their hearts, during
the session of parliament which closed
last week. Kvidently Lord Rosebery is
afraid to take active steps for the fulfil-
ment of his pledges. It is true he passed
the measure for the relief of evicted
tenants, but it was slaughtered by the
Lords. The main contention for Home
Rule has scarcely appeared above the
parliamentary horizon recently, and its
supporters are becoming uneasy. Even
the most hopeful Home Rulers are grow-
ing weary of the suspense, and expect lit-
tle satisfaction in the immediate futmie.
A fresh appeal to the electorate, without
the magic leadership of Gladstone, may
result in an indefinite postponement of
Home Rule, and this growing belief,
coupled with the disappointments of the
past, is enough to discourage the stoutest
friends of Ireland’s local legislative inde-
pendence.

DON'T 4EED THE N. P.

The town of Brantford, Ontario, where
Hon. Mr. Laurier was 8o enthusiastically
received the other day, is largely engaged
in manufacturing, and -these industries
are largely in the hands of Liberals, Mr.
Paterson, the popular N. P. for Brant, oc-
cupying a prominent position in their
control. These gentlemen are not afraid
of competition, but vote on every oppor-
tunity for tariff reform and free trade re-
lations. They say the National Policy
has not helped them or their industries,
and that they would be glad to return to
the Mackenzie tariff. They are notin the
combines or monopolies, but depend on
the merits of the articles they produce
for success, which they have won to a
marked degree.

HE WAS A PRINTER'S BOY.

The successful career of the late Hon.
C. F. Fraser of Ontario, as a lawyer and
statesmgh, should encourage young men
who starting poor in life, are looking for-
ward to position and honor among their
fellow men. Mr. Fraser like many anoth-
er successful man, started life as a printer’s
boy. In that business he saved enough
money to give him a legal education, and
once admitted to the bar,his advancement
was rapid. He soon led in his profession
and entering public life he acquired great
distinction in that arena, dying hon-
ored and admired not only for his great
mental gifts, butasan honest, trustworthy
man, who will be long remembered as
an admirable type of the self made
Canadian.

Toroxto has gone mad over the arrival
of triplets in the Filkins household. The
mother and her interesting babes are
visited daily by hundreds of people, and
Mayor Kennedy, one of the callers, has
granted to the youngsters the freedom of
the city. In the meantime Fitkins, the
father, is reaping a golden harvest from
the coins left by the visitors, and prob-
ably concludes that triplets pay.

It is stated that A. W. Ross, Tory M. P.
for Lisgar, Manitoba, is about to resign
his seat because the government will not
redeem its pledge to give him the Mani-
roba governorship. If the House of
Commons was cleared of friends of the
administration who are looking for
office, there would not be a corporal’s
guard left.

WaiLe the United States Congress was
finishing up its tariff business last week,
the barque Grace Deering lay off Boston
laden with' 500,000 lbs. of wool, waiting
for the official announcement that wool
might enter free of duty. The expecta-
tion of the consignees was met, saving
them $55,000 on the cargo.

TrE Conservatives are very uneasy
over Hon. Mr. Laurier’s starring tour in
Manitoba and the North West, and are
arranging to send Sir Charles H. Tupper,
Hon. Mr. Daly and Hon. J. A. Ounimet,
three cabinet ministers, to traverse the
ground covered by the Opposition chief.

Hon. Mr. Laurier is a Frenchman and a
Roman Catholic, but he is not a bigot.
Sunday at Sault St. Marie, Ont., he attended
Methodist church, listened to an excellent
sermon and afterwards complimented the
preacher on his effort.

After all it seems that General Her-
bert, is not to quit Canada at present, but
as his term expires in November, we sup-
pose the militia and the country can
stand his autocratic rule till that time.

At St. Paul, Tuesday, a condeinned
murderer named Emisch by some taeans
got hold of a revolver and when allowed
the liberty of the corridor opened fired on
the death-watch turnkey, wounding De-
puty Sheriff Horst, but not fatally, Deputy
Sheriff Picha returned the fire through
the peep-holes in the door and.drove
Emisch into his cell, where he was secur-
ely shackled.

Laurier was never in better form: .than
when he arose, in response to an invita-
tion from the chairman, to address the
audience. In the midst of the demon-
stration a pretty little girl stepped upon
the platform and presented Mr. Laurier
with a bouquet, the leader imprinted a
kiss on her cheek, and she retired, while
the people applauded. Then a prefect
fusilade of bouquets was aimed at Mr.
Laurier by the audience, and in a mom-
ent he trod on a carpet of flowers.

A PRINCE'S CARRIAGE.

It transpires that the German Emperor
took with him to England on board the
Imperial yacht Hohenzollern a gift for
his newly born nephew, the son of the
Duke of York. The gift was in the shape
of an exquisite little carriage, in which
the Royal infant is to take its airings.
The vehicle is in the form of a shell, cov-
ered with prismatic shades matching the
cushions and constrasting with the pale
blue velvet uged to line the shell. The
latter is finished with a coverlet of beauti-
ful crimsen velvet, worked with the arms
of the Guelph and the Hohenzollern fam-
ilies. The baby carriage was sent to the
White Lodge, at Richmond, from which
place the delighted mother sent her hearty
thanks to the Emperor.
